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Preface

The faith of Abraham, Yitzchak and Yaaqob and the Covenant which ELOHIM made with
him, his descendants and their gentile commonwealth is Hebraic in context. All scriptures
undergirding this truth and the Covenant should be read, interpreted, and applied in the
context of its Hebraic framework. This will assure a valid understanding of these Hebraic
scriptures. If these scriptures are interpreted or translated at the expense of their Hebraic
context and pertinent terminology, then the reader’s understanding and perspective
would accordingly be compromised.

The foundation of the Hebraic scriptures is the Torah (Instructions), Neviim (Prophets)
and Ketuvim (Writings) [TaNaKh]. All other scriptures, testimonies, or writings, including
the traditional twenty-seven Messianic Testimonies and Letters [MTL]; regardless of their
language, context, or source, must derive their authenticity and validation from the
TaNaKh; and particularly so, if they are intended to be a congruent and continuing
Testimony of that everlasting Truth and Covenant.

It would be ideal if the global English-speaking community at large were conversant with
the Hebraic language and context of the Scriptures. Since this is not so, a necessary
mitigating action is to provide such readers with an Integrated Translation and
Transliteration (ITT) of the Hebraic Scriptures. Such an ITT process (though not a literary
translation norm) is a necessary remedy to manifest its original Hebraic context and
critical terminologies. Hence, pertinent Hebraic terminologies including names and titles
are transliterated in this Book of The Covenant (rather than being translated or
substituted) to preserve their original Hebraic root word, and thereby their intended
Hebraic meaning.

Shortcomings of the common comprehensive translation process (whether concordant
or equivalence) have been apparent in the history of Scripture translations at large. It had
resulted in the manifestation of non-Hebraic, substituted, or contrived critical
terminologies in the destination language, such as Lord, instead of YHWH; God, instead
of EL, ELOAH, ELOHIM; Church, instead of Qahal; Jesus, instead of YAHshua; Christ, instead
of Mashiach; Testament, instead of Covenant; Angel, instead of Malach. Such critical
word-substitution or replacement process, coupled with a non-Hebraic theological
framework, have resulted in the evolution of doctrines or religious systems which are not
congruent with the original Hebraic Scriptures.

This Book of The Covenant (BTC) is a restoration of the Hebraic context of Scripture
through an integrated translation and transliteration (ITT) of crucial Scripture
terminologies. All transliterated names and words in the main text are in italics and listed
with their respective Hebraic meaning in the Appendices.

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BTC Translation and Transliteration Protocols

1. The glorious and kadosh (holy) name of nin*

The kadosh name of ELOHIM is specifically respected and preserved in this BTC by using
the original letters of the Hebrew alphabets nin' (Yod-Heh-Waw-Heh). ELOHIM’s people
should magnify and exalt this most kadosh Name1, especially when reading or quoting
directly from the Scriptures. On other occasions, such as oral/ written conversation or
instruction, it is expedient to address HIM by the unique personal title ADONAI (my LORD).
In the case of reference purposes, it suffices to use the four-letters YHWH. For those
without any pronunciation preference, one common option (used by most academics) is
YAHWEH (refer Appendix 2, Sect A for more information). Where the name appears as the
short form n' (Yod-Heh) (whether standalone, prefix or suffix), it is accordingly
transliterated as YAH.

For the Messianic Testimonies and Letters (MTL), BTC'’s correlation to the kadosh Name
is achieved by translating kurios as ADONAI, whenever context or quoted scripture is
clearly pointing to YHWH. MTL reference to YHWH is provided for by the writers indirectly,
through the titles ADONAI and ELOHIM. The former title (ADONAI) is personal and unique to
YHWH alone. The reason MTL writers refrained from using the actual Name was due to
the prevailing religious ruling which forbade the kadosh Name to be spoken or written
(even when reading/ quoting directly from the Scriptures). Thus, the MTL writers were
constrained to use the title ADONAI and/ or ELOHIM only, when referring to YHWH.

There should be no confusion between ELOHIM's one unique name - aIn', from HIS
various titles/ designations - ADONAI, EL, ELOHIM, ABBA, etc. The tradition of substituting
the name with titles or generic terms as Adonai, Elohim, Hashem, Kurios, LORD, GOD etc
during scripture translation or scripture reading is inappropriate. During normal
conversation, writing or testimonies, it is expedient and prudent to address YHWH by HIS
titles ELOHIM or ADONAI (lest we take HIS personal Name in vain). The common teaching
that HE has many Names or HIS Name has been forgotten is unscriptural. HE has declared:
This is (n1n') MY name forever and this is MY memorial to all generations (Ex 3:15).

2. Titles and pronouns of nin* ELOHIM

All designations and pronouns (such as ELOHIM, HE, HIM, MASTER, ADONAI, etc) that refer
directly to YHWH are consistently capitalized in full to ensure no ambiguity that YHWH is
being referred to. It would be a substantial error where a pronoun or designation referring
to YHWH is deliberately or ignorantly being misappropriated to someone else; even if that
someone is the Mashiach. The unique title ADONAI (my LORD; full upper case) refers to
and is applied to YHWH only, according to the Hebraic Scriptures. The Mashiach’s title is
Adon (Lord; 1st letter upper case), never ADONAI The equivalent title for all other human/
angelic lord is adon (lord; lower case).
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It may be noted in Torah, Neviim and Ketuvim (TaNaKh), that the titles ADONAI and ELOHIM
are often used instead of the name nine. This is prudent and appropriate in order not to
use the kadosh Name unnecessarily, especially during normal conversation or
correspondence.

3. ELOHIM’s name within the names of HIS people

The first syllable or short form of ELOHIM’s name YAH, wherever embedded in the names
of HIS people as a suffix, are duly restored from the imprecise -iah and -jah. Thus, names
as Jos-iah and Elijah are restored to YoshiyYAH and ELiYAH, with the suffix YAH duly
capitalized as per protocol number 2. Similarly, whenever YAH is embedded in the names
of HIS people as a prefix, they are restored from the imprecise/ deviated Yo-, Jo-, Ye-,
Yeho-, Jeho-. Thus, names as Jeho-shaphat and Yeho-shua are restored to YAHshaphat
and YAHshua. A complete listing of all BTC transliterated Hebraic names with their
original Hebraic meaning is in Appendix 2.

4, The name of YAHshua the Mashiach

The name of Mashiach is restored to the kadosh Scriptures by transliterating from the
Hebrew ywin' as YAHshua. This is the same name as various IsraELites (such as YAHshua
the son of Nun, YAHshua the son of YAHzadak, etc) and commonly transliterated
improperly, such as Yehoshua, Yeshua, Joshua, Jeshua, Jesus. The name YAHshua in the
Hebrew letters means YAH saves or Salvation of YAH. It is a substantial omission/ error
to regard the Mashiach’s name to mean Salvation, Savior or He Saves, as it amounts to
a suppression or denial of the ABBA’s name YAH within the Mashiach’s name. Likewise,
many other Hebrew names with the YAH prefix/ suffix have been suppressed by common
translations, resulting in the distortion or loss of their original meaning. Other known
transliterations of the Mashiach’s name are such as YAHushua and YAHshuah.

5. Titles and pronouns of YAHshua the Mashiach

All titles and pronouns (such as Adon, He, Him) that refer to Mashiach YAHshua have the
first letter capitalized, always. This protocol ensures no confusion when pronouns or
designations referring to YHWH and YAHshua respectively (or other persons as well), are
in proximity. It is important to note that the title Adon (Lord)/ Adoni (my Lord) is
applicable to the Mashiach and never ADONAI (my LORD). As in the Hebraic Scriptures,
ADONAI is that unique emphatic form of adoni which is applied to YHWH alone. Hence,
there is no ambiguity or confusion (as to who is being referred to) when the titles adon,
Adon or ADONAI appear on their own or in close proximity to one another, especially in
the Messianic Testimonies and Letters (MTL). Confusion between the identity of Adon
YAHshua and ADONAI YHWH has been the regrettable outcome of all translations (and
teachings) which fail to differentiate the respective names, pronouns, and titles of Adon
YAHshua the Mashiach and ADONAI n1ne.

6. Other crucial Hebraic names

Other crucial Hebraic words, names and titles are transliterated to preserve their original
Hebraic context, pronunciation, and associated meaning. Such transliterations are based
on the Hebraic root word and not from subsequent Greek, Latin, German or other
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transliterations or translations. Names should always be transliterated and never
translated. A name’s pronunciation and not its meaning should be carried from the
source to the destination language. This will preserve the name’s root word and original
meaning. There should be no confusion between a name and the meaning of a name.
As an example, the Hebraic name Kefa [meaning rock] should have its pronunciation
Kefa to be transliterated into the destination language, rather than having its meaning
rock being translated into the destination language. Thus, transferring the meaning of
Kefa [meaning rock] into a Greek name like Petros (Peter) [meaning rock] would be as
inappropriate as to translate that person’s name Kefa into English as Rock (unless, as a
casual informal epithet/ nickname only).

For proper accountability and traceability purposes, nicknames/ epithets should never
replace properly given names. Otherwise, traceability and hence the identity of a person
may be lost. Hence, the proper name Shaul, meaning Counseled/ Asked, the disciple of
YAHshua is always Shaul. Though he was subsequently referred to as Paulus/ Paul (under
unknown circumstances), it would not be appropriate for translators to replace his proper
Hebraic name Shaul with Paul. Similarly, we do not regard DaniEL’'s name as having been
changed permanently to Belteshazzar, just because it was imposed upon him by the
Babylonian king. Otherwise, a confusion of the person’s original true name and identity
results.

Substitution of a name with a word with neither meaning nor phonetic connection to the
Hebraic source name/ word is improper, especially - nin® being substituted with LORD/
Lord/ Kurios/ Adonai/ Hashem/ GOD. By so doing, such translators have effectively
deleted/ negated/ suppressed (more than 6800 times) ELOHIM’s name from the
Scriptures.

7. Other crucial Hebraic words

Substitution of a source word with a specially created destination word with neither
meaning nor phonetic equivalence to the source word is improper. An example is the
Hebrew gahal, the specific source word referring to ELOHIM’'s moadim (appointed times/
assemblies), and its Greek translation ecclesia. Both have been substituted (hence
bypassed) in common versions with a specifically created Anglo word church, which has
no direct meaning, context nor phonetic equivalence to the original source word. BTC
restores qahal accordingly (TaNaKh and MTL), where the context refers to the moadim
assemblies of ELOHIM’s Covenant people.

The word synagogue (Gk sunagoge - a generic word for any assembly/ gathering) has
been misappropriated in common versions by selective (biased) transliteration, being
applied to perceived YAHudim’s assemblies only. BTC translates ‘sunagoge’ as
‘assembly/ congregation’ consistently, as appropriate.

Translating a crucial word from a third-party translation or transliteration is not
expedient. An example is the Anglo christ, which is a transliteration from the Greek
christos, which is already a translation of the Hebraic source word mashiach (anointed
one). Another example is the Anglo angel being transliterated from the Greek translation
angelos, instead of transliterating from the Hebraic source word malach (messenger).
BTC adopts the transliterated original Hebraic source word malach/ malachim (pl), where
shamayim (heavenly) messengers are referred to.
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The original Hebraic word for grace chen/ channan, which has been commonly deviated
as mercy/ kindness/ favor, has been duly restored as grace in BTC. Grace has been the
basis of ELOHIM’s relationship with HIS Covenant people from time immemorial.

The original Hebraic word chesed meaning covenant-faithfulness (Greek, eleos) has been
commonly deviated as lovingkindness/ mercy. It is now restored as covenant-
faithfulness. Refer to chesed under List of Significant Hebraic Words (App 1).

The Hebraic word imrah (oral instructions/ torah) commonly translated as word and its
Greek translation rhema, which are differentiated from davar and logos respectively,
have been duly restored by transliteration as imrah.

The Anglo words law, lawless and lawlessness as well as their Greek equivalents nomos,
anomos, are inadequate when the context refers to the Torah. Such translations have
been mis-interpreted as referring to a generic law or any law. Torah refers to that specific
Torah which ELOHIM gave to HIS Covenant people (Pentateuch). BTC uses Torah, Torah-
less and Torah-lessness to ensure no ambiguity whatsoever, whenever context refers to
the Torah (of Mosheh).

The word Torah-lessness (anomia) has been restored in the following critical verses
where they had been commonly mis-translated as iniquity or sin- Mt 7:23, 13:41, 23:28,
24:12; Rm 6:19; 2Cor 6:14; 2Th 2:3, 2:7; Tit 2:14; 1Jn 3:4; Heb 1:9. These verses show
YAHshua and Shaul’s clear teaching against Torah-lessness.

The Hebraic word moed (plural - moadim. Gk - kairos) is commonly translated as time
(s)/ season (s). Its Hebraic meaning refers to ELOHIM’s appointed or prophetic times/
festivals. Restoration of this word as moed/ moadim in BTC has now made the necessary
distinction between ELOHIM’s appointed/ prophetic times from other common times.

The Hebraic word eretz, whenever the context refers to the Land of Canaan which ELOHIM
promised to Abraham, is translated, and capitalized as Land. This ensures clarity
between the promised Land and any other land.

Note: All significant transliterated names and words in the main text are in italics and
listed accordingly with their original Hebraic meaning in the Appendices.

8. Integrated literal and contextual equivalence

Human language is constantly evolving (for better or for worse). No fallible human
language can express anything infallibly - the original Hebraic language of Scripture
included. Language is an art, not science. No two languages share the same grammar
structure or linguistic protocols. There is no such a process as a word for word translation.
All translations are effectively a combination of literal and equivalence (whether
admitted or not). All human language writings involving what is perceived, envisioned,
witnessed, heard, or inspired are subject to constraints of the human language used,
apart from other human limitations. All subsequent copies or translations from such
original writings are additionally subject to the constraints of source-to-destination
language and cultural non-equivalence or mismatch, apart from any doctrinal bias or
religious traditions.

An objective Scripture translation process should always adopt a literal-contextual
approach as basic. Occasionally where sentences or phrases become apparently
ambiguous or not meaningful from a literal protocol, then the necessity of supplementing
with contextual-equivalence is essential. Translations that dogmatically stick to a literal
or comprehensive translation protocol will result in readers having to encounter the
occasional incongruent sentences or apparently contradictory statements. This BTC has
adopted a literal-contextual approach, coupled with its unique Integrated Translation and
Transliteration (ITT) protocol.

9. Hebraic context of Scripture

Given that the pertinent conversations and events in the Messianic Testimonies and
Letters were (in spirit and in truth) Hebraic in context, it is therefore apparent that the
writing of these Greek language accounts had necessarily been associated with an
interpretation-translation process (from their original Hebraic context and terminology),
whether by the writers themselves or with scribal-translator assistance. Thus, the normal
limitations associated with any language interpretation-translation process would need
to be taken into consideration by users of these Greek accounts, even though they were
original works. The effects and constraints of any interpretation-translation process are
the same, regardless of whether the interpretation-translation process was an internal
bilingual-writer process or external scribal assistance process.

Although the Messianic Testimonies and Letters were recorded in Greek, the fact is that
Greek was the Hellenistic gentile language of the Roman Empire in those days. The Greek
language and its historical Greco-Hellenistic culture was not intended to be a permanent
replacement-culture or substitute-language or revised-context to the Hebraic Scriptures.
Thus, the common practice of using purely Greek (or any other gentile language) in
crucial Scripture root word study or exposition is neither expedient nor appropriate. As
an illustration - any intent to understand the true concept and meaning of the original
Hebraic title Elohim cannot be properly achieved by pursuing the historical, linguistic,
philosophical, or cultural origins of the Anglo God, Greco Theos, African Mungu, Chinese
Shen or any other divinity titles of any other gentile language or culture - it will only be
at expense of the original Hebraic root word and intended meaning. Each of the above
four gentile divinity titles would have their own root meaning, context and application
which are not necessarily congruent with the Hebraic Elohim.

The actual conversation, interaction and thought processes amongst the YAHudim,
especially amongst YAHshua and His disciples were always in the Hebraic context.
Likewise, there is no other gentile language today that can be adequately used on its
own for such crucial Scripture root word study or exegesis purposes - the Greek and
English languages included.

This BTC Integrated Translation and Transliteration (ITT) aims to restore and preserve
critical Hebraic Scripture terminologies and their original meaning and context.

2:9 Out of the ground nIn' ELOHIM made
every tree to grow that is pleasant to the
sight, and good for food; the tree of life also
in the middle of the garden, and the tree of
the knowledge of good and evil.

2:10 A river went out of Eden to water the
garden; and from there it was parted and
became four riverheads.

2:11 The name of the first is Pishon: this is
the one which flows through the whole
land of Chavilah, where there is gold,

2:12 and the gold of that land are good.
There is aromatic resin and the onyx stone.
2:13 The name of the second river is
Gichon: the same river that flows through
the whole land of Cush.

2:14 The name of the third river is
Hiddeqel'3!: this is the one which flows in
front of Asshur. The fourth river is the
Perathl6l,

2:15 nIn' ELOHIM took the man and put
him into the garden of Eden to dress it and
to keep it.

2:16 aIn' ELOHIM commanded the man,
saying: Of every tree of the garden, you
may freely eat,

2:17 but of the tree of the knowledge of
good and evil, you shall not eat of it; for in
the day that you eat of it you will surely die.
2:18 nIn* ELOHIM said: It is not good that
the man should be alone; | will make him
a helper suitable for him.

2:19 Out of the ground nIn* ELOHIM formed
every animal of the field, and every bird of
the shamayim, and brought them to the
man to see what he would call them.
Whatever the man called every living
creature, that was its name.

2:20 The man gave names to all animals
and to the birds of the shamayim, and to
every beast of the field; but for man there
was not found a helper suitable for him.
2:21 nIn' ELOHIM caused a deep sleep to
fall on the man, and he slept; and HE took
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one of his ribs and closed the flesh in its
place.

2:22 The rib which nIn' ELOHIM had taken
from the man, HE made into a woman, and
brought her to the man.

2:23 The man said: This is now bone of my
bones, and flesh of my flesh. She will be
called woman because she was taken out
of man.

2:24 Therefore a man will leave his father
and his mother, and will join with his wife,
and they will be one flesh.

2:25 They were both naked, the man and
his wife, and were not ashamed.

[4] Vs 2:7 - Adam. Meaning 'man’'

3 Disobedience

3:1 Now the serpent was more subtle than
any beast of the field which nin' ELOHIM
had created. He said to the woman, Has
ELOHIM really said: You shall not eat of any
tree of the garden?

3:2 The woman said to the serpent, Of the
fruit of the trees of the garden we may eat,
3:3 but of the fruit of the tree, which is in
the middle of the garden, ELOHIM has said:
You shall not eat of it, neither shall you
touch it, lest you die.

3:4 The serpent said to the woman: You
would not surely die,

3:5 for ELOHIM knows that in the day you
eat it, your eyes will be opened, and you
will be like ELOHIM, knowing good and evil.
3:6 When the woman saw that the tree
was good for food, and that it was a delight
to the eyes, and that the tree was to be
desired to make one wise, she took of its
fruit, and ate; and she gave some to her
man, and he ate.

3:7 Then the eyes of both were opened,
and they knew that they were naked. They
sewed fig leaves together and made
themselves coverings.

3:8 They heard the voice of nin' ELOHIM
walking in the garden in the cool of the

day, and the man and his woman hid
themselves from the presence of nint
ELOHIM among the trees of the garden.
3:9 nIn' ELOHIM called to the man, and
said to him: Where are you?

3:10 The man said: | heard YOUR voice in
the garden, and | was afraid, because | was
naked; and | hid myself.

3:11 ELOHIM said: Who told you that you
were naked? Have you eaten from the tree
that | commanded you not to eat from?
3:12 The man said: The woman whom YOU
gave to be with me, she gave me of the
tree, and | ate.

3:13 nIn' ELOHIM said to the woman: What
is this you have done? The woman said:
The serpent deceived me, and | ate.

3:14 nin' ELOHIM said to the serpent:
Because you have done this, you are
cursed above all livestock, and above every
animal of the field. On your belly you shall
go, and you shall eat dust all the days of
your life.

3:15 | will put enmity between you and the
woman, and between your offspring and
her offspring. He will bruise your head, and
you will bruise his heel.

3:16 To the woman HE said: | will greatly
multiply your pain in childbirth. In pain you
will bear children. You shall be inclined
towards your husband, and he will rule over
you. [Eph 5:22]

3:17 To Adam HE said: Because you have
listened to your wife’s voice, and have
eaten of the tree, of which | commanded
you, saying: You shall not eat of it, cursed
is the ground for your sake. In toil you will
eat of it all the days of your life.

3:18 It will yield thorns and thistles to you;
and you will eat the herb of the field.

3:19 By the sweat of your face will you eat
bread until you return to the ground, for out
of it you were taken. For you are dust, and
to dust you shall return.

3:20 The man called his wife Chavah!7],
because she was the mother of all living.
3:21 nIn' ELOHIM made coats of skins for
Adam and for his wife and clothed them.
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3:22 nIn' ELOHIM said: Behold, the man
has become like one of us, knowing good
and evil. Now, lest he reach out his hand,
and take of the tree of life, and eat, and live
forever,

3:23 Therefore nIn' ELOHIM sent him out
from the garden of Eden, to till the ground
from which he was taken.

3:24 So, HE drove out the man; and HE
placed cheruvim at the east of the garden
of Eden, and the flame of a sword which
turned every way, to guard the way to the
tree of life.

[7] Vs 3:20 - Meaning life-giver
4 Qayin and Hevel

4:1 The man knew Chavah his wife. She
conceived, and gave birth to Qayin, and
said: | have gotten a man with nia*’s help.
4:2 Again she gave birth, to Qayin’s brother
Hevel. Hevel was a keeper of sheep, but
Qayin was a tiller of the ground.

4:3 As time passed, it happened that Qayin
brought an offering to nin' from the fruit of
the ground.

4:4 Hevel also brought some of the
firstborn of his flock and of its fat. ninr
respected Hevel and his offering,

4:5 but HE did not respect Qayin and his
offering. Qayin was very angry, and the
expression on his face fell.

4:6 nin said to Qayin: Why are you angry?
Why has the expression of your face fallen?
4:7 If you do well, will not your
countenance be lifted? If not, sin crouches
at the door. Its desire is for you, but you are
to master over it.

4:8 Qayin said to Hevel his brother: Let us
go into the field. It happened when they
were in the field, that Qayin rose up against
Hevel, his brother, and killed him.

4:9 i said to Qayin: Where is Hevel, your
brother? He said: | do not know. Am | my
brother’s keeper?

4:10 a1 said: What have you done? The
voice of your brother’s blood cries to ME
from the ground.

4:11 Now you are cursed because of the
ground, which has opened its mouth to
receive your brother's blood from your
hand.

4:12 From now on, when you till the
ground, it would not yield its strength to
you. You shall be a fugitive and a wanderer
in the earth.

4:13 Qayin said to nin*: My punishment is
greater than | can bear.

4:14 Behold, YOU have driven me out this
day from the face of the land. | will be
hidden from YOUR face, and | will be a
fugitive and a wanderer in the earth. It will
happen that whoever finds me will kill me.
4:15 a1 said to him: Therefore, whoever
slays Qayin, vengeance will be taken on
him sevenfold. nin' appointed a sign for
Qayin, lest any finding him should strike
him.

4:16 Qayin went out from nIn'’s presence,
and lived in the land of Nod, east of Eden.
4:17 Qayin knew his woman. She
conceived and gave birth to Chanok. He
built a city, and called the name of the city,
after the name of his son, Chanok.

4:18 To Chanok was born Irad. Irad beget
MehuyaEL. MehuyaEL beget MethushaEL.
MethushaEL beget Lamech.

4:19 Lamech took two wives: the name of
the one was Adah, and the name of the
other Tsillah.

4:20 Adah gave birth to Yabal, who was the
father of those who dwell in tents and have
livestock.

4:21 His brother’'s name was Yuval, who
was the father of all who handle the lyre
and flute.

4:22 Tsillah also gave birth to Tubal-Qayin,
the forger of every cutting instrument of
brass and iron. Tubal Qayin's sister was
Naamah.

4:23 Lamech said to his wives: Adah and
Tsillah, hear my voice. You women of
Lamech, listen to my imrah, for | have slain
a man for wounding me, a young man for
bruising me.
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4:24 If Qayin will be avenged seven times,
truly Lamech seventy-seven times.

4:25 Adam knew his wife again. She gave
birth to a son, and named him Sheth, for
ELOHIM has appointed me another child
instead of Hevel, for Qayin killed him.
4:26 There was also born a son to Sheth,
and he named him Enosh. Then men
began to call on nIn'’s name.

5 Adam to Noach

5:1 This is the sephar of the generations of
Adam. In the day that ELOHIM created man,
HE made him in ELOHIM’s likeness.

5:2 HE created them male and female, and
blessed them, and called their name
Adam, in the day when they were created.
5:3 Adam lived one hundred thirty years,
and beget a son in his own likeness, after
his image, and named him Sheth.

5:4 The days of Adam after he beget Sheth
were eight hundred years, and he beget
sons and daughters.

5:5 All the days that Adam lived were nine
hundred thirty years, and then he died.
5:6 Sheth lived one hundred five years and
beget Enosh.

5:7 Sheth lived after he beget Enosh eight
hundred seven years and beget sons and
daughters.

5:8 All the days of Sheth were nine
hundred twelve years, and then he died.
5:9 Enosh lived ninety years and beget
Kenan.

5:10 Enosh lived after he beget Kenan,
eight hundred fifteen years, and beget
sons and daughters.

5:11 All the days of Enosh were nine
hundred five years, and then he died.

5:12 Kenan lived seventy years and beget
MahalalEL.

5:13 Kenan lived after he beget MahalalEL
eight hundred forty years, and beget sons
and daughters

5:14 and all the days of Kenan were nine
hundred ten years, and then he died.

5:15 MahalalEL lived sixty-five years and
beget Yered.

5:16 MahalalEL lived after he beget Yered
eight hundred thirty years and beget sons
and daughters.

5:17 All the days of MahalalEL were eight
hundred ninety-five years, and then he
died.

5:18 Yered lived one hundred sixty-two
years and beget Chanok.

5:19 Yered lived after he beget Chanok
eight hundred years and beget sons and
daughters.

5:20 All the days of Yered were nine
hundred sixty-two years, and then he died.
5:21 Chanok lived sixty-five years and
beget Methushelach.

5:22 Chanok walked with ELOHIM after he
beget Methushelach three hundred years
and beget sons and daughters.

5:23 All the days of Chanok were three
hundred sixty-five years.

5:24 Chanok walked with ELOHIM, and he
was not, for ELOHIM took him.

5:25 Methushelach lived one hundred
eighty-seven years and beget Lamech.
5:26 Methushelach lived after he beget
Lamech seven hundred eighty-two years
and beget sons and daughters.

5:27 All the days of Methushelach were
nine hundred sixty-nine years, and then he
died.

5:28 Lamech lived one hundred eighty-two
years, and beget a son,

5:29 and he named him Noach, saying:
This same will comfort us in our work and
in the toil of our hands, because of the
ground which ninr has cursed.

5:30 Lamech lived after he beget Noach
five hundred ninety-five years and beget
sons and daughters.

5:31 All the days of Lamech were seven
hundred seventy-seven years, and then he
died.

5:32 Noach was five hundred years old,
and Noach beget Shem, Cham, and
Yepheth.

6 Mankind'’s corruption



1-1 Bereshit : Genesis [Gen] 20

6:1 It happened, when men began to
multiply on the face of the earth, and
daughters were born to them,

6:2 that the sons of the elohim!8! saw that
the daughters of men were pleasant, and
they took women for themselves of all that
they chose.

6:3 nIn' said: MY RUACH will not strive with
man forever, because he also is flesh; yet
will his days be one hundred twenty years.
6:4 The fallen onesl®! were in the earth in
those days, and indeed after that the sons
of the elohim came into the daughters of
men, they bore children to them. Those
were the mighty men of old, men of
renown.

6:5 nIn' saw that the wickedness of man
was great in the earth, and that every
imagination of the thoughts of his heart
was only evil continually.

6:6 nIn' regretted that HE had made man
on the earth, and it grieved HIM in HIS heart.
6:7 a1 said: | will destroy man whom |
have created from the face of the earth;
man, along with animals, creeping things,
and birds of the shamayim; for | regret that
| have made them.

6:8 But Noach found grace in nin'’s eyes.
6:9 This is the history of the generations of
Noach. Noach was a righteous man,
blameless among the people of his time.
Noach walked with ELOHIM.

6:10 Noach begets three sons: Shem,
Cham, and Yepheth.

6:11 The earth was corrupt before ELOHIM
and the earth was filled with violence.
6:12 ELOHIM saw the earth, and saw that it
was corrupt, for all flesh had corrupted
their way on the earth.

6:13 ELOHIM said to Noach: The end of all
flesh has come before ME, for the earth is
filled with violence through them. Behold, |
will destroy them with the earth.

6:14 Make an ark of gopher wood. You
shall make rooms in the ark and shall seal
it inside and outside with pitch.

6:15 This is how you shall make it. The
length of the ark will be three hundred

cubits, its breadth fifty cubits, and its
height thirty cubits.

6:16 You shall make a roof in the ark, and
you shall finish it to a cubit upward. You
shall set the door of the ark in its side. You
shall make it with lower, second, and third
levels.

6:17 1, even |, do bring the flood of waters
on this earth, to destroy all flesh having the
breath of life from under the shamayim.
Everything that is in the earth will die.
6:18 But | will establish MY covenant with
you. You shall come into the ark, you, your
sons, your wife, and your son’s wives with
you.

6:19 Of every living thing of all flesh, you
shall bring two of every sort into the ark, to
keep them alive with you. They shall be
male and female.

6:20 Of the birds after their kind, of the
livestock after their kind, of every creeping
thing of the ground after its kind, two of
every sort shall come to you, to keep them
alive.

6:21 Take with you of all food that is eaten
and gather it to yourself; and it will be for
food for you, and for them.

6:22 Thus Noach did. According to all that
ELOHIM commanded him, so he did.

[8] Vs 6:2, 4 - sons of the elohim. Probably referring
to sons of mighty men. In the age of Sheth and
Enosh (Gen 5:7-11), they lived to between 800 to
900 years old; hence their mighty and great
stature.

[9] Vs 6:4 - fallen ones (nephilim). Referring to the
fallen nature of the sons of elohim, as manifested
in their unrestrained relationships with multiple
women (ref 6:2). Refer Nu 13:33, where it is
indicated that the descendants of these fallen ones
(sons of Anak) were men of great stature.

7 Noach and the ark

7:1 nine said to Noach: Come with all your
household into the ark, for | have seen your
righteousness before ME in this generation.
7:2 You shall take seven pairs of every
clean animal with you, the male, and his
female. Of the animals that are not clean,
take two, the male and his female.
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7:3 Also of the birds of the shamayim,
seven and seven, male and female, to
keep seed alive on the surface of all the
earth.

7:4 In seven days, | will cause it to rain on
the earth for forty days and forty nights.
Every living thing that | have made, | will
destroy from the surface of the ground.
7:5 Noach did everything that nine
commanded him.

7:6 Noach was six hundred years old when
the flood of waters came on the earth.

7:7 Noach went into the ark with his sons,
his wife, and his son’s wives, because of
the waters of the flood.

7:8 Clean animals, animals that are not
clean, birds, and everything that creeps on
the ground

7:9 went by pairs to Noach into the ship,
male and female, as ELOHIM commanded
Noach.

7:10 It happened after the seven days, that
the waters of the flood came on the earth.
7:11 In the six hundredth year of Noach’s
life, in the second month, on the
seventeenth day of the month, on the
same day all the fountains of the great
deep were burst open, and the shamayim
windows were opened.

7:12 The rain was on the earth forty days
and forty nights.

7:13 In the same day Noach, and Shem,
Cham, and Yepheth, the sons of Noach,
and Noach’s wife, and the three wives of
his sons with them, entered the ark;

7:14 they, and every animal after its kind,
all the livestock after their kind, every
creeping thing that creeps on the earth
after its kind, and every bird after its kind,
every bird of every sort.

7:15 They went to Noach into the ark, by
pairs of all flesh with the breath of life in
them.

7:16 Those who went in, went in male and
female of all flesh, as ELOHIM commanded
him; and aIn' shut him in.

7:17 The flood was forty days on the earth.
The waters increased, and lifted up the ark,
and it was lifted up above the earth.

7:18 The waters prevailed and increased
greatly on the earth; and the ark floated on
the surface of the waters.

7:19 The waters prevailed exceedingly on
the earth. All the high mountains that were
under the whole shamayim were covered.
7:20 The waters prevailed fifteen cubits
upward and the mountains were covered.
7:21 All flesh died that moved on the
earth, including birds, livestock, animals,
every creeping thing that creeps on the
earth, and every man.

7:22 All in whose nostrils was the breath of
life, of all that was on the dry land, died.
7:23 Every living thing was destroyed that
was on the surface of the ground, including
man, livestock, creeping things, and birds
of the shamayim. They were destroyed
from the earth. Only Noach was left, and
those who were with him in the ark.

7:24 The waters prevailed on the earth one
hundred fifty days.

8 Flood subsides

8:1 ELOHIM remembered Noach, all the
animals, and all the livestock that were
with him in the ark; and ELOHIM made a
wind to pass over the earth. The waters
subsided.

8:2 The fountains of the deep and the
windows of the shamayim were also
stopped, and the rain from the shamayim
was restrained.

8:3 The waters receded from the earth
continually. After the end of one hundred
fifty days the waters decreased.

8:4 The ark rested in the seventh month,
on the seventeenth day of the month, on
Ararat’s mountains.

8:5 The waters receded continually until
the tenth month. In the tenth month, on
the first day of the month, the tops of the
mountains were seen.
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8:6 It happened at the end of forty days,
that Noach opened the window of the ark
which he had made,

8:7 and he sent out a raven. It went back
and forth, until the waters were dried up
from the earth.

8:8 He sent out a dove from him, to see if
the waters were abated from the surface
of the land,

8:9 but the dove found no place to rest her
foot, and she returned to him into the ark;
for the waters were on the surface of the
whole earth. He put out his hand, and took
her, and brought her to him into the ark.
8:10 He stayed yet another seven days,
and again, he sent the dove out of the ark.
8:11 The dove came back to him at
evening, and behold, in her mouth was an
olive leaf plucked off. So, Noach knew that
the waters were abated from the land.
8:12 He stayed yet another seven days and
sent out the dove; and she did not return to
him anymore.

8:13 It happened in the six hundred first
year, in the first month, the first day of the
month, the waters were dried up from the
earth. Noach removed the covering of the
ark and looked. He saw that the surface of
the ground was dried.

8:14 In the second month, on the twenty-
seventh day of the month, the earth was
dry.

8:15 ELOHIM spoke to Noach, saying:

8:16 Go out of the ark, you, and your wife,
and your sons, and your sons’ wives with
you.

8:17 Bring out with you every living thing
that is with you of all flesh, including birds,
livestock, and every creeping thing that
creeps on the earth, that they may breed
abundantly in the earth, and be fruitful,
and multiply on the earth.

8:18 Noach went out, with his sons, his
wife, and his sons’ wives with him.

8:19 Every animal, every creeping thing,
and every bird, whatever moves on the
earth, after their families, went out of the
ark.

8:20 Noach built an altar to nin', and took
of every clean animal, and of every clean
bird, and offered burnt offerings on the
altar.

8:21 nIn' smelled the pleasant aroma.
nIn said in his heart, | will not again curse
the ground any more for man’s sake,
because the imagination of man’s heart is
evil from his youth; neither will | ever again
strike everything living, as | have done.
8:22 While the earth remains, seed time
and harvest, and cold and heat, and
summer and winter, and day and night
shall not cease.

9 ELOHIM’s covenant with Noach

9:1 ELOHIM blessed Noach and his sons,
and said to them: Be fruitful, and multiply,
and replenish the earth.

9:2 The fear of you and the dread of you
will be on every animal of the earth, and on
every bird of the shamayim. Everything
that the ground teems with, and all the fish
of the sea are delivered into your hand.
9:3 Every moving thing that lives will be
food for you. As the green herb, | have
given everything to you.

9:4 But flesh with its life, its blood, you
shall not eat.

9:5 | will surely require an accounting of
the blood of your lives. At the hand of every
animal, | will require it. At the hand of man,
even at the hand of every man’s brother, |
will require the accounting of the life of
man.

9:6 Whoever sheds man’s blood, his blood
will be shed by man, for ELOHIM made man
in HIS own representation.

9:7 Be fruitful and multiply. Increase
abundantly in the earth, and multiply in it.
9:8 ELOHIM spoke to Noach and to his sons
with him, saying:

9:9 As for ME, behold, | establish MY
covenant with you, and with your offspring
after you,

9:10 and with every living creature that is
with you: the birds, the livestock, and every
animal of the earth with you, of all that go
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out of the ark, even every animal of the
earth.

9:11 | will establish MY covenant with you:
all flesh will not be cut off any more by the
waters of the flood, neither will there ever
again be a flood to destroy the earth.

9:12 ELOHIM said: This is the token of the
covenant which | make between ME and
you and every living creature that is with
you, for perpetual generations:

9:13 | set my rainbow in the cloud, and it
will be for a sign of a covenant between ME
and the earth.

9:14 It will happen, when | bring a cloud
over the earth, that the rainbow will be
seen in the cloud,

9:15 and | will remember MY covenant,
which is between ME and you and every
living creature of all flesh, and the waters
will no longer become a flood to destroy all
flesh.

9:16 The rainbow will be in the cloud. | will
look at it, that | may remember the
everlasting covenant between ELOHIM and
every living creature of all flesh that is on
the earth.

9:17 ELOHIM said to Noach: This is the
token of the covenant which | have
established between ME and all flesh that
is on the earth.

9:18 The sons of Noach who went out from
the ark were Shem, Cham, and Yepheth.
Cham is the father of Canaan.

9:19 These three were the sons of Noach,
and from these, the whole earth was
populated.

9:20 Noach began to be a farmer and
planted a vineyard.

9:21 He drank of the wine and got drunk.
He was uncovered within his tent.

9:22 Cham, the father of Canaan, saw the
nakedness of his father, and told his two
brothers outside.

9:23 Shem and Yepheth took a garment,
and laid it on both their shoulders, went in
backwards, and covered the nakedness of
their father. Their faces were backwards,

and they did not see their father's
nakedness.

9:24 Noach awoke from his wine and knew
what his youngest son had done to him.
9:25 He said: Canaan is cursed. He will be
servant of servants to his brothers.

9:26 He said: Blessed be nin, the ELOHIM
of Shem. Let Canaan be his servant.

9:27 May ELOHIM enlarge Yepheth. Let him
dwell in the tents of Shem. Let Canaan be
his servant.

9:28 Noach lived three hundred fifty years
after the flood.

9:29 All the days of Noach were nine
hundred fifty years, and then he died.

10 Noach’s descendants

10:1 Now this is the history of the
generations of the sons of Noach and of
Shem, Cham, and Yepheth. Sons were born
to them after the flood.

10:2 The sons of Yepheth: Gomer, Magog,
Maday, Yavan, Yabal, Meshech, and Tiras.
10:3 The sons of Gomer: Ashkenaz,
Riphath, and Togarmah.

10:4 The sons of Yavan: Elishah, Tarshish,
Kittim, and Dodanim.

10:5 Of these were the islands of the
nations divided in their lands, everyone
after his language, after their families, in
their nations.

10:6 The sons of Cham: Cush, Mizraim,
Put, and Canaan.

10:7 The sons of Cush: Seba, Chavilah,
Sabtah, Raamah, and Sabteca. The sons of
Raamah: Sheba and Dedan.

10:8 Cush beget Nimrod. He began to be a
mighty one in the land.

10:9 He was a mighty hunter before nin'.
Therefore, it is said: Like Nimrod, a mighty
hunter before nin'.

10:10 The beginning of his kingdom was
Babel, Erech, Accad, and Calneh, in the
land of Shinar.

10:11 Out of that land he went into Asshur,
and built Nineveh, Rechoboth, Calah,
10:12 and Resen between Nineveh and
Calah, the same is the great city.
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10:13 Mizraim beget Ludim, Anamim,
Lehabim, Naphtuhim,

10:14 Pathrusim, Casluhim (which the
Philistines descended from) and
Caphtorim.

10:15 Canaan beget Sidon (his firstborn),
Heth,

10:16 the Yebusite, the Amorite, the
Girgashite,

10:17 the Hivite, the Arkite, the Sinite,
10:18 the Arvadite, the Zemarite and the
Hamathite. Afterward the families of the
Canaanites were spread abroad.

10:19 The border of the Canaanites was
from Sidon, as you go toward Gerar, to
Gaza; as you go toward Sodom, Gomorrah,
Admah, and Zeboiim, to Lasha.

10:20 These are the sons of Cham, after
their families, after their languages, in
their lands, in their nations.

10:21 To Shem, the father of all the
children of Eber, the elder brother of
Yepheth, to him also were children born.
10:22 The sons of Shem: Elam, Asshur,
Arpachshad, Lud, and Aram.

10:23 The sons of Aram: Uz, Hul, Gether,
and Mash.

10:24 Arpachshad beget Shelah. Shelah
beget Eber.

10:25 To Eber were born two sons. The
name of the one was Peleg, for in his days
the earth was divided. His brother’'s name
was Yoqtan.

10:26 Yoqtan beget Almodad, Sheleph,
Hazarmaveth, Yerah,

10:27 Hadoram, Uzal, Diklah,

10:28 Obal, AbimakEL, Sheba,

10:29 Ophir, Chavilah and Yobab. All these
were the sons of Yoqtan.

10:30 Their dwelling was from Mesha, as
you go toward Sephar, the mountain of the
east.

10:31 These are the sons of Shem, after
their families, after their languages, in
their lands, after their nations.

10:32 These are the families of the sons of
Noach, after their generations, in their

nations. Of these were the nations divided
in the earth after the flood.

11 Tower of Babel

11:1 The whole earth was of one language
and of one speech.

11:2 It happened, as they traveled east,
that they found a plain in the land of
Shinar, and they lived there.

11:3 They said one to another, Come, let
us make bricks, and burn them thoroughly.
They had brick for stone, and they used tar
for mortar.

11:4 They said: Come, let us build
ourselves a city, and a tower whose top
reaches to the shamayim, and let us make
ourselves a name, lest we be scattered
abroad on the surface of the whole earth.
11:5 nin' came down to see the city and
the tower, which the children of men built.
11:6 ' said: Behold, they are one
people, and they have all one language,
and this is what they begin to do. Now
nothing will be withheld from them, which
they intend to do.

11:7 Come, let us go down, and there
confuse their language, that they may not
understand one another’s speech.

11:8 So, nin' scattered them abroad from
there on the surface of all the earth. They
stopped building the city.

11:9 Therefore its name was called Babel,
because there nin' confused the language
of all the earth. From there, nin' scattered
them abroad on the surface of all the
earth.

11:10 This is the history of the generations
of Shem. Shem was one hundred years old
and beget Arpachshad two years after the
flood.

11:11 Shem lived five hundred years after
he beget Arpachshad and beget sons and
daughters.

11:12 Arpachshad lived thirty-five years
and beget Shelah.

11:13 Arpachshad lived four hundred
three years after he beget Shelah and
beget sons and daughters.
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11:14 Shelah lived thirty years, and beget
Eber:

11:15 and Shelah lived four hundred three
years after he beget Eber and beget sons
and daughters.

11:16 Eber lived thirty-four years and
beget Peleg.

11:17 Eber lived four hundred thirty years
after he beget Peleg and beget sons and
daughters.

11:18 Peleg lived thirty years and beget
Reu.

11:19 Peleg lived two hundred nine years
after he beget Reu and beget sons and
daughters.

11:20 Reu lived thirty-two years and beget
Serug.

11:21 Reu lived two hundred seven years
after he beget Serug and beget sons and
daughters.

11:22 Serug lived thirty years and beget
Nahor.

11:23 Serug lived two hundred years after
he beget Nahor and beget sons and
daughters.

11:24 Nahor lived twenty-nine years and
beget Terach.

11:25 Nahor lived one hundred nineteen
years after he beget Terach and beget sons
and daughters.

11:26 Terach lived seventy years, and
beget Abram, Nahor, and Haran.

11:27 Now this is the history of the
generations of Terach. Terach beget
Abram, Nahor, and Haran. Haran beget
Lot.

11:28 Haran died before his father Terach
in the land of his birth, in Ur of the
Chaldees.

11:29 Abram and Nahor took wives. The
name of Abram’s wife was Sarai, and the
name of Nahor's wife, Milkah, the
daughter of Haran who was also the father
of Iscah.

11:30 Sarai was barren. She had no child.
11:31 Terach took Abram his son, Lot the
son of Haran, his son’s son, and Sarai his
daughter-in-law, his son Abram’s wife.

They went from Ur of the Chaldees, to go
into the Land of Canaan. They came to
Haran and lived there.

11:32 The days of Terach were two
hundred five years. Terach died in Haran.

12 Call of Abram

12:1 Now nIn* said to Abram: Get out of
your country, and from your relatives, and
from your father’s house to the Land that |
will show you.

12:2 | will make of you a great nation. | will
bless you and make your name great. You
will be a blessing.

12:3 | will bless those who bless you, and
him who treats you with contempt, | will
destroy. All the families of the earth will be
blessed in you.

12:4 So, Abram went, as niIn' had spoken
to him. Lot went with him. Abram was
seventy-five years old when he departed
out of Haran.

12:5 Abram took Sarai his wife, Lot his
brother’s son, all their substance that they
had gathered, and the souls whom they
had gotten in Haran, and they went to go
into the Land of Canaan. Into the Land of
Canaan, they came.

12:6 Abram passed through the land to the
place of Shekem, to the oak of Moreh. The
Canaanite was then in the land.

12:7 ninr appeared to Abram and said: |
will give this land to your seed. He built an
altar there to nin', WHO appeared to him.
12:8 He left from there to the mountain on
the east of BethEL, and pitched his tent,
having BethEL on the west and Ayya on the
east. There he built an altar to nin' and
called on the name of nIn'.

12:9 Abram traveled, going on still toward
the South.

12:10 There was a famine in the land.
Abram went down into Egypt to live as a
foreigner there, for the famine was severe
in the land.

12:11 It happened, when he had come
near to enter Egypt, that he said to Sarai
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his wife: See now, | know that you are a
beautiful woman to look at.

12:12 It will happen, when the Egyptians
will see you, that they will say: This is his
wife. They will kill me, but they will save
you alive.

12:13 Please say that you are my sister,
that it may be well with me for your sake,
and that my soul may live because of you.
12:14 It happened that when Abram had
come into Egypt, the Egyptians saw that
the woman was very beautiful.

12:15 The princes of Pharaoh saw her and
praised her to Pharaoh; and the woman
was taken into Pharaoh’s house.

12:16 He dealt well with Abram for her
sake. He had sheep, cattle, male donkeys,
male servants, female servants, female
donkeys, and camels.

12:17 nin' plagued Pharaoh and his house
with great plagues for the reason of Sarai,
Abram’s wife.

12:18 Pharaoh called Abram and said:
What is this that you have done to me?
Why did not you tell me that she was your
wife?

12:19 Why did you say: She is my sister, so
that | took her to be my wife? Now
therefore, see your wife, take her, and go
your way.

12:20 Pharaoh commanded men
concerning him, and they sent him away
with his wife and all that he had.

43 Abram and Lot

13:1 Abram went up out of Egypt: he, his
wife, all that he had, and Lot with him, into
the South.

13:2 Abram was very rich in livestock, in
silver, and in gold.

13:3 He went on his journeys from the
South even to BethEL, to the place where
his tent had been at the beginning,
between BethEL and Ayya,

13:4 to the place of the altar, which he had
made there at the first. There Abram called
on the name of nInr.

13:5 Lot also, who went with Abram, had
flocks, and herds, and tents.

13:6 The land was not able to bear them
that they might live together: for their
substance was great, so that they could
not live together.

13:7 There was strife between the
herdsmen of Abram’s livestock and the
herdsmen of Lot's livestock: and the
Canaanite and the Perizzite lived in the
land at that time.

13:8 Abram said to Lot: Please, let there
be no strife between me and you, and
between my herdsmen and your
herdsmen; for we are relatives.

13:9 Is not the whole land before you?
Please separate yourself from me. If you
go to the left hand, then | will go to the
right. Or if you go to the right hand, then |
will go to the left.

13:10 Lot lifted his eyes, and saw all the
plain of the Yarden, that it was well-
watered everywhere, before hihL
destroyed Sodom and Gomorrah, like the
garden of niny, like the land of Egypt, as
you go to Zoar.

13:11 So, Lot chose the Plain of the Yarden
for himself. Lot traveled east, and they
separated themselves the one from the
other.

13:12 Abram lived in the Land of Canaan,
and Lot lived in the cities of the plain, and
moved his tent as far as Sodom.

13:13 Now the men of Sodom were
exceedingly wicked and sinners against
.

13:14 nin' said to Abram, after Lot was
separated from him, Now, lift up your eyes,
and look from the place where you are,
northward and southward and eastward
and westward,

13:15 for all the Land which you see, | will
give to you, and to your offspring forever.
13:16 | will make your offspring as the
dust of the earth, so that if a man can
number the dust of the earth, then your
seed may also be numbered.
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13:17 Arise, walk through the Land in its
length and in its breadth; for | will give it to
you.

13:18 Abram moved his tent, and came
and lived by the oaks of Mamre, which are
in Hebron, and built an altar there to nin'.

14 Abram and Melchizedek

14:1 It happened in the days of Amraphel,
king of Shinar, Arioch, king of Ellasar,
Chedorlaomer, king of Elam, and Tidal,
king of Goiim,

14:2 that they made war with Bera, king of
Sodom, and with Birsha, king of Gomorrah,
Shinab, king of Admah, and Shemeber,
king of Zeboiim, and the king of Bela.
14:3 All these joined together in the valley
of Siddim, which is the Salt Sea.

14:4 Twelve years they served
Chedorlaomer, and in the thirteenth year,
they rebelled.

14:5 In the fourteenth year Chedorlaomer
came, and the kings who were with him,
and struck the Rephaim in Ashteroth
Karnaim, and the Zuzim in Cham, and the
Emim in Shaveh Kiriathaim,

14:6 and the Horites in their Mount Seir, to
Elparan, which is by the wilderness.

14:7 They returned, and came to En-
Mishpat, and struck all the country of the
Amalekites, and the Amorites, that lived in
Hazazon Tamar.

14:8 The king of Sodom, and the king of
Gomorrah, and the king of Admah, and the
king of Zeboiim, and the king of Bela (the
same is Zoar) went out; and they set the
battle in array against them in the valley of
Siddim;

14:9 against Chedorlaomer king of Elam,
and Tidal king of Goiim, and Amraphel king
of Shinar, and Arioch king of Ellasar; four
kings against the five.

14:10 Now the valley of Siddim was full of
clay pits; and the kings of Sodom and
Gomorrah fled, and they fell there, and
those who remained fled to the hills.

14:11 They took all the goods of Sodom
and Gomorrah, and all their food, and went
their way.

14:12 They took Lot, Abram’s brother’'s
son, who lived in Sodom, and his goods,
and departed.

14:13 One who had escaped came and
told Abram, the Hebrew. Now he lived by
the oaks of Mamre, the Amorite, brother of
Eshcol, and brother of Aner; and these
were allies of Abram.

14:14 When Abram heard that his relative
was taken captive, he led out his trained
men, born in his house, three hundred and
eighteen, and pursued as far as Dan.
14:15 He divided himself against them by
night, he and his servants, and struck
them, and pursued them to Hobah, which
is on the left hand of Damascus.

14:16 He brought back all the goods, and
brought back his relative, Lot, and his
goods, and the women also, and the
people.

14:17 The king of Sodom went out to meet
him, after his return from the slaughter of
Chedorlaomer and the kings who were
with him, at the valley of Shaveh (that is,
the King'’s Valley).

14:18 Melchizedek king of Shalem
brought out bread and wine: and he was
kohen of EL ELYON.

14:19 He blessed him, and said: Blessed
be Abram of EL ELYON, possessor of the
shamayim and earth:

14:20 and blessed be EL ELYON, WHO has
delivered your enemies into your hand.
Abram gave him a tenth of all.

14:21 The king of Sodom said to Abram:
Give me the people and take the goods to
yourself.

14:22 Abram said to the king of Sodom: |
have lifted my hand to nIn', EL ELYON,
possessor of the shamayim and earth,
14:23 that | will not take a thread or a
sandal strap or anything that is yours, lest
you should say: | have made Abram rich.
14:24 | will accept nothing from you except
that which the young men have eaten, and
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the portion of the men who went with me:
Aner, Eshcol, and Mamre. Let them take
their portion.

15 ELOHIM’s Covenant with Abram

15:1 After these things the davar of nint
came to Abram in a vision, saying: Do not
be afraid, Abram. | AM your shield, your
exceedingly great reward.

15:2 Abram said: ADONAI nin', what will
YOU give me, since | go childless, and he
who will inherit my estate is ELazar of
Damascus?

15:3 Abram said: Behold, to me YOU have
given no seed: and behold, one born in my
house is my heir.

15:4 Behold, the davar of nIn' came to
him, saying: This man will not be your heir,
but he who comes out of your own body will
be your heir.

15:5 nInr brought him outside, and said:
Look now toward the shamayim, and count
the stars, if you can count them. HE said to
Abram: So, shall your seed be.

15:6 He trusted in n1n'; and HE counted it
to him for righteousness.

15:7 HE said to him: | AM nin* WHO brought
you out of Ur of the Chaldees, to give you
this Land to inherit it.

15:8 He said: ADONAI n1n', how will | know
that | will inherit it?

15:9 HE said to him: Bring ME a heifer three
years old, a female goat three years old, a
ram three years old, a turtledove, and a
young pigeon.

15:10 He brought HIM all of these, and
divided them in the middle, and laid each
half opposite the other; but he did not
divide the birds.

15:11 The birds of prey came down on the
carcasses and Abram drove them away.
15:12 When the sun was going down, a
deep sleep fell on Abram. A fearful
darkness came upon him.

15:13 HE said to Abram: Know for sure that
your seed will live as proselytes in a land
that is not theirs and will serve them. They
will afflict them four hundred years.

15:14 | will also judge that nation, whom
they will serve. Afterward they will come
out with great wealth,

15:15 but you will go to your fathers in
shalom. You will be buried in a good old
age.

15:16 In the fourth generation they will
come here again, for the iniquity of the
Amorite is not yet full.

15:17 It came to pass that, when the sun
went down, and it was dark, behold, a
smoking furnace, and a flaming torch(10!
passed between those pieces.

15:18 In that day nin' made a Covenant
with Abram, saying: To your seed | have
given this Land, from the river of Egypt to
the great river, the river Euphrates:

15:19 the HKenites, the Kenizzites, the
Kadmonites,

15:20 the Hittites, the Perizzites, the
Rephaim,

15:21 the Amorites, the Canaanites, the
Girgashites, and the Yebusites.

[10] Vs 15:17 - YHWH's glory alone passing through
the divided animal parts. Thus, a unilateral
Covenant is made by YHWH with the sleeping
Abram. Xref Jer 34:18-19 for a similar blood
covenant protocol.

16 Sarai and Hagar

16:1 Now Sarai, Abram’s wife, bore him no
children. She had a handmaid, an
Egyptian, whose nhame was Hagar.

16:2 Sarai said to Abram: See now, nInt
has restrained me from bearing. Please go
into my handmaid. It may be that | will
obtain children by her. Abram listened to
the voice of Sarai.

16:3 Sarai, Abram’s wife, took Hagar the
Egyptian, her handmaid, after Abram had
lived ten years in the Land of Canaan, and
gave her to Abram her husband to be his
wife.

16:4 He went into Hagar, and she
conceived. When she saw that she had
conceived, her mistress was despised in
her eyes.
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16:5 Sarai said to Abram: This wrong is
your fault. | gave my handmaid into your
bosom, and when she saw that she had
conceived, | was despised in her eyes. nin*
judge between me and you.

16:6 But Abram said to Sarai, Behold, your
maid is in your hand. Do to her whatever is
good in your eyes. Sarai dealt harshly with
her, and she fled from her face.

16:7 The malach of nin' found her by a
fountain of water in the wilderness, by the
fountain in the way to Shur.

16:8 He said: Hagar, Sarai’'s handmaid,
where did you come from? Where are you
going? She said: | am fleeing from the face
of my mistress Sarai.

16:9 The malach of nin' said to her: Return
to your mistress and submit yourself under
her hands.

16:10 The malach of ninr said to her: | will
greatly multiply your seed, that they will
not be numbered for multitude.

16:11 The malach of nin' said to her:
Behold, you are with child, and will bear a
son. You shall call his name YishmakEL,
because nIn' has heard your affliction.
16:12 He will be like a wild donkey among
men. His hand will be against every man,
and every man’s hand against him. He will
live at odds with all his brothers.

16:13 She called nin' WHO spoke to her,
EL-Roil11], for she said: Have | even stayed
alive after seeing HIM?

16:14 Therefore the well was called Beer
Lahai-Roil12l, Behold, it is between Kadesh
and Bered.

16:15 Hagar bore a son for Abram. Abram
called the name of his son, whom Hagar
bore, YishmaEL.

16:16 Abram was eighty-six years old
when Hagar bore YishmaEL to Abram.

[11] Vs 16:13 - ELOHIM who sees
[12] Vs 16:14 - Well of the living One that sees me

17 Covenant sign: circumcision

17:1 When Abram was ninety-nine years
old, nin' appeared to Abram, and said to

him: | AM EL SHADDAI. Walk before ME, and
be blameless.

17:2 | will make MY Covenant between ME
and you, and will multiply you exceedingly.
17:3 Abram fell on his face. ELOHIM talked
with him, saying:

17:4 As for ME, behold, MY Covenant is with
you. You will be the father of a multitude of
nations.

17:5 Neither will your name any more be
called Abram, but your name will be
Abraham; for | have made you the father of
a multitude of nations.

17:6 | will make you exceedingly fruitful
and | will make nations of you. Kings will
come out of you.

17:7 1 will establish MY Covenant between
ME and you and your seed after you
throughout their generations for an
everlasting Covenant, to be an ELOHIM to
you and to your seed after you.

17:8 | will give to you and to your seed after
you, the Land where you are traveling, all
the Land of Canaan, for an everlasting
possession. | will be their ELOHIM.

17:9 ELOHIM said to Abraham: As for you,
you will keep MY Covenant, you, and your
seed after you throughout their
generations.

17:10 This is MY Covenant, which you shall
keep, between ME and you and your seed
after you. Every male among you shall be
circumcised.

17:11 You shall be circumcised in the flesh
of your foreskin. It will be a token of the
Covenant between ME and you.

17:12 He who is eight days old will be
circumcised among you, every male
throughout your generations, he who is
born in the house, or bought with money
from any foreigner who is not of your seed.
17:13 He who is born in your house, and he
who is bought with your money, must be
circumcised. MY Covenant will be in your
flesh for an everlasting Covenant.

17:14 The uncircumcised male who is not
circumcised in the flesh of his foreskin,
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that soul shall be cut off from his people.
He has broken MY Covenant.

17:15 ELOHIM said to Abraham: As for
Sarai your wife, you shall not call her name
Sarai, but her name will be Sarah.

17:16 | will bless her, and moreover | will
give you a son by her. Yes, | will bless her,
and she will be a mother of nations. Kings
of peoples will come from her.

17:17 Then Abraham fell on his face, and
laughed, and said in his heart, Will a child
be born to him who is one hundred years
old? Will Sarah, who is ninety years old,
give birth?

17:18 Abraham said to ELOHIM: O that
YishmaEL might live before YOU

17:19 ELOHIM said: No, but Sarah, your
wife, will bear you a son. You shall call his
name Yitzchak. | will establish MY
Covenant with him for an everlasting
Covenant for his seed after him.

17:20 As for YishmakEL, | have heard you.
Behold, | have blessed him, and will make
him fruitful, and will multiply him
exceedingly. He will become the father of
twelve princes, and | will make him a great
nation.

17:21 But MY Covenant | establish with
Yitzchak, whom Sarah will bear to you at
this moed next year.

17:22 When HE finished talking with him,
ELOHIM went up from Abraham.

17:23 Abraham took YishmakEL his son, all
who were born in his house, and all who
were bought with his money; every male
among the men of Abraham’s house, and
circumcised the flesh of their foreskin in
the same day, as ELOHIM had said to him.
17:24 Abraham was ninety-nine years old,
when he was circumcised in the flesh of his
foreskin.

17:25 YishmakEL, his son, was thirteen
years old when he was circumcised in the
flesh of his foreskin.

17:26 In the same day both Abraham and
YishmakL, his son, were circumcised.

17:27 All the men of his house, those born
in the house, and those bought with money
of a foreigner, were circumcised with him.

18 Sarah shall have a son

18:1 nin' appeared(13] to him by the oaks
of Mamre, as he sat in the tent door in the
heat of the day.

18:2 He lifted his eyes and looked, and
saw that three men stood opposite him.
When he saw them, he ran to meet them
from the tent door and shachah himself to
the earth,

18:3 and said: Adonay!13a], if now | have
found favor in YOUR sight, please do not go
away from YOUR servant.

18:4 Now let a little water be fetched, wash
your feet, and rest yourselves under the
tree.

18:5 | will get a morsel of bread so you can
refresh your heart. After that you may go
your way, now that you have come to your
servant. They said: Very well, do as you
have said.

18:6 Abraham hurried into the tent to
Sarah, and said: Quickly prepare three
measures of fine meal, knead it, and make
cakes.

18:7 Abraham ran to the herd, and fetched
a tender and good calf, and gave it to the
servant. He hurried to dress it.

18:8 He took butter, milk, and the calf
which he had dressed, and set it before
them. He stood by them under the tree,
and they ate.

18:9 They asked him: Where is Sarah, your
wife? He said: See, in the tent.

18:10 HE said: | will certainly return to you
when the time of life comes round. Behold,
Sarah your wife will have a son. Sarah
heard in the tent door, which was behind
him.

18:11 Now Abraham and Sarah were old,
well advanced in age. Sarah had passed
the age of childbearing.

18:12 Sarah laughed within herself,
saying: After | have grown old will | have
pleasure, my adon being old also?
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18:13 nIn' said to Abraham: Why did
Sarah laugh, saying: Will | really bear a
child, yet | am old?

18:14 Is anything too hard for nin'? At the
moed | will return to you, when the time of
life comes round, and Sarah will have a
son.

18:15 Then Sarah denied, saying: | did not
laugh, for she was afraid. He said: No, but
you did laugh.

18:16 The men rose from there, and
looked toward Sodom. Abraham went with
them to send them on their way.

18:17 nin' said: Shall | hide from Abraham
what | must do,

18:18 since Abraham shall surely become
a great and mighty nation, and all the
nations of the earth will be blessed in him?
18:19 For | have known him, to the end
that he may command his children and his
household after him, that they may keep
the way of nInt, to do righteousness and
justice; to the end that nin* may bring on
Abraham that which HE has spoken of him.
18:20 nin' said: Because the cry of Sodom
and Gomorrah is great, and because their
sin is very grievous,

18:21 | will go down now, and see whether
their deeds are as bad as the reports which
have come to ME. If not, | will know.

18:22 The men turned from there, and
went toward Sodom, but Abraham stood
yet before nine.[13b]

18:23 Abraham drew near, and said: Will
YOU consume the righteous with the
wicked?

18:24 What if there are fifty righteous
within the city? Will you consume and not
spare the place for the fifty righteous who
are in it?

18:25 Be it far from YOU to do things like
that, to Kill the righteous with the wicked,
so that the righteous should be like the
wicked. May that be far from YOU. Should
not the JUDGE of all the earth do right?
18:26 nin' said: If | find in Sodom fifty
righteous within the city, then | will spare
all the place for their sake.

18:27 Abraham answered: See now, | have
taken it on myself to speak to ADONAI, who
am but dust and ashes.

18:28 What if there will lack five of the fifty
righteous? Will YOU destroy all the city for
lack of five? HE said: | will not destroy it, if |
find forty-five there.

18:29 He spoke to HIM yet again, and said:
What if there are forty found there? HE
said: | will not do it for the forty’s sake.
18:30 He said: O let not ADONAI be angry,
and | will speak. What if there are thirty
found there? HE said: | will not do it, if | find
thirty there.

18:31 He said: See now, | have taken it on
myself to speak to ADONAI. What if there
are twenty found there? HE said: | will not
destroy it for the twenty’s sake.

18:32 He said: O let not ADONAI be angry,
and | will speak just once more. What if ten
are found there? HE said: | will not destroy
it for the ten’s sake.

18:33 nin* went HIS way, as soon as HE
had finished communing with Abraham,
and Abraham returned to his place.

[13] Vs 18:1 - YHWH appeared to him. Important to
note that throughout this whole chapter, Abraham
is speaking to ADONAI (in the form of the 3" man in
vs 18:2), as well as to the other 2 men (angels). It
is apparent that the 2 angels are 'shaliahs’
(personal proxy/ representative) of YHWH; whose
authority appears to permit them to speak
sometimes as though the Principal Himself (the
One Who sent them) is speaking, by using first
person pronouns as 'l, Me, My, etc'. Review the
Shaliah principle in Jn 20:21; Mt 10:40 footnote.
[13a] Vs 18:3 - adonay. One of 3 rare occurrences,
including Gen 19:2 and Ezr 10:3. Possible
integration of adon (S-113) with adonay (S-136).
Abraham is conscious of ADONAI's presence
amongst the three men. Refer Gen 18:1 and 19:18
footnotes for explanation.

[13b] Vs 18:22 - Note how vs 21-22 manifest
collaboration between the 2 angels and YHWH
Himself. In vs 22, the 2 angels departed for Sodom
while YHWH stayed behind with Abraham. Hence, vs
19:1 subsequently mentions '2 malachim came to
Sodom'.

19 ELOHIM delivers Lot from Sodom
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19:1 The two malachim came to Sodom at
evening. Lot sat in the gate of Sodom. Lot
saw them, and rose to meet them. He
shachah himself with his face to the earth,
19:2 and he said: See nhow my Adonay,
please turn aside into your servant’s
house, stay all night, wash your feet, and
you can rise early, and go on your way.
They said: No, but we will stay in the street
all night.

19:3 He urged them greatly, and they
came in with him, and entered his house.
He made them a feast, and baked
matstsah, and they ate.

19:4 But before they lay down, the men of
the city, the men of Sodom, surrounded
the house, both young and old, all the
people from every quarter.

19:5 They called to Lot, and said to him:
Where are the men who came in to you this
night? Bring them out to us, that we may
know them.

19:6 Lot went out to them to the door, and
shut the door after him.

19:7 He said: Please, my brothers, do not
act so wickedly.

19:8 See now, | have two virgin daughters.
Please let me bring them out to you, and
you may do to them what seems good to
you. Only do not do anything to these men,
because they have come under the
shadow of my roof.

19:9 They said: Stand back. Then they said:
This one fellow came in to live as a
foreigner, and he appoints himself a judge.
Now will we deal worse with you, than with
them. They pressed hard on the man Lot,
and drew near to break the door.

19:10 But the men reached out their hand,
and brought Lot into the house to them,
and shut the door.

19:11 They struck the men who were at
the door of the house with blindness, both
small and great, so that they wearied
themselves to find the door.

19:12 The men said to Lot: Do you have
anybody else here? Sons-in-law, your sons,

your daughters, and whoever you have in
the city, bring them out of the place:
19:13 for we will destroy this place,
because the outcry against them has
grown great before nin' that nin' has
shalach us to destroy it.

19:14 Lot went out, and spoke to his sons-
in-law, who had married his daughters, and
said: Get up. Get out of this place, for nint
will destroy the city. But he seemed to his
sons-in-law to be joking.

19:15 When the morning came, then the
malachim hurried Lot, saying: Get up. Take
your wife, and your two daughters who are
here, lest you be consumed in the iniquity
of the city.

19:16 But he lingered; and the men
grabbed his hand, his wife’s hand, and his
two daughters’ hands, nin' being merciful
to him; and they took him out, and set him
outside of the city.

19:17 It came to pass, when they had
taken them out, that he said: Escape for
your life. Do not look behind you, and do
not stay anywhere in the plain. Escape to
the mountains, lest you be consumed.
19:18 Lot said to them: O, not so,
ADONAI14],

19:19 See now, YOUR servant has found
grace in YOUR sight, and YOU have
maghnified YOUR covenant-faithfulness!15],
which YOU have shown to me in saving my
life. | cannot escape to the mountain, lest
evil overtake me, and | die.

19:20 See now, there is a city nearby to
flee to, and it is a small one. O let me
escape there, and my soul will live.

19:21 He said to him: Behold, | have
accepted your countenance concerning
this thing also, that | will not overthrow the
city of which you have spoken.

19:22 Hurry, escape there, for | cannot do
anything until you get there. Therefore, the
name of the city was called Zoar.

19:23 The sun had risen on the land when
Lot came to Zoar.
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19:24 Then nIn' rained on Sodom and on
Gomorrah, brimstone and fire; from nint
out of the shamayim.

19:25 HE overthrew those cities, all the
plain, all the inhabitants of the cities, and
that which grew on the ground.

19:26 But his wife looked back from
behind him, and she became a pillar of
salt.

19:27 Abraham got up early in the
morning to the place where he had stood
before nine.

19:28 He looked toward Sodom and
Gomorrah, and toward all the land of the
plain, and looked, and saw that the smoke
of the land went up as the smoke of a
furnace.

19:29 It happened, when ELOHIM
destroyed the cities of the plain, that
ELOHIM remembered Abraham, and sent
Lot out of the middle of the overthrow,
when HE overthrew the cities in which Lot
lived.

19:30 Lot went up out of Zoar, and lived in
the mountain and his two daughters with
him; for he was afraid to live in Zoar. He
lived in a cave with his two daughters.
19:31 The firstborn said to the younger:
Our father is old, and there is not a man in
the earth to come in to us in the way of all
the earth.

19:32 Come, let us make our father drink
wine, and we will lie with him, that we may
preserve our father’s seed.

19:33 They made their father drink wine
that night: and the firstborn went in, and
lay with her father. He did not know when
she lay down, nor when she arose.

19:34 It came to pass on the next day, that
the firstborn said to the younger, Behold, |
lay last night with my father. Let us make
him drink wine again, tonight. You go in,
and lie with him, that we may preserve our
father’s seed.

19:35 They made their father drink wine
that night also. The younger went and lay
with him. He did not know when she lay
down, or when she got up.

19:36 Thus both of Lot’s daughters were
with child by their father.

19:37 The firstborn bore a son, and named
him Moab. He is the father of the Moabites
to this day.

19:38 The younger also bore a son, and
called his name Ben-Ammi. He is the
father of the children of Ammon to this
day.

[14] Vs 19:18 - ADONAI - Important to note that Lot
is aware of the active presence of YHWH together
with HIS malachim. As such, his conversation is
addressing the malachim and YHWH concurrently.
Thus, his use of YHWH's title 'ADONAI' is prudent
because of YHWH's overriding presence, even when
addressing the messengers.

[15] Vs 19:19 - covenant-faithfulness.
Appendix 1 "chesed".

20 Abraham and Abimelech

20:1 Abraham traveled from there toward
the land of the South, and lived between
Kadesh and Shur. He lived as a foreigner in
Gerar.

20:2 Abraham said about Sarah his wife:
She is my sister. Abimelech king of Gerar
sent, and took Sarah.

20:3 But ELOHIM came to Abimelech in a
dream of the night, and said to him:
Behold, you are a dead man, because of
the woman whom you have taken. For she
is a man’s wife.

20:4 Now Abimelech had not come near
her. He said: ADONAI, will YOU kill even a
righteous goy?

20:5 Did not he tell me: She is my sister?
She, even she herself, said: He is my
brother. In the integrity of my heart and the
innocence of my hands have | done this.
20:6 ELOHIM said to him in the dream: Yes,
| know that in the integrity of your heart you
have done this, and | also withheld you
from sinning against ME. Therefore, | did
not allow you to touch her.

20:7 Now therefore, restore the man’s
wife. For he is a prophet, and he will pray
for you, and you will live. If you do not

Refer
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restore her, know for sure that you will die,
you, and all who are yours.

20:8 Abimelech rose early in the morning,
and called all his servants, and told all
these things in their ear. The men were
very scared.

20:9 Then Abimelech called Abraham, and
said to him: What have you done to us?
How have | sinned against you, that you
have brought on me and on my kingdom a
great sin? You have done deeds to me that
ought not to be done.

20:10 Abimelech said to Abraham: What
did you see, that you have done this thing?
20:11 Abraham said: Because | thought,
surely the fear of ELOHIM is not in this
place. They will kill me for my wife’s sake.
20:12 Besides, she is indeed my sister, the
daughter of my father, but not the
daughter of my mother; and she became
my wife.

20:13 It happened, when ELOHIM caused
me to wander from my father’s house, that
| said to her: This is your covenant-
faithfulness which you shall show to me.
Everywhere that we go, say of me: He is my
brother.

20:14 Abimelech took sheep and cattle,
male servants and female servants, and
gave them to Abraham, and restored
Sarah, his wife, to him.

20:15 Abimelech said: Behold, my land is
before you. Dwell where it pleases you.
20:16 To Sarah he said: Behold, | have
given your brother a thousand pieces of
silver. Behold, it is for you a covering of the
eyes to all that are with you. Before
everyone you are vindicated.

20:17 Abraham prayed to ELOHIM. ELOHIM
healed Abimelech, and his wife, and his
female servants, and they bore children.
20:18 For nin' had closed up tight all the
wombs of the house of Abimelech,
because of Sarah, Abraham’s wife.

21 Birth of Yitzchak

21:1 a1y visited Sarah as HE had said: and
nin' did to Sarah as HE had spoken.

21:2 Sarah conceived, and bore Abraham
a son in his old age, at the moed of which
ELOHIM had spoken to him.

21:3 Abraham called his son who was born
to him, whom Sarah bore to him, Yitzchak.
21:4 Abraham circumcised his son,
Yitzchak, when he was eight days old, as
ELOHIM had commanded him.

21:5 Abraham was one hundred years old
when his son, Yitzchak, was born to him.
21:6 Sarah said: ELOHIM has made me
laugh. Everyone who hears will laugh with
me.

21:7 She said: Who would have said to
Abraham, that Sarah would nurse
children? For | have borne him a son in his
old age.

21:8 The child grew, and was weaned.
Abraham made a great feast on the day
that Yitzchak was weaned.

21:9 Sarah saw the son of Hagar the
Egyptian, whom she had borne to
Abraham, mocking.

21:10 Therefore she said to Abraham, Cast
out this handmaid and her son. For the son
of this handmaid will not be heir with my
son, Yitzchak.

21:11 The thing was very grievous in
Abraham’s sight on account of his son.
21:12 ELOHIM said to Abraham: Do not let
it be grievous in your sight because of the
boy, and because of your handmaid. In all
that Sarah says to you, shema to her voice.
For from Yitzchak will your seed be called.
21:13 | will also make a nation of the son
of the handmaid, because he is your seed.
21:14 Abraham rose up early in the
morning, and took bread and a skin of
water, and gave it to Hagar, putting it on
her shoulder; and gave her the child, and
sent her away. She departed, and
wandered in the wilderness of Beersheba.
21:15 The water in the skin was spent, and
she cast the child under one of the shrubs.
21:16 She went and sat down opposite
him, a good way off, about a bow shot
away. For she said: Do not let me see the
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death of the child. She sat over against
him, and lifted up her voice, and wept.
21:17 ELOHIM shema the voice of the boy.
The malach of ELOHIM called to Hagar out
of the shamayim, and said to her: What ails
you, Hagar? Do not be afraid. For ELOHIM
has heard the voice of the boy where he is.
21:18 Get up, lift up the boy, and hold him
in your hand. For | will make him a great
nation.

21:19 ELOHIM opened her eyes, and she
saw a well of water. She went, filled the
skin with water, and gave the boy drink.
21:20 ELOHIM was with the boy, and he
grew. He lived in the wilderness, and
became, as he grew up, an archer.

21:21 He lived in the wilderness of Paran.
His mother took a wife for him out of the
land of Egypt.

21:22 It happened at that time, that
Abimelech and Phicol the captain of his
army spoke to Abraham, saying: ELOHIM is
with you in all that you do.

21:23 Now, therefore, swear to me here by
ELOHIM that you will not deal falsely with
me, nor with my son, nor with my son’s
son. But according to the covenant-
faithfulness that | have done to you, you
shall do to me, and to the land in which you
have lived as a foreigner.

21:24 Abraham said: | will swear.

21:25 Abraham complained to Abimelech
because of a water well, which
Abimelech’s servants had violently taken
away.

21:26 Abimelech said: | do not know who
has done this thing. You did not tell me,
neither did | hear of it, until today.

21:27 Abraham took sheep and cattle, and
gave them to Abimelech. Those two made
a covenant.

21:28 Abraham set seven ewe lambs of
the flock by themselves.

21:29 Abimelech said to Abraham: What
do these seven ewe lambs which you have
set by themselves mean?

21:30 He said: You shall take these seven
ewe lambs from my hand, that it may be a
witness to me, that | have dug this well.
21:31 Therefore he called that place
Beersheba, because they both swore
there.

21:32 So, they made a covenant at
Beersheba. Abimelech rose up with Phicol,
the captain of his army, and they returned
into the land of the Philistines.

21:33 Abraham planted a tamarisk tree in
Beersheba, and called there on the name
of nIne, the everlasting ELOHIM.

21:34 Abraham lived as a foreigner in the
land of the Philistines many days.

22 Sacrifice of Yitzchak

22:1 It happened after these things, that
ELOHIM tested Abraham, and said to him:
Abraham. He said: Here | am.

22:2 HE said: Now take your son, your only
son, whom you love, even Yitzchak, and go
into the land of MoriYAH. Offer him there
for a burnt offering on one of the
mountains which | will tell you of.

22:3 Abraham rose early in the morning,
and saddled his donkey, and took two of
his young men with him, and Yitzchak his
son. He split the wood for the burnt
offering, and rose, and went to the place of
which ELOHIM had told him.

22:4 On the third day Abraham lifted his
eyes, and saw the place far off.

22:5 Abraham said to his young men, Stay
here with the donkey. The boy and | will go
yonder. We will shachah, and come back
to you.

22:6 Abraham took the wood of the burnt
offering and laid it on Yitzchak his son. He
took in his hand the fire and the knife. They
both went together.

22:7 Yitzchak spoke to Abraham his
father, and said: My father? He replied:
Here | am, my son. He said: Here is the fire
and the wood, but where is the lamb for a
burnt offering?
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22:8 Abraham said: ELOHIM will provide
HIMSELF the lamb for a burnt offering, my
son. So, they both went together.

22:9 They came to the place which ELOHIM
had told him of. Abraham built the altar
there, and laid the wood in order, bound
Yitzchak his son, and laid him on the altar,
on the wood.

22:10 Abraham stretched out his hand,
and took the knife to kill his son.

22:11 The malach of ninr called to him out
of the shamayim, and said: Abraham,
Abraham. He said: Here | am.

22:12 He said: Do not lay your hand on the
boy, neither do anything to him. For now, |
know that you fear ELOHIM, since you have
not withheld your son, your only son, from
ME.

22:13 Abraham lifted up his eyes, and
looked, and saw that behind him was a
ram caught in the thicket by his horns.
Abraham went and took the ram, and
offered him up for a burnt offering instead
of his son.

22:14 Abraham called the name of that
place ninr-yireh!16l, As it is said to this day:
On aIn'’s mountain, it will be provided.
22:15 The malach of nin' called to
Abraham a second time out of the
shamayim,

22:16 and said: | have sworn by MYSELF,
says nIn', because you have done this
thing, and have not withheld your son, your
only son,

22:17 that | will bless you greatly, and | will
multiply your seed greatly like the stars of
the shamayim, and like the sand which is
on the seashore. Your seed will possess
the gate of his enemies.

22:18 In your seed will all the nations of
the earth be blessed, because you have
obeyed MY voice.

22:19 So, Abraham returned to his young
men, and they rose and went together to
Beersheba. Abraham lived at Beersheba.
22:20 It happened after these things, that
it was told Abraham, saying: Behold,

Milkah, she also has borne children to your
brother Nahor:

22:21 Uz his firstborn, Buz his brother,
QemuEL the father of Aram,

22:22 Chesed, Hazo, Pildash, Yidlaph, and
BethuEL.

22:23 BethuEL beget Ribgah. These eight
Milkah bore to Nahor, Abraham’s brother.

22:24 His concubine, whose name was
Reumah, also bore Tebah, Gaham,
Tahash, and Maakah.

[16] Vs 22:14 - YHWH will provide

23 Sarah’s death

23:1 Sarah lived one hundred twenty-
seven years. This was the length of Sarah’s
life.

23:2 Sarah died in Qiryath Arba, in the
Land of Canaan. Abraham came to mourn
for Sarah, and to weep for her.

23:3 Abraham rose up and spoke to the
children of Heth, saying:

23:4 1 am a proselyte and a sojourner living
with you. Give me a possession of a
burying-place with you, that | may bury my
dead out of my sight.

23:5 The children of Heth answered
Abraham, saying to him:

23:6 Hear us, my adon. You are a prince of
ELOHIM among us. Bury your dead in the
best of our tombs. None of us will withhold
from you his tomb. Bury your dead.

23:7 Abraham rose up, and shachah
himself to the people of the land, even to
the children of Heth.

23:8 He talked with them, saying: If it be
your mind that | should bury my dead out
of my sight, hear me, and entreat for me to
Ephron the son of Zohar,

23:9 that he may give me the cave of
Machpelah, which he has, which is in the
end of his field. For the full price let him
give it to me among you for a possession
of a burying-place.

23:10 Now Ephron was sitting in the
middle of the children of Heth. Ephron the
Hittite answered Abraham in the hearing of
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the children of Heth, even of all who went
in at the gate of his city, saying:

23:11 No, my adon, hear me. | give you the
field, and | give you the cave that is in it. In
the presence of the children of my people |
give it to you. Bury your dead.

23:12 Abraham shachah himself before
the people of the land.

23:13 He spoke to Ephron in the audience
of the people of the land, saying: But if you
will, please hear me. | will give the price of
the field. Take it from me, and | will bury
my dead there.

23:14 Ephron answered Abraham, saying
to him:

23:15 My adon, listen to me. What is a
piece of land worth four hundred shekels
of silver between me and you? Therefore,
bury your dead.

23:16 Abraham listened to Ephron.
Abraham weighed to Ephron the silver
which he had named in the audience of the
children of Heth, four hundred shekels of
silver, according to the current merchant’s
expectation.

23:17 So, the field of Ephron, which was in
Machpelah, which was before Mamre, the
field, the cave which was in it, and all the
trees that were in the field, that were in all
of its borders, were transferred

23:18 to Abraham for a possession in the
presence of the children of Heth, before all
who went in at the gate of his city.

23:19 After this, Abraham buried Sarah his
wife in the cave of the field of Machpelah
before Mamre (that is, Hebron), in the Land
of Canaan.

23:20 The field, and the cave that is in it,
were transferred to Abraham for a
possession of a burying place by the
children of Heth.

24 Yitzchak and Ribqah

24:1 Abraham was old, and well stricken in
age. nIn* had blessed Abraham in all
things.

24:2 Abraham said to his eldest servant(17]
of his house, who ruled over all that he had:
Please put your hand under my thigh.
24:3 | will make you swear by nint, the
ELOHIM of the shamayim and the ELOHIM of
the earth, that you shall not take a wife for
my son of the daughters of the Canaanites,
among whom | live.

24:4 But you shall go to my country, and to
my relatives, and take a wife for my son
Yitzchak.

24:5 The servant said to him: What if the
woman is not willing to follow me to this
land? Must | bring your son again to the
land you came from?

24:6 Abraham said to him: Beware that
you do not bring my son there again.

24:7 a1, the ELOHIM of the shamayim,
WHO took me from my father’s house, and
from the Land of my birth, WHO spoke to
me, and WHO swore to me, saying: | will
give this Land to your seed. HE will shalach
HIS malach before you, and you shall take
a wife for my son from there.

24:8 If the woman is not willing to follow
you, then you shall be clear from this my
oath. Only you shall not bring my son there
again.

24:9 The servant put his hand under the
thigh of Abraham his adon, and swore to
him concerning this matter.

24:10 The servant took ten camels, of his
adon’s camels, and departed, having a
variety of good things of his adon’s with
him. He arose, and went to Mesopotamia,
to the city of Nahor.

24:11 He made the camels kneel down
outside the city by the well of water at the
time of evening, the time that women go
out to draw water.

24:12 He said: nin', the ELOHIM of my adon
Abraham, please give me success this day,
and show covenant-faithfulness to my
adon Abraham.

24:13 Behold, | am standing by the spring
of water. The daughters of the men of the
city are coming out to draw water.



1-1 Bereshit : Genesis [Gen] 38

24:14 Let it happen, that the young lady to
whom | will say: Please let down your
pitcher, that | may drink, and she will say:
Drink, and | will also give your camels a
drink, let her be the one YOU have
appointed for YOUR servant Yitzchak. By
this 1 will know that YOU have shown
covenant-faithfulness to my adon.

24:15 It happened, before he had finished
speaking, that behold, Ribgah came out,
who was born to BethuEL the son of Milkah,
the wife of Nahor, Abraham’s brother, with
her pitcher on her shoulder.

24:16 The young lady was very beautiful to
look at, a virgin, neither had any man
known her. She went down to the spring,
filled her pitcher, and came up.

24:17 The servant ran to meet her, and
said: Please give me a drink, a little water
from your pitcher.

24:18 She said: Drink, my adon. She
hurried, and let down her pitcher on her
hand, and gave him drink.

24:19 When she had done giving him
drink, she said: | will also draw for your
camels, until they have done drinking.
24:20 She hurried, and emptied her
pitcher into the trough, and ran again to
the well to draw, and drew for all his
camels.

24:21 The man looked steadfastly at her,
remaining silent, to know whether nint
had made his journey prosperous or not.
24:22 It happened, as the camels had
done drinking, that the man took a golden
ring of half a shekel weight, and two
bracelets of ten shekels weight of gold,
24:23 and asked: Whose daughter, are
you? Please tell me. Is there room in your
father’s house for us to lodge in?

24:24 She said to him: | am the daughter
of BethuEL, the son of Milkah and Nahor.
24:25 She said moreover to him: We have
both straw and fodder enough, and room
to lodge in.

24:26 The man bowed his head, and
shachah nin'.

24:27 He said: Blessed be nint, the ELOHIM
of my adon Abraham, WHO has not
forsaken HIS covenant-faithfulness and HIS
truth toward my adon. As for me, nIn* has
led me in the way to the house of my
adon’s relatives.

24:28 The young lady ran, and told her
mother’s house about these words.

24:29 Ribgah had a brother, and his name
was Laban. Laban ran out to the man, to
the spring.

24:30 It happened, when he saw the ring,
and the bracelets on his sister’s hands, and
when he heard the words of Ribgah his
sister, saying: This is what the man said to
me, that he came to the man. Behold, he
was standing by the camels at the spring.
24:31 He said: Come in, you blessed of
nIn'. Why do you stand outside? For | have
prepared the house, and room for the
camels.

24:32 The man came into the house, and
he unloaded the camels. He gave straw
and fodder for the camels, and water to
wash his feet and the feet of the men who
were with him.

24:33 Food was set before him to eat, but
he said: | will not eat until | have told my
message. He said: Speak on.

24:34 He said: | am Abraham’s servant.
24:35 nIn' has blessed my adon greatly.
He has become great. HE has given him
flocks and herds, silver and gold, male
servants and female servants, and camels
and donkeys.

24:36 Sarah, my adon’s wife, bore a son to
my adon when she was old. He has given
all that he has to him.

24:37 My adon made me swear, saying:
You shall not take a wife for my son of the
daughters of the Canaanites, in whose
land I live,

24:38 but you shall go to my father's
house, and to my relatives, and take a wife
for my son.

24:39 | asked my adon: What if the woman
will not follow me?
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24:40 He said to me: nin', before WHOM |
walk, will shalach HIS malach!18] with you,
and prosper your way. You shall take a wife
for my son of my relatives, and of my
father’s house.

24:41 Then will you be clear from my oath,
when you come to my relatives. If they do
not give her to you, you shall be clear from
my oath.

24:42 | came this day to the spring, and
said: nIn', the ELOHIM of my adon
Abraham, if now YOU do prosper my way
which | go,

24:43 behold, | am standing by this spring
of water. Let it happen, that the maiden
who comes out to draw, to whom | will say:
Please give me a little water from your
pitcher to drink,

24:44 and she will tell me, Drink, and | will
also draw for your camels, let her be the
woman whom nIn' has appointed for my
adon’s son.

24:45 Before | had finished speaking in my
heart, behold, Ribgah came out with her
pitcher on her shoulder. She went down to
the spring, and drew. | said to her: Please
let me drink.

24:46 She hurried and let down her pitcher
from her shoulder, and said: Drink, and |
will also give your camels a drink. So, |
drank, and she also gave the camels a
drink.

24:47 | asked her, and said: Whose
daughter, are you? She said: The daughter
of BethuEL, Nahor's son, whom Milkah
bore to him. | put the ring on her nose, and
the bracelets on her hands.

24:48 | bowed my head, and shachah nint,
and blessed nin', the ELOHIM of my adon
Abraham, WHO had led me in the right way
to take my adon’s brother’s daughter for
his son.

24:49 Now if you will show covenant-
faithfulness and truth to my adon, tell me.
If not, tell me, that | may turn to the right
hand, or to the left.

24:50 Then Laban and BethuEL answered:
The thing proceeds from nIn'. We cannot
speak to you bad or good.

24:51 Behold, Ribgah is before you. Take
her, and go, and let her be your adon’s
son’s wife, as nIn' has spoken.

24:52 It happened that when Abraham’s
servant heard their words, he shachah
himself down to the earth to nin'.

24:53 The servant brought out jewels of
silver, and jewels of gold, and clothing, and
gave them to Ribgah. He also gave
precious things to her brother and her
mother.

24:54 They ate and drank, he and the men
who were with him, and stayed all night.
They rose in the morning, and he said:
Shalach me away to my adon.

24:55 Her brother and her mother said: Let
the young lady stay with us a few days, at
least ten. After that she will go.

24:56 He said to them: Do not hinder me,
since nIn' has prospered my way. Shalach
me away that | may go to my adon.

24:57 They said: We will call the young
lady, and ask her.

24:58 They called Ribgah, and said to her:
Will you go with this man? She said: | will
go.

24:59 They sent away Ribqgah, their sister,
with her nurse, Abraham’s servant, and his
men.

24:60 They blessed Ribgah, and said to
her: Our sister, may you be the mother of
thousands of ten thousand, and let your
seed possess the gate of those who hate
them.

24:61 Ribgah arose with her maids. They
rode on the camels, and followed the man.
The servant took Ribgah, and went his way.
24:62 Yitzchak came from the way of Beer
Lahai Roi, for he lived in the land of the
South.

24:63 Yitzchak went out to meditate in the
field at the evening. He lifted his eyes, and
saw, and, behold, there were camels
coming.



1-1 Bereshit : Genesis [Gen] 40

24:64 Ribgah lifted her eyes, and when
she saw Yitzchak, she dismounted from
the camel.

24:65 She said to the servant: Who is the
man who is walking in the field to meet us?
The servant said: It is my adon. She took
her veil, and covered herself.

24:66 The servant told Yitzchak all the
things that he had done.

24:67 Yitzchak brought her into his mother
Sarah’s tent, and took Ribgah, and she
became his wife. He loved her. Yitzchak
was comforted after his mother’s death.

[17] Vs 24:2 - his servant. This whole chapter 24 is
an excellent example to show the very broad scope
of empowerment of a shaliah (personal proxy/
emissary/ representative). Abraham's servant (the
shaliah) is authorized to speak, act, and decide as
though he was Abraham himself. Refer Jn 20:21;
Mt 10:40 on this ‘shaliah principle’.

[18] Vs 24:40 - will send HIS malach with you. The
nature of Abraham's relationship/ trust with
ADONAI is so matured/ understanding, such that he
merely requested for a malach (angel) to be sent
(as ADONAI's shaliah) along with his servant (rather
than asking for ADONAI HIMSELF to go with his
servant). A great lesson about understanding that
the shaliah principle is often employed by ADONAI
to accomplish things on HIS behalf (through HIS
malachim).

25 Esav and Yaaqob

25:1 Abraham took another wife, and her
name was Keturah.

25:2 She bore him Zimran, Yokshan,
Medan, Midian, Ishbak, and Shuah.

25:3 Yokshan beget Sheba, and Dedan.
The sons of Dedan were Asshurim,
Letushim, and Leummim.

25:4 The sons of Midian: Ephah, Epher,
Chanok, Abida, and ELdaah. All these were
the children of Keturah.

25:5 Abraham gave all that he had to
Yitzchak,

25:6 but to the sons of Abraham’s
concubines, Abraham gave gifts. He sent
them away from Yitzchak his son, while he
yet lived, eastward, to the east country.

25:7 These are the days of the years of
Abraham'’s life which he lived: one hundred
seventy-five years.

25:8 Abraham gave up the breath, and
died in a good old age, an old man, and full
of years, and was gathered to his people.
25:9 Yitzchak and YishmaEL, his sons,
buried him in the cave of Machpelah, in the
field of Ephron, the son of Zohar the Hittite,
which is before Mamre,

25:10 the field which Abraham purchased
of the children of Heth. Abraham was
buried there with Sarah, his wife.

25:11 It happened after the death of
Abraham that ELOHIM blessed Yitzchak, his
son. Yitzchak lived by Beer Lahai Roi.
25:12 Now this is the history of the
generations of YishmaEL, Abraham’s son,
whom Hagar the Egyptian, Sarah’s
handmaid, bore to Abraham.

25:13 These are the names of the sons of
YishmakL, by their names, according to the
order of their birth: the firstborn of
YishmakEL, Nebaioth, then Kedar, AdbeEL,
Mibsam,

25:14 Mishma, Dumah, Massa,

25:15 Hadad, Tema, Yetur, Naphish, and
Kedemah.

25:16 These are the sons of YishmaEL, and
these are their names, by their villages,
and by their encampments: twelve princes,
according to their nations.

25:17 These are the years of the life of
YishmakEL: one hundred thirty-seven years.
He gave up the breath and died, and was
gathered to his people.

25:18 They lived from Chavilah to Shur
that is before Egypt, as you go toward
Asshur. They lived in hostility amongst all
their relatives.

25:19 This is the history of the generations
of Yitzchak, Abraham’s son. Abraham
beget Yitzchak.

25:20 Yitzchak was forty years old when he
took Ribgah, the daughter of BethuEL the
Aramean of Paddan Aram, the sister of
Laban the Aramean, to be his wife.
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25:21 Yitzchak entreated nin' for his wife,
because she was barren. nIn* was
entreated by him, and Ribgah his wife
conceived.

25:22 The children struggled together
within her. She said: If it be so, why do |
live? She went to inquire of ninr.

25:23 a1 said to her: Two nations are in
your womb. Two peoples will be separated
from your body. The one people will be
stronger than the other people. The elder
will serve the younger.

25:24 When her days to be delivered were
fulfilled, behold, there were twins in her
womb.

25:25 The first came out red all over, like
a hairy garment. They named him Esav.
25:26 After that, his brother came out, and
his hand had hold on Esav’s heel. He was
named Yaaqob. Yitzchak was sixty years
old when she bore them.

25:27 The boys grew. Esav was a skillful
hunter, a man of the field. Yaaqob was a
quiet man, living in tents.

25:28 Now Yitzchak loved Esav, because
he ate his venison. Ribgah loved Yaaqob.
25:29 Yaaqob boiled stew. Esav came in
from the field, and he was famished.
25:30 Esav said to Yaaqob: Please feed me
with that same red stew, for | am
famished. Therefore, his name was called
Edom.

25:31 Yaaqob said: First, sell me your
birthright.

25:32 Esav said: Behold, | am about to die.
What good is the birthright to me?

25:33 Yaaqob said: Swear to me first. He
swore to him. He sold his birthright to
Yaaqob.

25:34 Yaaqob gave Esav bread and stew of
lentils. He ate and drank, rose up, and went
his way. So, Esav despised his birthright.

26 ELOHIM’s promise to Yitzchak

26:1 There was a famine in the land, not
the first famine that was in the days of
Abraham. Yitzchak went to Abimelech king
of the Philistines, to Gerar.

26:2 nin' appeared to him, and said: Do
not go down into Egypt. Live in the land |
will tell you about.

26:3 Live in this Land, and | will be with
you, and will bless you. For to you, and to
your seed, | will give all these Land, and |
will establish the oath which | swore to
Abraham your father.

26:4 | will multiply your seed as the stars
of the shamayim, and will give to your seed
all these lands. In your seed will all the
nations of the earth be blessed,

26:5 because Abraham obeyed MY voice,
and kept MY charge, MY commandments,
MY statutes, and MY Torah!19],

26:6 Yitzchak lived in Gerar.

26:7 The men of the place asked him
about his wife. He said: She is my sister, for
he was afraid to say: My wife, lest, he
thought, the men of the place might kill me
for Ribgah, because she is beautiful to look
at.

26:8 It happened, when he had been there
a long time, that Abimelech king of the
Philistines looked out at a window, and
saw, and, behold, Yitzchak was caressing
Ribqah, his wife.

26:9 Abimelech called Yitzchak, and said:
Behold, surely, she is your wife. Why did
you say: She is my sister? Yitzchak said to
him: Because | said: Lest | die because of
her.

26:10 Abimelech said: What is this you
have done to us? One of the people might
easily have lain with your wife, and you
would have brought guilt on us.

26:11 Abimelech commanded all the
people, saying: He who touches this man
or his wife will surely be put to death.
26:12 Yitzchak sowed in that land, and
reaped in the same year one hundred
times what he planted. nin' blessed him.
26:13 The man grew great, and grew more
and more until he became very great.
26:14 He had possessions of flocks,
possessions of herds, and a great
household. The Philistines envied him.
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26:15 Now all the wells which his father’s
servants had dug in the days of his father
Abraham, the Philistines had stopped, and
filled with earth.

26:16 Abimelech said to Yitzchak: Go from
us, for you are much mightier than we.
26:17 Yitzchak departed from there,
encamped in the valley of Gerar, and lived
there.

26:18 Yitzchak dug again the wells of
water, which they had dug in the days of
Abraham his father. For the Philistines had
stopped them after the death of Abraham.
He called their names after the names by
which his father had called them.

26:19 Yitzchak’s servants dug in the valley,
and found there a well of springing water.
26:20 The herdsmen of Gerar argued with
Yitzchak’s herdsmen, saying: The water is
ours. He called the name of the well Esek,
because they contended with him.

26:21 They dug another well, and they
argued over that also. He called its name
Sitnah.

26:22 He left that place, and dug another
well. They did not argue over that one. He
called it Rechoboth. He said: For now, nint
has made room for us, and we will be
fruitful in the land.
26:23 He went
Beersheba.

26:24 nIn' appeared to him the same
night, and said: | AM the ELOHIM of your
father Abraham. Do not be afraid, for | AM
with you, and will bless you, and multiply
your seed for MY servant Abraham’s sake.
26:25 He built an altar there, and called on
the name of nIn, and pitched his tent
there. There Yitzchak’s servants dug a well.
26:26 Then Abimelech went to him from
Gerar, and Ahuzzath his friend, and Phicol
the captain of his army.

26:27 Yitzchak said to them: Why have you
come to me, since you hate me, and have
sent me away from you?

26:28 They said: We saw plainly that nin®
was with you. We said: Let there now be an

up from there to

oath between us, even between us and
you, and let us make a covenant with you,
26:29 that you will do us no harm, as we
have not touched you, and as we have
done to you nothing but good, and have
sent you away in shalom. You are now the
blessed of nin'.

26:30 He made them a feast, and they ate
and drank.

26:31 They rose up some time in the
morning, and swore one to another.
Yitzchak sent them away, and they
departed from him in shalom.

26:32 It happened the same day, that
Yitzchak’s servants came, and told him
concerning the well which they had dug,
and said to him: We have found water.
26:33 He called it Shebah. Therefore, the
name of the city is Beersheba to this day.
26:34 When Esav was forty years old, he
took as wife YAHudith, the daughter of

Beeri the Hittite, and Basemath, the
daughter of Elon the Hittite.
26:35 They grieved Yitzchak’s and

Rebekah’s spirit.

[19] Vs 26:5 - Torah. Note that this word 'Torah'
(Instructions/ Directions) is used already here,
before the giving of 'the Torah' at Mt Sinai.

27 Yitzchak blesses Yaaqob

27:1 It happened, that when Yitzchak was
old, and his eyes were dim, so that he
could not see, he called Esav his elder son,
and said to him: My son? He said to him:
Here | am.

27:2 He said: See now, | am old. | do not
know the day of my death.

27:3 Now therefore, please take your
weapons, your quiver and your bow, and go
out to the field, and take me venison.
27:4 Make me savory food, such as | love,
and bring it to me, that | may eat, and that
my soul may bless you before | die.

27:5 Ribgah heard when Yitzchak spoke to
Esav his son. Esav went to the field to hunt
for venison, and to bring it.
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27:6 Ribgah spoke to Yaaqob her son,
saying: Behold, | heard your father speak
to Esav your brother, saying:

27:7 Bring me venison, and make me
savory food, that | may eat, and bless you
before nint before my death.

27:8 Now therefore, my son, shema my
voice according to that which | command
you.

27:9 Go now to the flock, and get me from
there two good young goats. | will make
them savory food for your father, such as
he loves.

27:10 You shall bring it to your father, that
he may eat, so that he may bless you
before his death.

27:11 Yaaqob said to Ribgah his mother,
Behold, Esav my brother is a hairy man,
and | am a smooth man.

27:12 What if my father touches me? | will
seem to him as a deceiver, and | would
bring a curse on myself, and not a blessing.
27:13 His mother said to him: Let your
curse be on me, my son. Only shema my
voice, and go get them for me.

27:14 He went, and got them, and brought
them to his mother. His mother made
savory food, such as his father loved.
27:15 Ribgah took the good clothes of
Esav, her elder son, which were with her in
the house, and put them on Yaaqob, her
younger son.

27:16 She put the skins of the young goats
on his hands, and on the smooth of his
neck.

27:17 She gave the savory food and the
bread, which she had prepared, into the
hand of her son Yaaqob.

27:18 He came to his father, and said: My
father? He said: Here | am. Who are you,
my son?

27:19 Yaaqob said to his father, | am Esav
your firstborn. | have done what you asked
me to do. Please arise, sit and eat of my
venison, that your soul may bless me.
27:20 Yitzchak said to his son: How is it
that you have found it so quickly, my son?

He said: Because niIn' your ELOHIM gave
me success.

27:21 Yitzchak said to Yaaqob: Please
come near, that | may feel you, my son,
whether you are really my son Esav or not.
27:22 Yaaqob went near to Yitzchak his
father. He felt him, and said: The voice is
Yaaqob’s voice, but the hands are the
hands of Esav.

27:23 He did not recognize him, because
his hands were hairy, like his brother,
Esav’s hands. So, he blessed him.

27:24 He said: Are you really my son Esav?
He said: | am.

27:25 He said: Bring it near to me, and |
will eat of my son’s venison, that my soul
may bless you. He brought it near to him,
and he ate. He brought him wine, and he
drank.

27:26 His father Yitzchak said to him:
Come near now, and kiss me, my son.
27:27 He came near, and kissed him. He
smelled the smell of his clothing, and
blessed him, and said: Behold, the smell of
my son is as the smell of a field which ninr
has blessed.

27:28 ELOHIM give you of the dew of the
shamayim, of the fatness of the earth, and
plenty of grain and new wine.

27:29 Let peoples serve you, and nations
shachah down to you. Be adon over your
brothers. Let your mother’s sons shachah
down to you. Cursed be everyone who
curses you. Blessed be everyone who
blesses you.

27:30 It happened, as soon as Yitzchak
had made an end of blessing Yaaqob, and
Yaaqob had just gone out from the
presence of Yitzchak his father, that Esav
his brother came in from his hunting.
27:31 He also made savory food, and
brought it to his father. He said to his
father: Let my father arise, and eat of his
son’s venison, that your soul may bless me.
27:32 Yitzchak his father said to him: Who
are you? He said: | am your son, your
firstborn, Esav.
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27:33 Yitzchak trembled violently, and
said: Who, then, is he who has taken
venison, and brought it me, and | have
eaten of all before you came, and have
blessed him? Yes, he will be blessed.
27:34 When Esav heard the words of his
father, he cried with an exceeding great
and bitter cry, and said to his father: Bless
me, even me also, my father.

27:35 He said: Your brother came with
deceit, and has taken away your blessing.
27:36 He said: Is not he rightly named
Yaaqob? For he has supplanted me these
two times. He took away my birthright.
See, now he has taken away my blessing.
He said: Have not you reserved a blessing
for me?

27:37 Yitzchak answered Esav: Behold, |
have made him your adon, and all his
brothers have | given to him for servants.
With grain and new wine have | sustained
him. What then will | do for you, my son?
27:38 Esav said to his father: Have you but
one blessing, my father? Bless me, even
me also, my father. Esav lifted his voice,
and wept.

27:39 Yitzchak his father answered him:
Behold, of the fatness of the earth will be
your dwelling, and of the dew of the
shamayim from above.

27:40 By your sword will you live, and you
will serve your brother. It will happen, when
you will break loose, that you shall shake
his yoke from off your neck.

27:41 Esav hated Yaaqob because of the
blessing with which his father blessed him.
Esav said in his heart, The days of
mourning for my father are at hand.
Thereafter | will kill my brother Yaaqob.
27:42 The words of Esav, her elder son,
were told to Ribgah. She sent and called
Yaaqob, her younger son, and said to him:
Behold, your brother Esav comforts
himself about you by planning to kill you.
27:43 Now therefore, my son, shema my
voice. Arise, flee to Laban, my brother, in
Haran.

27:44 Stay with him a few days, until your
brother’s fury turns away;

27:45 until your brother’s anger turn away
from you, and he forgets what you have
done to him. Then | will send, and get you
from there. Why should | be bereaved of
you both in one day?

27:46 Ribgah said to Yitzchak, | am weary
of my life because of the daughters of
Heth. If Yaaqob takes a wife of the
daughters of Heth, such as these, of the
daughters of the land, what good will my
life do me?

28 Yaaqob sent to Laban

28:1 Yitzchak called Yaaqob, blessed him,
and commanded him: You shall not take a
wife of the daughters of Canaan.

28:2 Arise, go to Paddan Aram, to the
house of BethuEL your mother’'s father.
Take a wife from there from the daughters
of Laban, your mother’s brother.

28:3 May EL SHADDAI bless you, and make
you fruitful, and multiply you, that you may
be a gahal of peoples,

28:4 and give you the blessing of Abraham,
to you, and to your seed with you, that you
may inherit the Land where you travel,
which ELOHIM gave to Abraham.

28:5 Yitzchak sent Yaaqob away. He went
to Paddan Aram to Laban, son of BethuEL
the Aramean, Ribgah’s brother, Yaaqob’s
and Esav’s mother.

28:6 Now Esav saw that Yitzchak had
blessed Yaaqob and sent him away to
Paddan Aram, to take him a wife from
there, and that as he blessed him, he gave
him a command, saying: You shall not take
a wife of the daughters of Canaan,

28:7 and that Yaaqob obeyed his father
and his mother, and was gone to Paddan
Aram.

28:8 Esav saw that the daughters of
Canaan did not please Yitzchak, his father.
28:9 Esav went to YishmaEL, and took,
besides the wives that he had, Mahalath
the daughter of YishmakEL, Abraham’s son,
the sister of Nebaioth, to be his wife.
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28:10 Yaaqob went out from Beersheba,
and went toward Haran.

28:11 He came to a certain place, and
stayed there all night, because the sun had
set. He took one of the stones of the place,
and put it under his head, and lay down in
that place to sleep.

28:12 He dreamed. Behold, a stairway set
upon the earth, and its top reached to the
shamayim. Behold, the malachim of
ELOHIM ascending and descending on it.
28:13 Behold, nIn' stood above it, and
said: | AM a1, the ELOHIM of Abraham
your father, and the ELOHIM of Yitzchak.
The Land whereon you lie, to you will | give
it, and to your seed.

28:14 Your seed will be as the dust of the
earth, and you will spread abroad to the
west, and to the east, and to the north, and
to the south. In you and in your seed will all
the families of the earth be blessed.
28:15 Behold, | AM with you, and will keep
you, wherever you go, and will bring you
again into this Land. For | will not leave
you, until | have done that which | have
spoken of to you.

28:16 Yaaqob awakened out of his sleep,
and he said: Surely nin is in this place, and
I did not know it.

28:17 He was afraid, and said: How fearful
is this place. This is none other than
ELOHIM's house, and this is the gate of the
shamayim.

28:18 Yaaqob rose early in the morning,
and took the stone that he had put under
his head, and set it up for a pillar, and
poured oil on it.

28:19 He called the name of that place
BethEL, but the name of the city was Luz at
the first.

28:20 Yaaqob vowed a vow, saying: If
ELOHIM will be with me, and will keep me
in this way that | go, and will give me bread
to eat, and clothing to put on,

28:21 so that | come again to my father’s
house in shalom, and nin* will be my
ELOHIM,

28:22 then this stone, which | have set up
for a pillar, will be ELOHIM’s house. Of all
that YOU will give me | will surely give the
tenth to YOU.

29 Leah and Rachel

29:1 Then Yaaqob went on his journey, and
came to the land of the children of the
east.

29:2 He looked, and behold, a well in the
field, and, behold, three flocks of sheep
lying there by it. For out of that well they
watered the flocks. The stone on the well’s
mouth was large.

29:3 There all the flocks were gathered.
They rolled the stone from the well’s
mouth, and watered the sheep, and put the
stone again on the well's mouth in its
place.

29:4 Yaaqob said to them: My relatives,
where are you from? They said: We are
from Haran.

29:5 He said to them: Do you know Laban,
the son of Nahor? They said: We know him.
29:6 He said to them: Is it well with him?
They said: It is well. See, Rachel, his
daughter, is coming with the sheep.

29:7 He said: Behold, it is still the middle
of the day, not time to gather the livestock
together. Water the sheep, and go and
feed them.

29:8 They said: We cannot, until all the
flocks are gathered, and they roll the stone
from the well's mouth. Then we water the
sheep.

29:9 While he was yet speaking with them,
Rachel came with her father’s sheep, for
she kept them.

29:10 It happened, when Yaaqob saw
Rachel the daughter of Laban, his
mother’s brother, and the sheep of Laban,
his mother’s brother, that Yaaqob went
near, and rolled the stone from the well’'s
mouth, and watered the flock of Laban his
mother’s brother.

29:11 Yaaqob kissed Rachel, and lifted his
voice, and wept.
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29:12 Yaaqob told Rachel that he was her
father’s relative, and that he was Ribgah’s
son. She ran and told her father.

29:13 It happened, when Laban heard the
news of Yaaqob, his sister’s son, that he
ran to meet Yaaqob, and embraced him,
and kissed him, and brought him to his
house. Yaaqob told Laban all these things.
29:14 Laban said to him: Surely you are
my bone and my flesh. He lived with him
for a month.

29:15 Laban said to Yaaqob: Because you
are my relative, should you therefore serve
me for nothing? Tell me, what will your
wages be?

29:16 Laban had two daughters. The
name of the elder was Leah, and the name
of the younger was Rachel.

29:17 Leah’s eyes were weak, but Rachel
was beautiful in form and attractive.
29:18 Yaaqob loved Rachel. He said: | will
serve you seven years for Rachel, your
younger daughter.

29:19 Laban said: It is better that | give her
to you, than that | should give her to
another man. Stay with me.

29:20 Yaaqob served seven years for
Rachel. They seemed to him but a few
days, for the love he had for her.

29:21 Yaaqob said to Laban: Give me my
wife, for my days are fulfilled, that | may go
in to her.

29:22 Laban gathered all the men of the
place, and made a feast.

29:23 It happened in the evening, that he
took Leah his daughter, and brought her to
him. He went in to her.

29:24 Laban gave Zilpah his handmaid to
his daughter Leah for a handmaid.

29:25 It happened in the morning that,
behold, it was Leah. He said to Laban:
What is this you have done to me? Did not
| serve with you for Rachel? Why then have
you deceived me?

29:26 Laban said: It is not done so in our
place, to give the younger before the
firstborn.

29:27 Fulfill the week of this one, and we
will give you the other also for the service
which you will serve with me yet seven
other years.

29:28 Yaaqob did so, and fulfilled her
week. He gave him Rachel his daughter as
wife.

29:29 Laban gave to Rachel his daughter
Bilhah, his handmaid, to be her handmaid.
29:30 He went in also to Rachel, and he
loved also Rachel more than Leah, and
served with him yet seven other years.
29:31 nIn' saw that Leah was hated, and
HE opened her womb, but Rachel was
barren.

29:32 Leah conceived, and bore a son, and
she named him Reuben. For she said:
Because niIn' has looked at my affliction.
For now, my husband will love me.

29:33 She conceived again, and bore a
son, and said: Because nint has heard that
| am hated, HE has therefore given me this
son also. She named him Shimon.

29:34 She conceived again, and bore a son
and said: Now this time will my husband be
joined to me, because | have borne him
three sons. Therefore, his name was called
Levi.

29:35 She conceived again, and bore a
son. She said: This time will | praise nine.
Therefore, she named him YAHudah. Then
she stopped bearing.

30 Yaaqob'’s children and prosperity

30:1 When Rachel saw that she bore
Yaaqob no children, Rachel envied her
sister. She said to Yaaqob: Give me
children, or else | will die.

30:2 Yaaqob’s anger was kindled against
Rachel, and he said: Am | in ELOHIM's
place, who has withheld from you the fruit
of the womb?

30:3 She said: Behold, my maid Bilhah. Go
in to her, that she may bear on my knees,
and | also may obtain children by her.
30:4 She gave him Bilhah her handmaid as
wife, and Yaaqob went in to her.
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30:5 Bilhah conceived, and bore Yaaqob a
son.

30:6 Rachel said: ELOHIM has judged me,
and has also heard my voice, and has given
me a son. Therefore, called she his name
Dan.

30:7 Bilhah, Rachel’s handmaid,
conceived again, and bore Yaaqob a
second son.

30:8 Rachel said: With mighty wrestlings, |
have wrestled with my sister, and have
prevailed. She named him Naphtali.

30:9 When Leah saw that she had finished
bearing, she took Zilpah, her handmaid,
and gave her to Yaaqob as a wife.

30:10 Zilpah, Leah’s handmaid, bore
Yaaqob a son.

30:11 Leah said: A troop is coming. She
named him Gaad.

30:12 Zilpah, Leah’s handmaid, bore
Yaaqob a second son.

30:13 Leah said: Happy am |, for the
daughters will call me happy. She named
him Asher.

30:14 Reuben went in the days of wheat
harvest, and found dudaim(20] in the field,
and brought them to his mother, Leah.
Then Rachel said to Leah: Please give me
some of your son’s dudaim.

30:15 She said to her: Is it a small matter
that you have taken away my husband?
Would you take away my son’s dudaim,
also? Rachel said: Therefore, he will lie
with you tonight for your son’s dudaim.
30:16 Yaaqob came from the field in the
evening, and Leah went out to meet him,
and said: You must come in to me; for |
have surely hired you with my son’s
dudaim. He lay with her that night.

30:17 ELOHIM shema to Leah, and she
conceived, and bore Yaaqob a fifth son.
30:18 Leah said: ELOHIM has given me my
hire, because | gave my handmaid to my
husband. She named him Issachar.

30:19 Leah conceived again, and bore a
sixth son to Yaaqob.

30:20 Leah said: ELOHIM has endowed me
with a good dowry. Now my husband will

live with me, because | have borne him six
sons. She named him Zebulun.

30:21 Afterwards, she bore a daughter,
and named her Dinah.

30:22 ELOHIM remembered Rachel, and
ELOHIM shema to her, and opened her
womb.

30:23 She conceived, bore a son, and said:
ELOHIM has taken away my reproach.
30:24 She named him YAHseph, saying:
May nin' add another son to me.

30:25 It happened, when Rachel had
borne YAHseph, that Yaaqob said to Laban:
Shalach me away, that | may go to my own
place, and to my country.

30:26 Give me my wives and my children
for whom | have served you, and let me go;
for you know my service with which | have
served you.

30:27 Laban said to him: If now | have
found grace in your eyes, stay here, for |
have observed that nin* has blessed me
for your sake.

30:28 He said: Appoint me your wages,
and | will give it.

30:29 He said to him: You know how | have
served you, and how your livestock have
fared with me.

30:30 For it was little which you had before
| came, and it has increased to a multitude.
nin' has blessed you wherever | turned.
Now when will | provide for my own house
also?

30:31 He said: What shall | give you?
Yaaqob said: You shall not give me
anything. If you will do this thing for me, |
will again feed your flock and keep it.
30:32 | will pass through all your flock
today, removing from there every speckled
and spotted one, and every darkened one
among the sheep, and the spotted and
speckled among the goats. This will be my
hire.

30:33 So, my righteousness will answer for
me hereafter, when you come concerning
my hire that is before you. Every one that is
not speckled and spotted among the
goats, and darkened among the sheep,
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that might be with me, will be counted
stolen.

30:34 Laban said: Behold, let
according to your word.

30:35 That day, hel21l removed the male
goats that were streaked and spotted, and
all the female goats that were speckled
and spotted, every one that had white in it,
and all the darkened ones among the
sheep, and gave them into the hand of his
sons.

30:36 He set three days journey between
himself and Yaaqob, and Yaaqob fed the
rest of Laban'’s flocks.

30:37 Yaaqob took to himself branches of
fresh poplar, almond, plane tree, peeled
white streaks in them, and made the white
appear which was in the branches.

30:38 He set the branches which he had
peeled opposite the flocks in the gutters in
the watering-troughs where the flocks
came to drink. They conceived when they
came to drink.

30:39 The flocks conceived before the
branches, and the flocks produced
streaked, speckled, and spotted.

30:40 Yaaqob separated the lambs, and
set the faces of the flocks toward the
streaked and all the darkened in the flock
of Laban: and he put his own droves apart,
and did not put them into Laban’s flock.
30:41 It happened, whenever the stronger
of the flock conceived, that Yaaqob laid the
branches before the eyes of the flock in the
gutters, that they might conceive among
the branches;

30:42 but when the flock were feeble, he
did not put them in. So, the feebler were
Laban’s, and the stronger Yaaqob’s.

30:43 The man increased exceedingly, and
had large flocks, female servants and
male servants, and camels and donkeys.

341 Yaaqob flees from Laban

31:1 He heard the words of Laban’s sons,
saying: Yaaqob has taken away all that
was our father’s. From that which was our
father’s, has he gotten all this wealth.
31:2 Yaaqob saw the expression on
Laban’s face, and, behold, it was not
toward him as before.

31:3 nin' said to Yaaqob: Return to the
land of your father, and to your relatives,
and | will be with you.

31:4 Yaaqob sent and called Rachel and
Leah to the field to his flock,

31:5 and said to them: | see the expression
on your father’s face, that it is not toward
me as before; but the ELOHIM of my father
has been with me.

31:6 You know that | have served your
father with all of my strength.

31:7 Your father has deceived me, and
changed my wages ten times, but ELOHIM
did not allow him to hurt me.

31:8 If he said this: The speckled will be
your wages, then all the flock bore
speckled. If he said this: The streaked will
be your wages, then all the flock bore
streaked.

31:9 Thus ELOHIM has taken away your
father’s livestock, and given them to me.
31:10 It happened during mating season
that | lifted my eyes, and saw in a dream,
and behold, the male goats which leaped
on the flock were streaked, speckled, and
spotted.

31:11 The malach of ELOHIM said to me in
the dream, Yaaqob, and | said: Here | am.
31:12 He said: Now lift up your eyes, and
behold, all the male goats which leap on
the flock are streaked, speckled, and
spotted, for | have seen all that Laban does
to you.

31:13 | AM the EL of BethEL, where you
anointed a pillar, where you vowed a vow
to ME. Now arise, get out from this land,
and return to the land of your birth.

31:14 Rachel and Leah answered him: Is
there yet any portion or inheritance for us
in our father’s house?
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31:15 Are not we accounted by him as
foreigners? For he has sold us, and has
also quite devoured our money.

31:16 For all the riches which ELOHIM has
taken away from our father, that is ours
and our children’s. Now then, whatever
ELOHIM has said to you, do.

31:17 Then Yaaqob rose, and set his sons
and his wives on the camels,

31:18 and he took away all his livestock,
and all his possessions which he had
gathered, including the livestock which he
had gained in Paddan Aram, to go to
Yitzchak his father, to the Land of Canaan.
31:19 Now Laban had gone to shear his
sheep: and Rachel stole the teraphim that
were her father’s.

31:20 Yaaqob deceived Laban the
Aramean, in that he did not tell him that he
was running away.

31:21 So, he fled with all that he had. He
rose, passed over the river22], and set his
face toward the mountain of Gilad.

31:22 Laban was told on the third day that
Yaaqob had fled.

31:23 He took his relatives with him, and
pursued after him seven days journey. He
overtook him in the mountain of Gilad.
31:24 ELOHIM came to Laban, the
Aramean, in a dream of the night, and said
to him: Take heed to yourself that you do
not speak to Yaaqob either good or bad.
31:25 Laban caught up with Yaaqob. Now
Yaaqob had pitched his tent in the
mountain, and Laban with his relatives
encamped in the mountain of Gilad.
31:26 Laban said to Yaaqob: What have
you done, that you have deceived me, and
carried away my daughters like captives of
the sword?

31:27 Why did you flee secretly, and
deceive me, and did not tell me, that |
might have sent you away with mirth and
with songs, with tambourine and with harp;
31:28 and did not allow me to kiss my sons
and my daughters? Now have you done
foolishly.

31:29 It is in the power of my hand to hurt
you, but the ELOHIM of your father spoke to
me last night, saying: Take heed to yourself
that you do not speak to Yaaqob either
good or bad.

31:30 Now, you want to be gone, because
you greatly longed for your father’s house,
but why have you stolen my elohim?
31:31 Yaaqob answered Laban, Because |
was afraid, for | said: Lest you should take
your daughters from me by force.

31:32 Anyone you find your elohim with
shall not live. Before our relatives, discern
what is yours with me, and take it. For
Yaaqob did not know that Rachel had
stolen them.

31:33 Laban went into Yaaqob’s tent, into
Leah’s tent, and into the tent of the two
female servants; but he did not find them.
He went out of Leah’s tent, and entered
Rachel’s tent.

31:34 Now Rachel had taken the
teraphim, put them in the camel’s saddle,
and sat on them. Laban felt about all the
tent, but did not find them.

31:35 She said to her father: Do not let my
adon be angry that | cannot rise before you;
for | am having my period. He searched,
but did not find the teraphim.

31:36 Yaaqob was angry, and argued with
Laban. Yaaqob answered Laban: What is
my trespass? What is my sin, that you have
hotly pursued after me?

31:37 Now that you have felt around in all
my stuff, what have you found of all your
household stuff? Set it here before my
relatives and your relatives, that they may
judge between us two.

31:38 These twenty years | have been with
you. Your ewes and your female goats have
not cast their young, and | have not eaten
the rams of your flocks.

31:39 That which was torn of animals, | did
not bring to you. | bore its loss. Of my hand
you required it, whether stolen by day or
stolen by night.
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31:40 This was my situation: in the day the
drought consumed me, and the frost by
night; and my sleep fled from my eyes.
31:41 These twenty years | have been in
your house. | served you fourteen years for
your two daughters, and six years for your
flock, and you have changed my wages ten
times.

31:42 If not for the ELOHIM of my father,
the ELOHIM of Abraham, the ONE WHOM
Yitzchak fears, had been with me, surely
now you would have sent me away empty.
ELOHIM has seen my affliction and the
labor of my hands, and rebuked you last
night.

31:43 Laban answered Yaaqob: The
daughters are my daughters, the children
are my children, the flocks are my flocks,
and all that you see is mine: and what can
| do this day to these my daughters, or to
their children whom they have borne?
31:44 Now come, let us make a covenant,
you, and I; and let it be for a witness
between me and you.

31:45 Yaaqob took a stone, and set it up
for a pillar.

31:46 Yaaqob said to his relatives, Gather
stones. They took stones, and made a
heap. They ate there by the heap.

31:47 Laban called it Yegar Sahaduthal23],
but Yaaqob called it Galeed.

31:48 Laban said: This heap is withess
between me and you this day. Therefore, it
was named Galeed[24]

31:49 and Mizpah!25], for he said: nInt
watch between me and you, when we are
absent one from another.

31:50 If you afflict my daughters, or if you
take wives besides my daughters, even if
no one is there with us; behold, ELOHIM is
withess between me and you.

31:51 Laban said to Yaaqob: See this
heap, and see the pillar, which | have set
between me and you.

31:52 May this heap be a witness, and the
pillar be a witness, that | will not pass over
this heap to you, and that you will not pass

over this heap and this pillar to me, for
harm.

31:53 The ELOHIM of Abraham, and the
elohim of Nahor, the elohim of their father,
judge between us. But Yaaqob swore by
the ONE his father Yitzchak feared.

31:54 Yaaqob offered a sacrifice in the
mountain, and called his relatives to eat
bread. They ate bread, and stayed all night
in the mountain.

31:55 Early in the morning, Laban rose up,
and kissed his sons and his daughters, and
blessed them. Laban departed and
returned to his place.

32 Yaaqob struggles with ELOHIM

32:1 Yaaqob went on his way, and the
malachim of ELOHIM met him.

32:2 When he saw them, Yaaqob said: This
is ELOHIM’'s camp. He called the name of
that place Mahanaim!26],

32:3 Yaaqob shalach messengers in front
of him to Esav, his brother, to the land of
Seir, the field of Edom.

32:4 He commanded them, saying: This is
what you shall tell my adon, Esav: This is
what your servant, Yaaqob, says. | have
lived as a foreigner with Laban, and stayed
until now.

32:5 | have cattle, donkeys, flocks, male
servants, and female servants. | have sent
to tell my adon, that | may find grace in
your sight.

32:6 The messengers returned to Yaaqob,
saying: We came to your brother Esav. Not
only that, but he comes to meet you, and
four hundred men with him.

32:7 Then Yaaqob was greatly afraid and
was distressed. He divided the people who
were with him, and the flocks, and the
herds, and the camels, into two
companies;
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32:8 and he said: If Esav comes to the one
company, and strikes it, then the company
which is left will escape.

32:9 Yaaqob prayed: ELOHIM of my father
Abraham, and ELOHIM of my father
Yitzchak, nIn', WHO said to me: Return to
your country, and to your relatives, and |
will do you good,

32:10 | am not worthy of the least of all the
covenant-faithfulness, and of all the truth,
which YOU have shown to YOUR servant; for
with just my staff | passed over this Yarden;
and now | have become two companies.
32:11 Please deliver me from the hand of
my brother, from the hand of Esav: for |
fear him, lest he come and strike me, and
the mothers with the children.

32:12 YOU said: | will surely do you good,
and make your seed as the sand of the sea,
which cannot be numbered because there
are so many.

32:13 He lodged there that night, and took
from that which he had with him, a present
for Esav, his brother:

32:14 two hundred female goats and
twenty male goats, two hundred ewes and
twenty rams,

32:15 thirty milk camels and their colts,
forty cows, ten bulls, twenty female
donkeys and ten foals.

32:16 He delivered them into the hands of
his servants, every herd by itself, and said
to his servants: Pass over before me, and
put a space between herd and herd.
32:17 He commanded the foremost,
saying: When Esav, my brother, meets you,
and asks you, saying: Whose are you?
Where are you going? Whose are these
before you?

32:18 Then you shall say: They are your
servant, Yaaqob’s. It is a present shalach to
my adon, Esav. Behold, he also is behind
us.

32:19 He commanded also the second,
and the third, and all that followed the
herds, saying: This is how you shall speak
to Esav, when you find him.

32:20 You shall say: Not only that, but
behold, your servant, Yaaqob, is behind us.
For, he said: | will appease him with the
present that goes before me, and
afterward | will see his face. Perhaps he
will accept me.

32:21 So, the present passed over before
him, and he himself lodged that night in
the camp.

32:22 He rose that night, and took his two
wives, and his two handmaids, and his
eleven sons, and passed over the ford of
the Yabboq.

32:23 He took them, and sent them over
the stream, and sent over that which he
had.

32:24 Yaaqob was left alone, and wrestled
with a man(27] there until the breaking of
the day.

32:25 When he saw that he did not prevail
against him, he touched the hollow of his
thigh, and the hollow of Yaaqob’s thigh was
strained, as he wrestled.

32:26 The man said: Shalach me away, for
the day breaks. Yaaqob said: | would not
shalach you away, unless you bless me.
32:27 He said to him: What is your name?
He said: Yaaqob.

32:28 He said: Your name will no longer be
called Yaaqob, but YisraEL; for you have
struggled with ELOHIMI28] and with men,
and have prevailed.

32:29 Yaaqob asked him: Please tell me
your name. He said: Why is it that you ask
what my hame is? He blessed him there.
32:30 Yaaqob called the name of the place
PenuEL: for, he said: | have seen ELOHIM
face to facel29], and my life is preserved.
32:31 The sun rose on him as he passed
over PenuEL, and he limped because of his
thigh.

32:32 Therefore the children of YisraEL do
not eat the sinew of the hip, which is on the
hollow of the thigh, to this day, because He
touched the hollow of Yaaqob’s thigh in the
sinew of the hip.

33 Yaaqob meets Esav

33:1 Yaaqob lifted his eyes, and looked,
and, behold, Esav was coming, and with
him four hundred men. He divided the
children between Leah, Rachel, and the
two handmaids.

33:2 He put the handmaids and their
children in front, Leah, and her children
after, and Rachel and YAHseph at the rear.
33:3 He himself passed over in front of
them, and shachah himself to the ground
seven times, until he came near to his
brother.

33:4 Esav ran to meet him, embraced him,
fell on his neck, kissed him, and they wept.
33:5 He lifted his eyes, and saw the
women and the children; and said: Who
are these with you? He said: The children
WHOM ELOHIM has graciously given your
servant.

33:6 Then the handmaids came near with
their children, and they shachah
themselves.

33:7 Leah also and her children came
near, and shachah themselves. After them,
YAHseph came near with Rachel, and they
shachah themselves.

33:8 Esav said: What do you mean by all
this company which | met? Yaaqob said: To
find grace in the sight of my adon.

33:9 Esav said: | have enough, my brother;
let that which you have be yours.

33:10 Yaaqob said: Please, no, if | have
now found grace in your sight, then receive
my present at my hand, because | have
seen your face, as one sees the

countenance of ELOHIM, and you were
pleased with me.

33:11 Please take the gift that | brought to
you, because ELOHIM has dealt graciously
with me, and because | have enough. He
urged him, and he took it.

33:12 Esav said: Let us take our journey,
and let us go, and | will go before you.
33:13 Yaaqob said to him: My adon knows
that the children are tender, and that the
flocks and herds with me have their young,
and if they overdrive them one day, all the
flocks will die.

33:14 Please let my adon pass over before
his servant, and | will lead on gently,
according to the pace of the livestock that
are before me and according to the pace of
the children, until | come to my adon to
Seir.

33:15 Esav said: Let me now leave with
you some of the folk who are with me. He
replied: Why the bother? Let me just find
grace in the sight of my adon.

33:16 So Esav returned that day on his way
to Seir.

33:17 Yaaqob traveled to Succoth, built
himself a house, and made shelters for his
livestock. Therefore, the name of the place
is called Succoth.

33:18 Yaaqob came in shalom to the city
of Shekem, which is in the Land of Canaan,
when he came from Paddan Aram; and
encamped before the city.

33:19 He bought the parcel of ground
where he had spread his tent, at the hand
of the children of Hamor, Shekem'’s father,
for one hundred pieces of money.

33:20 He erected an altar there, and called
it EL-ELOHE-YisrakEL.[30]

[30] Vs 33:20 - Mighty ELOHIM of YisraEL

34 Violation of Dinah by Shekem

34:1 Dinah, the daughter of Leah, whom
she bore to Yaaqob, went out to see the
daughters of the land.
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34:2 Shekem the son of Hamor the Hivite,
the prince of the land, saw her. He took her,
lay with her, and humbled her.

34:3 However, his soul joined to Dinah, the
daughter of Yaaqob, and he loved the
young lady, and spoke kindly to the young
lady.

34:4 Shekem spoke to his father, Hamor,
saying: Get me this young lady as a wife.
34:5 Now Yaaqob heard that he had
defiled Dinah, his daughter; and his sons
were with his livestock in the field. Yaaqob
held his peace until they came.

34:6 Hamor the father of Shekem went out
to Yaaqob to talk with him.

34:7 The sons of Yaaqob came in from the
field when they heard it. The men were
grieved, and they were very angry, because
he had done folly in YisraEL in lying with
Yaaqob’s daughter; a thing which ought
not to be done.

34:8 Hamor talked with them, saying: The
soul of my son, Shekem, longs for your
daughter. Please give her to him as a wife.
34:9 Make marriages with us. Give your
daughters to us, and take our daughters
for yourselves.

34:10 You shall dwell with us, and the land
will be before you. Live and trade in it, and
get possessions in it.

34:11 Shekem said to her father and to her
brothers: Let me find grace in your eyes,
and whatever you will tell me | will give.
34:12 Ask me a great amount for a dowry,
and | will give whatever you ask of me, but
give me the young lady as a wife.

34:13 The sons of Yaaqob answered
Shekem and Hamor his father with deceit,
because he had defiled Dinah their sister,
34:14 and said to them: We cannot do this
thing, to give our sister to one who is
uncircumcised; for that is a reproach to us.
34:15 Only on this condition will we
consent to you. If you will be as we are, that
every male of you be circumcised;

34:16 then will we give our daughters to
you, and we will take your daughters to us,

and we will dwell with you, and we will
become one people.

34:17 But if you will not listen to us, to be
circumcised, then we will take our sister,
and we will be gone.

34:18 Their words pleased Hamor and
Shekem, Hamor’s son.

34:19 The young man did not wait to do
this thing, because he had delight in
Yaaqob’s daughter, and he was honored
above all the house of his father.

34:20 Hamor and Shekem, his son, came
to the gate of their city, and talked with the
men of their city, saying:

34:21 These men are peaceful with us.
Therefore, let them live in the land and
trade in it. For behold, the land is large
enough for them. Let us take their
daughters to us for wives, and let us give
them our daughters.

34:22 Only on this condition will the men
consent to us to live with us, to become
one people, if every male among us is
circumcised, as they are circumcised.
34:23 Would not their livestock and their
possessions and all their animals be ours?
Only let us give our consent to them, and
they will dwell with us.

34:24 All who went out of the gate of his
city listened to Hamor, and to Shekem his
son; and every male was circumcised, all
who went out of the gate of his city.

34:25 It happened on the third day, when
they were sore, that two of Yaaqob’s sons,
Shimon and Levi, Dinah’s brothers, each
took his sword, came upon the
unsuspecting city, and killed all the males.
34:26 They killed Hamor and Shekem, his
son, with the edge of the sword, and took
Dinah out of Shekem’s house, and went
away.

34:27 Yaaqob’s sons came on the dead,
and plundered the city, because they had
defiled their sister.

34:28 They took their flocks, their herds,
their donkeys, that which was in the city,
that which was in the field,
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34:29 and all their wealth. They took
captive all their little ones and their wives,
and took as plunder everything that was in
the house.

34:30 Yaaqob said to Shimon and Levi:
You have troubled me, to make me odious
to the inhabitants of the land, among the
Canaanites and the Perizzites. | am few in
number. They will gather themselves
together against me and strike me, and |
will be destroyed, | and my house.

34:31 They replied: Should he deal with
our sister as with a whore?

35 Yaaqob renamed as YisraEL

35:1 ELOHIM said to Yaaqob, Arise, go up to
BethEL, and live there. Make there an altar
to ELOHIM, WHO appeared to you when you
fled from the face of Esav your brother.
35:2 Then Yaaqob said to his household,
and to all who were with him: Put away the
foreign elohim that are among you, purify
yourselves, change your garments.

35:3 Let us arise, and go up to BethEL. | will
make there an altar to ELOHIM, WHO
answered me in the day of my distress, and
was with me in the way which | went.

35:4 They gave to Yaaqob all the foreign
elohim which were in their hands, and the
rings which were in their ears; and Yaaqob
hid them under the oak which was by
Shekem.

35:5 They traveled, and a terror of ELOHIM
was on the cities that were around them,
and they did not pursue the sons of
Yaaqob.

35:6 So Yaaqob came to Luz (that is,
BethEL), which is in the Land of Canaan, he
and all the people who were with him.
35:7 He built an altar there, and called the
place EL of BethEL; because there ELOHIM
was revealed to him, when he fled from the
face of his brother.

35:8 Deborah, Ribqah’s nurse, died, and
she was buried below BethEL under the
oak; and its name was called Allon Bacuth.

35:9 ELOHIM appeared to Yaaqob again,
when he came from Paddan Aram, and
blessed him.

35:10 ELOHIM said to him: Your name is
Yaaqob. Your name shall not be Yaaqob
anymore, but your name will be YisraEL. HE
named him YisraEL.

35:11 ELOHIM said to him: | AM EL SHADDAI.
Be fruitful and multiply. A nation and a
gahal of nations will be from you, and kings
will come out of your body.

35:12 The Land which | gave to Abraham
and Yitzchak, | will give it to you, and to
your seed after you will | give the Land.
35:13 ELOHIM went up from him in the
place where HE spoke with him.

35:14 Yaaqob set up a pillar in the place
where HE spoke with him, a pillar of stone.
He poured out a drink offering on it, and
poured oil on it.

35:15 Yaaqob called the name of the place
where ELOHIM spoke with him BethEL.
35:16 They traveled from BethEL. There
was still some distance to come to
Ephrath, and Rachel travailed. She had
hard labor.

35:17 When she was in hard labor, the
midwife said to her: Do not be afraid, for
now you will have another son.

35:18 It happened, as her soul was
departing (for she died), that she named
him Benoni, but his father named him
Binyamin.

35:19 Rachel died, and was buried in the
way to Ephrath (the same is Beit-lechem).
35:20 Yaaqob set up a pillar on her grave.
The same is the Pillar of Rachel’s grave to
this day.

35:21 YisraEL traveled, and spread his tent
beyond the tower of Eder.

35:22 It happened, while YisraEL lived in
that land, that Reuben went and lay with
Bilhah, his father’s concubine, and YisraEL
heard of it. Now the sons of Yaaqob were
twelve.

35:23 The sons of Leah: Reuben (Yaaqob's
firstborn), Shimon, Levi, YAHudah,
Issachar, and Zebulun.
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35:24 The sons of Rachel: YAHseph and
Binyamin.

35:25 The sons of Bilhah (Rachel's
handmaid): Dan and Naphtali.

35:26 The sons of Zilpah (Leah’s
handmaid): Gaad and Asher. These are the
sons of Yaaqob, who were born to him in
Paddan Aram.

35:27 Yaaqob came to Yitzchak his father,
to Mamre, to Qiryath Arba (which is
Hebron), where Abraham and Yitzchak
lived as foreigners.

35:28 The days of Yitzchak were one
hundred eighty years.

35:29 Yitzchak took his last breath, and
died, and was gathered to his people, old
and full of days. Esav and Yaaqob, his sons,
buried him.

36 Esav’s descendants

36:1 Now this is the history of the
generations of Esav (that is, Edom).

36:2 Esav took his wives from the
daughters of Canaan: Adah the daughter of
Elon, the Hittite; and Oholibamah the
daughter of Anah, the daughter of Zibeon,
the Hivite;

36:3 and Basemath, YishmaEL's daughter,
sister of Nebaioth.

36:4 Adah bore to Esav ELiphaz. Basemath
bore ReuEL.

36:5 Oholibamah bore Yeush, Yalam, and
Korach. These are the sons of Esav, who
were born to him in the Land of Canaan.
36:6 Esav took his wives, his sons, his
daughters, and all the members of his
household, with his livestock, all his
animals, and all his possessions, which he
had gathered in the Land of Canaan, and
went into a land away from his brother
Yaaqob.

36:7 For their substance was too great for
them to dwell together, and the land of
their travels could not bear them because
of their livestock.

36:8 Esav lived in the hill country of Seir.
(Esav is Edom).

36:9 This is the history of the generations
of Esav the father of the Edomites in the
hill country of Seir:

36:10 these are the names of Esav’s sons:
ELiphaz, the son of Adah, the wife of Esav;
and ReuEL, the son of Basemath, the wife
of Esav.

36:11 The sons of ELiphaz were Teman,
Omar, Zepho, and Gatam, and Kenaz.
36:12 Timna was concubine to ELiphaz,
Esav's son; and she bore to ELiphaz
Amalek. These are the sons of Adah,
Esav’s wife.

36:13 These are the sons of ReuEL:
Nahath, Zerach, Shamma, and Mizzah.
These were the sons of Basemath, Esav’s
wife.

36:14 These were the sons of Oholibamah,
the daughter of Anah, the daughter of
Zibeon, Esav's wife: she bore to Esav
Yeush, Yalam, and Korach.

36:15 These are the chiefs of the sons of
Esav: the sons of ELiphaz the firstborn of
Esav: chief Teman, chief Omar, chief
Zepho, chief Kenaz,

36:16 chief Korach, chief Gatam, chief
Amalek. These are the chiefs who came of
ELiphaz in the land of Edom and from
Adah.

36:17 These are the sons of ReuEL, Esav's
son: chief Nahath, chief Zerach, chief
Shamma, chief Mizzah. These are the
chiefs who came of ReuEL in the land of
Edom and from Basemath, Esav’s wife.
36:18 These are the sons of Oholibamah,
Esav’s wife: chief Yeush, chief Yalam and
chief Korach. These are the chiefs who
came of Oholibamah the daughter of
Anah, Esav’s wife.

36:19 These are the sons of Esav (that is,
Edom), and these are their chiefs.

36:20 These are the sons of Seir the
Horite, the inhabitants of the land: Lotan,
Shobal, Zibeon, Anah,

36:21 Dishon, Ezer, and Dishan. These are
the chiefs who came of the Horites, the
children of Seir in the land of Edom.
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36:22 The children of Lotan were Chori and
Heman. Lotan’s sister was Timna.

36:23 These are the children of Shobal:
Alvan, Manahath, Ebal, Shepho, and
Onam.

36:24 These are the children of Zibeon:
Ayyah and Anah. This is Anah who found
the hot springs in the wilderness, as he fed
the donkeys of Zibeon his father.

36:25 These are the children of Anah:
Dishon and Oholibamah, the daughter of
Anah.

36:26 These are the children of Dishon:
Hemdan, Eshban, Ithran, and Cheran.
36:27 These are the children of Ezer:
Bilhan, Zaavan, and Akan.

36:28 These are the children of Dishan: Uz
and Aran.

36:29 These are the chiefs who came of
the Horites: chief Lotan, chief Shobal, chief
Zibeon, chief Anah,

36:30 chief Dishon, chief Ezer, and chief
Dishan: these are the chiefs who came of
the Horites, according to their chiefs in the
land of Seir.

36:31 These are the kings who reigned in
the land of Edom, before any king reigned
over the children of YisraEL.

36:32 Bela, the son of Beor, reigned in
Edom. The name of his city was Dinhabah.
36:33 Bela died, and Yobab, the son of
Zerach of Bozrah, reigned in his place.
36:34 Yobab died, and Husham of the land
of the Temanites reigned in his place.
36:35 Husham died, and Hadad, the son of
Bedad, who struck Midian in the field of
Moab, reigned in his place. The name of his
city was Avith.

36:36 Hadad died, and Samlah of
Masrekah reigned in his place.

36:37 Samlah died, and Shaul of
Rechoboth by the river, reigned in his
place.

36:38 Shaul died, and Baal-hanan, the son
of Achbor reigned in his place.

36:39 Baal Chanan the son of Achbor died,
and Hadar reigned in his place. The name
of his city was Pau. His wife’s name was

Mehetabel, the daughter of Matred, the
daughter of Mezahab.

36:40 These are the names of the chiefs
who came from Esav, according to their
families, after their places, and by their
names: chief Timna, chief Alvah, chief
Yetheth,

36:41 chief Oholibamah, chief Elah, chief
Pinon,

36:42 chief Kenaz, chief Teman, chief
Mibzar,

36:43 chief MagdiEL, and chief Iram. These
are the chiefs of Edom, according to their
habitations in the land of their possession.
This is Esav, the father of the Edomites.

37 YAHseph's dreams

37:1 Yaaqob lived in the land where his
father had lived, in the Land of Canaan.
37:2 This is the history of the generations
of Yaaqob. YAHseph, being seventeen
years old, was feeding the flock with his
brothers. He was a boy with the sons of
Bilhah and Zilpah, his father's wives.
YAHseph reported about their evil deeds to
their father.

37:3 Now YisraeL loved YAHseph more
than all his children, because he was the
son of his old age, and he made him a coat
of many colors.

37:4 His brothers saw that their father
loved him more than all his brothers, and
they hated him, and could not speak in
shalom to him.

37:5 YAHseph dreamed a dream, and he
told it to his brothers, and they hated him
all the more.

37:6 He said to them: Please hear this
dream which | have dreamed:

37:7 for behold, we were binding sheaves
in the field, and behold, my sheaf arose
and also stood upright; and behold, your
sheaves came around, and shachah down
to my sheaf.

37:8 His brothers said to him: Will you
indeed reign over us? Or will you indeed
have dominion over us? They hated him all
the more for his dreams and for his words.
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37:9 He dreamed yet another dream, and
told it to his brothers, and said: Behold, |
have dreamed yet another dream: and
behold, the sun and the moon and eleven
stars shachah down to mel31l,

37:10 He told it to his father and to his
brothers. His father rebuked him, and said
to him: What is this dream that you have
dreamed? Will | and your mother and your
brothers indeed come to shachah you to
the ground?

37:11 His brothers envied him, but his
father kept this saying in mind.

37:12 His brothers went to feed their
father’s flock in Shekem.

37:13YisraEL said to YAHseph: Are not your
brothers feeding the flock in Shekem?
Come, and | will send you to them. He said
to him: Here | am.

37:14 He said to him: Go now, see whether
it is well with your brothers, and well with
the flock; and bring me word again. So, he
sent him out of the valley of Hebron, and
he came to Shekem.

37:15 A certain man found him, and
behold, he was wandering in the field. The
man asked him: What are you looking for?
37:16 He said: | am looking for my
brothers. Tell me, please, where they are
feeding the flock.

37:17 The man said: They have left here,
for | heard them say: Let us go to Dothan.
YAHseph went after his brothers, and found
them in Dothan.

37:18 They saw him afar off, and before he
came near to them, they conspired against
him to kill him.

37:19 They said one to another, Behold,
this dreamer comes.

37:20 Come now therefore, and let us kill
him, and cast him into one of the pits, and
we will say: An evil animal has devoured
him. We will see what will become of his
dreams.

37:21 Reuben heard it, and delivered him
out of their hand, and said: Let us not take
his life.

37:22 Reuben said to them: Shed no
blood. Throw him into this pit that is in the
wilderness, but lay no hand on him, that he
might deliver him out of their hand, to
restore him to his father.

37:23 It happened, when YAHseph came to
his brothers, that they stripped YAHseph of
his coat, the coat of many colors that was
on him;

37:24 and they took him, and threw him
into the pit. The pit was empty. There was
no water in it.

37:25 They sat down to eat bread, and they
lifted up their eyes and looked, and saw a
caravan of YishmakELites was coming from
Gilad, with their camels bearing spices and
balm and myrrh, going to carry it down to
Egypt.

37:26 YAHudah said to his brothers: What
profit is it if we kill our brother and conceal
his blood?

37:27 Come, and let us sell him to the
YishmakELites, and not let our hand be on
him; for he is our brother, our flesh. His
brothers listened to him.

37:28 The Midianites who were merchants
passed by, and the brothers drew and lifted
up YAHseph out of the pit, and sold
YAHseph to the YishmakELites for twenty
pieces of silver. They brought YAHseph into
Egypt.

37:29 Reuben returned to the pit; and saw
that YAHseph was not in the pit; and he tore
his clothes.

37:30 He returned to his brothers, and
said: The child is no more; and |, where can
| go?I32l

37:31 They took YAHseph's coat, and killed
a male goat, and dipped the coat in the
blood.

37:32 They took the coat of many colors,
and they brought it to their father, and
said: We have found this. Examine it, now,
whether it is your son’s coat or not.

37:33 He recognized it, and said: It is my
son’s coat. An evil animal has devoured
him. YAHseph is without doubt torn in
pieces.
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37:34 Yaaqob tore his clothes, and put
sackcloth on his waist, and mourned for
his son many days.

37:35 All his sons and all his daughters
rose to comfort him, but he refused to be
comforted. He said: No, | will go down to
sheol to my son mourning. His father wept
for him.

37:36 The Midianites sold him into Egypt
to Potiphar, an official of Pharaoh, the
captain of the guard.

[31] Vs 37:9 - eleven stars shachah down to me.
This dream is fulfilled in Gen 42:6,9; 43:26.
YAHseph is the twelfth star. Xref the twelve stars of
Rev 12:1.

[32] Vs 37:30 - implying 'where can | hide? How
shall | account for our missing brother?

38 YAHudah and Tamar

38:1 It happened at that time, that
YAHudah went down from his brothers, and
visited a certain Adullamite, whose name
was Hirah.

38:2 YAHudah saw there a daughter of a
certain Canaanite whose name was Shua.
He took her, and went in to her.

38:3 She conceived, and bore a son; and
he named him Er.

38:4 She conceived again, and bore a son;
and she named him Onan.

38:5 She yet again bore a son, and named
him Shelah: and he was at Chezib, when
she bore him.

38:6 YAHudah took a wife for Er, his
firstborn, and her name was Tamar.

38:7 Er, YAHudah'’s firstborn, was wicked in
the sight of nin. niar killed him.

38:8 YAHudah said to Onan: Go in to your
brother’s wife, and perform the duty of a
husband’s brother to her, and raise up
seed to your brother.

38:9 Onan knew that the seed would not
be his; and it happened, when he went in
to his brother’s wife, that he spilled it on
the ground, lest he should give seed to his
brother.

38:10 The thing which he did was evil in
the sight of nint, and HE killed him also.

38:11 Then YAHudah said to Tamar, his
daughter-in-law: Remain a widow in your
father’'s house, until Shelah, my son, is
grown up; for YAHudah said: Lest he also
die, like his brothers. Tamar went and lived
in her father’s house.

38:12 After many days, Shua’s daughter,
YAHudah's wife, died. YAHudah was
comforted, and went wup to his
sheepshearers to Timnah, he and his
friend Hirah, the Adullamite.

38:13 It was told Tamar, saying: Behold,
your father-in-law is going up to Timnah to
shear his sheep.

38:14 She took off the garments of her
widowhood, and covered herself with her
veil, and wrapped herself, and sat in the
gate of Enaim, which is by the way to
Timnah; for she saw that Shelah was
grown up, and she was not given to him as
a wife.

38:15 When YAHudah saw her, he thought
that she was a whore, for she had covered
her face.

38:16 He turned to her by the way, and
said: Please come, let me come in to you,
for he did not know that she was his
daughter-in-law. She said: What will you
give me, that you may come in to me?
38:17 He said: | will send you a young goat
from the flock. She said: Will you give me
a pledge, until you send it?

38:18 He said: What pledge will | give you?
She said: Your signet and your cord, and
your staff that is in your hand. He gave
them to her, and came in to her, and she
conceived by him.

38:19 She arose, and went away, and put
off her veil from her, and put on the
garments of her widowhood.

38:20 YAHudah sent the young goat by the
hand of his friend, the Adullamite, to
receive the pledge from the woman’s
hand, but he did not find her.

38:21 Then he asked the men of her place,
saying: Where is the whore, that was at
Enaim by the road? They said: There has
been no whore here.
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38:22 He returned to YAHudah, and said: |
have not found her; and also, the men of
the place said: There has been no whore
here.

38:23 YAHudah said: Let her keep it, lest
we be shamed. Behold, | send this young
goat, and you have not found her.

38:24 It happened about three months
later, that it was told YAHudah, saying:
Tamar, your daughter-in-law, has played
the harlot; and moreover, behold, she is
with child by her harlotry. YAHudah said:
Bring her out, and let her be burnt.

38:25 When she was brought out, she
shalach to her father-in-law, saying: By the
man, whose these are, | am with child. She
also said: Please discern whose are these -
the signet, and the cords, and the staff.
38:26 YAHudah acknowledged them, and
said: She is more righteous than |, because
| did not give her to Shelah, my son. He
knew her again no more.

38:27 It happened in the time of her
travail, that behold, twins were in her
womb.

38:28 When she travailed, one put out a
hand, and the midwife took and tied a
scarlet thread on his hand, saying: This
came out first.

38:29 It happened, as he drew back his
hand, that behold, his brother came out,
and she said: Why have you managed to
breakout first? Therefore, his name was
called Perez, meaning breaking out.
38:30 Afterward his brother came out, that
had the scarlet thread on his hand, and his
name was called Zerach, meaning scarlet
or brightness.

39 YAHseph and Potiphar’s wife

39:1 YAHseph was brought down to Egypt.
Potiphar, an officer of Pharaoh, the
captain of the guard, an Egyptian, bought
him from the hand of the YishmaELites
that had brought him down there.

39:2 nint was with YAHseph, and he was a
prosperous man. He was in the house of
his adon the Egyptian.

39:3 His adon saw that nIn' was with him,
and that nin' made all that he did, prosper
in his hand.

39:4 YAHseph found grace in his sight. He
served him, and he made him overseer
over his house, and all that he had he put
into his hand.

39:5 It happened from the time that he
made him overseer in his house, and over
all that he had, that nin* blessed the
Egyptian’s house for YAHseph's sake; and
the blessing of nin* was on all that he had,
in the house and in the field.

39:6 He left all that he had in YAHseph's
hand. He did not concern himself with
anything, except for the food which he ate.
YAHseph was well-built and handsome.
39:7 It happened after these things, that
his adon’s wife cast her eyes on YAHseph;
and she said: Lie with me.

39:8 But he refused, and said to his adon’s
wife, Behold, my adon does not know what
is with me in the house, and he has put all
that he has into my hand.

39:9 He is not greater in this house than |,
neither has he kept back anything from me
but you, because you are his wife. How
then can | do this great wickedness, and
sin against ELOHIM?

39:10 As she spoke to YAHseph day by day,
he did not listen to her, to lie by her, or to
be with her.

39:11 One day, he went into the house to
do his work, and there were none of the
men of the house inside.

39:12 She caught him by his garment,
saying: Lie with me. He left his garment in
her hand, and ran outside.

39:13 When she saw that he had left his
garment in her hand, and had run outside,
39:14 she called to the men of her house,
and spoke to them, saying: Behold, he has
brought in a Hebrew to us to mock us. He
came in to me to lie with me, and | cried
with a loud voice.

39:15 It happened, when he heard that |
lifted up my voice and cried, that he left his
garment by me, and ran outside.



1-1 Bereshit : Genesis [Gen] 60

39:16 She laid up his garment by her, until
his adon came home.

39:17 She spoke to him according to these
words, saying: The Hebrew servant, whom
you have brought to us, came in to me to
mock me,

39:18 and it happened, as | lifted my voice
and cried, that he left his garment by me,
and ran outside.

39:19 It happened, when his adon heard
the words of his wife, which she spoke to
him, saying: This is what your servant did
to me, that his wrath was kindled.

39:20 YAHseph’s adon took him, and put
him into prison, the place where the king's
prisoners were bound, and he was there in
custody.

39:21 But nIn' was with YAHseph, and
showed covenant-faithfulness to him, and
gave him grace in the sight of the keeper
of the prison.

39:22 The keeper of the prison committed
to YAHseph’'s hand all the prisoners who
were in the prison. Whatever they did
there, he was responsible for it.

39:23 The keeper of the prison did not look
after anything that was under his hand,
because nIn' was with him; that which he
did, nin* made it prosper.

40 YAHseph interprets prisoners’ dreams

40:1 It happened after these things, that
the butler of the king of Egypt and his
baker offended their adon, the king of
Egypt.

40:2 Pharaoh was angry with his two
officers, the chief cupbearer, and the chief
baker.

40:3 He put them in custody in the house
of the captain of the guard, in the prison,
the place where YAHseph was bound.

40:4 The captain of the guard assigned
them to YAHseph, and he took care of
them. They stayed in prison many days.
40:5 They both dreamed a dream, each
man his dream, in one night, each man
according to its own meaning of his dream,

the cupbearer and the baker of the king of
Egypt, who were bound in the prison.

40:6 YAHseph came in to them in the
morning, and saw that they were sad.
40:7 He asked Pharaoh’s officers who
were with him in custody in his adon’s
house, saying: Why do you look so sad
today?

40:8 They said to him: We have dreamed a
dream, and there is no one who can
interpret it. YAHseph said to them: Do not
interpretations belong to ELOHIM? Please
tell it to me.

40:9 The chief cupbearer told his dream to
YAHseph, and said to him: In my dream,
behold, a vine was in front of me,

40:10 and in the vine were three branches.
It was as though it budded, it blossomed,
and its clusters produced ripe grapes.
40:11 Pharaoh’s cup was in my hand; and
| took the grapes, and pressed them into
Pharaoh’s cup, and | gave the cup into
Pharaoh’s hand.

40:12 YAHseph said to him: This is its
interpretation: the three branches are
three days.

40:13 Within three more days, Pharaoh
will lift up your head, and restore you to
your office. You will give Pharaoh’s cup into
his hand, the way you did when you were
his cupbearer.

40:14 But remember me when it will be
well with you, and please show covenant-
faithfulness to me, and make mention of
me to Pharaoh, and bring me out of this
house.

40:15 For indeed, | was stolen away out of
the land of the Hebrews, and here also
have | done nothing that they should put
me into the dungeon.

40:16 When the chief baker saw that the
interpretation was good, he said to
YAHseph, | also was in my dream, and
behold, three baskets of white bread were
on my head.

40:17 In the uppermost basket there was
all kinds of baked food for Pharaoh, and
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the birds ate them out of the basket on my
head.

40:18 YAHseph answered: This is its
interpretation. The three baskets are three
days.

40:19 Within three more days, Pharaoh
will lift your head from off you, and will
hang you on a tree; and the birds will eat
your flesh from off you.

40:20 It happened the third day, which was
Pharaoh’s birthday, that he made a feast
for all his servants, and he lifted the head
of the chief cupbearer and the head of the
chief baker among his servants.

40:21 He restored the chief cupbearer to
his position again, and he gave the cup into
Pharaoh’s hand;

40:22 but he hanged the chief baker, as
YAHseph had interpreted to them.

40:23 Yet the chief cupbearer did not
remember YAHseph, but forgot him.

41 YAHseph interprets Pharoah’s dreams

41:1 It happened at the end of two full
years, that Pharaoh dreamed: and behold,
he stood by the river.

41:2 Behold, there came up out of the river
seven cattle, sleek and fat, and they fed in
the marsh grass.

41:3 Behold, seven other cattle came up
after them out of the river, ugly and thin,
and stood by the other cattle on the brink
of the river.

41:4 The ugly and thin cattle ate up the
seven sleek and fat cattle. So, Pharaoh
awoke.

41:5 He slept and dreamed a second time:
and behold, seven heads of grain came up
on one stalk, healthy and good.

41:6 Behold, seven heads of grain, thin
and blasted with the east wind, sprung up
after them.

41:7 The thin heads of grain swallowed up
the seven healthy and full ears. Pharaoh
awoke, and behold, it was a dream.

41:8 It happened in the morning that his
spirit was troubled, and he sent and called
for all of Egypt’'s diviners and wise men.

Pharaoh told them his dreams, but there
was no one who could interpret them to
Pharaoh.

41:9 Then the chief cupbearer spoke to
Pharaoh, saying: | remember my faults
today.

41:10 Pharaoh was angry with his
servants, and put me in custody in the
house of the captain of the guard, me and
the chief baker.

41:11 We each dreamed a dream in one
night. We dreamed each man according to
the interpretation of his dream.

41:12 There was with us there a young
man, a Hebrew, servant to the captain of
the guard, and we told him, and he
interpreted to us our dreams. To each man
according to his dream he interpreted.
41:13 It happened, as he interpreted to us,
so it was: | was restored to my office, and
he was hanged.

41:14 Then Pharaoh sent and called
YAHseph, and they brought him hastily out
of the dungeon. He shaved himself,
changed his clothing, and came to
Pharaoh.

41:15 Pharaoh said to YAHseph, | have
dreamed a dream, and there is no one who
can interpret it. | have heard it said of you,
that when you hear a dream, you can
interpret it.

41:16 YAHseph answered Pharaoh, saying:
It is not me. ELOHIM will give Pharaoh an
answer of shalom.

41:17 Pharaoh spoke to YAHseph: In my
dream, behold, | stood on the brink of the
river:

41:18 and behold, there came up out of
the river seven cattle, fat and sleek. They
fed in the marsh grass,

41:19 and behold, seven other cattle came
up after them, poor and very ugly and thin,
such as | never saw in all the land of Egypt
for ugliness.

41:20 The thin and ugly cattle ate up the
first seven fat cattle,

41:21 and when they had eaten them up,
it could not be known that they had eaten
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them, but they were still ugly, as at the
beginning. So, | awoke.

41:22 | saw in my dream, and behold,
seven heads of grain came up on one stalk,
full and good:

41:23 and behold, seven heads of grain,
withered, thin, and blasted with the east
wind, sprung up after them.

41:24 The thin heads of grain swallowed
up the seven good heads of grain. | told it
to the diviners, but there was no one who
could explain it to me.

41:25 YAHseph said to Pharaoh: The
dream of Pharaoh is one. What ELOHIM is
about to do HE has declared to Pharaoh.
41:26 The seven good cattle are seven
years; and the seven good heads of grain
are seven years. The dream is one.

41:27 The seven thin and ugly cattle that
came up after them are seven years, and
also the seven empty heads of grain
blasted with the east wind; they will be
seven years of famine.

41:28 That is the thing which | spoke to
Pharaoh. What ELOHIM is about to do HE
has shown to Pharaoh.

41:29 Behold, there come seven years of
great plenty throughout all the land of
Egypt.

41:30 There will arise after them seven
years of famine, and all the plenty will be
forgotten in the land of Egypt. The famine
will consume the land,

41:31 and the years of plenty will not be
remembered in the land by reason of that
famine which follows; for it will be very
grievous.

41:32 The dream was doubled to Pharaoh,
because the thing is established by
ELOHIM, and ELOHIM will shortly bring it to
pass.

41:33 Now therefore let Pharaoh look for
a discreet and wise man, and set him over
the land of Egypt.

41:34 Let Pharaoh do this, and let him
appoint overseers over the land, and take
up the fifth part of the land of Egypt's
produce in the seven plenteous years.

41:35 Let them gather all the food of these
good years that come, and lay up grain
under the hand of Pharaoh for food in the
cities, and let them keep it.

41:36 The food will be for a store to the
land against the seven years of famine,
which will be in the land of Egypt; that the
land not perish through the famine.

41:37 The thing was good in the eyes of
Pharaoh, and in the eyes of all his servants.
41:38 Pharaoh said to his servants: Can
we find such a one as this, a man in whom
is the RUACH of ELOHIM?

41:39 Pharaoh said to YAHseph, Because
ELOHIM has shown you all of this, there is
none so discreet and wise as you.

41:40 You shall be over my house, and
according to your word will all my people
be ruled. Only in the throne | will be greater
than you.

41:41 Pharaoh said to YAHseph, Behold, |
have set you over all the land of Egypt.
41:42 Pharaoh took off his signet ring
from his hand, and put it on YAHseph's
hand, and arrayed him in robes of fine
linen, and put a gold chain about his neck,
41:43 and he made him to ride in the
second chariot which he had. They cried
before him, Bow the knee. He set him over
all the land of Egypt.

41:44 Pharaoh said to YAHseph, | am
Pharaoh, and without you shall no man lift
up his hand or his foot in all the land of
Egypt.

41:45 Pharaoh called YAHseph’s name
Zaphenath-Paneahi33l; and he gave him
Asenath, the daughter of Potiphera priest
of On as a wife. YAHseph went out over the
land of Egypt.

41:46 YAHseph was thirty years old when
he stood before Pharaoh king of Egypt.
YAHseph went out from the presence of
Pharaoh, and went throughout all the land
of Egypt.

41:47 In the seven plenteous years the
earth produced abundantly.

41:48 He gathered up all the food of the
seven years which were in the land of
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Egypt, and laid up the food in the cities: the
food of the field, which was around every
city, he laid up in the same.

41:49 YAHseph laid up grain as the sand of
the sea, very much, until he stopped
counting, for it was without number.
41:50 To YAHseph were born two sons
before the year of famine came, WHOM
Asenath, the daughter of Potiphera priest
of On, bore to him.

41:51 YAHseph called the name of the
firstborn Menasheh: For, he said: ELOHIM
has made me forget all my toil, and all my
father’s household.

41:52 The name of the second, he called
Ephraim: For ELOHIM has made me fruitful
in the land of my affliction.

41:53 The seven years of plenty, that were
in the land of Egypt, came to an end.
41:54 The seven years of famine began to
come, just as YAHseph had said. There was
famine in all lands, but in all the land of
Egypt there was bread.

41:55 When all the land of Egypt was
famished, the people cried to Pharaoh for
bread, and Pharaoh said to all the
Egyptians, Go to YAHseph. What he says to
you, do.

41:56 The famine was over all the surface
of the earth. YAHseph opened all the store
houses, and sold to the Egyptians. The
famine was severe in the land of Egypt.
41:57 All countries came into Egypt, to
YAHseph, to buy grain, because the famine
was severe in all the earth.

[33] Vs 41:45 - meaning 'ELOHIM speaks and He
lives'

42 YAHseph's brothers go to Egypt

42:1 Now Yaaqob saw that there was grain
in Egypt, and Yaaqob said to his sons: Why
do you look at one another?

42:2 He said: Behold, | have heard that
there is grain in Egypt. Go down there, and
buy for us from there, so that we may live,
and not die.

42:3 YAHseph's ten brothers went down to
buy grain from Egypt.

42:4 But Yaaqob did not send Binyamin,
YAHseph's brother, with his brothers; for he
said: Lest perhaps harm happen to him.
42:5 The sons of YisraEL came to buy
among those who came, for the famine
was in the Land of Canaan.

42:6 YAHseph was the governor over the
land. It was he who sold to all the people of
the land. YAHseph's brothers came, and
shachah themselves down to him with
their faces to the earth.

42:7 YAHseph saw his brothers, and he
recognized them, but acted like a stranger
to them, and spoke roughly with them. He
said to them: Where did you come from?
They said: From the Land of Canaan to buy
food.

42:8 YAHseph recognized his brothers, but
they did not recognize him.

42:9 YAHseph remembered the dreams
which he dreamed about them. He said to
them: You are spies. You have come to see
the weaknesses of the land.

42:10 They said to him: No, my adon, but
your servants have come to buy food.
42:11 We are all one man’s sons; we are
honest men. Your servants are not spies.
42:12 He said to them: No, but you have
come to see the weaknesses of the land.
42:13 They said: We, your servants, are
twelve brothers, the sons of one man in the
Land of Canaan; and behold, the youngest
is this day with our father, and one is no
more.

42:14 YAHseph said to them: It is like | told
you, saying: You are spies.

42:15 By this you shall be tested. By the
life of Pharaoh, you shall not go out from
here, unless your youngest brother comes
here.

42:16 Send one of you, and let him get
your brother, and you shall be bound, that
your words may be tested, whether there is
truth in you, or else by the life of Pharaoh
surely you are spies.
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42:17 He put them all together into
custody for three days.

42:18 YAHseph said to them the third day:
Do this, and live, for | revere ELOHIM.
42:19 If you are honest men, then let one
of your brothers be bound in your prison;
but you go, carry grain for the famine of
your houses.

42:20 Bring your youngest brother to me;
so, will your words be verified, and you
would not die. They did so.

42:21 They said one to another: We are
certainly guilty concerning our brother, in
that we saw the distress of his soul, when
he begged us, and we would not listen.
Therefore, this distress has come upon us.
42:22 Reuben answered them, saying: Did
not I tell you, saying: Do not sin against the
child, and you would not listen? Therefore
also, behold, his blood is required.

42:23 They did not know that YAHseph
understood them; for there was an
interpreter between them.

42:24 He turned himself away from them,
and wept. Then he returned to them, and
spoke to them, and took Shimon from
among them, and bound him before their
eyes.

42:25 Then YAHseph gave a command to
fill their bags with grain, and to restore
each man’s money into his sack, and to
give them food for the way. So, it was done
to them.

42:26 They loaded their donkeys with their
grain, and departed from there.

42:27 As one of them opened his sack to
give his donkey food in the lodging place,
he saw his money. Behold, it was in the
mouth of his sack.

42:28 He said to his brothers: My money is
restored. Behold, it is in my sack. Their
hearts failed them, and they turned
trembling one to another, saying: What is
this that ELOHIM has done to us?

42:29 They came to Yaaqob their father, to
the Land of Canaan, and told him all that
had happened to them, saying:

42:30 The man, the adon of the land,
spoke roughly with us, and took us for
spies of the country.

42:31 We said to him: We are honest men.
We are no spies.

42:32 We are twelve brothers, sons of our
father; one is no more, and the youngest is
this day with our father in the Land of
Canaan.

42:33 The man, the adon of the land, said
to us: By this | will know that you are
honest men: leave one of your brothers
with me, and take grain for the famine of
your houses, and go your way.

42:34 Bring your youngest brother to me.
Then | will know that you are not spies, but
that you are honest men. So, | will deliver
your brother to you, and you shall trade in
the land.

42:35 It happened as they emptied their
sacks, that behold, each man’s bundle of
money was in his sack. When they and
their father saw their bundles of money,
they were afraid.

42:36 Yaaqob, their father, said to them:
You have bereaved me of my children.
YAHseph is no more, Shimon is ho more,
and you want to take Binyamin away. All
these things are against me.

42:37 Reuben spoke to his father, saying:
Kill my two sons, if | do not bring him to
you. Entrust him to my care, and | will bring
him to you again.

42:38 He said: My son shall not go down
with you; for his brother is dead, and he
only is left. If harm happens to him along
the way in which you go, then you will bring
down my gray hairs with sorrow to sheol.

43 YAHseph's brothers return to Egypt

43:1 The famine was severe in the land.
43:2 It happened, when they had eaten up
the grain which they had brought out of
Egypt, their father said to them: Go again,
buy us a little more food.

43:3 YAHudah spoke to him, saying: The
man solemnly warned us, saying: You shall
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not see my face, unless your brother is with
you.

43:4 If you send our brother with us, we will
go down and buy you food,

43:5 but if you will not send him, we will
not go down, for the man said to us: You
shall not see my face, unless your brother
is with you.

43:6 YisraEL said: Why did you treat me so
badly, telling the man that you had another
brother?

43:7 They said: The man asked directly
concerning ourselves, and concerning our
relatives, saying: Is your father still alive?
Have you another brother? We just
answered his questions. Is there any way
we could know that he would say: Bring
your brother down?

43:8 YAHudah said to YisraEL, his father,
Send the boy with me, and we will get up
and go, so that we may live, and not die,
both we, and you, and also our little ones.
43:9 | will be collateral for him. From my
hand will you require him. If | do not bring
him back to you, and set him before you,
then let me bear the blame forever,

43:10 for if we had not delayed, surely, we
would have returned a second time by now.
43:11 Their father, YisraEL, said to them: If
it must be so, then do this. Take from the
choice fruits of the land in your bags, and
carry down a present for the man, a little
balm, a little honey, spices and mytrrh,
nuts, and almonds;

43:12 and take double money in your
hand, and take back the money that was
returned in the mouth of your sacks.
Perhaps it was an oversight.

43:13 Take your brother also, get up, and
return to the man.

43:14 May EL SHADDAI give you mercy
before the man, that he may release to you
your other brother and Binyamin. If | am
bereaved of my children, | am bereaved.
43:15 The men took those presents, and
they took double money in their hand, and
Binyamin; and got up, went down to Egypt,
and stood before YAHseph.

43:16 When YAHseph saw Binyamin with
them, he said to the steward of his house,
Bring the men into the house, and butcher
an animal, and prepare; for the men will
dine with me at noon.

43:17 The man did as YAHseph
commanded, and the man brought the
men to YAHseph’s house.

43:18 The brothers were afraid, because
they were brought to YAHseph'’s house; and
they said: Because of the money that was
returned in our sacks at the first time, we
are brought in; that he may seek occasion
against us, attack us, and seize us as bond-
servants, along with our donkeys.

43:19 They came near to the steward of
YAHseph's house, and they spoke to him at
the door of the house,

43:20 and said: O, my adon, we indeed
came down the first time to buy food.
43:21 When we came to the lodging place,
we opened our sacks, and behold, each
man’s money was in the mouth of his sack,
our money in full weight. We have brought
it back in our hand.

43:22 We have brought down other money
in our hand to buy food. We do not know
who put our money in our sacks.

43:23 He said: shalom be to you. Do not be
afraid. Your ELOHIM, and the ELOHIM of your
father, has given you treasure in your
sacks. | was the one who handled your
money. He brought Shimon out to them.
43:24 The man brought the brothers into
YAHseph’s house, and gave them water,
and they washed their feet. He gave their
donkeys fodder.

43:25 They prepared the present for
YAHseph’s coming at noon, for they heard
that they should eat bread there.

43:26 When YAHseph came home, they
brought him the present which was in their
hand into the house, and shachah
themselves down to him to the ground(34l,
43:27 He asked them of their welfare, and
said: Is your father well, the old man of
whom you spoke? Is he yet alive?
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43:28 They said: Your servant, our father,
is well. He is still alive. They shachah down
humbly.

43:29 He lifted up his eyes, and saw
Binyamin, his brother, his mother’s son,
and said: Is this your youngest brother, of
whom you spoke to me? He then said:
ELOHIM be gracious to you, my son.

43:30 YAHseph hurried out, for his heart
yearned over his brother; and he sought a
place to weep. He entered his room, and
wept there.

43:31 He washed his face, and came out.
He controlled himself, and said: Serve the
meal.

43:32 They served him by himself, and
them by themselves, and the Egyptians,
that ate with him, by themselves, because
the Egyptians do not eat bread with the
Hebrews, for that is an abomination to the
Egyptians.

43:33 They sat before him, the firstborn
according to his birthright, and the
youngest according to his youth, and the
brothers marveled one with another.
43:34 Each was given his portion before
him, but Binyamin’s portion was five times
as much as any of theirs. They drank, and
were merry with him.

[34] Vs 43:26 - YAHseph's dream (Gen 37:9-10)
about his brothers bowing down to him is fulfilled.
See also Gen 42:6, 9.

44 YAHseph tests his brothers

44:1 He commanded the steward of his
house, saying: Fill the men’s sacks with
food, as much as they can carry, and put
each man’s money in his sack’s mouth.
44:2 Put my cup, the silver cup, in the
sack’'s mouth of the youngest, with his
grain money. He did according to the word
that YAHseph had spoken.

44:3 As soon as the morning was light, the
men were sent away, they and their
donkeys.

44:4 When they had gone out of the city,
and were not yet far off, YAHseph said to

his steward: Up, follow after the men.
When you overtake them, ask them: Why
have you rewarded evil for good?

44:5 Is not this that from which my adon
drinks, and by which he indeed divines?
You have done evil in so doing.

44:6 He overtook them, and he spoke
these words to them.

44:7 They said to him: Why does my adon
speak such words as these? Far be it from
your servants that they should do such a
thing.

44:8 Behold, the money, which we found in
our sack’s mouths, we brought again to
you out of the Land of Canaan. How then
should we steal silver or gold out of your
adon’s house?

44:9 With whomever of your servants it is
found, let him die, and we also will be my
adon’s bond-servants.

44:10 He said: Now also let it be according
to your words: he with whom it is found will
be my bond-servant; and you will be
blameless.

44:11 Then they hurried, and each man
took his sack down to the ground, and
each man opened his sack.

44:12 He searched, beginning with the
eldest, and ending at the youngest. The
cup was found in Binyamin’s sack.

44:13 Then they tore their clothes, and
each man loaded his donkey, and returned
to the city.

44:14 YAHudah and his brothers came to
YAHseph’s house, and he was still there.
They fell on the ground before him.

44:15 YAHseph said to them: What deed is
this that you have done? Do you not know
that such a man as | can indeed divine?
44:16 YAHudah said: What will we tell my
adon? What will we speak? Or how will we
clear ourselves? ELOHIM has found out the
iniquity of your servants. Behold, we are
my adon’s bond-servants, both we, and he
also in whose hand the cup is found.
44:17 He said: Far be it from me that |
should do so. The man in whose hand the
cup is found, he will be my bond-servant;
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but as for you, go up in shalom to your
father.

44:18 Then YAHudah came near to him,
and said: O, my adon, please let your
servant speak a word in my adon’s ears,
and do not let your anger burn against your
servant; for you are even as Pharaoh.
44:19 My adon had previously asked his
servants, saying: Have you a father, or a
brother?

44:20 We said to my adon: We have a
father, an old man, and a child of his old
age, a little one; and his brother is dead,
and he alone is left of his mother; and his
father loves him.

44:21 You said to your servants: Bring him
down to me, that | may set my eyes on him.
44:22 We said to my adon: The boy cannot
leave his father: for if he should leave his
father, his father would die.

44:23 You said to your servants: Unless
your youngest brother comes down with
you, you will see my face no more.

44:24 1t happened when we came up to
your servant my father, we told him the
words of my adon.

44:25 Qur father said: Go again, buy us a
little food.

44:26 We said: We cannot go down. If our
youngest brother is with us, then we will go
down: for we may not see the man’s face,
unless our youngest brother is with us.
44:27 Your servant, my father, said to us:
You know that my wife bore me two sons:
44:28 and the one went out from me, and
| said: Surely, he is torn in pieces; and |
have not seen him since.

44:29 If you take this one also from me,
and harm happens to him, you will bring
down my gray hairs with sorrow to sheol.
44:30 Now therefore when | return to your
servant my father, and the boy is not with
us; since his life is bound up in the boy’s
life;

44:31 it will happen, when he sees that the
boy is no more, that he will die. Your
servants will bring down the gray hairs of

your servant, our father, with sorrow to
sheol.

44:32 For your servant became collateral
for the boy to my father, saying: If | do not
bring him to you, then | will bear the blame
to my father forever.

44:33 Now therefore, please let your
servant stay, instead of the boy, as bond-
servant to my adon; and let the boy return
with his brothers.

44:34 For how will | go up to my father, if
the boy is not with me? - lest | see the evil
that will come on my father.

45 YAHseph provides for his brothers

45:1 Then YAHseph could not control
himself anymore before all those who
stood before him, and he cried: Cause
everyone to go out from me. No one else
stood with him, while YAHseph made
himself known to his brothers.

45:2 He wept aloud. The Egyptians heard,
and the house of Pharaoh heard.

45:3 YAHseph said to his brothers, | am
YAHseph. Does my father still live? His
brothers could not answer him; for they
were terrified at his presence.

45:4 YAHseph said to his brothers, Come
near to me, please. They came near. He
said: | am YAHseph, your brother, whom
you sold into Egypt.

45:5 Now do not be grieved, nor angry with
yourselves, that you sold me here, for
ELOHIM shalach me before you to preserve
life.

45:6 For these two years the famine has
been in the land, and there are yet five
years, in which there will be neither
plowing nor harvest.

45:7 ELOHIM shalach me before you to
preserve for you a remnant in the earth,
and to save you alive by a great
deliverance.

45:8 So, now it was not you who shalach
me here, but ELOHIM, and HE has made me
a father to Pharaoh, adon of all his house,
and ruler over all the land of Egypt.
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45:9 Hurry, and go up to my father, and tell
him: This is what your son YAHseph says:
ELOHIM has made me adon of all Egypt.
Come down to me. Do not wait.

45:10 You shall dwell in the land of
Goshen, and you will be near to me, you,
your children, your children’s children, your
flocks, your herds, and all that you have.
45:11 There | will nourish you; for there are
yet five years of famine; lest you come to
poverty, you, and your household, and all
that you have.

45:12 Behold, your eyes see, and the eyes
of my brother Binyamin, that it is my
mouth that speaks to you.

45:13 You shall tell my father of all my
glory in Egypt, and of all that you have
seen. You shall hurry and bring my father
down here.

45:14 He fell on his brother Binyamin’s
neck, and wept, and Binyamin wept on his
neck.

45:15 He kissed all his brothers, and wept
on them. After that his brothers talked with
him.

45:16 The report of it was heard in
Pharaoh’s house, saying: YAHseph's
brothers have come. It pleased Pharaoh
well, and his servants.

45:17 Pharaoh said to YAHseph: Tell your
brothers, Do this. Load your animals, and
go, travel to the Land of Canaan.

45:18 Take your father and your
households, and come to me, and | will
give you the good of the land of Egypt, and
you will eat the fat of the land.

45:19 Now you are commanded: do this.
Take wagons out of the land of Egypt for
your little ones, and for your wives, and
bring your father, and come.

45:20 Also, do not concern yourselves
about your belongings, for the good of all
the land of Egypt is yours.

45:21 The sons of YisraEL did so. YAHseph
gave them wagons, according to the
commandment of Pharaoh, and gave
them provision for the way.

45:22 He gave each one of them changes
of clothing, but to Binyamin he gave three
hundred pieces of silver and five changes
of clothing.

45:23 He shalach the following to his
father: ten donkeys loaded with the good
things of Egypt, and ten female donkeys
loaded with grain and bread and provision
for his father by the way.

45:24 So, he sent his brothers away, and
they departed. He said to them: See that
you do not quarrel(35] on the way.

45:25 They went up out of Egypt, and came
into the Land of Canaan, to Yaaqob their
father.

45:26 They told him, saying: YAHseph is
still alive, and he is ruler over all the land
of Egypt. His heart fainted, for he did not
trust them.

45:27 They told him all the words of
YAHseph, which he had said to them. When
he saw the wagons which YAHseph had
shalach to carry him, the spirit of Yaaqob,
their father, revived.

45:28 YisraEL said: It is enough. YAHseph
my son is still alive. | will go and see him
before | die.

[35] Vs 45:24 - As YAHseph anticipated that they
might try to blame each other for their previous
wicked deed of selling him off.

46 YAHseph brings his family to Egypt

46:1 YisraEL traveled with all that he had,
and came to Beersheba, and offered
sacrifices to the ELOHIM of his father,
Yitzchak.

46:2 ELOHIM spoke to YisraEL in the visions
of the night, and said: Yaaqob, Yaaqob. He
said: Here | am.

46:3 He said: | AM the EL, the ELOHIM of
your father. Do not be afraid to go down
into Egypt, for there | will make of you a
great nation.

46:4 | will go down with you into Egypt. |
will also surely bring you up again. YAHseph
will close your eyes.
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46:5 Yaaqob rose from Beersheba, and the
sons of YisraEL carried Yaaqob, their
father, their little ones, and their wives, in
the wagons which Pharaoh had shalach to
carry him.

46:6 They took their livestock, and their
goods, which they had gotten in the Land
of Canaan, and came into Egypt - Yaaqob,
and all his seed with him,

46:7 his sons, and his sons’ sons with him,
his daughters, and his sons’ daughters,
and he brought all his seed with him into
Egypt.

46:8 These are the names of the children
of YisrakL, who came into Egypt, Yaaqob
and his sons: Reuben, Yaaqob’'s firstborn.
46:9 The sons of Reuben: Chanok, Palluk,
Chetsron, and Karmi.

46:10 The sons of Shimon: YemuEL, Yamin,
Ohad, Yakin, Zohar, and Shaul the son of a
Canaanite woman.

46:11 The sons of Levi: Gereshon, Kohath,
and Merari.

46:12 The sons of YAHudah, Er, Onan,
Shelah, Perez, and Zerach; but Er and Onan
died in the Land of Canaan. The sons of
Perez were Chetsron and Chamul.

46:13 The sons of Issachar: Tola, Puvah,
Yob, and Shimron.

46:14 The sons of Zebulun: Sered, Elon,
and YachleEL.

46:15 These are the sons of Leah, whom
she bore to Yaaqob in Paddan Aram, with
his daughter Dinah. All the souls of his sons
and his daughters were thirty-three.

46:16 The sons of Gaad: Ziphion, Chaggi,
Shuni, Ezbon, Eri, Arodi, and Areli.

46:17 The sons of Asher: Yimnah, Ishvah,
Yishvi, Beriah, and Serach their sister. The
sons of Beriah: Cheber and MalkiEL.
46:18 These are the sons of Zilpah, WHOM
Laban gave to Leah, his daughter, and
these she bore to Yaaqob, even sixteen
souls.

46:19 The sons of Rachel, Yaaqob’s wife:
YAHseph and Binyamin.

46:20 To YAHseph in the land of Egypt were
born Menasheh and Ephraim, WHOM

Asenath, the daughter of Potiphera, kohen
of On, bore to him.

46:21 The sons of Binyamin: Bela, Beker,
Ashbel, Gera, Naaman, Ehi, Rosh, Muppim,
Chuppim, and Ard.

46:22 These are the sons of Rachel, who
were born to Yaaqob: all the souls were
fourteen.

46:23 The son of Dan: Chushim.

46:24 The sons of Naphtali: YachtzeEL,
Guni, Yetser, and Shillem.

46:25 These are the sons of Bilhah, WHOM
Laban gave to Rachel, his daughter, and
these she bore to Yaaqob: all the souls
were seven.

46:26 All the souls who came with Yaaqob
into Egypt, who were his direct
descendants, besides Yaaqob’'s sons’
wives, all the souls were sixty-six.

46:27 The sons of YAHseph, who were born
to him in Egypt, were two souls. All the
souls of the house of Yaaqob, who came
into Egypt, were seventy.

46:28 He shalach YAHudah before him to
YAHseph, to show the way before him to
Goshen, and they came into the land of
Goshen.

46:29 YAHseph prepared his chariot, and
went up to meet YisraEL, his father, in
Goshen. He presented himself to him, and
fell on his neck, and wept on his neck a
good while.

46:30 YisraEL said to YAHseph, Now let me
die, since | have seen your face, that you
are still alive.

46:31 YAHseph said to his brothers, and to
his father’s house: | will go up, and speak
with Pharaoh, and will tell him: My
brothers, and my father’s house, who were
in the Land of Canaan, have come to me.
46:32 These men are shepherds, for they
have been keepers of livestock, and they
have brought their flocks, and their herds,
and all that they have.

46:33 It will happen, when Pharaoh
summons you, and will say: What is your
occupation?
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46:34 that you shall say: Your servants
have been keepers of livestock from our
youth even until now, both we, and our
fathers: that you may dwell in the land of
Goshen; for every shepherd is an
abomination to the Egyptians.

47 YAHseph'’s family settles in Goshen

47:1 Then YAHseph went in and told
Pharaoh, and said: My father and my
brothers, with their flocks, their herds, and
all that they own, have come out of the
Land of Canaan; and behold, they are in
the land of Goshen.

47:2 From among his brothers he took five
men, and presented them to Pharaoh.
47:3 Pharaoh said to his brothers: What is
your occupation? They said to Pharaoh:
Your servants are shepherds, both we, and
our fathers.

47:4 They said to Pharaoh: We have come
to live as foreigners in the land, for there is
no pasture for your servants’ flocks. For the
famine is severe in the Land of Canaan.
Now therefore, please let your servants
dwell in the land of Goshen.

47:5 Pharaoh spoke to YAHseph, saying:
Your father and your brothers have come
to you.

47:6 The land of Egypt is before you. Make
your father and your brothers dwell in the
best of the land. Let them dwell in the land
of Goshen. If you know any able men
among them, then put them in charge of
my livestock.

47:7 YAHseph brought in Yaaqob, his
father, and set him before Pharaoh, and
Yaaqob blessed Pharaoh.

47:8 Pharaoh said to Yaaqob: How many
are the days of the years of your life?

47:9 Yaaqob said to Pharaoh: The days of
the years of my pilgrimage are one
hundred thirty years. Few and evil have
been the days of the years of my life, and
they have not attained to the days of the
years of the life of my fathers in the days
of their pilgrimage.

47:10 Yaaqob blessed Pharaoh, and went
out from the presence of Pharaoh.

47:11 YAHseph placed his father and his
brothers, and gave them a possession in
the land of Egypt, in the best of the land, in
the land of Rameses, as Pharaoh had
commanded.

47:12 YAHseph nourished his father, his
brothers, and all his father’s household,
with bread, according to their families.
47:13 There was no bread in all the land;
for the famine was very severe, so that the
land of Egypt and the Land of Canaan
fainted by reason of the famine.

47:14 YAHseph gathered up all the money
that was found in the land of Egypt, and in
the Land of Canaan, for the grain which
they bought: and YAHseph brought the
money into Pharaoh’s house.

47:15 When the money was all spent in
the land of Egypt, and in the Land of
Canaan, all the Egyptians came to
YAHseph, and said: Give us bread, for why
should we die in your presence? For our
money fails.

47:16 YAHseph said: Give me your
livestock; and | will give you food for your
livestock, if your money is gone.

47:17 They brought their livestock to
YAHseph, and YAHseph gave them bread in
exchange for the horses, and for the flocks,
and for the herds, and for the donkeys: and
he gave them bread in exchange for all
their livestock for that year.

47:18 When that year was ended, they
came to him the second year, and said to
him: We will not hide from my adon how
our money is all spent, and the herds of
livestock are my adon’s. There is nothing
left in the sight of my adon, but our bodies,
and our lands.

47:19 Why should we die before your eyes,
both we and our land? Buy us and our land
for bread, and we and our land will be
servants to Pharaoh. Give us seed, that we
may live, and not die, and that the land
would not be desolate.
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47:20 So, YAHseph bought all the land of
Egypt for Pharaoh, for every man of the
Egyptians sold his field, because the
famine was severe on them, and the land
became Pharaoh’s.

47:21 As for the people, he moved them to
the cities from one end of the border of
Egypt even to the other end of it.

47:22 Only he did not buy the land of the
priests, for the priests had a portion from
Pharaoh, and ate their portion which
Pharaoh gave them. That is why they did
not sell their land.

47:23 Then YAHseph said to the people,
Behold, | have bought you and your land
today for Pharaoh. Behold, here is seed for
you, and you shall sow the land.

47:24 It will happen at the harvests, that
you shall give a fifth to Pharaoh, and four
parts will be your own, for seed of the field,
for your food, for them of your households,
and for food for your little ones.

47:25 They said: You have saved our lives.
Let us find grace in the sight of my adon,
and we will be Pharaoh’s servants.

47:26 YAHseph made it a statute
concerning the land of Egypt to this day,
that Pharaoh should have the fifth. Only
the land of the priests alone did not
become Pharaoh’s.

47:27 YisraEL lived in the land of Egypt, in
the land of Goshen; and they got
themselves possessions therein, and were
fruitful, and multiplied exceedingly.

47:28 Yaaqob lived in the land of Egypt
seventeen years. So, the days of Yaaqob,
the years of his life, were one hundred
forty-seven years.

47:29 The time drew near that YisraEL
must die, and he called his son YAHseph
and said to him: If now | have found grace
in your sight, please put your hand under
my thigh, and show covenant-faithfulness
and truth with me. Please do not bury me
in Egypt,

47:30 but when | sleep with my fathers,
you shall carry me out of Egypt, and bury

me in their burying place. He replied: | will
do as you have said.
47:31 He said: Swear to me, and he swore
to him. YisraEL shachah himself humbly at
the head of his bed.

48 Yaaqob bless Ephraim and Menasheh

48:1 It happened after these things, that
someone said to YAHseph, Behold, your
father is sick. He took with him his two
sons, Menasheh and Ephraim.

48:2 Someone told Yaaqob, and said:
Behold, your son YAHseph comes to you,
and YisraEL strengthened himself, and sat
on the bed.

48:3 Yaaqob said to YAHseph, EL SHADDAI
appeared to me at Luz in the Land of
Canaan, and blessed me,

48:4 and said to me: Behold, | will make
you fruitful, and multiply you, and | will
make of you a qahal of peoples, and will
give this Land to your seed after you for an
everlasting possession.

48:5 Now your two sons, who were born to
you in the land of Egypt before | came to
you into Egypt, are mine; Ephraim and
Menasheh will be as much mine even as
Reuben and Shimon are mine

48:6 Your other children, those whom you
father after them, will be yours. They will
be counted with their older brothers
concerning their inheritance.

48:7 As for me, when | came from Paddan,
Rachel died to my sorrow in the Land of
Canaan in the way, when there was still
some distance to come to Ephrath, and |
buried her there in the way to Ephrath (the
same is Beit-lechem).

48:8 YisraEL saw YAHseph's sons, and said:
Who are these?

48:9 YAHseph said to his father: They are
my sons, whom ELOHIM has given me here.
He said: Please bring them to me, and | will
bless them.

48:10 Now the eyes of YisraEL were dim for
age, so that he could not see. He brought
them near to him; and he kissed them, and
embraced them.
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48:11 YisraEL said to YAHseph, | did not
think | would see your face, and behold,
ELOHIM has let me see your seed also.
48:12 YAHseph brought them out from
between his knees, and shachah himself
with his face to the earth.

48:13 YAHseph took them both, Ephraim in
his right hand toward YisraEL'’s left hand,
and Menasheh in his left hand toward
YisraEL's right hand, and brought them
near to him.

48:14 YisraEL stretched out his right hand,
and laid it on Ephraim’s head, who was the
younger, and his left hand on Menasheh'’s
head, crossing his hands knowingly,
though Menasheh was the firstborn.
48:15 He blessed YAHseph, and said: The
ELOHIM before WHOM my fathers Abraham
and Yitzchak walked, the ELOHIM WHO has
fed me all my life long to this day,

48:16 the malach who has redeemed me
from all evil, bless the lads, and let my
name be named on them, and the name of
my fathers Abraham and Yitzchak. Let
them grow into a multitude in the midst of
the earth.

48:17 When YAHseph saw that his father
laid his right hand on the head of Ephraim,
it displeased him. He held up his father’s
hand, to remove it from Ephraim’s head to
Menasheh’s head.

48:18 YAHseph said to his father: Not so,
my father; for this is the firstborn; put your
right hand on his head.

48:19 His father refused, and said: | know,
my son, | know. He also will become a
people, and he also will be great. However,
his younger brother will be greater than he,
and his seed will become a multitude of
nations.

48:20 He blessed them that day, saying: In
you will YisraEL bless, saying: ELOHIM make
you as Ephraim and as Menasheh He set
Ephraim before Menasheh.

48:21 YisraEL said to YAHseph, Behold, |
am dying, but ELOHIM will be with you, and
bring you again to the land of your fathers.

48:22 Moreover | have given to you one
portion above your brothers, which | took
out of the hand of the Amorite with my
sword and with my bow.

49 Yaaqob’s prophetic blessings

49:1 Yaaqob called to his sons, and said:
Gather yourselves together, that | may tell
you that which will happen to you in the
days to come.

49:2 Assemble yourselves, and shema,
you sons of Yaaqob. Shema to YisraEL, your
father.

49:3 Reuben, you are my firstborn, my
might, and the beginning of my strength;
excelling in dignity, and excelling in power.
49:4 Boiling over like water, you shall
however not excel; because you went up to
your father’s bed, then defiled it. He went
up to my couch(3¢l,

49:5 Shimon and Levi are brothers. Their
swords are weapons of violence.

49:6 My soul, do not come into their
assembly. My glory, do not be united to
their council; for in their anger, they killed
men. In their self-will they hamstrung
cattle.

49:7 Cursed be their anger, for it was
fierce; and their wrath, for it was cruel. | will
divide them in Yaaqob, and scatter them in
YisraEL.

49:8 YAHudah, your brothers will praise
you. Your hand will be on the neck of your
enemies. Your father’s sons will shachah
before you.

49:9 YAHudah is a lion’s cub. From the
prey, my son, you stand up. He stooped
down, he crouched as a lion, as a lioness.
Who dares to provoke him?

49:10 The scepter will not depart from
YAHudah, nor the rulers staff from
between his feet, until Him371 to Whom it
belongs comes. To Him will the obedience
of the peoples be.

49:11 Binding his foal to the vine, his
donkey’s colt to the choice vine; he has
washed his garments in wine, his robes in
the blood of grapes.
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49:12 His eyes will be red with wine, his
teeth white with milk.

49:13 Zebulun will dwell at the haven of
the sea. He will be for a haven of ships. His
border will be on Sidon.

49:14 Issachar is a strong donkey, lying
down between the saddlebags.

49:15 He saw a resting place, that it was
good, the land, that it was pleasant. He
bows his shoulder to the burden, and
becomes a servant doing forced labor.
49:16 Dan will judge his people, as one of
the tribes of YisraEL.

49:17 Dan will be a serpent in the way, an
adder in the path, that bites the horse’s
heels, so that his rider falls backward.
49:18 | have waited for YOUR yeshuah,
hib1e

49:19 A troop will press on Gaad, but he
will press on their heel.

49:20 Asher’s food will be rich. He will yield
royal dainties.

49:21 Naphtali is a doe set free, who bears
beautiful fawns.

49:22 YAHseph is a fruitful vine, a fruitful
vine by a spring. His branches run over the
wall.

49:23 The archers have severely grieved
him, shot at him, and persecute him:
49:24 But his bow remained strong. The
arms of his hands were made strong, by
the hands of the STRONG ONE of Yaaqob,
from there is the Shepherd, the foundation
stone of YisraEL,

49:25 even by the EL of your father, WHO
will help you; by EL SHADDAI, WHO will bless
you, with blessings of the shamayim
above, blessings of the deep that lies
below, blessings of the breasts, and of the
womb.

49:26 The blessings of your father have
prevailed above the blessings of your
ancestors, above the boundaries of the
ancient hills. They will be on the head of
YAHseph, on the crown of the head of him
who is separated from his brothers.

49:27 Binyamin is a ravenous wolf. In the
morning he will devour the prey. At evening
he will divide the spoil.

49:28 All these are the twelve tribes of
YisraEL, and this is what their father spoke
to them and blessed them. He blessed
everyone according to his blessing.

49:29 He instructed them, and said to
them: | am to be gathered to my people.
Bury me with my fathers in the cave that is
in the field of Ephron the Hittite,

49:30 in the cave that is in the field of
Machpelah, which is before Mamre, in the
Land of Canaan, which Abraham bought
with the field from Ephron the Hittite as a
burial place.

49:31 There they buried Abraham and
Sarah, his wife. There they buried Yitzchak
and Ribgah, his wife, and there | buried
Leah:

49:32 the field and the cave that is therein,
which was purchased from the children of
Heth.

49:33 When Yaaqob made an end of
charging his sons, he gathered up his feet
into the bed, and took his last breath, and
was gathered to his people.

[36] Vs 49:4 - A metaphorical expression of
Rueben's illegitimate intimacy with his father's
concubine Bilhah (refer Gen 35:22)

[37] Vs 49:10 - Messianic prophecy of the Lion of
the tribe of YAHudah (refer Rev 5:5). Xref Eze 21:27.

50 Yaaqob’s death and burial

50:1 YAHseph fell on his father’s face, wept
on him, and kissed him.

50:2 YAHseph commanded his servants,
the physicians, to embalm his father; and
the physicians embalmed YisraEL.

50:3 Forty days were fulfilled for him, for
that is how many the days it takes to
embalm. The Egyptians wept for him for
seventy days.

50:4 When the days of weeping for him
were past, YAHseph spoke to the house of
Pharaoh, saying: If now | have found grace
in your eyes, please speak in the ears of
Pharaoh, saying:
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50:5 My father made me swear, saying:
Behold, | am dying. Bury me in my grave
which | have dug for myself in the Land of
Canaan. Now therefore, please let me go
up and bury my father, and | will come
again.

50:6 Pharaoh said: Go up, and bury your
father, just like he made you swear.

50:7 YAHseph went up to bury his father;
and with him went up all the servants of
Pharaoh, the elders of his house, all the
elders of the land of Egypt,

50:8 all the house of YAHseph, his brothers,
and his father's house. Only their little
ones, their flocks, and their herds, they left
in the land of Goshen.

50:9 There went up with him both chariots
and horsemen. It was a very great
company.

50:10 They came to the threshing floor of
Atad, which is beyond the Yarden, and
there they lamented with a very great and
severe lamentation. He mourned for his
father seven days.

50:11 When the inhabitants of the land,
the Canaanites, saw the mourning in the
floor of Atad, they said: This is a grievous
mourning by the Egyptians. Therefore, its
name was called Hevel Mizraim!38l, which
is beyond the Yarden.

50:12 His sons did for him just as he
commanded them,

50:13 for his sons carried him into the
Land of Canaan, and buried him in the
cave of the field of Machpelah, which
Abraham bought with the field, for a
possession of a burial site, from Ephron the
Hittite, before Mamre.

50:14 After he had buried his father,
YAHseph returned into Egypt - he, and his
brothers, and all that went up with him to
bury his father.

50:15 When YAHseph's brothers saw that
their father was dead, they said: It may be
that YAHseph will hate us, and will fully pay

us back for all of the evil which we did to
him.

50:16 They sent a message to YAHseph,
saying: Your father commanded before he
died, saying:

50:17 You shall tell YAHseph, Now please
forgive the disobedience of your brothers,
and their sin, because they did evil to you.
Now, please forgive the disobedience of
the servants of the ELOHIM of your father.
YAHseph wept when they spoke to him.
50:18 His brothers also went and fell down
before his face; and they said: Behold, we
are your servants.

50:19 YAHseph said to them: Do not be
afraid, for am | in the place of ELOHIM?
50:20 As for you, you meant evil against
me, but ELOHIM meant it for good, to bring
to pass, as it is this day, to save many
people alive.

50:21 Now therefore do not be afraid. | will
nourish you and your little ones. He
comforted them, and spoke kindly to
them.

50:22 YAHseph lived in Egypt, he, and his
father’s house. YAHseph lived one hundred
ten years.

50:23 YAHseph saw Ephraim’s children to
the third generation. The children also of
Makir, the son of Menasheh, were born on
YAHseph’s knees.

50:24 YAHseph said to his brothers, | am
dying, but ELOHIM will surely visit you, and
bring you up out of this land to the Land
which he swore to Abraham, to Yitzchak,
and to Yaaqob.

50:25 YAHseph took an oath of the children
of YisraEL, saying: ELOHIM will surely visit
you, and you shall carry up my bones from
here.

50:26 So, YAHseph died, being one
hundred ten years old, and they embalmed
him, and he was put in a coffin in Egypt.

1 YisraEL increases greatly in Egypt

Now these are the names of the sons of
YisraEL, who came into Egypt (every man
and his household came with Yaaqob):

1:2 Reuben, Shimon, Levi, and YAHudah,
1:3 Issachar, Zebulun, and Binyamin,

1:4 Dan and Naphtali, Gaad, and Asher.
1:5 All the souls who came out of Yaaqob’s
body were seventy souls, and YAHseph was
in Egypt already.

1:6 YAHseph died, as did all his brothers,
and all that generation.

1:7 The children of YisratEL were fruitful,
and increased abundantly, and multiplied,
and grew exceedingly mighty; and the land
was filled with them.

1:8 Now there arose a new king over Egypt,
who did not know YAHseph.

1:9 He said to his people, Behold, the
people of the children of YisraEL are more
and mightier than we.

1:10 Come, let us deal wisely with them,
lest they multiply, and it happen that when
any war breaks out, they also join

themselves to our enemies, and fight
against us, and escape out of the land.
1:11 Therefore they set taskmasters over
them to afflict them with their burdens.
They built storage cities for Pharaoh:
Pithom and Raamses.

1:12 But the more they afflicted them, the
more they multiplied and the more they
spread out. They were grieved because of
the children of YisraEL.

1:13 The Egyptians ruthlessly made the
children of YisraEL serve,

1:14 and they made their lives bitter with
hard service, in mortar and in brick, and in
all kinds of service in the field, all their
service, in which they ruthlessly made
them serve.

1:15 The king of Egypt spoke to the
Hebrew midwives, of whom the name of
the one was Shiphrah, and the name of the
other Puahl1],

1:16 and he said: When you perform the
duty of a midwife to the Hebrew women,
and see them on the birth stool; if it is a
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son, then you shall kill him; but if it is a
daughter, then she shall live.

1:17 But the midwives revered ELOHIM, and
did not do what the king of Egypt
commanded them, but saved the baby
boys alive.

1:18 The king of Egypt called for the
midwives, and said to them: Why have you
done this thing, and have saved the boys
alive?

1:19 The midwives said to Pharaoh,
Because the Hebrew women are not like
the Egyptian women; for they are vigorous,
and give birth before the midwife comes to
them.

1:20 ELOHIM dealt well with the midwives,
and the people multiplied, and grew very
mighty.

1:21 It happened, because the midwives
revered ELOHIM, that HE gave them
families.

1:22 Pharaoh commanded all his people,
saying: You shall cast every son who is born
into the river, and every daughter you shall
save alive.

[1] Vs 1:15 - names meaning Beautiful and Brilliant.

2 Birth of Mosheh

2:1 A man of the house of Levi went and
took a daughter of Levi as his wife.

2:2 The woman conceived, and bore a son.
When she saw that he was a fine child, she
hid him three months.

2:3 When she could no longer hide him,
she took a papyrus basket for him, and
coated it with tar and with pitch. She put
the child in it, and laid it in the reeds by the
river's bank.

2:4 His sister stood far off, to see what
would be done to him.

2:5 Pharaoh’s daughter came down to
bathe at the river. Her maidens walked
along by the riverside. She saw the basket
among the reeds, and sent her handmaid
to get it.

2:6 She opened it, and saw the child, and
behold, the baby cried. She had

compassion on him, and said: This is one
of the Hebrews children.

2:7 Then his sister said to Pharaoh’s
daughter, Should | go and call a nurse for
you from the Hebrew women, that she may
nurse the child for you?

2:8 Pharaoh’s daughter said to her: Go.
The maiden went and called the child’s
mother.

2:9 Pharaoh’s daughter said to her: Take
this child away, and nurse him for me, and
| will give you your wages. The woman took
the child, and nursed it.

2:10 The child grew, and she brought him
to Pharaoh’s daughter, and he became her
son. She named him Mosheh, and said:
Because | drew him out of the water.

2:11 It happened in those days, when
Mosheh had grown up, that he went out to
his brothers, and looked at their burdens.
He saw an Egyptian striking a Hebrew, one
of his brothers.

2:12 He looked this way and that way, and
when he saw that there was no one, he
killed the Egyptian, and hid him in the
sand.

2:13 He went out the second day, and
behold, two men of the Hebrews were
fighting with each other. He said to him
who did the wrong: Why do you strike your
fellow?

2:14 He said: Who made you a prince and
a judge over us? Do you plan to kill me, as
you killed the Egyptian? Mosheh was
afraid, and said: Surely this thing is known.
2:15 Now when Pharaoh heard this thing,
he sought to kill Mosheh. But Mosheh fled
from the face of Pharaoh, and lived in the
land of Midian, and he sat down by a well.
2:16 Now the kohen of Midian had seven
daughters. They came and drew water, and
filled the troughs to water their father's
flock.

2:17 The shepherds came and drove them
away; but Mosheh stood up and helped
them, and watered their flock.
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2:18 When they came to ReuEL, their
father, he said: How is it that you have
returned so early today?

2:19 They said: An Egyptian delivered us
out of the hand of the shepherds, and
moreover he drew water for us, and
watered the flock.

2:20 He said to his daughters: Where is he?
Why is it that you have left the man? Call
him, that he may eat bread.

2:21 Mosheh was content to dwell with the
man. He gave Mosheh Zipporah, his
daughter.

2:22 She bore a son, and he named him
Gereshonl2], for he said: | had lived as a
proselyte in a foreign land.

2:23 It happened in those many days, that
the king of Egypt died, and the children of
YisraEL sighed because of the bondage,
and they cried, and their cry came up to
ELOHIM because of the bondage.

2:24 ELOHIM shema their groaning, and
ELOHIM remembered his Covenant with
Abraham, with Yitzchak, and with Yaaqob.
2:25 ELOHIM saw the children of YisraEL,
and ELOHIM was concerned about them.

[2] Vs 2:22 - driven/ cast out

3 Burning bush

3:1 Now Mosheh was keeping the flock of
Yithro, his father-in-law, the kohen of
Midian, and he led the flock to the back of
the wilderness, and came to ELOHIM's
mountain, to Choreb.

3:2 The malach of nin® appeared to him in
a flame of fire out of the midst of a bush.
He looked, and behold, the bush burned
with fire, and the bush was not consumed.
3:3 Mosheh said: | will turn aside now, and
see this great sight, why the bush is not
burnt.

3:4 When nin' saw that he turned aside to
see, ELOHIM called to him out of the midst
of the bush, and said: Mosheh. Mosheh. He
said: Here | am.

3:5 HE said: Do not come close. Take your
sandals off your feet, for the place you are
standing on is kadosh ground.

3:6 Moreover HE said: | AM the ELOHIM of
your father, the ELOHIM of Abraham, the
ELOHIM of Yitzchak, and the ELOHIM of
Yaaqob. Mosheh hid his face; for he was
afraid to look at ELOHIM.

3:7 nint said: | have surely seen the
affliction of MY people who are in Egypt,
and have heard their cry because of their
taskmasters, for | know their sorrows.

3:8 | have come down to deliver them out
of the hand of the Egyptians, and to bring
them up out of that land to a good and
large Land, to a Land flowing with milk and
honey; to the place of the Canaanite, the
Hittite, the Amorite, the Perizzite, the
Hivite, and the Yebusite.

3:9 Now, behold, the cry of the children of
YisratEL has come to ME. Moreover, | have
seen the oppression with which the
Egyptians oppress them.

3:10 Come now therefore, and | will send
you to Pharaoh, that you may bring MY
people, the children of YisraEL, out of
Egypt.

3:11 Mosheh said to ELOHIM: Who am |,
that | should go to Pharaoh, and that |
should bring the children of YisraEL out of
Egypt?

3:12 HE said: Certainly, | will be with you.
This will be the token to you, that | have
shalach you: when you have brought the
people out of Egypt, you shall serve ELOHIM
on this mountain.

3:13 Mosheh said to ELOHIM, Behold, when
| come to the children of YisraEL, and tell
them: The ELOHIM of your fathers has
shalach me to you; and they ask me: What
is HIS name? What should I tell them?
3:14 ELOHIM said to Mosheh: EYEH ASHER
EYEHE3I. You shall say to the children of
YisraEL that EYEH has sent you.

3:15 Thus, ELOHIM said to Mosheh: This is
what you shall say to the children of
YisrakL: nin'4l the ELOHIM of our fathers,
the ELOHIM of Abraham, the ELOHIM of
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Yitzchak, and the ELOHIM of Yaaqob, has
shalach me to you. This is MY name
forever, and this is MY memorial to all
generations.

3:16 Go, and gather the elders of YisraEL
together, and tell them: nin', the ELOHIM of
your fathers, the ELOHIM of Abraham, of
Yitzchak, and of Yaaqob, has appeared to
me, saying: | have surely visited you, and
seen that which is done to you in Egypt;
3:17 and | have said: | will bring you up out
of the affliction of Egypt to the land of the
Canaanite, the Hittite, the Amorite, the
Perizzite, the Hivite, and the Yebusite, to a
land flowing with milk and honey.

3:18 They will listen to your voice, and you
shall come, you and the elders of YisraEL,
to the king of Egypt, and you shall tell him,
niny, the ELOHIM of the Hebrews, has met
with us. Now please let us go three days
journey into the wilderness, that we may
sacrifice to nin', our ELOHIM.

3:19 | know that the king of Egypt would
not give you permission to go, no, not even
by a mighty hand.

3:20 | will reach out MY hand and strike
Egypt with all MY wonders which | will do in
its midst, and after that he will let you go.
3:21 | will give this people grace in the
sight of the Egyptians, and it will happen
that when you go, you shall not go empty-
handed.

3:22 But every woman shall ask of her
neighbor, and of her who visits her house,
jewels of silver, jewels of gold, and
clothing; and you shall put them on your
sons, and on your daughters. You shall
plunder the Egyptians.

[3] Vs 3:14 - EYEH ASHER EYEH (eigo eimi ho on).
This explicatory statement (preceding the Name in
the next verse) essentially means 'l AM the eternal
BEING'; which is the fundamental attribute of
ELOHIM (Isa 40:28; Gen 21:33; Rev 11:17). The
actual Name associated with this statement is
revealed in the following verse 3:15.

[4] Vs 3:15 - YAHWEH (a common transliteration
option). ELOHIM's unique-personal Name. Hence, vs
14 reveals the essential explanatory meaning of

ELOHIM's name, whilst verse 15 reveals its
pronunciation (verbalization/ calling). Note: 'EYEH
ASHER EYEH' (meaning of the name) is mentioned
only once in the Scriptures; whereas 'YHWH' (its
verbalization/ pronounciation) is proclaimed more
than 6,800 times. Do not confuse the meaning
from the pronunciation of the Name. The eternal
unchanging ELOHIM has only one memorial name,
YHWH. Xref Hos 12:5. Also, be not confused
between YHWH's unique ‘EYEH ASHER EYEH' one-
time explicatory statement, from the very common
self-identifying ‘l am’ (eigo eimi) statement. Latter
is used by and applicable for anybody (including
YHWH and the Mashiach). Former applies to YHWH
alone.

4 Mosheh’s powerful signs

4:1 Mosheh answered: But, behold, they
will not trust me, nor listen to my voice; for
they will say: nin® has not appeared to you.
4:2 nine said to him: What is that in your
hand? He said: A staff.

4:3 HE said: Throw it on the ground. He
threw it on the ground, and it became a
shake; and Mosheh ran away from it.

4:4 nine said to Mosheh: Stretch out your
hand, and take it by the tail. He stretched
out his hand, and took hold of it, and it
became a staff in his hand.

4:5 This is so that they may trust that nins,
the ELOHIM of their fathers, the ELOHIM of
Abraham, the ELOHIM of Yitzchak, and the
ELOHIM of Yaaqob, has appeared to you.
4:6 a1 said furthermore to him: Now put
your hand inside your cloak. He put his
hand inside his cloak, and when he took it
out, behold, his hand was leprous, as white
as snow.

4:7 HE said: Put your hand inside your
cloak again. He put his hand inside his
cloak again, and when he took it out of his
cloak, behold, it had turned again as his
other flesh.

4:8 It will happen, if they will neither trust
you nor listen to the voice of the first sign,
that they will trust the voice of the latter
sign.

4:9 It will happen, if they will not trust even
these two signs, neither listen to your
voice, that you shall take of the water of
the river, and pour it on the dry land. The
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water which you take out of the river will
become blood on the dry land.

4:10 Mosheh said to nin', O ADONAI, | am
not eloquent, neither before, nor since YOU
have spoken to YOUR servant; for | am slow
of speech, and of a slow tongue.

4:11 a1t said to him: Who made man’s
mouth? Or who makes one mute, or deaf,
or seeing, or blind? Is it not I, ni1n*?

4:12 Now therefore go, and | will be with
your mouth, and teach you what you shall
speak.

4:13 He said: O, ADONAI, please shalach
someone else.

4:14 The anger of nIn' was kindled against
Mosheh, and HE said: What about Aharon,
your brother, the Levite? | know that he can
speak well. Also, behold, he comes out to
meet you. When he sees you, he will be
glad in his heart.

4:15 You shall speak to him, and put the
words in his mouth. | will be with your
mouth, and with his mouth, and will teach
you what you shall do.

4:16 He will be your spokesman to the
people; and it will happen, that he will be
to you a mouth, and you will be to him as
elohim.

4:17 You shall take this staff in your hand,
with which you shall do the signs.

4:18 Mosheh went and returned to Yithro
his father-in-law, and said to him: Please
let me go and return to my brothers who
are in Egypt, and see whether they are still
alive. Yithro said to Mosheh: Go in shalom.
4:19 nIne said to Mosheh in Midian, Go,
return into Egypt; for all the men who
sought your life are dead.

4:20 Mosheh took his wife and his sons,
and set them on a donkey, and he returned
to the land of Egypt. Mosheh took ELOHIM’s
rod in his hand.

4:21 ninr said to Mosheh: When you go
back into Egypt, see that you do before
Pharaoh all the wonders which | have put
in your hand, but | will harden his heart and
he will not let the people go.

4:22 You shall tell Pharaoh: Thus declares
NN YisrakL is MY son, MY firstborn;

4:23 and | have said to you: Send MY son
away, that he may serve ME; and you have
refused to send him away. Behold, | will kill
your son, your firstborn.

4:24 It happened on the way at a lodging
place, that nin* met Mosheh and wanted
to kill him.

4:25 Then Zipporah took a flint, and cut off
the foreskin of her son, and cast it at his
feet; and she said: You are a bridegroom of
blood to me.

4:26 So, HE let him alone. She had said
then: You are a bridegroom of blood,
referring to the circumcision.

4:27 nin' said to Aharon: Go into the
wilderness to meet Mosheh. He went, and
met him on ELOHIM’s mountain, and kissed
him.

4:28 Mosheh told Aharon all the devarim
of n1n' with which HE had sent him, and all
the signs with which HE had instructed him.
4:29 Mosheh and Aharon went and
gathered all the elders of the children of
YisraEL.

4:30 Aharon spoke all the words which
nin' had spoken to Mosheh, and did the
signs in the sight of the people.

4:31 The people trusted, and when they
heard that nin' had visited the children of
YisraeL, and that HE had seen their
affliction, then they bowed their heads and
shachah.

5 Make bricks without straw

5:1 Afterward Mosheh and Aharon came,
and said to Pharaoh: This is what nint, the
ELOHIM of YisraEL, says: Send MY people
away, that they may celebrate a festival to
ME in the wilderness.

5:2 Pharaoh said: Who is nInt, that |
should listen to HIS voice to let YisraEL go?
| do not know nInt, and moreover | will not
let YisraEL go.

5:3 They said: The ELOHIM of the Hebrews
has met with us. Please let us go three
days journey into the wilderness, and
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sacrifice to nIn', our ELOHIM, lest HE fall on
us with pestilence, or with the sword.

5:4 The king of Egypt said to them: Why do
you, Mosheh, and Aharon, take the people
from their work? Get back to your burdens.
5:5 Pharaoh said: Behold, the people of
the land are now many, and you make
them rest from their burdens.

5:6 The same day Pharaoh commanded
the taskmasters of the people, and their
officers, saying:

5:7 You shall no longer give the people
straw to make brick, as before. Let them
go and gather straw for themselves.

5:8 The number of the bricks, which they
made before, you require from them. You
shall not diminish anything of it, for they
are idle; therefore, they cry, saying: Let us
go and sacrifice to our ELOHIM.

5:9 Let heavier work be laid on the men,
that they may labor therein; and do not let
them pay any attention to lying words.
5:10 The taskmasters of the people went
out, and their officers, and they spoke to
the people, saying: This is what Pharaoh
says: | will not give you straw.

5:11 Go yourselves, get straw where you
can find it, for nothing of your work shall be
diminished.

5:12 So, the people were scattered abroad
throughout all the land of Egypt to gather
stubble for straw.

5:13 The taskmasters were urgent saying:
Fulfill your work quota daily, as when there
was straw.

5:14 The officers of the children of YisraEL,
whom Pharaoh’s taskmasters had set over
them, were beaten, and demanded: Why
have not you fulfilled your quota both
yesterday and today, in making brick as
before?

5:15 Then the officers of the children of
YisraEL came and cried to Pharaoh, saying:
Why do you deal this way with your
servants?

5:16 No straw is given to your servants,
and they tell us: Make brick. and behold,

your servants are beaten; but the fault is in
your own people.

5:17 But he said: You are idle. You are idle.
Therefore, you say: Let us go and sacrifice
to nin'.

5:18 Go therefore now, and work, for no
straw shall be given to you, yet you shall
deliver the same number of bricks.

5:19 The officers of the children of YisraEL
saw that they were in trouble, when it was
said: You shall not diminish anything from
your daily quota of bricks.

5:20 They met Mosheh and Aharon, who
stood in the way, as they came out from
Pharaoh:

5:21 and they said to them: May nin' look
at you, and judge, because you have made
us a stench to be abhorred in the eyes of
Pharaoh, and in the eyes of his servants, to
put a sword in their hand to Kill us.

5:22 Mosheh returned to aIn', and said:
ADONAI, why have YOU brought trouble on
this people? Why is it that YOU have
shalach me?

5:23 For since | came to Pharaoh to speak
in YOUR name, he has brought trouble on
this people; neither have YOU delivered
YOUR people at all.

6 ELOHIM promises deliverance

6:1 ninr said to Mosheh: Now you shall see
what | will do to Pharaoh, for by a strong
hand he shall let them go, and by a strong
hand he shall drive them out of his land.
6:2 ELOHIM spoke to Mosheh, and said to
him: | AM nIny;

6:3 and | appeared to Abraham, to
Yitzchak, and to Yaaqob, as EL SHADDAI;
and by MY name nin* did | not make
MYSELF known to them?(5!

6:4 | have also established MY Covenant
with them, to give them the Land of
Canaan, the Land of their pilgrimage, in
which they will dwell.

6:5 Moreover | have heard the groaning of
the children of YisraeEL, whom the
Egyptians keep in bondage, and | have
remembered MY Covenant.
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6:6 Therefore tell the children of YisraEL, |
AM a1y, and | will bring you out from under
the burdens of the Egyptians, and | will rid
you out of their bondage, and | will redeem
you with an outstretched arm, and with
great judgments:

6:7 and | will take you to ME for a people,
and | will be to you as ELOHIM; and you shall
know that | AM nIn* your ELOHIM, WHO
brings you out from under the burdens of
the Egyptians.

6:8 | will bring you into the Land which |
swore to give to Abraham, to Yitzchak, and
to Yaaqob; and | will give it to you for a
heritage: | AM nIn'.

6:9 Mosheh spoke so to the children of
YisraEL, but they did not listen to Mosheh
for anguish of spirit, and for cruel bondage.
6:10 nIn spoke to Mosheh, saying:

6:11 Go in, speak to Pharaoh king of Egypt,
that he let the children of YisraEL go out of
his land.

6:12 Mosheh spoke before nin, saying:
Behold, the children of YisraEL have not
listened to me. How then shall Pharaoh
listen to me, who am of uncircumcised
lips?

6:13 nIn spoke to Mosheh and to Aharon,
and gave them a command to the children
of YisraEL, and to Pharaoh king of Egypt, to
bring the children of YisraEL out of the land
of Egypt.

6:14 These are the heads of their fathers’
houses. The sons of Reuben the firstborn
of YisraEL: Chanok, and Palluk, Chetsron,
and Karmi; these are the families of
Reuben.

6:15 The sons of Shimon: YemuEL, and
Yamin, and Ohad, and Yakin, and Zohar,
and Shaul the son of a Canaanite woman;
these are the families of Shimon.

6:16 These are the names of the sons of
Levi according to their generations:
Gereshon, and Kohath, and Merari; and the
years of the life of Levi were one hundred
thirty-seven years.

6:17 The sons of Gereshon: Libni and
Shimei, according to their families.

6:18 The sons of Kohath: Amram, and
Yitzhar, and Hebron, and UzziEL; and the
years of the life of Kohath were one
hundred thirty-three years.

6:19 The sons of Merari: Mahli and Mushi.
These are the families of the Levites
according to their generations.

6:20 Amram took YAHkebed his father’s
sister to himself as wife; and she bore him
Aharon and Mosheh: and the years of the
life of Amram were a hundred and thirty-
seven years.

6:21 The sons of Yitzhar: Korach, and
Nepheg, and Zikri.

6:22 The sons of UzziEL: MishaEL, and
ELzaphan, and Sithri.

6:23 Aharon took ELisheba, the daughter
of Amminadab, the sister of Nachshon, as
his wife; and she bore him Nadab and
Abihu, ELazar and Ithamar.

6:24 The sons of Korach: Assir, and
ELkanah, and Abiasaph; these are the
families of the Korahites.

6:25 ELazar, Aharon’s son took one of the
daughters of Putiel as his wife; and she
bore him Phinehas. These are the heads of
the fathers’ houses of the Levites
according to their families.

6:26 This is that Aharon and Mosheh, to
whom nIn said: Bring out the children of
YisraEL from the land of Egypt according to
their divisions.

6:27 These are those who spoke to
Pharaoh king of Egypt, to bring out the
children of YisratEL from Egypt. This is that
Mosheh and Aharon.

6:28 It happened on the day when nint
spoke to Mosheh in the land of Egypt,
6:29 that nin' spoke to Mosheh, saying: |
AM D10, speak to Pharaoh king of Egypt all
that | speak to you.

6:30 Mosheh said before nin', Behold, |
am of uncircumcised lips, and how shall
Pharaoh listen to me?

[5] Vs 6:3 - A rhetorical question with an obvious
Yes answer. See following verses where the 3
patriarchs had previously called upon YHWH's
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name, Gen 14:22; 15:7; 17:1; 22:14; 27:20; 28:21;
30:24, 30, etc.

7 Mosheh and Aharon before Pharoah

7:1 a1 said to Mosheh: Behold, | have
made you as ELOHIM to Pharaoh; and
Aharon your brother shall be your prophet.
7:2 You shall speak all that | command
you; and Aharon your brother shall speak
to Pharaoh, that he let the children of
YisraEL go out of his land.

7:3 | will harden Pharaoh’s heart, and
multiply MY signs and MY wonders in the
land of Egypt.

7:4 But Pharaoh will not listen to you, and
I will lay MY hand on Egypt, and bring out
MY armies, my people the children of
YisraEL, out of the land of Egypt by great
judgments.

7:5 The Egyptians shall know that | AM
nint, when | stretch out MY hand on Egypt,
and bring out the children of YisraEL from
among them.

7:6 Mosheh and Aharon did so. As nInt
commanded them, so they did.

7:7 Mosheh was eighty years old, and
Aharon eighty-three years old, when they
spoke to Pharaoh.

7:8 nIn' spoke to Mosheh and to Aharon,
saying:

7:9 When Pharaoh speaks to you, saying:
Perform a miracle. then you shall tell
Aharon: Take your staff, and cast it down
before Pharaoh, that it become a serpent.
7:10 Mosheh and Aharon went in to
Pharaoh, and they did so, as nin' had
commanded: and Aharon cast down his
staff before Pharaoh and before his
servants, and it became a serpent.

7:11 Then Pharaoh also called for the wise
men and the sorcerers. They, the diviners
of Egypt, did also the same thing with their
enchantments.

7:12 For they each cast down their rods,
and they became serpents: but Aharon’s
staff swallowed up their rods.

7:13 Pharaoh’s heart was hardened, and
he did not listen to them; as nin' had
spoken.

7:14 a1 said to Mosheh: Pharaoh’s heart
is stubborn. He refuses to let go the people.
7:15 Go to Pharaoh in the morning.
Behold, he goes out to the water; and you
shall stand by the river’'s bank to meet him;
and the staff which was turned to a serpent
you shall take in your hand.

7:16 You shall tell him, n1ny, the ELOHIM of
the Hebrews, has shalach me to you,
saying: Let go of MY people, that they may
serve ME in the wilderness: and behold,
until now you have not listened.

7:17 Thus says niIn': In this you shall know
that | AM nine. Behold, I will strike with the
staff that is in my hand on the waters
which are in the river, and they shall be
turned to blood.

7:18 The fish that are in the river shall die,
and the river shall become foul; and the
Egyptians shall loathe to drink water from
the river.

7:19 nin said to Mosheh: Tell Aharon:
Take your staff, and stretch out your hand
over the waters of Egypt, over their rivers,
over their streams, and over their pools,
and over all their ponds of water, that they
may become blood; and there shall be
blood throughout all the land of Egypt, both
in vessels of wood and in vessels of stone.
7:20 Mosheh and Aharon did so, as nIn*
commanded; and he lifted the staff, and
struck the waters that were in the river, in
the sight of Pharaoh, and in the sight of his
servants; and all the waters that were in
the river were turned to blood.

7:21 The fish that were in the river died;
and the river became foul, and the
Egyptians could not drink water from the
river; and the blood was throughout all the
land of Egypt.

7:22 The diviners of Egypt did the same
thing with their enchantments; and
Pharaoh’s heart was hardened, and he did
not listen to them; as nin' had spoken.
7:23 Pharaoh turned and went into his
house, and he did not even take this to
heart.
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7:24 All the Egyptians dug around the river
for water to drink; for they could not drink
of the water of the river.

7:25 Seven days were fulfilled, after nine
had struck the river.

8 Frogs | Gnats | Flies

8:1 nIn' spoke to Mosheh: Go in to
Pharaoh, and tell him: This is what nint
says: Let go of MY people, that they may
serve ME.

8:2 If you refuse to send them away,
behold, | will plague all your borders with
frogs:

8:3 and the river shall swarm with frogs,
which shall go up and come into your
house, and into your bedroom, and on your
bed, and into the house of your servants,
and on your people, and into your ovens,
and into your kneading troughs:

8:4 and the frogs shall come up both on
you, and on your people, and on all your
servants.

8:5 nIn' said to Mosheh: Tell Aharon,
stretch out your hand with your staff over
the rivers, over the streams, and over the
pools, and cause frogs to come up on the
land of Egypt.

8:6 Aharon stretched out his hand over the
waters of Egypt; and the frogs came up,
and covered the land of Egypt.

8:7 The diviners did the same thing with
their enchantments, and brought up frogs
on the land of Egypt.

8:8 Then Pharaoh called for Mosheh and
Aharon, and said: Entreat nimn', that HE
takes away the frogs from me, and from
my people; and | will let the people go, that
they may sacrifice to nine.

8:9 Mosheh said to Pharaoh, | give you the
honor of setting the time that | should pray
for you, and for your servants, and for your
people, that the frogs be destroyed from
you and your houses, and remain in the
river only.

8:10 He said: Tomorrow. He said: Be it
according to your word, that you may know
that there is none like nin* our ELOHIM.

8:11 The frogs shall depart from you, and
from your houses, and from your servants,
and from your people. They shall remain in
the river only.

8:12 Mosheh and Aharon went out from
Pharaoh, and Mosheh cried to nInt
concerning the frogs which he had brought
on Pharaoh.

8:13 nIn' did according to the word of
Mosheh, and the frogs died out of the
houses, out of the courts, and out of the
fields.

8:14 They gathered them together in
heaps, and the land stank.

8:15 But when Pharaoh saw that there was
a respite, he hardened his heart, and did
not listen to them, as nin' had spoken.
8:16 nIn' said to Mosheh: Tell Aharon,
stretch out your staff, and strike the dust of
the earth, that it may become lice
throughout all the land of Egypt.

8:17 They did so; and Aharon stretched out
his hand with his staff, and struck the dust
of the earth, and there were lice on man,
and on animal; all the dust of the earth
became lice throughout all the land of
Egypt.

8:18 The diviners tried with their
enchantments to produce lice, but they
could not. There were lice on man, and on
animal.

8:19 Then the diviners said to Pharaoh:
This is the finger of ELOHIM: and Pharaoh’s
heart was hardened, and he did not listen
to them; as niIn' had spoken.

8:20 nin said to Mosheh: Rise up early in
the morning, and stand before Pharaoh;
behold, he comes out to the water; and tell
him: This is what nin® says: Let go of my
people, that they may serve ME.

8:21 Else, if you will not let go of MY people,
behold, | will send swarms of flies on you,
and on your servants, and on your people,
and into your houses: and the houses of
the Egyptians shall be full of swarms of
flies, and also the ground whereon they
are.
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8:22 | will set apart in that day the land of
Goshen, in which MY people dwell, that no
swarms of flies shall be there; to the end
you may know that | AM nia* in the midst
of the earth.

8:23 | will put a separation between MY
people and your people: by tomorrow shall
this sign be.

8:24 nine did so; and there came grievous
swarms of flies into the house of Pharaoh,
and into his servants’ houses: and in all the
land of Egypt the land was corrupted by
reason of the swarms of flies.

8:25 Pharaoh called for Mosheh and for
Aharon, and said: Go, sacrifice to your
ELOHIM in the land.

8:26 Mosheh said: It is not appropriate to
do so; for we shall sacrifice the
abomination of the Egyptians to nin' our
ELOHIM. Behold, shall we sacrifice the
abomination of the Egyptians before their
eyes, and would not they stone us?

8:27 We will go three days journey into the
wilderness, and sacrifice to ' our
ELOHIM, as HE shall command us.

8:28 Pharaoh said: | will let you go, that
you may sacrifice to nIn' your ELOHIM in
the wilderness, only you shall not go very
far away. Pray for me.

8:29 Mosheh said: Behold, | go out from
you, and | will pray to nin® that the swarms
of flies may depart from Pharaoh, from his
servants, and from his people, tomorrow;
only do not let Pharaoh deal deceitfully any
more in not letting the people go to
sacrifice to nin'.

8:30 Mosheh went out from Pharaoh, and
prayed to nine.

8:31 ninr did according to the word of
Mosheh, and HE removed the swarms of
flies from Pharaoh, from his servants, and
from his people. There remained not one.
8:32 Pharaoh hardened his heart this time
also, and he did not let the people go.

9 Livestock | Boils | Hail

9:1 Then aIn said to Mosheh: Go in to
Pharaoh, and tell him: This is what ane,

the ELOHIM of the Hebrews, says: Let go of
MY people, that they may serve ME.

9:2 For if you refuse to send them away,
and hold them still,

9:3 behold, the hand of nin' is on your
livestock which are in the field, on the
horses, on the donkeys, on the camels, on
the herds, and on the flocks with a very
grievous pestilence.

9:4 nin' will make a distinction between
the livestock of YisraEL and the livestock of
Egypt; and nothing shall die of all that
belongs to the children of YisraEL.

9:5 nin' determined a moed, saying:
Tomorrow nIn* shall do this thing in the
land.

9:6 nin' did that thing on the next day; and
all the livestock of Egypt died, but of the
livestock of the children of YisraEL, not one
died.

9:7 Pharaoh sent, and, behold, there was
not so much as one of the livestock of
YisraEL dead. But the heart of Pharaoh was
stubborn, and he did not let the people go.
9:8 niIn' said to Mosheh and to Aharon:
Take to you handfuls of ashes of the
furnace, and let Mosheh sprinkle it toward
the shamayim in the sight of Pharaoh.

9:9 It shall become small dust over all the
land of Egypt, and shall be a boil breaking
out with boils on man and on animal,
throughout all the land of Egypt.

9:10 They took ashes of the furnace, and
stood before Pharaoh; and Mosheh
sprinkled it up toward the shamayim; and
it became a boil breaking out with boils on
man and on animal.

9:11 The diviners could not stand before
Mosheh because of the boils; for the boils
were on the diviners, and on all the
Egyptians.

9:12 nin' hardened the heart of Pharaoh,
and he did not listen to them, as nin' had
spoken to Mosheh.

9:13 ninr said to Mosheh: Rise up early in
the morning, and stand before Pharaoh,
and tell him: This is what nin, the ELOHIM
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of the Hebrews, says: Let go of MY people,
that they may serve ME.

9:14 For this time | will send all MY plagues
against your heart, against your officials,
and against your people; that you may
know that there is none like ME in all the
earth.

9:15 For now | would have stretched out
MY hand, and struck you and your people
with pestilence, and you would have been
cut off from the earth;

9:16 but indeed for this cause | have made
you stand: to show you MY power, and that
MY name may be declared throughout all
the earth;

9:17 as you still exalt yourself against MY
people, that you would not send them
away.

9:18 Behold, tomorrow about this time |
will cause it to rain a very grievous hail,
such as has not been in Egypt since the day
it was founded even until now.

9:19 Now therefore command that all your
livestock and all that you have in the field
be brought into shelter. Every man and
animal that is found in the field, and is not
brought home, the hail shall come down on
them, and they shall die.

9:20 Those who feared the davar of nint
among the servants of Pharaoh made their
servants and their livestock flee into the
houses.

9:21 Whoever did not respect the davar of
NI left his servants and his livestock in
the field.

9:22 nin said to Mosheh: Stretch out your
hand toward the shamayim, that there
may be hail in all the land of Egypt, on
man, and on animal, and on every herb of
the field, throughout the land of Egypt.
9:23 Mosheh stretched out his staff toward
the shamayim, and nin* sent thunder, hail,
and lightning flashed down to the earth.
NN rained hail on the land of Egypt.

9:24 So, there was very severe hail, and
lightning mixed with the hail, such as had
not been in all the land of Egypt since it
became a nation.

9:25 The hail struck throughout all the land
of Egypt, all that was in the field, both man
and animal; and the hail struck every herb
of the field, and broke every tree of the
field.

9:26 Only in the land of Goshen, where the
children of YisraEL were, there was no hail.
9:27 Pharaoh sent, and called for Mosheh
and Aharon, and said to them: | have
sinned this time. nIn' is righteous, and |
and my people are wicked.

9:28 Pray to nin'; for there has been
enough of mighty thundering and hail. | will
let you go, and you shall stay no longer.
9:29 Mosheh said to him: As soon as | have
gone out of the city, | will spread abroad my
hands to nin'. The thunders shall cease,
neither shall there be any more hail; that
you may know that the earth is nin'’s.
9:30 But as for you and your servants, |
know that you do not yet fear nin* ELOHIM.
9:31 The flax and the barley were struck,
for the barley was in the ear, and the flax
was in bloom.

9:32 But the wheat and the spelt were not
struck, for they had not grown up.

9:33 Mosheh went out of the city from
Pharaoh, and spread abroad his hands to
NIt and the thunders and hail ceased,
and the rain was not poured on the earth.
9:34 When Pharaoh saw that the rain and
the hail and the thunders were ceased, he
sinned yet more, and hardened his heart,
he and his servants.

9:35 The heart of Pharaoh was hardened,
and he did not let the children of YisraEL
go, just as nin' had spoken through
Mosheh.

10 Locusts | Darkness

10:1 nin' said to Mosheh: Go in to
Pharaoh, for | have hardened his heart,
and the heart of his servants, that | may
show these MY signs in their midst,

10:2 and that you may tell in the hearing
of your son, and of your son’s son, what
things | have done to Egypt, and MY signs
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which | have done among them; that you
may know that | AM ninr.

10:3 Mosheh and Aharon went in to
Pharaoh, and said to him: This is what
nine, the ELOHIM of the Hebrews, says: How
long will you refuse to humble yourself
before ME? Let go of MY people, that they
may serve ME.

10:4 Or else, if you refuse to send MY
people away, behold, tomorrow | will bring
locusts into your country,

10:5 and they shall cover the surface of the
earth, so that one would not be able to see
the earth. They shall eat the residue of that
which has escaped, which remains to you
from the hail, and shall eat every tree
which grows for you out of the field.

10:6 Your houses shall be filled, and the
houses of all your servants, and the houses
of all the Egyptians; as neither your fathers
nor your fathers’ fathers have seen, since
the day that they were on the earth to this
day. He turned, and went out from
Pharaoh.

10:7 Pharaoh’s servants said to him: How
long will this man be a snare to us? Send
the men away, that they may serve nin,
their ELOHIM. Do not you yet know that
Egypt is destroyed?

10:8 Mosheh and Aharon were brought
again to Pharaoh, and he said to them: Go,
serve nIn' your ELOHIM; but who are those
who will go?

10:9 Mosheh said: We will go with our
young and with our old; with our sons and
with our daughters, with our flocks and
with our herds will we go; for we must
celebrate a festival to nine.

10:10 He said to them: nIn' be with you if
I will let go of you with your little ones. See,
evil is clearly before your faces.

10:11 Not so. Go now you who are men,
and serve niIny; for that is what you desire.
They were driven out from Pharaoh’s
presence.

10:12 ninr said to Mosheh: Stretch out
your hand over the land of Egypt for the
locusts, that they may come up on the land

of Egypt, and eat every herb of the land,
even all that the hail has left.

10:13 Mosheh stretched out his staff over
the land of Egypt, and nin* brought an east
wind on the land all that day, and all the
night; and when it was morning, the east
wind brought the locusts.

10:14 The locusts went up over all the land
of Egypt, and rested in all the borders of
Egypt. They were very grievous. Before
them there were no such locusts as they,
neither after them shall be such.

10:15 For they covered the surface of the
whole earth, so that the land was
darkened, and they ate every herb of the
land, and all the fruit of the trees which the
hail had left. There remained nothing
green, either tree or herb of the field,
through all the land of Egypt.

10:16 Then Pharaoh called for Mosheh
and Aharon in haste, and he said: | have
sinned against nIn' your ELOHIM, and
against you.

10:17 Now therefore please forgive my sin
again, and pray to nIn' your ELOHIM, that
HE may also take away from me this death.
10:18 He went out from Pharaoh, and
prayed to nine.

10:19 ain' turned an exceeding strong
west wind, which took up the locusts, and
drove them into the Sea of Suf. There
remained not one locust in all the borders
of Egypt.

10:20 But nin' hardened Pharaoh’s heart,
and he did not let the children of YisraEL
go.

10:21 ninr said to Mosheh: Stretch out
your hand toward the shamayim, that
there may be darkness over the land of
Egypt, even darkness which may be felt.
10:22 Mosheh stretched out his hand
toward the shamayim, and there was a
thick darkness in all the land of Egypt three
days.

10:23 They did not see one another,
neither did anyone rise from his place for
three days; but all the children of YisraEL
had light in their dwellings.
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10:24 Pharaoh called to Mosheh, and said:
Go, serve nin'. Only let your flocks and your
herds stay behind. Let your little ones also
go with you.

10:25 Mosheh said: You must also give
into our hand sacrifices and burnt
offerings, that we may sacrifice to nin' our
ELOHIM.

10:26 Our livestock also shall go with us.
Not a hoof shall be left behind, for of it we
must take to serve niIn' our ELOHIM; and we
do not know with what we must serve nin,
until we reach there.

10:27 But nin' hardened Pharaoh’s heart,
and he would not send them away.

10:28 Pharaoh said to him: Get away from
me. Be careful to see my face no more; for
in the day you see my face you shall die.
10:29 Mosheh said: You have spoken well.
| will see your face again no more.

11 Death of all firstborn

11:1 nine said to Mosheh: Yet one plague
more will | bring on Pharaoh, and on Egypt;
afterwards he will let you go. When he let
you go away, he will surely thrust you out
altogether.

11:2 Speak now in the ears of the people,
and let them ask every man of his
neighbor, and every woman of her
neighbor, jewels of silver, and jewels of
gold.

11:3 nIn' gave the people grace in the
sight of the Egyptians. Moreover, the man
Mosheh was very great in the land of Egypt,
in the sight of Pharaoh’s servants, and in
the sight of the people.

11:4 Mosheh said®), This is what nin® says:
About midnight | will go out into the midst
of Egypt,

11:5 and all the firstborn in the land of
Egypt shall die, from the firstborn of
Pharaoh who sits on his throne, even to the
firstborn of the female servant who is
behind the mill; and all the firstborn of
livestock.

11:6 There shall be a great cry throughout
all the land of Egypt, such as there has not
been, nor shall be any more.

11:7 But against any of the children of
YisraEL shall no dog even growl or move its
tongue, against man or animal; that you
may know that nin* makes a distinction
between the Egyptians and YisraEL.

11:8 All these your servants shall come
down to me, and shachah themselves to
me, saying: Get out, together with all the
people who follow you; and after that | will
go out. He went out from Pharaoh in hot
anger.

11:9 nin said to Mosheh: Pharaoh would
not listen to you, that MY wonders may be
multiplied in the land of Egypt.

11:10 Mosheh and Aharon did all these
wonders before Pharaoh, and nInt
hardened Pharaoh’s heart, and he did not
let the children of YisraEL go out of his land.

[6] Vs 11:4 - Mosheh said to Pharoah.

12 First Pesach; Exodus

12:1 ninr spoke to Mosheh and Aharon in
the land of Egypt, saying:

12:2 This month shall be to you the
beginning of months. It shall be the first
month of the year to you.

12:3 Speak to all the congregation of
YisraEL, saying: On the tenth day of this
month, they shall take to them every man
a lamb, according to their fathers’ houses,
a lamb for a household;

12:4 and if the household is too little for a
lamb, then he and his neighbor next to his
house shall take one according to the
number of the souls; according to what
everyone can eat you shall make your
count for the lamb.

12:5 Your lamb shall be without blemish, a
male a year old. You shall take it from the
sheep, or from the goats:

12:6 and you shall keep it until the
fourteenth day of the same month; and the
whole gahal of the congregation of YisraEL
shall sacrifice it at evening.
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12:7 They shall take some of the blood,
and put it on the two doorposts and on the
lintel, on the houses in which they shall eat
it.

12:8 They shall eat the flesh in that night,
roasted with fire, and matstsah. They shall
eat it with bitter herbs.

12:9 Do not eat it raw, nor boiled at all with
water, but roasted with fire; with its head,
its legs and its inner parts.

12:10 You shall let nothing of it remain
until the morning; but that which remains
of it until the morning you shall burn with
fire.

12:11 This is how you shall eat it: with your
belt on your waist, your shoes on your feet,
and your staff in your hand; and you shall
eat it in haste: it is nin*'s Pesach!7].

12:12 For | will go through the land of
Egypt in that night, and will strike all the
firstborn in the land of Egypt, both man and
animal. Against all the elohim of Egypt |
will execute judgments: | AM nine.

12:13 The blood shall be to you for a token
on the houses where you are: and when |
see the blood, | will pass over you, and
there shall no plague be on you to destroy
you, when | strike the land of Egypt.

12:14 This day shall be to you for a
memorial, and you shall keep it a festival
to nint: throughout your generations you
shall keep it a festival by an ordinance
forever.

12:15 seven days you shall eat matstsah;
even the first day you shall put away leaven
out of your houses, for whoever eats
leavened bread from the first day until the
seventh day, that soul shall be cut off from
YisraEL.

12:16 In the first day there shall be to you
a kadosh sephar reading, and in the
seventh day a kadosh sephar reading; no
kind of work shall be done in them, except
that which every man must do to eat, that
only may be done by you.

12:17 You shall observe the festival of
matstsah; for in this same day have |
brought your hosts out of the land of Egypt:

therefore, you shall observe this day
throughout your generations by an
ordinance forever.

12:18 In the first month, on the fourteenth
day of the month at evening, you shall eat
matstsah, until the twenty first day of the
month at evening.

12:19 There shall be no leaven found in
your houses for seven days, for whoever
eats that which is leavened, that soul shall
be cut off from the congregation of YisraEL,
whether he be a proselyte, or one who is
born in the Land.

12:20 You shall eat nothing leavened. In
all your habitations you shall eat matstsah.
12:21 Then Mosheh called for all the
elders of YisraEL, and said to them: Draw
out, and take lambs according to your
families, and slaughter at the Pesach.
12:22 You shall take a bunch of hyssop,
and dip it in the blood that is in the basin,
and strike the lintel and the two doorposts
with the blood that is in the basin; and
none of you shall go out of the door of his
house until the morning.

12:23 For nin' will pass through to strike
the Egyptians; and when HE sees the blood
on the lintel, and on the two doorposts,
nint will pass over the door, and will not
allow the destroyer to come in to your
houses to strike you.

12:24 You shall observe this thing for an
ordinance to you and to your sons forever.
12:25 It shall happen when you have come
to the Land which nin* will give you,
according as HE has promised, that you
shall keep this service.

12:26 It will happen, when your children
ask you: What do you mean by this service?
12:27 that you shall say: It is the sacrifice
of nInr's Pesach, WHO passed over the
houses of the children of YisraEL in Egypt,
when HE struck the Egyptians, and spared
our houses. The people bowed their heads
and shachah.

12:28 The children of YisraEL went and did
so; as nIn' had commanded Mosheh and
Aharon, so they did.
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12:29 It happened at midnight, that ninr
struck all the firstborn in the land of Egypt,
from the firstborn of Pharaoh who sat on
his throne to the firstborn of the captive
who was in the dungeon; and all the
firstborn of livestock.

12:30 Pharaoh rose in the night, he, and
all his servants, and all the Egyptians; and
there was a great cry in Egypt, for there
was not a house where there was not one
dead.

12:31 He called for Mosheh and Aharon by
night, and said: Rise up, get out from
among my people, both you and the
children of YisraEL; and go, serve nInt, as
you have said.

12:32 Take both your flocks and your
herds, as you have said: and be gone; and
bless me also.

12:33 The Egyptians were urgent with the
people, to send them out of the land in
haste, for they said: We are all dead men.

12:34 The people took their dough before
it was leavened, their kneading troughs
being bound up in their clothes on their
shoulders.

12:35 The children of YisraEL did according
to the word of Mosheh; and they asked of
the Egyptians jewels of silver, and jewels of
gold, and clothing.

12:36 nIn' gave the people grace in the
sight of the Egyptians, so that they let them
have what they asked. They despoiled the
Egyptians.

12:37 The children of YisraEL traveled from
Rameses to Succoth, about six hundred
thousand on foot who were men, besides
children.

12:38 A mixed multitude went up also with
them, with flocks, herds, and even very
much livestock.

12:39 They baked unleavened cakes of the
dough which they brought out of Egypt; for
it was not leavened, because they were
thrust out of Egypt, and could not wait,
neither had they prepared for themselves
any food.

12:40 Now the time that the children of
YisrakL lived in Egypt was four hundred
thirty years.

12:41 It happened at the end of four
hundred thirty years, even the same day it
happened, that all the divisions of nine
went out from the land of Egypt.

12:42 |t is a night to be much observed to
NN for bringing them out from the land of
Egypt. This is that night of niny, to be much
observed of all the children of YisraEL
throughout their generations.

12:43 nin' said to Mosheh and Aharon:
This is the ordinance of the Pesach. No
foreigner shall eat of it,

12:44 but every man’s servant who is
bought for money, when you have
circumcised him, then shall he eat of it.
12:45 A foreigner and a hired servant shall
not eat of it.

12:46 In one house shall it be eaten; you
shall not carry out anything of the flesh
abroad out of the house; neither shall you
break a bone of it.

12:47 All the community of YisraEL shall
keep it.

12:48 When a proselyte shall dwell with
you, and will keep the Pesach to nins, let
all his males be circumcised, and then let
him come near and keep it; and he shall be
as one who is born in the Land: but no
uncircumcised person shall eat of it.
12:49 One Torah shall be to him who is
born at home, and to the proselyte who
dwells among you.

12:50 All the children of YisraEL did so. As
nIn' commanded Mosheh and Aharon, so
they did.

12:51 It happened the same day, that ninr
brought the children of YisraEL out of the
land of Egypt by their divisions.

[7] Vs 12:11 - Passover

13 Firstborn; Festival of matstsah

13:1 nin* spoke to Mosheh, saying:
13:2 Sanctify to ME all of the firstborn,
whatever opens the womb among the
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children of YisraEL, both of man and of
animal. It is MINE.

13:3 Mosheh said to the people;
Remember this day, in which you came out
from Egypt, out of the house of bondage;
for by strength of hand nin' brought you
out from this place. No leavened bread
shall be eaten.

13:4 This day you go out in the month Abib.
13:5 It shall be, when ain' shall bring you
into the land of the Canaanite, and the
Hittite, and the Amorite, and the Hivite,
and the Yebusite, which HE swore to your
fathers to give you, a land flowing with milk
and honey, that you shall keep this service
in this month.

13:6 Seven days you shall eat matstsah,
and in the seventh day shall be a festival to
hihLH

13:7 Matstsah shall be eaten throughout
the seven days; and no leavened bread
shall be seen with you, neither shall leaven
be seen with you, in all your borders.

13:8 You shall tell your son in that day,
saying: It is because of that which ninr did
for me when | came out of Egypt.

13:9 It shall be for a sign(8! to you on your
hand, and for a memorial between your
eyes, that the Torah of nin* may be in your
mouth; for with a strong hand nin' has
brought you out of Egypt.

13:10 You shall therefore keep this
ordinance in its moed from year to year.
13:11 It shall be, when ninr shall bring you
into the land of the Canaanite, as HE swore
to you and to your fathers, and shall give it
you,

13:12 that you shall set apart to ninr all
that opens the womb, and every firstborn
which you have that comes from an
animal. The males shall be nin'’s.

13:13 Every firstborn of a donkey you shall
redeem with a lamb; and if you will not
redeem it, then you shall break its neck;
and you shall redeem all the firstborn of
man among your sons.

13:14 It shall be, when your son asks you
in time to come, saying: What is this? that

you shall tell him; By strength of hand nint
brought us out from Egypt, from the house
of bondage;

13:15 and it happened, when Pharaoh
would hardly let us go away, that nin*
killed all the firstborn in the land of Egypt,
both the firstborn of man, and the firstborn
of animal. Therefore, | sacrifice to ninr all
that opens the womb, being males; but all
the firstborn of my sons | redeem.

13:16 It shall be for a signl® on your hand,
and for symbols between your eyes: for by
strength of hand nin' brought us out of
Egypt.

13:17 It happened, when Pharaoh had let
the people go, that ELOHIM did not lead
them by the way of the land of the
Philistines, although that was near; for
ELOHIM said; Lest perhaps the people
change their minds when they see war,
and they return to Egypt;

13:18 but ELOHIM led the people around by
the way of the wilderness by the Sea of Suf;
and the children of YisraEL went up armed
out of the land of Egypt.

13:19 Mosheh took the bones of YAHseph
with him, for he had made the children of
YisraEL swear, saying: ELOHIM will surely
visit you, and you shall carry up my bones
away from here with you.

13:20 They took their journey from
Succoth, and encamped in Etham, in the
edge of the wilderness.

13:21 nin' went before them by day in a
pillar of cloud, to lead them on their way,
and by night in a pillar of fire, to give them
light, that they might go by day and by
night:

13:22 the pillar of cloud by day, and the
pillar of fire by night, did not depart from
before the people.

[8] Vs 13:9 - for a sign. Celebrating the 7 days
festival of matstsah would involve activities of
hand, eyes and mouth (Torah reading, etc), hence
serving as a sign and memorial to what ADONAI had
done for the children of YisraEL. Compare Rev
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13:16 on the sign/ mark of the beast to be placed
on the hand or forehead.

[9] Vs 13:16 - for a sign. The process of sacrificing
firstborn of animals and redemption of firstborn
sons would involve activities of hand, eyes and
Torah reading; hence serving as a sign and
memorial on how ADONAI had passed over the
firstborn of YisrakEL in Egypt. Compare Rev 13:16 on
the sign/ mark of the beast to be placed on the
hand or forehead.

14 Crossing the Sea of Suf

14:1 n1n' spoke to Mosheh, saying:

14:2 Speak to the children of YisraEL, that
they turn back and encamp before
Pihahiroth, between Migdol and the sea,
before Baal-Tsephon. You shall encamp
opposite it by the sea.

14:3 Pharaoh will say of the children of
YisraEL: They are entangled in the land. The
wilderness has shut them in.

14:4 | will harden Pharaoh’s heart, and he
will follow after them; and | will get honor
over Pharaoh, and over all his armies; and
the Egyptians shall know that | AM niar.
They did so.

14:5 It was told the king of Egypt that the
people had fled; and the heart of Pharaoh
and of his servants was changed towards
the people, and they said: What is this we
have done, that we have let YisratEL go
from serving us?

14:6 He prepared his chariot, and took his
army with him;

14:7 and he took six hundred chosen
chariots, and all the chariots of Egypt, and
captains over all of them.

14:8 nin' hardened the heart of Pharaoh
king of Egypt, and he pursued after the
children of YisratL; for the children of
YisraEL went out with a high hand.

14:9 The Egyptians pursued after them: all
the horses and chariots of Pharaoh, his
horsemen, and his army; and overtook
them encamping by the sea, beside
Pihahiroth, before Baal-Tsephon.

14:10 When Pharaoh drew near, the
children of YisraEL lifted their eyes, and
behold, the Egyptians were marching after

them; and they were very afraid. The
children of YisraEL cried out to nin'.

14:11 They said to Mosheh: Because there
were no graves in Egypt, have you taken us
away to die in the wilderness? Why have
you treated us this way, to bring us out of
Egypt?

14:12 Is not this the word that we spoke to
you in Egypt, saying: Leave us alone, that
we may serve the Egyptians? For it were
better for us to serve the Egyptians, than
that we should die in the wilderness.
14:13 Mosheh said to the people; Do not
be afraid. Standstill, and see the yeshuah
of nint, which HE will work for you today:
for the Egyptians whom you have seen
today, you shall never see them again.
14:14 aine will fight for you, and you shall
be still.

14:15 nine said to Mosheh; Why do you cry
to ME? Speak to the children of YisraEL,
that they go forward.

14:16 Lift up your staff, and stretch out
your hand over the sea, and divide it: and
the children of YisraEL shall go into the
midst of the sea on dry ground.

14:17 1, behold, | will harden the hearts of
the Egyptians, and they shall go in after
them: and | will get MYSELF honor over
Pharaoh, and over all his armies, over his
chariots, and over his horsemen.

14:18 The Egyptians shall know that | AM
NI, when | have gotten MYSELF honor over
Pharaoh, over his chariots, and over his
horsemen.

14:19 The malach of ELOHIM, who went
before the camp of YisrakEL, moved and
went behind them; and the pillar of cloud
moved from before them, and stood
behind them.

14:20 It came between the camp of Egypt
and the camp of YisraEL; and there was the
cloud and the darkness, yet gave it light by
night: and the one did not come near the
other all the night.

14:21 Mosheh stretched out his hand over
the sea, and niIn' caused the sea to go
back by a strong east wind all the night,
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and made the sea dry land, and the waters
were divided.

14:22 The children of YisraEL went into the
midst of the sea on the dry ground, and the
waters were a wall to them on their right
hand, and on their left.

14:23 The Egyptians pursued, and went in
after them into the midst of the sea: all of
Pharaoh’s horses, his chariots, and his
horsemen.

14:24 It happened in the morning watch,
that nin' looked out on the Egyptian army
through the pillar of fire and of cloud, and
confused the Egyptian army.

14:25 He took off their chariot wheels, and
they drove them heavily; so that the
Egyptians said: Let us flee from the face of
YisraEL, for nin fights for them against the
Egyptians.

14:26 nin' said to Mosheh: Stretch out
your hand over the sea, that the waters
may come again on the Egyptians, on their
chariots, and on their horsemen.

14:27 Mosheh stretched out his hand over
the sea, and the sea returned to its
strength when the morning appeared; and
the Egyptians fled against it. e
overthrew the Egyptians in the midst of the
sea.

14:28 The waters returned, and covered
the chariots and the horsemen, even all
Pharaoh’s army that went in after them
into the sea. There remained not so much
as one of them.

14:29 But the children of YisraeL had
walked on dry land in the midst of the sea,
and the waters were a wall to them on their
right hand, and on their left.

14:30 Thus nIn' saved YisraEL that day out
of the hand of the Egyptians; and YisraEL
saw the Egyptians perish on the seashore.
14:31 YisratEL saw the great work which
nin' did to the Egyptians, and the people
revered nin'; and they trusted in n1ne, and
in HIS servant Mosheh.

15 Song of Mosheh | Water of Marah

15:1 Then Mosheh and the children of
YisraEL sang this song to nint, and said: |
will sing to nIn'y, for HE has triumphed
gloriously. The horse and his rider, HE has
thrown into the sea.

15:2 YAH is my strength and song. HE has
become my yeshuah. HE is my EL, and | will
praise HIM; my father's ELOHIM, and | will
exalt HIM.

15:3 nInt is a Man of Warl10l, qinr is HIS
name.

15:4 HE has cast Pharaoh’s chariots and
his army into the sea. His chosen captains
are sunk in the Sea of Suf.

15:5 The deeps cover them. They went
down into the depths like a stone.

15:6 YOUR right hand, nin, is glorious in
power. YOUR right hand, nin', dashes the
enemy in pieces.

15:7 In the greatness of YOUR excellency,
YOU overthrow those who rise up against
YOU. YOU send forth YOUR wrath. It
consumes them as stubble.

15:8 With the blast of YOUR nostrils, the
waters were piled up. The floods stood
upright as a heap. The deeps were curdled
in the heart of the sea.

15:9 The enemy said: | will pursue. | will
overtake. | will divide the spoil. My desire
shall be satisfied on them. | will draw my
sword; my hand shall destroy them.

15:10 YOU blew with YOUR wind. The sea
covered them. They sank like lead in the
mighty waters.

15:11 Who is like YOU, O aIn', among the
elohim?111l Who is like YOU, glorious in
sanctity, awesome in praises, doing
wonders?

15:12 YOU stretched out YOUR right hand.
The earth swallowed them.

15:13 YOU, in YOUR covenant-faithfulness,
have led the people that YOU have
redeemed. YOU have guided them in YOUR
strength to YOUR kadosh habitation.

15:14 The peoples have heard. They
tremble. Pangs have taken hold on the
inhabitants of Philistia.
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15:15 Then the chiefs of Edom were
dismayed. Trembling takes hold of the
mighty men of Moab. All the inhabitants of
Canaan are melted away.

15:16 Terror and dread falls on them. By
the greatness of YOUR arm, they are as still
as a stone - until YOUR people pass over,
nin', until the people pass over whom YOU
have purchased.

15:17 YOU shall bring them in, and plant
them in the mountain of YOUR inheritance,
the place, nin', which YOU have made for
YOURSELF to dwell in; the sanctuary,
ADONAI, which YOUR hands have
established.

15:18 ninr shall reign forever and ever.
15:19 For the horses of Pharaoh went in
with his chariots and with his horsemen
into the sea, and niIn' brought back the
waters of the sea on them; but the children
of YisraEL walked on dry land in the midst
of the sea.

15:20 Miriam the prophetess, the sister of
Aharon, took a tambourine in her hand;
and all the women went out after her with
tambourines and with dances.

15:21 Miriam answered them: Sing to
NIy, for HE has triumphed gloriously. The
horse and his rider, HE has thrown into the
sea.

15:22 Mosheh led YisrakEL onward from the
Sea of Suf, and they went out into the
wilderness of Shur; and they went three
days in the wilderness, and found no water.
15:23 When they came to Marah, they
could not drink from the waters of Marah,
for they were bitter. Therefore, its name
was called Marah.

15:24 The people murmured against
Mosheh, saying: What shall we drink?
15:25 Then he cried to nIa'. ain' showed
him a tree, and he threw it into the waters,
and the waters were made sweet. There HE
made a statute and an ordinance for them,
and there HE tested them;

15:26 and HE said: If you will diligently
shema to the voice of nIn' your ELOHIM,
and will do that which is right in HIS eyes,

and  will pay attention to HIS
commandments, and keep all HIS statutes,
I will put none of the diseases on you,
which | have put on the Egyptians; for | AM
nin*-Rophechah!12],

15:27 They came to Elim, where there
were twelve springs of water, and seventy
palm trees: and they encamped there by
the waters.

[10] Vs 15:3 - Man of War. Exceptionally bold
anthropomorphism (here in this song only). It may
be noted that all the wars of the Covenant people
are in principle, the Wars of YHWH (Nu 21:14).

[11] Vs 15:11 - Rhetorical question. The answer is
obvious that there is none amongst all that may be
called or deemed to be 'elohim' (including the
future Mashiach) who may be reckoned as 'like' or
'equal' to YHWH ELOHIM, whether in self-sufficiency,
substance, nature, authority, or position. Ref Ps
82:1, 6.

[12] Vs 15:26 - meaning YHWH-Who-Heals-You

16 Bread from shamayim

16:1 They took their journey from Elim,
and all the congregation of the children of
YisraEL came to the wilderness of Seen,
which is between Elim and Sinai, on the
fifteenth day of the second month after
their departing out of the land of Egypt.
16:2 The whole community of the children
of YisraEL murmured against Mosheh and
against Aharon in the wilderness;

16:3 and the children of YisraEL said to
them: We wish that we had died by the
hand of nIn' in the land of Egypt, when we
sat by the meat pots, when we ate our fill
of bread, for you have brought us out into
this wilderness, to kill this whole gahal with
hunger.

16:4 Then nin' said to Mosheh: Behold, |
will rain bread from the shamayim for you,
and the people shall go out and gather a
day’s portion every day, that | may test
them, whether they will walk in MY Torah,
or not.

16:5 It shall come to pass on the sixth day,
that they shall prepare that which they
bring in, and it shall be twice as much as
they gather daily.
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16:6 Mosheh and Aharon said to all the
children of YisraEL: At evening, then you
shall know that nin' has brought you out
from the land of Egypt;

16:7 and in the morning, then you shall see
the glory of nin'; because HE hears your
murmurings against nin'. Who are we,
that you murmur against us?

16:8 Mosheh said: Now nin shall give you
meat to eat in the evening, and in the
morning bread to satisfy you; because nint
hears your murmurings which you murmur
against HIM. And who are we? Your
murmurings are not against us, but
against nine.

16:9 Mosheh said to Aharon: Tell all the
community of the children of YisraEL:
Come near before nIn', for HE has heard
your murmurings.

16:10 It happened, as Aharon spoke to the
whole community of the children of
YisraEL, that they looked toward the
wilderness, and behold, the glory of nint
appeared in the cloud.

16:11 nin' spoke to Mosheh, saying:
16:12 | have heard the murmurings of the
children of YisraEL. Speak to them, saying:
At evening you shall eat meat, and in the
morning, you shall be filled with bread: and
you shall know that | AM nIn* your ELOHIM.
16:13 It happened at evening that quail
came up and covered the camp; and in the
morning the dew lay around the camp.
16:14 When the dew that lay had gone,
behold, on the surface of the wilderness
was a small round thing, small as the frost
on the ground.

16:15 When the children of YisraEL saw it,
they said one to another: What is it? For
they did not know what it was. Mosheh said
to them: It is the bread which nIn' has
given you to eat.

16:16 This is the thing which an' has
commanded: Gather of it everyone
according to his eating; an omer a head,
according to the number of your persons,
you shall take it, every man for those who
are in his tent.

16:17 The children of YisraEL did so, and
gathered some more, some less.

16:18 When they measured it with an
omer, he who gathered much had nothing
over, and he who gathered little had no
lack. They gathered every man according
to his eating.

16:19 Mosheh said to them: Let no one
leave of it until the morning.

16:20 Notwithstanding they did not listen
to Mosheh, but some of them left of it until
the morning, and it bred worms, and
became foul: and Mosheh was angry with
them.

16:21 They gathered it morning by
morning, everyone according to his eating.
When the sun grew hot, it melted.

16:22 It happened that on the sixth day
they gathered twice as much bread, two
omers for each one, and all the rulers of
the community came and told Mosheh.
16:23 He said to them: This is that which
nin' has spoken, Tomorrow is a solemn
rest, a kadosh shabat to nin'. Bake that
which you want to bake, and boil that
which you want to boil; and all that
remains over lay up for yourselves to be
kept until the morning.

16:24 They laid it up until the morning, as
Mosheh asked, and it did not become foul,
neither was there any worm in it.

16:25 Mosheh said: Eat that today, for
today is a shabat to nin'. Today you shall
not find it in the field.

16:26 Six days you shall gather it, but on
the seventh day is the shabat. In it there
shall be none.

16:27 It happened on the seventh day, that
some of the people went out to gather, and
they found none.

16:28 nIn' said to Moshe: How long do you
refuse to keep MY commandments and MY
Torah?

16:29 Behold, because nin' has given you
the shabat, therefore HE gives you on the
sixth day the bread of two days. Everyone
stays in his place. Let no one go out of his
place on the seventh day.
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16:30 So, the people rested on the seventh
day.

16:31 The house of YisraEL called its name
Mannal13], and it was like coriander seed,
white; and its taste was like wafers with
honey.

16:32 Mosheh said: This is the thing which
nin' has commanded: Let an omer-full of it
be kept throughout your generations, that
they may see the bread with which | fed
you in the wilderness, when | brought you
forth from the land of Egypt.

16:33 Mosheh said to Aharon: Take a pot,
and put an omer-full of manna in it, and lay
it up before niny, to be kept throughout
your generations.

16:34 As nIn' commanded Mosheh, so
Aharon laid it up before the Testimony, to
be kept.

16:35 The children of YisratEL ate the
manna forty years, until they came to an
inhabited land. They ate the manna until
they came to the borders of the Land of
Canaan.

16:36 Now an omer is the tenth part of an
ephah.

[13] Vs 16:31 - What is it?
17 Water from the rock

17:1 All the community of the children of
YisraeL traveled from the wilderness of
Seen, by their journeys, according to nin'’s
commandment, and encamped in
Rephidim; but there was no water for the
people to drink.

17:2 Therefore the people quarreled with
Mosheh, and said: Give us water to drink.
Mosheh said to them: Why do you quarrel
with me? Why do you test nin'?

17:3 The people were thirsty for water
there; and the people murmured against
Mosheh, and said: Why have you brought
us up out of Egypt, to Kill us, our children,
and our livestock with thirst?

17:4 Mosheh cried to nIn', saying: What
shall 1 do with these people? They are
almost ready to stone me.

17:5 ninr said to Mosheh: Walk on before
the people, and take the elders of YisraEL
with you, and take the staff in your hand
with which you struck the Nile, and go.
17:6 Behold, | will stand before you there
on the rock in Choreb. You shall strike the
rock, and water will come out of it, that the
people may drink. Mosheh did so in the
sight of the elders of YisraEL.

17:7 He called the name of the place
Massah!14l and Meribah!15], because the
children of YisraEL quarreled, and because
they tested nIny, saying: Is nin* among us,
or not?

17:8 Then Amalek came and fought with
YisraEL in Rephidim.

17:9 Mosheh said to YAHshua: Choose men
for us, and go out, fight with Amalek.
Tomorrow | will stand on the top of the hill
with ELOHIM’s staff in my hand.

17:10 So, YAHshua did as Mosheh had told
him, and fought with Amalek; and Mosheh,
Aharon, and Hur went up to the top of the
hill.

17:11 It happened, when Mosheh held up
his hand, that YisraEL prevailed; and when
he let down his hand, Amalek prevailed.
17:12 But Mosheh’s hands were heavy;
and they took a stone, and put it under
him, and he sat on it. Aharon and Hur held
up his hands, the one on the one side, and
the other on the other side. His hands were
steady until sunset.

17:13 YAHshua defeated Amalek and his
people with the edge of the sword.

17:14 nine said to Mosheh: Write this for a
memorial in a sephar, and rehearse it in
the ears of YAHshua: that | will utterly blot
out the memory of Amalek from under the
shamayim.

17:15 Mosheh built an altar, and called its
name nIn'-Nissil16]

17:16 He said: YAH has sworn, nin' will
have war with Amalek from generation to
generation.

[14] Vs 17:7 - Massah 'Testing'.
[15] Vs 17:7 - Meribah 'place of strife'.
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[16] Vs 17:15 - meaning 'YHWH-is-my-banner'
18 Mosheh appoint rulers

18:1 Now Yithro, the kohen of Midian,
Mosheh father-in-law, heard of all that
ELOHIM had done for Mosheh, and for
YisraEL his people, how that nin' had
brought YisraEL out of Egypt.

18:2 Yithro, Mosheh father-in-law, took
Zipporah, Mosheh’s wife back, after he had
sent her away,

18:3 and her two sons. The name of one
son was Gereshon, for Mosheh said: | have
lived as a proselyte in a foreign land.

18:4 The name of the other was ELazar, for
he said: My father's ELOHIM was my help
and delivered me from Pharaoh’s sword.
18:5 Yithro, Mosheh’s father-in-law, came
with his sons and his wife to Mosheh into
the wilderness where he was encamped, at
the Mountain of ELOHIM.

18:6 He said to Mosheh: |, your father-in-
law Yithro, have come to you with your
wife, and her two sons with her.

18:7 Mosheh went out to meet his father-
in-law, and shachah and Kkissed him. They
asked each other of their welfare, and they
came into the tent.

18:8 Mosheh told his father-in-law all that
nin' had done to Pharaoh and to the
Egyptians for YisraEl's sake, all the
hardships that had come on them on the
way, and how ninr delivered them.

18:9 Yithro rejoiced for all the goodness
which nIn® had done to YisraEL, in that HE
had delivered them out of the hand of the
Egyptians.

18:10 Yithro said: Blessed be nIn', WHO
has delivered you out of the hand of the
Egyptians, and out of the hand of Pharaoh;
WHO has delivered the people from under
the hand of the Egyptians.

18:11 Now | know that nin' is greater than
all other elohim, for in this matter HE is
above those who dealt arrogantly against
them.

18:12 Yithro, Mosheh’s father-in-law, took
a burnt offering and sacrifices for ELOHIM.

Aharon came with all of the elders of
YisraEL, to eat bread with Mosheh’s father-
in-law before ELOHIM.

18:13 It happened on the next day, that
Mosheh sat to judge the people, and the
people stood around Mosheh from the
morning to the evening.

18:14 When Mosheh’s father-in-law saw
all that he did to the people, he said: What
is this thing that you do for the people?
Why do you sit alone, and all the people
stand around you from morning to
evening?

18:15 Mosheh said to his father-in-law,
Because the people come to me to inquire
of ELOHIM.

18:16 When they have a matter, they
come to me, and | judge between a man
and his neighbor, and | make them know
the statutes of ELOHIM, and his Torah.
18:17 Mosheh father-in-law said to him:
The thing that you do is not good.

18:18 You will surely wear away, both you,
and this people that is with you; for the
thing is too heavy for you. You are not able
to perform it yourself alone.

18:19 Shema now to my voice. | will give
you counsel, and ELOHIM be with you. You
represent the people before ELOHIM, and
bring the causes to ELOHIM.

18:20 You shall teach them the statutes
and the Torah, and shall show them the
way in which they must walk, and the work
that they must do.

18:21 Moreover you shall provide out of all
the people able men, such as fear ELOHIM:
men of truth, hating unjust gain; and place
such over them, to be rulers of thousands,
rulers of hundreds, rulers of fifties, and
rulers of tens.

18:22 Let them judge the people at all
times. It shall be that every great matter
they shall bring to you, but every small
matter they shall judge themselves. So,
shall it be easier for you, and they shall
share the load with you.

18:23 If you will do this thing, and ELOHIM
commands you so, then you will be able to
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endure, and all these people also will go to
their place in shalom.

18:24 So, Mosheh shema to the voice of
his father-in-law, and did all that he had
said.

18:25 Mosheh chose able men out of all
YisraEL, and made them heads over the
people, rulers of thousands, rulers of
hundreds, rulers of fifties, and rulers of
tens.

18:26 They judged the people at all times.
They brought the hard causes to Mosheh,
but every small matter they judged
themselves.

18:27 Mosheh let his father-in-law depart,
and he went his way into his own land.

19 YisraEL at Mount Sinai

19:1 In the third month after the children
of YisratEL had gone out of the land of
Egypt, on that same day they came into the
wilderness of Sinai.

19:2 When they had departed from
Rephidim, and had come to the wilderness
of Sinai, they encamped in the wilderness;
and there YisraEL encamped before the
mountain.

19:3 Mosheh went up to ELOHIM, and aint
called to him out of the mountain, saying:
This is what you shall tell the house of
Yaaqob, and tell the children of YisraEL:
19:4 You have seen what | did to the
Egyptians, and how | bore you on eagles’
wings, and brought you to MYSELF.

19:5 Now therefore, if you will indeed
shema MY voice, and keep MY Covenant,
then you shall be MY own possession from
among all peoples; for all the earth is MINE;
19:6 and you shall be to ME a kingdom of
kohanim, and a kadosh nation. These are
the words which you shall speak to the
children of YisraEL.

19:7 Mosheh came and called for the
elders of the people, and set before them
all these words which nin* commanded
him.

19:8 All the people answered together,
and said: All that nin' has spoken we will

do. Mosheh reported the words of the
people to nint.

19:9 nIn' said to Mosheh: Behold, | come
to you in a thick cloud, that the people may
shema when | speak with you, and may
also trust you forever. Mosheh told the
words of the people to ninr.

19:10 a1 said to Mosheh: Go to the
people, and sanctify them today and
tomorrow, and let them wash their
garments,

19:11 and be ready against the third day;
for on the third day nin* will come down in
the sight of all the people on Mount Sinai.
19:12 You shall set bounds to the people
all around, saying: Be careful that you do
not go up onto the mountain, or touch its
border. Whoever touches the mountain
shall be surely put to death.

19:13 No hand shall touch it, but he shall
surely be stoned or shot through; whether
it is animal or man, he shall not live. When
the ram’s horn sounds long, they shall
come up to the mountain.

19:14 Mosheh went down from the
mountain to the people, and sanctified the
people; and they washed their clothes.
19:15 He said to the people, Be ready by
the third day. Do not have intimate
relations with a woman.

19:16 It happened on the third day, when
it was morning, that there were thunders
and lightnings, and a thick cloud on the
mountain, and the sound of an exceedingly
loud shofar; and all the people who were in
the camp trembled.

19:17 Mosheh led the people out of the
camp to meet ELOHIM; and they stood at
the lower part of the mountain.

19:18 Mount Sinai was enveloped in
smoke, because nIn' descended on it in
fire; and its smoke ascended like the
smoke of a furnace, and the whole
mountain quaked greatly.

19:19 When the sound of the shofar grew
louder and louder, Mosheh spoke, and
ELOHIM answered him by a voice.
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19:20 nIn' came down on Mount Sinai, to
the top of the mountain. nin' called
Mosheh to the top of the mountain, and
Mosheh went up.

19:21 nIn said to Mosheh: Go down, warn
the people, lest they break through to nin*
to gaze, and many of them perish.

19:22 Let the kohanim also, who come
near to nin, sanctify themselves, lest nint
break forth on them.

19:23 Mosheh said to nin': The people
cannot come up to Mount Sinai, for YOU
warned us, saying: set bounds around the
mountain, and sanctify it.

19:24 ninr said to him: Go down and you
shall bring Aharon up with you, but do not
let the kohanim and the people break
through to come up to nine, lest HE break
forth on them.

19:25 So, Mosheh went down to the
people, and told them.

20 Ten Commandments

20:1 ELOHIM spoke all these words, saying:
20:2 | AM nIn' your ELOHIM, WHO brought
you out of the land of Egypt, out of the
house of bondage.[17al]

20:3 You shall have no other elohim before
ME[17];

20:4 you shall not make for yourselves an
idol, nor any image of anything that is in
the shamayim above, or that is in the earth
beneath, or that is in the water under the
earth;

20:5 you shall not shachah them, nor serve
them, for I, nin' your ELOHIM, AM a jealous
EL, visiting the iniquity of the fathers on the
children, on the third and on the fourth
generation of those who hate ME,

20:6 and showing covenant-faithfulness to
thousands of those who love ME and keep
MY commandments.

20:7 You shall not take the name of nint
your ELOHIM in vain, for nin* will not hold
him guiltless who takes HIS name in vain.
20:8 Remember the shabat day, to keep it
kadosh;

20:9 you shall labor six days, and do all
your work,

20:10 but the seventh day is a shabat to
nIn* your ELOHIM; you shall not do any work
in it, you, nor your son, nor your daughter,
your male servant, nor your female
servant, nor your livestock, nor your
proselyte who is within your gates;

20:11 for in six days nIn' made the
shamayim and the earth, the sea, and all
that is in them, and rested the seventh day;
therefore, nin' blessed the shabat day,
and made it kadosh.

20:12 Honor your father and your mother,
that your days may be long in the Land
which nIn' your ELOHIM gives you.

20:13 You shall not murder.

20:14 You shall not commit adultery.
20:15 You shall not steal.

20:16 You shall not give false testimony
against your neighbor.

20:17 You shall not covet your neighbor’s
house. You shall not covet your neighbor’s
wife, nor his male servant, nor his female
servant, nor his ox, nor his donkey, nor
anything that is your neighbor’s.

20:18 All the people perceived the
thundering, the lightning, the sound of the
shofar, and the mountain smoking. When
the people saw it, they trembled, and
stayed at a distance.

20:19 They said to Mosheh: Speak with us
yourself, and we will shema; but do not let
ELOHIM speak with us, lest we die.

20:20 Mosheh said to the people: Do not
be afraid, for ELOHIM has come to test you,
and that HIS fear may be before you, that
you would not sin.

20:21 The people stayed at a distance, and
Mosheh drew near to the thick darkness
where ELOHIM was.

20:22 ninr said to Mosheh: This is what
you shall tell the children of YisraEL: You
yourselves have seen that | have talked
with you from the shamayim.

20:23 You shall most certainly not create
alongside of ME elohim of silver, or elohim
of gold for yourselves.
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20:24 You shall make an altar of earth for
ME, and shall sacrifice on it your burnt
offerings and your peace offerings, your
sheep and your cattle. In every place where
| invoke MY name, | will come to you and |
will bless you.

20:25 If you make ME an altar of stone, you
shall not build it of cut stones; for if you lift
up your tool on it, you have polluted it.
20:26 Neither shall you go up by steps to
MY altar, that your nakedness may not be
exposed to it.

[17] Vs 20:3 - No other elohim before ME - Isa
43:10, 45:5, 14, 21; 44:8; Deu 4:35, 39; 5:7; 32:39;
1Sa 2:2; Joe 2:27; Jn 17:3.

[17a] Vs 20:2 - Important to note that this verse is
the 1st davar out of the ten devarim (vs 2 to 17). It
is a crucial statement of ELOHIM's Covenant
relationship with YisraEL. Vs 3 to 6 is the 2nd davar;
etc.

21 Bond-servants | Injury | Restitution

21:1 Now these are the ordinances which
you shall set before them.

21:2 If you buy a Hebrew servant, he shall
serve six years and in the seventh he shall
go out free without paying anything.

21:3 If he comes in by himself, he shall go
out by himself. If he is married, then his
wife shall go out with him.

21:4 If his adon gives him a wife and she
bear him sons or daughters, the wife and
her children shall be her adon’s, and he
shall go out by himself.

21:5 But if the servant shall plainly say: |
love my adon, my wife, and my children. |
will not go out free;

21:6 then his adon shall bring him to the
elohim!18], and shall bring him to the door
or to the doorpost, and his adon shall bore
his ear through with an awl, and he shall
serve him forever.

21:7 If a man sells his daughter to be a
female servant, she shall not go out as the
male servants do.

21:8 If she does not please her adon, who
has married her to himself, then he shall
let her be redeemed. He shall have no right

to sell her to a foreign people, since he has
broken faithfulness with her.

21:9 If he marries her to his son, he shall
deal with her as a daughter.

21:10 If he takes another wife to himself,
he shall not diminish her food, her clothing,
and her marital rights.

21:11 If he does not do these three things
for her, she may go free without paying any
money.

21:12 One who strikes a man so that he
dies shall surely be put to death,

21:13 but not if it is unintentional, but
ELOHIM allows it to happen: then | will
appoint you a place where he shall flee.
21:14 If a man schemes and comes
presumptuously on his neighbor to kill him,
you shall take him from MY altar, that he
may die.

21:15 Anyone who attacks his father or his
mother shall be surely put to death.

21:16 Anyone who kidnaps someone and
sells him, or if he is found in his hand, he
shall surely be put to death.

21:17 Anyone who treats his father or his
mother with contempt shall surely be put
to death.

21:18 If men quarrel and one strikes the
other with a stone, or with his fist, and he
does not die, but is confined to bed;

21:19 if he rises again and walks around
with his staff, then he who struck him shall
be cleared: only he shall pay for the loss of
his time, and shall provide for his healing
until he is thoroughly healed.

21:20 If a man strikes his servant or his
maid with a rod, and he dies under his
hand, he shall surely be punished.

21:21 Notwithstanding, if he gets up after
a day or two, he shall not be punished, for
he is his property.

21:22 If men fight and hurt a pregnant
woman so that she gives birth
prematurely, and yet no harm follows, he
shall be surely fined as much as the
woman’s husband demands and the
judges allow.
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21:23 But if any harm follows, then you
must take life for life,

21:24 eye for eye, tooth for tooth, hand for
hand, foot for foot,

21:25 burning for burning, wound for
wound, and bruise for bruise.

21:26 If a man strikes his servant’s eye, or
his maid’s eye, and destroys it, he shall let
him go free for his eye’s sake.

21:27 If he strikes out his male servant’s
tooth, or his female servant’s tooth, he
shall let him go free for his tooth’s sake.
21:28 If a bull gores a man or a woman to
death, the bull shall surely be stoned, and
its flesh shall not be eaten; but the owner
of the bull shall not be held responsible.
21:29 But if the bull had a habit of goring
in the past, and it has been testified to its
owner, and he has not kept it in, but it has
killed a man or a woman, the bull shall be
stoned, and its owner shall also be put to
death.

21:30 If a ransom is laid on him, then he
shall give for the redemption of his life
whatever is laid on him.

21:31 Whether it has gored a son or has
gored a daughter, according to this
judgment it shall be done to him.

21:32 If the bull gores a male servant or a
female servant, thirty shekels of silver
shall be given to their adon, and the ox
shall be stoned.

21:33 If a man opens a pit, or if a man digs
a pit and does not cover it, and a bull or a
donkey falls into it,

21:34 the owner of the pit shall make it
good. He shall give money to its owner, and
the dead animal shall be his.

21:35 If one man’s bull injures another’s,
so that it dies, then they shall sell the live
bull, and divide its price; and they shall also
divide the dead animal.

21:36 Or if it is known that the bull was in
the habit of goring in the past, and its
owner has not kept it in, he shall surely pay
bull for bull, and the dead animal shall be
his own.
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[18] Vs 21:6 - 'the elohim' is a Hebraic term
occasionally used in reference to 'the judges/
rulers' amongst ELOHIM's people, in their role as
representatives of the ELOHIM of YisraEL. See
similar usage in Ex 22:8, 9; Ps 82:6, etc. Likewise,
Mashiach YAHshua is no less an 'elohim' amongst
YHWH's people, especially when He shall be the
Ruler in ELOHIM's future Kingdom. Thus, being
called 'elohim' (Ps 82:6) does not mean equality or
identity with YHWH ELOHIM. Refer YAHshua's own
testimony in Jn 10:34, who quoted Ps 82:6.

22 Justice | Righteousness | Compassion

22:1 If a man steals an ox or a sheep, and
kills it, or sells it; he shall pay five oxen for
an ox, and four sheep for a sheep.

22:2 If the thief is found breaking in, and is
struck so that he dies, there shall be no
guilt of bloodshed for him.

22:3 If the sun has risen on him, guilt of
bloodshed shall be for him; he shall make
restitution. If he has nothing, then he shall
be sold for his theft.

22:4 If the stolen property is found in his
hand alive, whether it is ox, donkey, or
sheep, he shall pay double.

22:5 If a man causes a field or vineyard to
be eaten, and lets his animal loose, and it
grazes in another man’s field, he shall
make restitution from the best of his own
field, and from the best of his own
vineyard.

22:6 If fire breaks out, and catches in
thorns so that the stocks of grain, or the
standing grain, or the field are consumed;
he who kindled the fire shall surely make
restitution.

22:7 If a man delivers to his neighbor
money or stuff to keep, and it is stolen out
of the man’s house; if the thief is found, he
shall pay double.

22:8 If the thief is not found, then the
master of the house shall come near to the
elohim!19], to find out if he has not put his
hand to his neighbor’s goods.

22:9 For every matter of trespass, whether
it be for ox, for donkey, for sheep, for
clothing, or for any kind of lost thing, about
which one says: This is mine, the cause of
both parties shall come before the
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elohim!20l, He whom the elohim condemns
shall pay double to his neighbor.

22:10 If a man delivers to his neighbor a
donkey, an ox, a sheep, or any animal to
keep, and it dies or is injured, or driven
away, ho man seeing it;

22:11 the oath of nin' shall be between
them both, whether he has not put his
hand to his neighbor’s goods; and its owner
shall accept it, and he shall not make
restitution.

22:12 But if it is stolen from him, he shall
make restitution to its owner.

22:13 If it is torn in pieces, let him bring it
for evidence. He shall not make good that
which was torn.

22:14 If a man borrows anything of his
neighbor’s, and it is injured, or dies, its
owner not being with it, he shall surely
make restitution.

22:15 If its owner is with it, he shall not
make it good. If it is a leased thing, it came
for its lease.

22:16 If a man entices a virgin who is not
pledged to be married, and lies with her, he
shall surely pay a dowry for her to be his
wife.

22:17 If her father utterly refuses to give
her to him, he shall pay money according
to the dowry of virgins.

22:18 You shall not allow a sorceress to
live.

22:19 Whoever has sex with an animal
shall surely be put to death.

22:20 He who sacrifices to any eloah,
except to nIn* only, shall be utterly
destroyed.

22:21 You shall not wrong a proselyte,
neither shall you oppress him, for you were
proselytes in the land of Egypt.

22:22 You shall not take advantage of any
widow or fatherless child.

22:23 If you take advantage of them at all,
and they cry at all to ME, | will surely shema
their cry;

22:24 and MY wrath will grow hot, and | will
kill you with the sword; and your wives
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shall be widows, children
fatherless.

22:25 If you lend money to any of MY
people with you who is poor, you shall not
be to him as a creditor; neither shall you
charge him interest.

22:26 If you take your neighbor’s garment
as collateral, you shall restore it to him
before the sun goes down,

22:27 for that is his only covering, it is his
garment for his skin. What would he sleep
in? It will happen, when he cries to ME, that
| will shema, for | AM gracious.

22:28 You shall not show contempt for an
elohim!21], nor curse a ruler of your people.
22:29 You shall not delay to offer from
your harvest and from the outflow of your
presses. You shall give the firstborn of your
sons to ME.

22:30 You shall do likewise with your
cattle and with your sheep. Seven days it
shall be with its mother, then on the eighth
day you shall give it to ME.

22:31 You shall be kadosh men to ME,
therefore you shall not eat any flesh that is
torn by animals in the field. You shall cast
it to the dogs.

23 Shabat and festivals

23:1 You shall not spread a false report. Do
not join your hand with the wicked to be a
malicious witness.

23:2 You shall not follow a crowd to do evil;
neither shall you testify in court to side with
a multitude to pervert justice;

23:3 neither shall you favor a poor man in
his cause.
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23:4 If you meet your enemy’s ox or his
donkey going astray, you shall surely bring
it back to him again.

23:5 If you see the donkey of him who
hates you fallen down under his burden, do
not leave him, you shall surely help him
with it.

23:6 You shall not deny justice to your poor
people in their disputes.

23:7 Keep far from a false charge, and do
not kill the innocent and righteous: for | will
not justify the wicked.

23:8 You shall take no bribe, for a bribe
blind those who have sight and perverts
the words of the righteous.

23:9 You shall not oppress a proselyte, for
you know the heart of a proselyte, since
you were proselytes in the land of Egypt.
23:10 For six years you shall sow your
Land, and shall gather in its increase,
23:11 but the seventh year you shall let it
rest and lie fallow, that the poor of your
people may eat; and what they leave the
animal of the field shall eat. In the same
way, you shall deal with your vineyard and
with your olive grove.

23:12 Six days you shall do your work, and
on the seventh day you shall rest, that your
ox and your donkey may have rest, and the
son of your handmaid, and the proselyte
may be refreshed.

23:13 Be careful to do all things that | have
said to you; and do not invoke the name of
other elohim, neither let them be heard out
of your mouth.

23:14 You shall observe a festival to ME
three times a year.

23:15 You shall observe the festival of
matstsah. Seven days you shall eat
matstsah, as | commanded you, at the
moed in the month Abib (for in it you came
out from Egypt), and no one shall appear
before ME empty.

23:16 And the festival of harvest, the first
fruits of your labors, which you sow in the
field: and the festival of harvest, at the end
of the year, when you gather in your labors
out of the field.
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23:17 Three times in the year all your
males shall appear before ADONAI, nin'.
23:18 You shall not offer the blood of my
sacrifice with leavened bread, neither shall
the fat of my festival remain all night until
the morning.

23:19 The first of the first fruits of your
ground you shall bring into the house of
NN your ELOHIM. You shall not boil a young
goat in its mother’s milk.

23:20 Behold, | shalach a malach before
you, to keep you by the way, and to bring
you into the place which | have prepared.
23:21 Pay attention to him, and shema to
his voice. Do not provoke him, for he will
not pardon your disobedience, for MY
name is in him.

23:22 But if you indeed shema to his voice,
and do all that | speak, then | will be an
enemy to your enemies, and an adversary
to your adversaries.

23:23 For MY malach shall go before you,
and bring you in to the Amorite, the Hittite,
the Perizzite, the Canaanite, the Hivite, and
the Yebusite; and | will cut them off.
23:24 You shall not shachah their elohim,
nor serve them, nor follow their practices,
but you shall utterly overthrow them and
demolish their pillars.

23:25 You shall serve nIn' your ELOHIM,
and HE will bless your bread and your
water, and | will take sickness away from
your midst.

23:26 No one will miscarry or be barren in
your Land. I will fulfill the number of your
days.

23:27 | will send MY terror before you, and
will confuse all the people to whom you
come across, and | will make all your
enemies turn their backs to you.

23:28 | will send the hornet before you,
which will drive out the Hivite, the
Canaanite, and the Hittite, from before
you.

23:29 | will not drive them out from before
you in one year, lest the land become
desolate, and the animals of the field
multiply against you.
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23:30 Little by little | will drive them out
from before you, until you have increased
and inherit the land.

23:31 | will set your border from the Sea of
Suf even to the sea of the Philistines, and
from the wilderness to the river; for | will
deliver the inhabitants of the Land into
your hand, and you shall drive them out
before you.

23:32 You shall make no covenant with
them, nor with their elohim.

23:33 They shall not dwell in your Land,
lest they make you sin against ME, for if
you serve their elohim, it will surely be a
share to you.

24 Sephar of the Covenant

24:1 HE said to Mosheh: Come up to nInt,
you, and Aharon, Nadab, and Abihu, and
seventy of the elders of YisraEL; and
shachah from a distance.

24:2 Mosheh alone shall come near to
NIy, but they shall not come near, neither
shall the people go up with him.

24:3 Mosheh came and told the people all
the devarim of nins, and all the ordinances;
and all the people answered with one
voice, and said: All the words which nine
has spoken will we do.

24:4 Mosheh wrote all the devarim of ninr,
and rose up early in the morning, and built
an altar under the mountain, and twelve
pillars for the twelve tribes of YisraEL.
24:5 He sent young men of the children of
YisraeL, who offered burnt offerings and
sacrificed peace offerings of cattle to nin.
24:6 Mosheh took half of the blood and put
it in sprinkling bowls, and half of the blood
he sprinkled on the altar.

24:7 He took the sephar of the Covenant
and read it in the hearing of the people,
and they said: All that nin® has spoken will
we do, and be obedient.

24:8 Mosheh took the blood, and sprinkled
it on the people, and said: Look, this is the
blood of the Covenant, which nin' has
made with you concerning all these
devarim.
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24:9 Then Mosheh, Aharon, Nadab, Abihu,
and seventy of the elders of YisraEL went
up.

24:10 They saw the ELOHIM of YisraEL.
Under HIS feet was like a paved work of
sapphire stone, like the skies for clearness.
24:11 HE did not lay HIS hand on the nobles
of the children of YisraEL. They saw ELOHIM,
and ate and drank.

24:12 nine said to Mosheh: Come up to ME
on the mountain, and stay here, and | will
give you the tables of stone with the Torah
and the commandments that | have
written, that you may teach them.

24:13 Mosheh rose up with YAHshua, his
servant, and Mosheh went up onto
ELOHIM’s Mountain.

24:14 He said to the elders: Wait here for
us, until we come again to you. Behold,
Aharon and Hur are with you. Whoever is
involved in a dispute can go to them.
24:15 Mosheh went up on the mountain,
and the cloud covered the mountain.
24:16 The glory of nin' settled on Mount
Sinai, and the cloud covered it six days. The
seventh day HE called to Mosheh out of the
midst of the cloud.

24:17 The appearance of the glory of nInt
was like devouring fire on the top of the
mountain in the eyes of the children of
YisraEL.

24:18 Mosheh entered into the midst of
the cloud, and went up on the mountain;
and Mosheh was on the mountain forty
days and forty nights.

25 Ark of the Covenant | Table | Menorah

25:1 ninr spoke to Mosheh, saying:

25:2 Speak to the children of YisraEL, that
they take an offering for ME. From
everyone whose heart makes him willing
you shall take MY offering.

25:3 This is the offering which you shall
take from them: gold, silver, brass,

25:4 blue, purple, scarlet, fine linen, goat’s
hair,

25:5 rams skins dyed red, sea cow hides,
shittim wood,
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25:6 oil for the light, spices for the
anointing oil and for the sweet incense,
25:7 onyx stones, and stones to be set for
the ephod and for the breastplate.

25:8 Let them make ME a sanctuary, that |
may dwell among them.

25:9 According to all that | show you, the
pattern of the tabernacle, and the pattern
of all of its furniture, even so you shall
make it.

25:10 They shall make an ark of shittim
wood. Its length shall be two and a half
cubits, its breadth a cubit and a half, and a
cubit and a half its height.

25:11 You shall overlay it with pure gold.
You shall overlay it inside and outside, and
you shall make a gold molding around it.
25:12 You shall cast four rings of gold for
it, and put them in its four feet. Two rings
shall be on the one side of it, and two rings
on the other side of it.

25:13 You shall make poles of shittim
wood, and overlay them with gold.

25:14 You shall put the poles into the rings
on the sides of the ark to carry the ark.
25:15 The poles shall be in the rings of the
ark. They shall not be taken from it.

25:16 You shall put the Testimony which |
shall give you into the ark.

25:17 You shall make a kapporeth of pure
gold. Two and a half cubits shall be its
length, and a cubit and a half its breadth.
25:18 You shall make two cherubim of
hammered gold. You shall make them at
the two ends of the kapporeth.

25:19 Make one cherub at the one end,
and one cherub at the other end. You shall
make the cherubim on its two ends of one
piece with the kapporeth.

25:20 The cherubim shall spread out their
wings upward, covering the kapporeth with
their wings, with their faces toward one
another. The faces of the cherubim shall be
toward the kapporeth.

25:21 You shall put the kapporeth on top
of the ark, and in the ark, you shall put the
Testimony that | will give you.
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25:22 There | will meet with you, and | will
tell you from above the kapporeth, from
between the two cherubim which are on
the ark of the Testimony, all that |
command you for the children of YisraEL.
25:23 You shall make a table of shittim
wood. Two cubits shall be its length, and a
cubit its breadth, and one and a half cubits
its height.

25:24 You shall overlay it with pure gold,
and make a gold molding around it.

25:25 You shall make a rim of a
handbreadth around it. You shall make a
golden molding on its rim around it.

25:26 You shall make four rings of gold for
it, and put the rings in the four corners that
are on its four feet.

25:27 the rings shall be close to the rim,
for places for the poles to carry the table.
25:28 You shall make the poles of shittim
wood, and overlay them with gold, that the
table may be carried with them.

25:29 You shall make its dishes, its
spoons, its ladles, and its bowls to pour out
offerings with. You shall make them of
pure gold.

25:30 You shall set lechem hapanim on
the table before me always.

25:31 You shall make a menorah of pure
gold. Of hammered work shall the
menorah be made, even its base, its shaft,
its cups, its buds, and its flowers, shall be
of one piece with it.

25:32 There shall be six branches going
out of its sides: three branches of the
menorah out of its one side, and three
branches of the menorah out of its other
side;

25:33 three cups made like almond
blossoms in one branch, a bud and a
flower; and three cups made like almond
blossoms in the other branch, a bud and a
flower, so for the six branches going out of
the menorah;

25:34 and in the menorah four cups made
like almond blossoms, its buds and its
flowers;
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25:35 and a bud under two branches of
one piece with it, and a bud under two
branches of one piece with it, and a bud
under two branches of one piece with it, for
the six branches going out of the menorah.
25:36 Their buds and their branches shall
be of one piece with it, all of it one beaten
work of pure gold.

25:37 You shall make its lamps seven, and
they shall light its lamps to give light to the
space in front of it.

25:38 Its snuffers and its snuff dishes shall
be of pure gold.

25:39 It shall be made of a talent of pure
gold, with all these accessories.

25:40 See that you make them after their
pattern, which has been shown to you on
the mountain.

26 The tabernacle

26:1 Moreover you shall make the
tabernacle with ten curtains; of fine twined
linen, and blue, and purple, and scarlet,
with cherubim. The work of the skillful
workman you shall make them.

26:2 The length of each curtain shall be
twenty-eight cubits, and the breadth of
each curtain four cubits: all the curtains
shall have one measure.

26:3 Five curtains shall be coupled
together one to another; and the other five
curtains shall be coupled one to another.
26:4 You shall make loops of blue on the
edge of the one curtain from the edge in
the coupling; and likewise, you shall make
in the edge of the curtain that is outmost
in the second coupling.

26:5 You shall make fifty loops in the one
curtain, and you shall make fifty loops in
the edge of the curtain that is in the second
coupling. The loops shall be opposite one
to another.

26:6 You shall make fifty clasps of gold,
and couple the curtains one to another
with the clasps: and the tabernacle shall
be a unit.
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26:7 You shall make curtains of goat’s hair
for a covering over the tabernacle. You
shall make them eleven curtains.

26:8 The length of each curtain shall be
thirty cubits, and the breadth of each
curtain four cubits: the eleven curtains
shall have one measure.

26:9 You shall couple five curtains by
themselves, and six curtains by
themselves, and shall double over the sixth
curtain in the forefront of the tent.

26:10 You shall make fifty loops on the
edge of the one curtain that is outmost in
the coupling, and fifty loops on the edge of
the curtain which is outmost in the second
coupling.

26:11 You shall make fifty clasps of brass,
and put the clasps into the loops, and
couple the tent together, that it may be
one.

26:12 The overhanging part that remains
of the curtains of the tent, the half curtain
that remains, shall hang over the back of
the tabernacle.

26:13 The cubit on the one side, and the
cubit on the other side, of that which
remains in the length of the curtains of the
tent, shall hang over the sides of the
tabernacle on this side and on that side, to
cover it.

26:14 You shall make a covering for the
tent of ram’s skins dyed red, and a
covering of sea cow hides above.

26:15 You shall make the boards for the
tabernacle of shittim wood, standing up.
26:16 Ten cubits shall be the length of a
board, and one and a half cubits the
breadth of each board.

26:17 There shall be two tenons in each
board, joined to one another: thus, you
shall make for all the boards of the
tabernacle.

26:18 You shall make the boards for the
tabernacle, twenty boards for the south
side southward.

26:19 You shall make forty sockets of
silver under the twenty boards; two sockets
under one board for its two tenons, and
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two sockets under another board for its
two tenons.

26:20 For the second side of the
tabernacle, on the north side, twenty
boards,

26:21 and their forty sockets of silver; two
sockets under one board, and two sockets
under another board.

26:22 For the far part of the tabernacle
westward you shall make six boards.
26:23 You shall make two boards for the
corners of the tabernacle in the far part.
26:24 They shall be double beneath, and
in the same way they shall be whole to its
top to one ring. Thus, shall it be for them
both; they shall be for the two corners.
26:25 There shall be eight boards, and
their sockets of silver, sixteen sockets; two
sockets under one board, and two sockets
under another board.

26:26 You shall make bars of shittim
wood: five for the boards of the one side of
the tabernacle,

26:27 and five bars for the boards of the
other side of the tabernacle, and five bars
for the boards of the side of the tabernacle,
for the far part westward.

26:28 The middle bar in the midst of the
boards shall pass through from end to end.
26:29 You shall overlay the boards with
gold, and make their rings of gold for
places for the bars: and you shall overlay
the bars with gold.

26:30 You shall set up the tabernacle
according to the way that it was shown to
you on the mountain.

26:31 You shall make a veil of blue, and
purple, and scarlet, and fine twined linen,
with cherubim. The work of the skillful
workman shall it be made.

26:32 You shall hang it on four pillars of
shittim overlaid with gold; their hooks shall
be of gold, on four sockets of silver.

26:33 You shall hang up the veil under the
clasps, and shall bring the ark of the
Testimony in there within the veil: and the
veil shall separate the kadosh place from
the most kadosh for you.
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26:34 You shall put the kapporeth on the
ark of the Testimony in the most kadosh
place.

26:35 You shall set the table outside the
veil, and the menorah over against the
table on the side of the tabernacle toward
the south: and you shall put the table on
the north side.

26:36 You shall make a screen for the door
of the tabernacle, of blue, and purple, and
scarlet, and fine twined linen, the work of
the embroiderer.

26:37 You shall make for the screen five
pillars of shittim, and overlay them with
gold: their hooks shall be of gold: and you
shall cast five sockets of brass for them.

27 Bronze altar

27:1 You shall make the altar of shittim
wood, five cubits long, and five cubits
broad; the altar shall be foursquare: and its
height shall be three cubits.

27:2 You shall make its horns on its four
corners; its horns shall be of one piece with
it; and you shall overlay it with brass.

27:3 You shall make its pots to take away
its ashes, its shovels, its sprinkling bowls,
its flesh hooks, and its censers: all its
vessels you shall make of brass.

27:4 You shall make a grating for it of
network of brass: and on the net you shall
make four bronze rings in its four corners.
27:5 You shall put it under the ledge
around the altar beneath, that the net may
reach halfway up the altar.

27:6 You shall make poles for the altar,
poles of shittim wood, and overlay them
with brass.

27:7 Its poles shall be put into the rings,
and the poles shall be on the two sides of
the altar, when carrying it.

27:8 You shall make it with hollow planks.
They shall make it as it has been shown
you on the mountain.

27:9 You shall make the court of the
tabernacle. For the south side southward,
there shall be hangings for the court of fine
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twined linen one hundred cubits long for
one side;

27:10 and its pillars shall be twenty, and
their sockets twenty, of brass; the hooks of
the pillars and their fillets shall be of silver.
27:11 Likewise for the north side in length
there shall be hangings one hundred cubits
long, and its pillars twenty, and their
sockets twenty, of brass; the hooks of the
pillars, and their fillets, of silver.

27:12 For the breadth of the court on the
west side shall be hangings of fifty cubits;
their pillars ten, and their sockets ten.
27:13 The breadth of the court on the east
side eastward shall be fifty cubits.

27:14 The hangings for the one side of the
gate shall be fifteen cubits; their pillars
three, and their sockets three.

27:15 For the other side shall be hangings
of fifteen cubits; their pillars three, and
their sockets three.

27:16 For the gate of the court shall be a
screen of twenty cubits, of blue, and
purple, and scarlet, and fine twined linen,
the work of the embroiderer; their pillars
four, and their sockets four.

27:17 All the pillars of the court around
shall be filleted with silver; their hooks of
silver, and their sockets of brass.

27:18 The length of the court shall be one
hundred cubits, and the breadth fifty
everywhere, and the height five cubits, of
fine twined linen, and their sockets of
brass.

27:19 All the instruments of the
tabernacle in all its service, and all its pins,
and all the pins of the court, shall be of
brass.

27:20 You shall command the children of
YisraEL, that they bring to you pure olive oil
beaten for the light, to cause a lamp to
burn continually.

27:21 In the tent of moed, outside the veil
which is before the Testimony, Aharon and
his sons shall keep it in order from evening
to morning before nint: it shall be a statute
forever throughout their generations on
the behalf of the children of YisraEL.
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28 Kohen’s garments

28:1 Bring Aharon your brother, and his
sons with him, near to you from among the
children of YisraEL, that he may serve ME in
the kohen’s office, even Aharon, Nadab
and Abihu, ELazar and Ithamar, Aharon’s
sons.

28:2 You shall make kadosh garments for
Aharon your brother, for glory and for
beauty.

28:3 You shall speak to all who are wise-
hearted, whom | have filled with the spirit
of wisdom, that they make Aharon’s
garments to sanctify him, that he may
serve ME in the kohen’s office.

28:4 These are the garments which they
shall make: a breastplate, and an ephod,
and a robe, and a coat of checker work, a
turban, and a sash: and they shall make
kadosh garments for Aharon your brother,
and his sons, that he may serve ME in the
kohen'’s office.

28:5 They shall take the gold, and the blue,
and the purple, and the scarlet, and the
fine linen.

28:6 They shall make the ephod of gold, of
blue, and purple, scarlet, and fine twined
linen, the work of the skillful workman.
28:7 It shall have two shoulder straps
joined to the two ends of it, that it may be
joined together.

28:8 The skillfully woven band, which is on
it, that is on him, shall be like its work and
of the same piece; of gold, of blue, and
purple, and scarlet, and fine twined linen.
28:9 You shall take two onyx stones, and
engrave on them the names of the children
of YisraEL:

28:10 six of their names on the one stone,
and the names of the six that remain on
the other stone, in the order of their birth.
28:11 With the work of an engraver in
stone, like the engravings of a signet, you
shall engrave the two stones, according to
the names of the children of YisraEL: you
shall make them to be enclosed in settings
of gold.
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28:12 You shall put the two stones on the
shoulder straps of the ephod, to be stones
of memorial for the children of YisraEL: and
Aharon shall bear their names before nint
on his two shoulders for a memorial.
28:13 You shall make settings of gold,
28:14 and two chains of pure gold; you
shall make them like cords of braided
work: and you shall put the braided chains
on the settings.

28:15 You shall make a breastplate of
judgment, the work of the skillful
workman; like the work of the ephod, you
shall make it; of gold, of blue, and purple,
and scarlet, and fine twined linen, you shall
make it.

28:16 It shall be square and folded double;
a span(22] shall be its length of it, and a
span its breadth.

28:17 You shall set in it settings of stones,
four rows of stones: a row of ruby, topaz,
and beryl shall be the first row;

28:18 and the second row a turquoise, a
sapphire, and an emerald;

28:19 and the third row a jacinth, an agate,
and an amethyst;

28:20 and the fourth row a chrysolite, an
onyx, and a jasper: they shall be enclosed
in gold in their settings.

28:21 The stones shall be according to the
names of the children of YisraEL, twelve,
according to their names; like the
engravings of a signet, everyone according
to his name, they shall be for the twelve
tribes.

28:22 You shall make on the breastplate
chains like cords, of braided work of pure
gold.

28:23 You shall make on the breastplate
two rings of gold, and shall put the two
rings on the two ends of the breastplate.
28:24 You shall put the two braided chains
of gold in the two rings at the ends of the
breastplate.

28:25 The other two ends of the two
braided chains you shall put on the two
settings, and put them on the shoulder
straps of the ephod in its forepart.
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28:26 You shall make two rings of gold,
and you shall put them on the two ends of
the breastplate, on its edge, which is
toward the side of the ephod inward.
28:27 You shall make two rings of gold,
and shall put them on the two shoulder
straps of the ephod underneath, in its
forepart, close by its coupling, above the
skillfully woven band of the ephod.

28:28 They shall bind the breastplate by its
rings to the rings of the ephod with a lace
of blue, that it may be on the skillfully
woven band of the ephod, and that the
breastplate may not swing out from the
ephod.

28:29 Aharon shall bear the names of the
children of YisraEL in the breastplate of
judgment on his heart, when he goes in to
the kadosh place, for a memorial before
NN continually.

28:30 You shall put in the breastplate of
judgment the Urim and the Thummim; and
they shall be on Aharon’s heart, when he
goes in before nin': and Aharon shall bear
the judgment of the children of YisraEL on
his heart before nin* continually.

28:31 You shall make the robe of the
ephod all blue.

28:32 It shall have a hole for the head in
its midst: it shall have a binding of woven
work around its hole, as it were the hole of
a coat of mail, that it not be torn.

28:33 On its hem you shall make
pomegranates of blue, and of purple, and
of scarlet, around its hem; and bells of gold
between and around them:

28:34 a golden bell and a pomegranate, a
golden bell and a pomegranate, around
the hem of the robe.

28:35 It shall be on Aharon to serve: and
its sound shall be heard when he goes in to
the kadosh place before nin', and when he
comes out, that he not die.

28:36 You shall make a plate of pure gold,
and engrave on it, like the engravings of a
signet: Kadosh to nint.
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28:37 You shall put it on a lace of blue, and
it shall be on the sash; on the front of the
sash, it shall be.

28:38 It shall be on Aharon’s forehead,
and Aharon shall bear the iniquity of the
kadosh things, which the children of
YisraEL shall make kadosh in all their
kadosh gifts; and it shall be always on his
forehead, that they may be accepted
before nine.

28:39 You shall weave the coat in checker
work of fine linen, and you shall make a
turban of fine linen, and you shall make a
sash, the work of the embroiderer.

28:40 You shall make coats for Aharon’s
sons, and you shall make sashes for them
and you shall make headbands for them,
for glory and for beauty.

28:41 You shall put them on Aharon your
brother, and on his sons with him, and
shall anoint them, and consecrate them,
and sanctify them, that they may serve ME
in the kohen'’s office.

28:42 You shall make them linen breeches
to cover the flesh of their nakedness; from
the waist even to the thighs they shall
reach:

28:43 They shall be on Aharon, and on his
sons, when they go in to the tent of moed,
or when they come near to the altar to
serve in the kadosh place; that they do not
bear iniquity, and die: it shall be a statute
forever to him and to his descendants after
him.

[22] Vs 28:16 - A span is the length from the tip of
the thumb to the tip of the little finger when the
hand is stretched out (about 9 inches or 22.8 cm)

29 Consecration of kohanim

29:1 This is the thing that you shall do to
them to make them kadosh, to serve ME in
the kohen's office: take one young bull and
two rams without blemish,

29:2 matstsah, unleavened cakes mixed
with oil, and unleavened wafers anointed
with oil: you shall make them of fine wheat
flour.
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29:3 You shall put them into one basket,
and bring them in the basket, with the bull
and the two rams.

29:4 You shall bring Aharon and his sons
to the door of the tent of moed, and shall
wash them with water.

29:5 You shall take the garments, and put
on Aharon the coat, the robe of the ephod,
the ephod, and the breastplate, and clothe
him with the skillfully woven band of the
ephod,

29:6 and you shall set the turban on his
head, and put the kadosh crown on the
turban.

29:7 Then you shall take the anointing oil,
and pour it on his head, and anoint him.
29:8 You shall bring his sons, and put coats
oh them.

29:9 You shall clothe them with belts,
Aharon, and his sons, and bind headbands
on them: and they shall have the office of
kohen by a perpetual statute: and you shall
consecrate Aharon and his sons.

29:10 You shall bring the bull before the
tent of moed: and Aharon and his sons
shall lay their hands on the head of the
bull.

29:11 You shall kill the bull before nint, at
the door of the tent of moed.

29:12 You shall take of the blood of the
bull, and put it on the horns of the altar
with your finger; and you shall pour out all
the blood at the base of the altar.

29:13 You shall take all the fat that covers
the innards, the cover of the liver, the two
kidneys, and the fat that is on them, and
burn them on the altar.

29:14 But the flesh of the bull, and its skin,
and its dung, you shall burn with fire
outside of the camp: it is a sin offering.
29:15 You shall also take the one ram; and
Aharon and his sons shall lay their hands
on the head of the ram.

29:16 You shall slay the ram, and you shall
take its blood, and sprinkle it around on
the altar.
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29:17 You shall cut the ram into its pieces,
and wash its innards, and its legs, and put
them with its pieces, and with its head.
29:18 You shall burn the whole ram on the
altar: it is a burnt offering to nIny; it is a
pleasant aroma, an offering made by fire
to nine.

29:19 You shall take the other ram; and
Aharon and his sons shall lay their hands
on the head of the ram.

29:20 Then you shall slay the ram, and
take some of its blood, and put it on the tip
of the right ear of Aharon, and on the tip of
the right ear of his sons, and on the thumb
of their right hand, and on the big toe of
their right foot, and sprinkle the blood
around on the altar.

29:21 You shall take of the blood that is on
the altar, and of the anointing oil, and
sprinkle it on Aharon, and on his garments,
and on his sons, and on the garments of
his sons with him: and he shall be made
kadosh, and his garments, and his sons,
and his sons’ garments with him.

29:22 Also you shall take some of the
ram’s fat, the fat tail, the fat that covers
the innards, the cover of the liver, the two
kidneys, the fat that is on them, and the
right thigh - for it is a ram of consecration,
29:23 and one loaf of bread, one cake of
oiled bread, and one wafer out of the
basket of matstsah that is before nine.
29:24 You shall put all of this in Aharon’s
hands, and in his sons’ hands, and shall
wave them for a wave offering before ninr.
29:25 You shall take them from their
hands, and burn them on the altar on the
burnt offering, for a pleasant aroma before
nIn: it is an offering made by fire to ninr.
29:26 You shall take the breast of
Aharon’s ram of consecration, and wave it
for a wave offering before nin: and it shall
be your portion.

29:27 You shall sanctify the breast of the
wave offering, and the thigh of the wave
offering, which is waved, and which is
heaved up, of the ram of consecration,
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even of that which is for Aharon, and of
that which is for his sons:

29:28 and it shall be for Aharon and his
sons as their portion forever from the
children of YisraEL; for it is a wave offering:
and it shall be a wave offering from the
children of YisraEL of the sacrifices of their
peace offerings, even their wave offering
to nine.

29:29 The kadosh garments of Aharon
shall be for his sons after him, to be
anointed in them, and to be consecrated in
them.

29:30 Seven days shall the son who is
kohen in his place put them on, when he
comes into the tent of moed to serve in the
kadosh place.

29:31 You shall take the ram of
consecration, and boil its flesh in a kadosh
place.

29:32 Aharon and his sons shall eat the
flesh of the ram, and the bread that is in
the basket, at the door of the tent of moed.
29:33 They shall eat those things with
which atonement was made, to consecrate
and sanctify them: but a stranger shall not
eat of it, because they are kadosh.

29:34 If anything of the flesh of the
consecration, or of the bread, remains to
the morning, then you shall burn the
remainder with fire: it shall not be eaten,
because it is kadosh.

29:35 You shall do so to Aharon, and to his
sons, according to all that | have
commanded you. You shall consecrate
them seven days.

29:36 Every day you shall offer the bull of
sin offering for atonement: and you shall
cleanse the altar, when you make
atonement for it; and you shall anoint it, to
sanctify it.

29:37 Seven days you shall make
atonement for the altar, and sanctify it:
and the altar shall be most kadosh;
whatever touches the altar shall be
kadosh.
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29:38 Now this is that which you shall offer
on the altar: two-year-old lambs, day by day
continually.

29:39 The one lamb you shall offer in the
morning; and the other lamb you shall
offer at evening:

29:40 and with the one lamb a tenth part
of an ephah of fine flour mixed with the
fourth part of a hin of beaten oil, and the
fourth part of a hin of wine for a drink
offering.

29:41 The other lamb you shall offer at
evening, and shall do to it according to the
meal offering of the morning, and
according to its drink offering, for a
pleasant aroma, an offering made by fire
to nin'.

29:42 It shall be a continual burnt offering
throughout your generations at the door of
the tent of moed before nin', where | will
meet with you, to speak there to you.
29:43 There | will meet with the children of
YisraEL; and the place shall be sanctified
by MY glory.

29:44 | will sanctify the tent of moed and
the altar: Aharon also and his sons | will
sanctify, to serve ME in the kohen'’s office.
29:45 | will dwell among the children of
YisraEL, and will be their ELOHIM.

29:46 They shall know that | AM niar their
ELOHIM, who brought them forth out of the
land of Egypt, that | might dwell among
them: | AM nin their ELOHIM.

30 Altar of incense

30:1 You shall make an altar to burn
incense on. You shall make it of shittim
wood.

30:2 Its length shall be a cubit, and its
breadth a cubit. It shall be square, and its
height shall be two cubits. Its horns shall
be of one piece with it.

30:3 You shall overlay it with pure gold, its
top, its sides around it, and its horns; and
you shall make a gold molding around it.
30:4 You shall make two golden rings for it
under its molding; on its two ribs, on its two
sides you shall make them; and they shall
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be for places for poles with which to bear
it.

30:5 You shall make the poles of shittim
wood, and overlay them with gold.

30:6 You shall put it before the veil that is
by the ark of the Testimony, before the
kapporeth that is over the Testimony,
where | will meet with you.

30:7 Aharon shall burn incense of sweet
spices on it every morning. When he tends
the lamps, he shall burn it.

30:8 When Aharon lights the lamps at
evening, he shall burn it, a perpetual
incense before nIn' throughout your
generations.

30:9 You shall offer no strange incense on
it, nor burnt offering, nor meal offering;
and you shall pour no drink offering on it.
30:10 Aharon shall make atonement on its
horns once in the year; with the blood of
the sin offering of atonement once in the
year he shall make atonement for it
throughout your generations. It is most
kadosh to nine.

30:11 nin' spoke to Mosheh, saying:
30:12 When you take a census of the
children of YisraEL, according to those who
are numbered among them, then each
man shall give a ransom for his soul to
NN, when you number them; that there be
no plague among them when you number
them.

30:13 They shall give this, everyone who
passes over to those who are numbered,
half a shekel after the shekel of the
sanctuary; half a shekel for an offering to
hibLR

30:14 Everyone who passes over to those
who are numbered, from twenty years old
and upward, shall give the offering to ninr.
30:15 The rich shall not give more, and the
poor shall not give less, than the half
shekel, when they give the offering of nine,
to make atonement for your souls.

30:16 You shall take the atonement
money from the children of YisraEL, and
shall appoint it for the service of the tent of
moed; that it may be a memorial for the
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children of YisrateL before nIn', to make
atonement for your souls.

30:17 nin' spoke to Mosheh, saying:
30:18 You shall also make a basin of
brass, and its base of brass, in which to
wash. You shall put it between the tent of
moed and the altar, and you shall put
water in it.

30:19 Aharon and his sons shall wash their
hands and their feet in it.

30:20 When they go into the tent of moed,
they shall wash with water, that they not
die; or when they come near to the altar to
serve, to burn an offering made by fire to
hih N

30:21 So, they shall wash their hands and
their feet, that they not die: and it shall be
a statute forever to them, even to him and
to his descendants throughout their
generations.

30:22 Moreover nIn' spoke to Mosheh,
saying:

30:23 Also take fine spices: of liquid
myrrh, five hundred shekels; and of
fragrant cinnamon half as much, even two
hundred and fifty; and of fragrant cane,
two hundred and fifty;

30:24 and of cassia five hundred, after the
shekel of the sanctuary; and a hin of olive
oil.

30:25 You shall make it a kadosh
anointing oil, a perfume compounded after
the art of the perfumer: it shall be a kadosh
anointing oil.

30:26 You shall use it to anoint the tent of
moed, the ark of the Testimony,

30:27 the table and all its articles, the
menorah and its accessories, the altar of
incense,

30:28 the altar of burnt offering with all its
utensils, and the basin with its base.
30:29 You shall sanctify them, that they
may be most kadosh. Whatever touches
them shall be kadosh.

30:30 You shall anoint Aharon and his
sons, and sanctify them, that they may
serve ME in the kohen'’s office.
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30:31 You shall speak to the children of
YisraEL, saying: This shall be a kadosh
anointing oil to ME throughout your
generations.

30:32 It shall not be poured on man’s
flesh, neither shall you make any like it,
according to its composition: it is kadosh.
It shall be kadosh to you.

30:33 Whoever compounds any like it, or
whoever puts any of it on a stranger, he
shall be cut off from his people.

30:34 nIn* said to Mosheh: Take to
yourself sweet spices, gum resin, and
onycha, and galbanum; sweet spices with
pure frankincense: there shall be an equal
weight of each;

30:35 and you shall make incense of it, a
perfume after the art of the perfumer,
seasoned with salt, pure and kadosh:
30:36 and you shall beat some of it very
small, and put some of it before the
Testimony in the tent of moed, where | will
meet with you. It shall be to you most
kadosh.

30:37 The incense which you shall make,
according to its composition you shall not
make for yourselves: it shall be to you
kadosh for ninr.

30:38 Whoever shall make any like that, to
smell of it, he shall be cut off from his
people.

31 Shabat keeping

31:1 ninr spoke to Mosheh, saying:

31:2 Behold, | have called by name
BezalEL the son of Uri, the son of Hur, of the
tribe of YAHudah:

31:3 and | have filled him with the RUACH
of ELOHIM, in wisdom, and in
understanding, and in knowledge, and in
all kinds of workmanship,

31:4 to devise skillful works, to work in
gold, and in silver, and in brass,

31:5 and in cutting of stones for setting,
and in carving of wood, to work in all kinds
of workmanship.

31:6 |, behold, | have appointed with him
Oholiab, the son of Ahisamach, of the tribe
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of Dan; and in the heart of all who are wise-
hearted | have put wisdom, that they may
make all that | have commanded you:
31:7 the tent of moed, the ark of the
Testimony, the kapporeth that is on it, all
the furniture of the tabernacle,

31:8 the table and its vessels, the pure
menorah with all its vessels, the altar of
incense,

31:9 the altar of burnt offering with all its
vessels, the basin and its base,

31:10 the finely worked garments - the
kadosh garments for Aharon the kohen -
the garments of his sons to serve in the
kohen'’s office,

31:11 the anointing oil, and the incense of
sweet spices for the kadosh place:
according to all that | have commanded
you they shall do.

31:12 nin' spoke to Mosheh, saying:
31:13 Speak also to the children of
YisraEL, saying: Most certainly you shall
keep MY shabats: for it is a sigh between
ME and you throughout your generations;
that you may know that | AM nIn* WHO
sanctifies you.

31:14 You shall keep the shabat therefore;
for it is kadosh to you. Everyone who
profanes it shall surely be put to death; for
whoever does any work therein, that soul
shall be cut off from among his people.
31:15 Six days shall work be done, but on
the seventh day is a shabat of solemn rest,
kadosh to nin'. Whoever does any work on
the shabat day shall surely be put to death.
31:16 Therefore the children of YisraEL
shall keep the shabat, to observe the
shabat throughout their generations, for a
perpetual Covenant.

31:17 It is a sign between ME and the
children of YisraEL forever; for in six days
NI made the shamayim and the earth,
and on the seventh day HE rested, and was
refreshed.

31:18 HE gave to Mosheh, when HE
finished speaking with him on Mount Sinai,
the two tablets of the Testimony, stone
tablets, written with ELOHIM's finger.
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32 The molten calf

32:1 When the people saw that Mosheh
delayed to come down from the mountain,
the people gathered themselves together
to Aharon, and said to him: Come, make us
elohim, which shall go before us; for as for
this Mosheh, the man who brought us up
out of the land of Egypt, we do not know
what has become of him.

32:2 Aharon said to them: Take off the
golden rings, which are in the ears of your
wives, of your sons, and of your daughters,
and bring them to me.

32:3 All the people took off the golden
rings which were in their ears, and brought
them to Aharon.

32:4 He received what they handed him,
and fashioned it with an engraving tool,
and made it a molten calf; and they said:
These are your elohim, YisraEL, which
brought you up out of the land of Egypt.
32:5 When Aharon saw this, he built an
altar before it; and Aharon made a
proclamation, and said: Tomorrow shall be
a festival to nin.

32:6 They rose up early on the next day,
and offered burnt offerings, and brought
peace offerings; and the people sat down
to eat and to drink, and rose up to play.
32:7 nint spoke to Mosheh, Go, get down;
for your people, who you brought up out of
the land of Egypt, have corrupted
themselves.

32:8 They have turned aside quickly out of
the way which | commanded them. They
have made themselves a molten calf, and
have shachah it, and have sacrificed to it,
and said: These are your elohim, YisraEL,
which brought you up out of the land of
Egypt.

32:9 nin' said to Mosheh: | have seen
these people, and behold, they are a stiff-
necked people.

32:10 Now therefore leave ME alone, that
MY wrath may burn hot against them, and
that | may consume them; and | will make
of you a great nation.
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32:11 Mosheh begged nin' his ELOHIM,
and said: nin*, why does YOUR wrath burn
hot against YOUR people, that YOU have
brought out of the land of Egypt with great
power and with a mighty hand?

32:12 Why should the Egyptians speak,
saying: HE brought them forth for evil, to
kill them in the mountains, and to
consume them from the surface of the
earth? Turn from YOUR fierce wrath, and
repent of this evil against YOUR people.
32:13 Remember Abraham, Yitzchak, and
YisraEL, YOUR servants, to whom YOU swore
by YOUR own self, and said to them: | will
multiply your seed as the stars of the
shamayim, and all this Land that | have
spoken of | will give to your seed, and they
shall inherit it forever.

32:14 nine repented of the evil which HE
said HE would do to HIS people.

32:15 Mosheh turned, and went down
from the mountain, with the two tablets of
the Testimony in his hand; tablets that
were written on both their sides; on the one
side and on the other they were written.
32:16 The tablets were the work of ELOHIM,
and the writing was the writing of ELOHIM,
engraved on the tables.

32:17 When YAHshua heard the noise of
the people as they shouted, he said to
Mosheh: There is the noise of war in the
camp.

32:18 He said: It is not the voice of those
who shout for victory, neither is it the voice
of those who cry for being overcome; but
the noise of those who sing that | hear.
32:19 It happened, as soon as he came
near to the camp, that he saw the calf and
the dancing: and Mosheh’s anger grew hot,
and he threw the tablets out of his hands,
and broke them beneath the mountain.
32:20 He took the calf which they had
made, and burnt it with fire, ground it to
powder, and scattered it on the water, and
made the children of YisraEL drink of it.
32:21 Mosheh said to Aharon: What did
these people do to you, that you have
brought a great sin on them?
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32:22 Aharon said: Do not let the anger of
my adon grow hot. You know the people,
that they are set on evil.

32:23 For they said to me: Make us
elohim, which shall go before us; for as for
this Mosheh, the man who brought us up
out of the land of Egypt, we do not know
what has become of him.

32:24 | said to them: Whoever has any
gold, let them take it off: so, they gave it to
me; and | threw it into the fire, and out
came this calf.

32:25 When Mosheh saw that the people
were unrestrained, for Aharon had let them
loose to the derision of their enemies,
32:26 then Mosheh stood in the gate of the
camp, and said: Whoever is on nin'’s side,
come to me. All the sons of Levi gathered
themselves together to him.

32:27 He said to them: Thus, says nint, the
ELOHIM of YisraEL, every man put his sword
on his thigh, and go back and forth from
gate to gate throughout the camp, and
every man Kill his brother, and every man
his companion, and every man his
neighbor.

32:28 The sons of Levi did according to the
word of Mosheh: and there fell of the
people that day about three thousand
men.

32:29 Mosheh said: Consecrate yourselves
today to nin', because every man has been
against his son, and against his own
brother; that HE may bestow on you a
blessing this day.

32:30 It happened on the next day, that
Mosheh said to the people: You have
sinned a great sin. Now | will go up to nine.
Perhaps | shall make atonement for your
sin.

32:31 Mosheh returned to nin', and said:
0, this people have sinned a great sin, and
have made themselves elohim of gold.
32:32 Yet now, if YOU will, forgive their sin,
and if not, please blot me out of YOUR
sephar which YOU have written.
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32:33 ninr said to Mosheh: Whoever has
sinned against ME, him will | blot out of MY
sephar.

32:34 Now go, lead the people to the place
of which | have spoken to you. Behold, MY
malach shall go before you. Nevertheless,
in the day when | punish, | will punish them
for their sin.

32:35 nInt struck the people with a
plague, because they made the calf, the
one which Aharon made.

33 Tent of moed | Mosheh meets ADONAI

33:1 nin' spoke to Mosheh, Depart, go up
from here, you and the people that you
have brought up out of the land of Egypt, to
the Land of which | swore to Abraham, to
Yitzchak, and to Yaaqob, saying: | will give
it to your seed.

33:2 | will send a malach before you; and |
will drive out the Canaanite, the Amorite,
and the Hittite, and the Perizzite, the
Hivite, and the Yebusite:

33:3 to a Land flowing with milk and
honey: for | will not go up in the midst of
you, for you are a stiff-necked people, lest
| consume you in the way.

33:4 When the people heard this evil news,
they mourned: and no one put on his
jewelry.

33:5 ninr said to Mosheh: Tell the children
of YisraEL: You are a stiff-necked people. If
| were to go up into your midst for one
moment, | would consume you. Therefore,
now take off your jewelry from you, that |
may know what to do to you.

33:6 The children of YisraceL stripped
themselves of their jewelry at Mount
Choreb and thereafter.

33:7 Now Mosheh used to take a tent and
to pitch it outside the camp, far away from
the camp, and he called it, the tent of
moed. It happened that everyone who
sought nin' went out to the tent of moed,
which was outside the camp.

33:8 It happened that when Mosheh went
out to the Tent, that all the people rose,
and stood, everyone at their tent door, and
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watched Mosheh, until he had gone into
the Tent.

33:9 It happened, when Mosheh entered
the Tent, that the pillar of cloud
descended, stood at the door of the Tent,
and spoke with Mosheh.

33:10 All the people saw the pillar of cloud
stand at the door of the Tent, and all the
people rose up and shachah, everyone at
their tent door.

33:11 ninr spoke to Mosheh face to face,
as a man speaks to his friend. He turned
again into the camp, but his servant
YAHshua, the son of Nun, a young man, did
not depart out of the Tent.

33:12 Mosheh said to nin': Behold, YOU
tell me: Bring up this people: and YOU have
not let me know whom YOU will shalach
with me. Yet YOU have said: | know you by
name, and you have also found grace in MY
sight.

33:13 Now therefore, if | have found grace
in YOUR sight, please show me now YOUR
way, that | may know YOU, so that | may
find grace in YOUR sight: and consider that
this nation is YOUR people.

33:14 HE said: MY presence will go with
you, and | will give you rest.

33:15 He said to him: If YOUR presence
does not go with me, do not carry us up
from here.

33:16 For how would people know that |
have found grace in YOUR sight, | and YOUR
people? Is not it in that YOU go with us, so
that we are sanctified, | and YOUR people,
from all the people who are on the surface
of the earth?

33:17 ninr said to Mosheh: | will do this
thing also that you have spoken; for you
have found grace in MY sight, and | know
you by name.

33:18 He said: Please show me YOUR glory.
33:19 HE said: | will make all MYy
comeliness pass before you, and will
proclaim MY name niInt before you. | will be
gracious to whom | will be gracious, and
will show mercy on whom | will show
mercy.
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33:20 HE said: You cannot see MY face, for
man may hot see ME and live.

33:21 aIn also said: Behold, there is a
place by ME, and you shall stand on the
rock.

33:22 It will happen, while MY glory passes
by, that | will put you in a cleft of the rock,
and will cover you with MY hand until | have
passed by;

33:23 then | will take away MY hand, and
you will see MY back; but MY face shall not
be seen.

34 YisraEL's covenantal obligations

34:1 nin' said to Mosheh: Chisel two stone
tablets like the first: and | will write on the
tablets the words that were on the first
tablets, which you broke.

34:2 Be ready by the morning, and come
up in the morning to Mount Sinai, and
present yourself there to ME on the top of
the mountain.

34:3 No one shall come up with you;
neither let anyone be seen throughout all
the mountain; neither let the flocks nor
herds feed before that mountain.

34:4 He chiseled two tablets of stone like
the first; and Mosheh rose up early in the
morning, and went up to Mount Sinai, as
NI had commanded him, and took in his
hand two stone tablets.

34:5 nin' descended in the cloud, and
stood with him there, and proclaimed the
name of nIn'.

34:6 nIn' passed by before him, and
proclaimed, nin'y, an', a merciful and
gracious EL, slow to anger, and abundant
in covenant-faithfulness and truth,

34:7 keeping covenant-faithfulness for
thousands, forgiving iniquity and
disobedience and sin; and that will by no
means clear the guilty, visiting the iniquity
of the fathers on the children, and on the
children’s children, on the third and on the
fourth generation.

34:8 Mosheh hurried and bowed his head
toward the earth, and shachah.
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34:9 He said: If now | have found grace in
YOUR sight ADONAI, please let ADONAI go in
the midst of us; although this is a stiff-
necked people; forgive our iniquity and our
sin, and take us for YOUR inheritance.
34:10 He said: Behold, | make a Covenant:
before all your people | will do marvels,
such as have not been worked in all the
earth, nor in any nation; and all the people
amongst you shall see the work of nins; for
it is an awesome thing that | do with you.
34:11 Observe that which | command you
this day. Behold, | drive out before you the
Amorite, the Canaanite, the Hittite, the
Perizzite, the Hivite, and the Yebusite.
34:12 Be careful, lest you make a
covenant with the inhabitants of the land
where you are going, lest it be for a share
in the midst of you:

34:13 but you shall break down their
altars, and dash in pieces their pillars, and
you shall cut down their asherim;

34:14 for you shall shachah no other EL: for
NN, whose hame is Jealous, is a jealous
EL.

34:15 Do not make a covenant with the
inhabitants of the land, lest they play the
whore after their elohim, and sacrifice to
their elohim, and one call you and you eat
of his sacrifice;

34:16 and you take of their daughters to
your sons, and their daughters play the
whore after their elohim, and make your
sons play the whore after their elohim.
34:17 You shall make no cast idols for
yourselves.

34:18 You shall keep the festival of
matstsah. Seven days you shall eat
matstsah, as | commanded you, at the
moed in the month Abib; for in the month
Abib you came out from Egypt.

34:19 All that opens the womb is MINE; and
all your livestock that is male, the firstborn
of cattle and sheep.

34:20 The firstborn of a donkey you shall
redeem with a lamb: and if you will not
redeem it, then you shall break its neck. All
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the firstborn of your sons you shall redeem.
No one shall appear before ME empty.
34:21 Six days you shall work, but on the
seventh day you shall rest: in plowing time
and in harvest you shall rest.

34:22 You shall observe the festival of
Shavuot with the first fruits of wheat
harvest, and the festival of harvest at the
year’s end.

34:23 Three times in the year all your
males shall appear before ADONAI, nIny;
the ELOHIM of YisraEL.

34:24 For | will drive out nations before you
and enlarge your borders; neither shall any
man desire your Land when you go up to
appear before nIn', your ELOHIM, three
times in the year.

34:25 You shall not offer the blood of MY
sacrifice with leavened bread; neither shall
the sacrifice of the festival of Pesach be
left to the morning.

34:26 You shall bring the first of the first
fruits of your ground to the house of nInt
your ELOHIM. You shall not boil a young
goat in its mother’s milk.

34:27 nin' said to Mosheh: Write you
these words: for in accordance with these
words | have made a Covenant with you
and with YisraEL.

34:28 He was there with nint forty days
and forty nights; he neither ate bread, nor
drank water. He wrote on the tablets the
devarim of the Covenant, the ten
commandments.

34:29 It happened, when Mosheh came
down from Mount Sinai with the two
tablets of the Testimony in Mosheh hand,
when he came down from the mountain,
that Mosheh did not know that the skin of
his face shone by reason of his speaking
with HIm.

34:30 When Aharon and all the children of
YisratEL saw Mosheh, behold, the skin of his
face shone; and they were afraid to come
near him.

34:31 Mosheh called to them, and Aharon
and all the rulers of the community
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returned to him; and Mosheh spoke to
them.

34:32 Afterward all the children of YisraEL
came near, and he gave them all the
commandments that nin* had spoken
with him on Mount Sinai.

34:33 When Mosheh was done speaking
with them, he put a veil on his face.

34:34 But when Mosheh went in before
nIn' to speak with HIM, he took the veil off,
until he came out; and he came out, and
spoke to the children of YisraEL that which
he was commanded.

34:35 The children of YisraeEL saw
Mosheh’s face, that the skin of Mosheh'’s
face shone: and Mosheh put the veil on his
face again, until he went in to speak with
HIM.

35 Preparations for tabernacle construction

35:1 Mosheh assembled all the
community of the children of YisraEL, and
said to them: These are the words which
nin' has commanded, that you should do
them.

35:2 six days shall work be done, but on
the seventh day there shall be a kadosh
day for you, a shabat of solemn rest to
nIn': whoever does any work in it shall be
put to death.

35:3 You shall kindle no fire throughout
your habitations on the shabat day.

35:4 Mosheh spoke to all the community
of the children of YisraEL, saying: This is the
thing which nin* commanded, saying:
35:5 Take from among you an offering to
nIn'. Whoever is of a willing heart, let him
bring it, nin'’s offering: gold, silver, brass,
35:6 blue, purple, scarlet, fine linen, goat’s
hair,

35:7 rams skins dyed red, sea cow hides,
shittim wood,

35:8 oil for the light, spices for the
anointing oil and for the sweet incense,
35:9 onyx stones, and stones to be set for
the ephod and for the breastplate.
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35:10 Let every wise-hearted man among
you come, and make all that nin* has
commanded:

35:11 the tabernacle, its outer covering, its
roof, its clasps, its boards, its bars, its
pillars, and its sockets;

35:12 the ark, and its poles,
kapporeth, the veil of the screen;
35:13 the table with its poles and all its
vessels, and the lechem hapanim;

35:14 the menorah also for the light, with
its vessels, its lamps, and the oil for the
light;

35:15 and the altar of incense with its
poles, the anointing oil, the sweet incense,
the screen for the door, at the door of the
tabernacle;

35:16 the altar of burnt offering, with its
grating of brass, it poles, and all its vessels,
the basin and its base;

35:17 the hangings of the court, its pillars,
their sockets, and the screen for the gate
of the court;

35:18 the pins of the tabernacle, the pins
of the court, and their cords;

35:19 the finely worked garments, for
serving in the kadosh place, the kadosh
garments for Aharon the kohen, and the
garments of his sons, to serve in the
kohen'’s office.

35:20 All the community of the children of
YisraeL departed from the presence of
Mosheh.

35:21 They came, everyone whose heart
stirred him up, and everyone whom his
spirit made willing, and brought nIn's
offering, for the work of the tent of moed,
and for all its service, and for the kadosh
garments.

35:22 They came, both men and women,
as many as were willing-hearted, and
brought brooches, earrings, signet rings,
and armlets, all jewels of gold; even every
man who offered an offering of gold to
hih N

35:23 Everyone, with whom was found
blue, purple, scarlet, fine linen, goats’ hair,

the
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rams skins dyed red, and sea cow hides,
brought them.

35:24 Everyone who offered an offering of
silver and brass brought nin''s offering;
and everyone, with whom was found
shittim wood for any work of the service,
brought it.

35:25 All the women who were wise-
hearted spun with their hands, and brought
that which they had spun, the blue, the
purple, the scarlet, and the fine linen.
35:26 All the women whose heart stirred
them up in wisdom spun the goat’s hair.
35:27 The rulers brought the onyx stones,
and the stones to be set, for the ephod and
for the breastplate;

35:28 and the spice, and the oil for the
light, for the anointing oil, and for the
sweet incense.

35:29 The children of YisraEL brought a
freewill offering to nIn'; every man and
woman, whose heart made them willing to
bring for all the work, which ain' had
commanded to be made by Mosheh.
35:30 Mosheh said to the children of
YisraEL, Behold, nin* has called by name
BezalEL the son of Uri, the son of Hur, of the
tribe of YAHudah.

35:31 HE has filled him with the RUACH of
ELOHIM, in wisdom, in understanding, in
knowledge, and in all kinds of
workmanship;

35:32 and to make skillful works, to work
in gold, in silver, in brass,

35:33 in cutting of stones for setting, and
in carving of wood, to work in all kinds of
skillful workmanship.

35:34 HE has put in his heart that he may
teach, both he, and Oholiab, the son of
Ahisamach, of the tribe of Dan.

35:35 HE has filled them with wisdom of
heart, to work all kinds of workmanship, of
the engraver, of the skillful workman, and
of the embroiderer, in blue, in purple, in
scarlet, and in fine linen, and of the
weaver, even of those who do any
workmanship, and of those who make
skillful works.
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36 Detalils of tabernacle construction

36:1 BezalEL and Oholiab shall work with
every wise-hearted man, in whom nIn® has
put wisdom and understanding to know
how to work all the work for the service of
the sanctuary, according to all that nin*
has commanded.

36:2 Mosheh called BezalEL and Oholiab,
and every wise-hearted man, in whose
heart nin* had put wisdom, even everyone
whose heart stirred him up to come to the
work to do it:

36:3 and they received from Mosheh all
the offering which the children of YisraEL
had brought for the work of the service of
the sanctuary, with which to make it. They
brought yet to him freewill offerings every
morning.

36:4 All the wise men, who performed all
the work of the sanctuary, each came from
his work which they did.

36:5 They spoke to Mosheh, saying: The
people bring much more than enough for
the service of the work which nine
commanded to make.

36:6 Mosheh gave commandment, and
they caused it to be proclaimed throughout
the camp, saying: Let neither man nor
woman make anything else for the offering
for the sanctuary. So, the people were
restrained from bringing.

36:7 For the stuff they had was sufficient
for all the work to make it, and too much.
36:8 All the wise-hearted men among
those who did the work made the
tabernacle with ten curtains; of fine twined
linen, blue, purple, and scarlet, with
cherubim, the work of the skillful
workman, they made them.

36:9 The length of each curtain was
twenty-eight cubits, and the breadth of
each curtain four cubits. All the curtains
had one measure.

36:10 He coupled five curtains to one
another, and the other five curtains he
coupled one to another.

36:11 He made loops of blue on the edge
of the one curtain from the edge in the
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coupling. Likewise, he made in the edge of
the curtain that was outmost in the second
coupling.

36:12 He made fifty loops in the one
curtain, and he made fifty loops in the edge
of the curtain that was in the second
coupling. The loops were opposite one to
another.

36:13 He made fifty clasps of gold, and
coupled the curtains one to another with
the clasps, so the tabernacle was a unit.
36:14 He made curtains of goat’s hair for
a covering over the tabernacle. He made
them eleven curtains.

36:15 The length of each curtain was thirty
cubits, and four cubits the breadth of each
curtain. The eleven curtains had one
measure.

36:16 He coupled five curtains by
themselves, and six curtains by
themselves.

36:17 He made fifty loops on the edge of
the curtain that was outmost in the
coupling, and he made fifty loops on the
edge of the curtain which was outmost in
the second coupling.

36:18 He made fifty clasps of brass to
couple the tent together, that it might be a
unit.

36:19 He made a covering for the tent of
ram’s skins dyed red, and a covering of sea
cow hides above.

36:20 He made the boards for the
tabernacle of shittim wood, standing up.
36:21 Ten cubits was the length of a board,
and a cubit and a half the breadth of each
board.

36:22 Each board had two tenons, joined
one to another. He made all the boards of
the tabernacle this way.

36:23 He made the boards for the
tabernacle: twenty boards for the south
side southward.

36:24 He made forty sockets of silver
under the twenty boards; two sockets
under one board for its two tenons, and
two sockets under another board for its
two tenons.
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36:25 For the second side of the
tabernacle, on the north side, he made
twenty boards,

36:26 and their forty sockets of silver; two
sockets under one board, and two sockets
under another board.

36:27 For the far part of the tabernacle
westward he made six boards.

36:28 He made two boards for the corners
of the tabernacle in the far part.

36:29 They were double beneath, and in
the same way they were all the way to its
top to one ring. He did this to both of them
in the two corners.

36:30 There were eight boards, and their
sockets of silver, sixteen sockets; under
every board two sockets.

36:31 He made bars of shittim wood; five
for the boards of the one side of the
tabernacle,

36:32 and five bars for the boards of the
other side of the tabernacle, and five bars
for the boards of the tabernacle for the
hinder part westward.

36:33 He made the middle bar to pass
through in the midst of the boards from the
one end to the other.

36:34 He overlaid the boards with gold,
and made their rings of gold for places for
the bars, and overlaid the bars with gold.
36:35 He made the veil of blue, purple,
scarlet, and fine twined linen: with
cherubim. He made it the work of a skillful
workman.

36:36 He made four pillars of shittim for it,
and overlaid them with gold. Their hooks
were of gold. He cast four sockets of silver
for them.

36:37 He made a screen for the door of the
tent, of blue, purple, scarlet, and fine
twined linen, the work of an embroiderer;
36:38 and the five pillars of it with their
hooks. He overlaid their capitals and their
fillets with gold, and their five sockets were
of brass.

37 Kapporeth | Menorah | Alter of incense
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37:1 BezalEL made the ark of shittim
wood. Its length was two and a half cubits,
and its breadth a cubit and a half, and a
cubit and a half its height.

37:2 He overlaid it with pure gold inside
and outside, and made a molding of gold
for it around it.

37:3 He cast four rings of gold for it, in its
four feet; even two rings on its one side,
and two rings on its other side.

37:4 He made poles of shittim wood, and
overlaid them with gold.

37:5 He put the poles into the rings on the
sides of the ark, to bear the ark.

37:6 He made a kapporeth of pure gold. Its
length was two and a half cubits, and a
cubit and a half its breadth.

37:7 He made two cherubim of gold. He
made them of beaten work, at the two
ends of the kapporeth;

37:8 one cherub at the one end, and one
cherub at the other end. He made the
cherubim of one piece with the kapporeth
at its two ends.

37:9 The cherubim spread out their wings
on high, covering the kapporeth with their
wings, with their faces toward one another.
The faces of the cherubim were toward the
kapporeth.

37:10 He made the table of shittim wood.
Its length was two cubits, and its breadth
was a cubit, and its height was a cubit and
a half.

37:11 He overlaid it with pure gold, and
made a gold molding around it.

37:12 He made a border of a handbreadth
around it, and made a golden molding on
its border around it.

37:13 He cast four rings of gold for it, and
put the rings in the four corners that were
on its four feet.

37:14 The rings were close by the border,
the places for the poles to carry the table.

37:15 He made the poles of shittim wood,
and overlaid them with gold, to carry the
table.

37:16 He made the vessels which were on
the table, its dishes, its spoons, its bowls,
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and its pitchers with which to pour out, of
pure gold.

37:17 He made the menorah!23! of pure
gold. He made the menorah of beaten
work. Its base, its shaft, its cups, its buds,
and its flowers were of one piece with it.
37:18 There were six branches going out of
its sides: three branches of the menorah
out of its one side, and three branches of
the menorah out of its other side:

37:19 three cups made like almond
blossoms in one branch, a bud, and a
flower, and three cups made like almond
blossoms in the other branch, a bud, and a
flower: so, for the six branches going out of
the menorah.

37:20 In the menorah were four cups
made like almond blossoms, its buds, and
its flowers;

37:21 and a bud under two branches of
one piece with it, and a bud under two
branches of one piece with it, and a bud
under two branches of one piece with it, for
the six branches going out of it.

37:22 Their buds and their branches were
of one piece with it. The whole thing was
one beaten work of pure gold.

37:23 He made its seven lamps, and its
snuffers, and its snuff dishes, of pure gold.
37:24 He made it of a talent of pure gold,
with all its vessels.

37:25 He made the altar of incense of
shittim wood. It was square: its length was
a cubit, and its breadth a cubit. Its height
was two cubits. Its horns were of one piece
with it.

37:26 He overlaid it with pure gold, its top,
its sides around it, and its horns. He made
a gold molding around it.

37:27 He made two golden rings for it
under its molding crown, on its two ribs, on
its two sides, for places for poles with
which to carry it.

37:28 He made the poles of shittim wood,
and overlaid them with gold.

37:29 He made the kadosh anointing oil
and the pure incense of sweet spices, after
the art of the perfumer.
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[23] Vs 37:17 - Seven golden candle-lampstand

38 Altar of burnt offering | Bronze basin

38:1 He made the altar of burnt offering of
shittim wood. It was square. Its length was
five cubits, its breadth was five cubits, and
its height was three cubits.

38:2 He made its horns on its four corners.
Its horns were of one piece with it, and he
overlaid it with brass.

38:3 He made all the vessels of the altar,
the pots, the shovels, the sprinkling bowils,
the forks, and the censers. He made all its
vessels of brass.

38:4 He made for the altar a grating of a
network of brass, under the ledge around
it beneath, reaching halfway up.

38:5 He cast four rings for the four ends of
brass grating, to be places for the poles.
38:6 He made the poles of shittim wood,
and overlaid them with brass.

38:7 He put the poles into the rings on the
sides of the altar, with which to carry it. He
made it hollow with planks.

38:8 He made the basin of brass, and its
base of brass, out of the mirrors of the
serving women who served at the door of
the tent of moed.

38:9 He made the court: for the south side
southward the hangings of the court were
of fine twined linen, one hundred cubits;
38:10 their pillars were twenty, and their
sockets twenty, of brass; the hooks of the
pillars and their fillets were of silver.
38:11 For the north side one hundred
cubits, their pillars twenty, and their
sockets twenty, of brass; the hooks of the
pillars, and their fillets, of silver.

38:12 For the west side were hangings of
fifty cubits, their pillars ten, and their
sockets ten; the hooks of the pillars, and
their fillets, of silver.

38:13 For the east side eastward fifty
cubits.

38:14 The hangings for the one side were
fifteen cubits; their pillars three, and their
sockets three;
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38:15 and so for the other side: on this
hand and that hand by the gate of the court
were hangings of fifteen cubits; their pillars
three, and their sockets three.

38:16 All the hangings around the court
were of fine twined linen.

38:17 The sockets for the pillars were of
brass. The hooks of the pillars and their
fillets were of silver; and the overlaying of
their capitals, of silver; and all the pillars of
the court were filleted with silver.

38:18 The screen for the gate of the court
was the work of the embroiderer, of blue,
purple, scarlet, and fine twined linen.
Twenty cubits was the length, and the
height in the breadth was five cubits, like
to the hangings of the court.

38:19 Their pillars were four, and their
sockets four, of brass; their hooks of silver,
and the overlaying of their capitals, and
their fillets, of silver.

38:20 All the pins of the tabernacle, and
around the court, were of brass.

38:21 This is the amount of material used
for the tabernacle, even the tent of the
Testimony, as they were counted,
according to the commandment of
Mosheh, for the service of the Levites, by
the hand of Ithamar, the son of Aharon the
kohen.

38:22 BezalEL the son of Uri, the son of
Hur, of the tribe of YAHudah, made all that
nin' commanded Mosheh.

38:23 With him was Oholiab, the son of
Ahisamach, of the tribe of Dan, an
engraver, and a skillful workman, and an
embroiderer in blue, in purple, in scarlet,
and in fine linen.

38:24 All the gold that was used for the
work in all the work of the sanctuary, even
the gold of the offering, was twenty-nine
talents, and seven hundred thirty shekels,
after the shekel of the sanctuary.

38:25 The silver of those who were
numbered of the community was one
hundred talents, and one thousand seven
hundred seventy-five shekels, after the
shekel of the sanctuary:
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38:26 a beka a head, that is, half a shekel,
after the shekel of the sanctuary, for
everyone who passed over to those who
were numbered, from twenty years old and
upward, for six hundred three thousand
five hundred fifty men.

38:27 The one hundred talents of silver
were for casting the sockets of the
sanctuary, and the sockets of the veil; one
hundred sockets for the one hundred
talents, a talent for a socket.

38:28 Of the one thousand seven hundred
seventy-five shekels he made hooks for
the pillars, overlaid their capitals, and
made fillets for them.

38:29 The brass of the offering was
seventy talents, and two thousand four
hundred shekels.

38:30 With this he made the sockets to the
door of the tent of moed, the bronze altar,
the bronze grating for it, all the vessels of
the altar,

38:31 the sockets around the court, the
sockets of the gate of the court, all the pins
of the tabernacle, and all the pins around
the court.

39 Aharon’s kohen garments

39:1 Of the blue, purple, and scarlet, they
made finely worked garments, for serving
in the kadosh place, and made the kadosh
garments for Aharon; as nin' commanded
Mosheh.

39:2 He made the ephod of gold, blue,
purple, scarlet, and fine twined linen.

39:3 They beat the gold into thin plates,
and cut it into wires, to work it in the blue,
in the purple, in the scarlet, and in the fine
linen, the work of the skillful workman.
39:4 They made shoulder straps for it,
joined together. At the two ends it was
joined together.

39:5 The skillfully woven band that was on
it, with which to fasten it on, was of the
same piece, like its work; of gold, of blue,
purple, scarlet, and fine twined linen; as
nin' commanded Mosheh.
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39:6 They worked the onyx stones,
enclosed in settings of gold, engraved with
the engravings of a signet, according to the
names of the children of YisraEL.

39:7 He put them on the shoulder straps of
the ephod, to be stones of memorial for the
children of YisraEL, as nin* commanded
Mosheh.

39:8 He made the breastplate, the work of
a skillful workman, like the work of the
ephod; of gold, of blue, purple, scarlet, and
fine twined linen.

399 It was square. They made the
breastplate double. Its length was a span,
and its breadth a span, being double.
39:10 They set in it four rows of stones. A
row of ruby, topaz, and beryl was the first
row;

39:11 and the second row, a turquoise, a
sapphire, and an emerald;

39:12 and the third row, a jacinth, an
agate, and an amethyst;

39:13 and the fourth row, a chrysolite, an
ohyx, and a jasper. They were enclosed in
gold settings.

39:14 The stones were according to the
names of the children of YisraEL, twelve,
according to their names; like the
engravings of a signet, everyone according
to his name, for the twelve tribes.

39:15 They made on the breastplate
chains like cords, of braided work of pure
gold.

39:16 They made two settings of gold, and
two gold rings, and put the two rings on the
two ends of the breastplate.

39:17 They put the two braided chains of
gold in the two rings at the ends of the
breastplate.

39:18 The other two ends of the two
braided chains they put on the two
settings, and put them on the shoulder
straps of the ephod, in its front.

39:19 They made two rings of gold, and
put them on the two ends of the
breastplate, on its edge, which was toward
the side of the ephod inward.
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39:20 They made two rings of gold, and
put them on the two shoulder straps of the
ephod underneath, in its front, close by its
coupling, above the skillfully woven band
of the ephod.

39:21 They bound the breastplate by its
rings to the rings of the ephod with a lace
of blue, that it might be on the skillfully
woven band of the ephod, and that the
breastplate might not come loose from the
ephod, as nin* commanded Mosheh.
39:22 He made the robe of the ephod of
woven work, all blue.

39:23 The opening of the robe in its midst
was like the opening of a coat of mail, with
a binding around its opening, that it should
not be torn.

39:24 They made on the skirts of the robe
pomegranates of blue, purple, scarlet, and
twined linen.

39:25 They made bells of pure gold, and
put the bells between the pomegranates
around the skirts of the robe, between the
pomegranates;

39:26 a bell and a pomegranate, a bell and
a pomegranate, around the skirts of the
robe, to serve in, as nIn' commanded
Mosheh.

39:27 They made the coats of fine linen of
woven work for Aharon, and for his sons,
39:28 and the turban of fine linen, and the
linen headbands of fine linen, and the linen
breeches of fine twined linen,

39:29 and the sash of fine twined linen,
and blue, and purple, and scarlet, the work
of the embroiderer, as nIn' commanded
Mosheh.

39:30 They made the plate of the kadosh
crown of pure gold, and wrote on it a
writing, like the engravings of a signet:
Kadosh to nine.

39:31 They tied to it a lace of blue, to
fasten it on the turban above, as nin'
commanded Mosheh.

39:32 Thus all the work of the tabernacle
of the tent of moed was finished. The
children of YisraEL did according to all that
nin' commanded Mosheh; so, they did.
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39:33 They brought the tabernacle to
Mosheh, the tent, with all its furniture, its
clasps, its boards, its bars, its pillars, its
sockets,

39:34 the covering of ram’s skins dyed red,
the covering of sea cow hides, the veil of
the screen,

39:35 the ark of the Testimony with its
poles, the kapporeth,

39:36 the table, all its vessels, the lechem
hapanim,

39:37 the pure menorah, its lamps, even
the lamps to be set in order, all its vessels,
the oil for the light,

39:38 the golden altar, the anointing oil,
the sweet incense, the screen for the door
of the tabernacle,

39:39 the bronze altar, its grating of brass,
its poles, all its vessels, the basin and its
base,

39:40 the hangings of the court, its pillars,
its sockets, the screen for the gate of the
court, its cords, its pins, all the instruments
of the service of the tabernacle, for the tent
of moed,

39:41 the finely worked garments for
serving in the kadosh place, the kadosh
garments for Aharon the kohen, and the
garments of his sons, to serve in the
kohen'’s office.

39:42 According to all that nine
commanded Mosheh, so the children of
YisraEL did all the work.

39:43 Mosheh saw all the work, and
behold, they had done it as nin' had
commanded, even so had they done it: and
Mosheh blessed them.

40 Tabernacle raised

40:1 a1 spoke to Mosheh, saying:

40:2 On the first day of the first month you
shall raise up the tabernacle of the tent of
moed.

40:3 You shall put the ark of the Testimony
in it, and you shall screen the ark with the
veil.
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40:4 You shall bring in the table, and set in
order the things that are on it. You shall
bring in the menorah, and light its lamps.
40:5 You shall set the golden altar for
incense before the ark of the Testimony,
and put the screen of the door to the
tabernacle.

40:6 You shall set the altar of burnt
offering before the door of the tabernacle
of the tent of moed.

40:7 You shall set the basin between the
tent of moed and the altar, and shall put
water therein.

40:8 You shall set up the court around it,
and hang up the screen of the gate of the
court.

40:9 You shall take the anointing oil, and
anoint the tabernacle, and all that is in it,
and shall make it kadosh, and all its
furniture: and it will be kadosh.

40:10 You shall anoint the altar of burnt
offering, with all its vessels, and sanctify
the altar: and the altar will be most
kadosh.

40:11 You shall anoint the basin and its
base, and sanctify it.

40:12 You shall bring Aharon and his sons
to the door of the tent of moed, and shall
wash them with water.

40:13 You shall put on Aharon the kadosh
garments; and you shall anoint him, and
sanctify him, that he may serve ME in the
kohen's office.

40:14 You shall bring his sons, and put
coats on them.

40:15 You shall anoint them, as you
anointed their father, that they may serve
ME in the kohen’s office. Their anointing
shall be to them for an everlasting
priesthood throughout their generations.
40:16 Mosheh did so. According to all that
AN commanded him, so he did.

40:17 It happened in the first month in the
second year, on the first day of the month,
that the tabernacle was raised up.

40:18 Mosheh raised up the tabernacle,
and laid its sockets, and set up its boards,
and put in its bars, and raised up its pillars.



40:19 He spread the covering over the
tent, and put the roof of the tabernacle
above on it, as nin* commanded Mosheh.
40:20 He took and put the Testimony into
the ark, and set the poles on the ark, and
put the kapporeth above on the ark.
40:21 He brought the ark into the
tabernacle, and set up the veil of the
screen, and screened the ark of the
Testimony, as nin* commanded Mosheh.
40:22 He put the table in the tent of moed,
on the side of the tabernacle northward,
outside of the veil.

40:23 He set the bread in order on it before
NIy, as nin' commanded Mosheh.

40:24 He put the menorah in the tent of
moed, opposite the table, on the side of the
tabernacle southward.

40:25 He lit the lamps before nine, as nint
commanded Mosheh.

40:26 He put the golden altar in the tent of
moed before the veil;

40:27 and he burnt incense of sweet
spices on it, as nin* commanded Mosheh.
40:28 He put up the screen of the door to
the tabernacle.

40:29 He set the altar of burnt offering at
the door of the tabernacle of the tent of
moed, and offered on it the burnt offering
and the meal offering, as n*
commanded Mosheh.
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40:30 He set the basin between the tent of
moed and the altar, and put water therein,
with which to wash.

40:31 Mosheh, Aharon, and his sons
washed their hands and their feet there.
40:32 When they went into the tent of
moed, and when they came near to the
altar, they washed, as nin* commanded
Mosheh.

40:33 He raised up the court around the
tabernacle and the altar, and set up the
screen of the gate of the court. So, Mosheh
finished the work.

40:34 Then the cloud covered the tent of
moed, and the glory of nin' filled the
tabernacle.

40:35 Mosheh was not able to enter the
tent of moed, because the cloud stayed on
it, and nin'’s glory filled the tabernacle.
40:36 When the cloud was taken up from
over the tabernacle, the children of YisraEL
went onward, throughout all their journeys;
40:37 but if the cloud was not taken up,
then they did not travel until the day that it
was taken up.

40:38 For the cloud of nIn' was on the
tabernacle by day, and there was fire in the
cloud by night, in the sight of all the house
of YisraEL, throughout all their journeys.

1 Burnt offerings

nin' called to Mosheh, and spoke to him
out of the tent of moed, saying:

1:2 Speak to the children of YisraEL, and
tell them: When anyone of you offers an
offering to nIn', you shall offer your
offering of the livestock, from the herd and
from the flock.

1:3 If his offering is a burnt offering from
the herd, he shall offer a male without
blemish. He shall offer it at the door of the
tent of moed, that he may be accepted
before nine.

1:4 He shall lay his hand on the head of the
burnt offering, and it shall be accepted for
him to make atonement for him.

1:5 He shall slay the bull before nIn'.
Aharon's sons, the kohanim, shall present
the blood and sprinkle the blood around on
the altar that is at the door of the tent of
moed.

1:6 He shall flay the burnt offering, and cut
it into pieces.

1:7 The sons of Aharon the kohen shall put
fire on the altar, and lay wood in order on
the fire;

1:8 and Aharon's sons, the kohanim, shall
lay the pieces, the head, and the fat in
order on the wood that is on the fire which
is on the altar;

1:9 but its innards and its legs he shall first
wash with water. The kohen shall burn the
whole on the altar, for a burnt offering, an
offering made by fire, of a pleasant aroma
to nine.

1:10 If his offering is from the flock, from
the sheep, or from the goats, for a burnt
offering, he shall offer a male without
blemish.

1:11 He shall slay it on the north side of the
altar before nIn'. Aharon's sons, the
kohanim, shall sprinkle its blood around on
the altar.
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1:12 He shall cut it into its pieces, with its
head and its fat. The kohen shall lay them
in order on the wood that is on the fire
which is on the altar,

1:13 but the innards and the legs he shall
first wash with water. The kohen shall offer
the whole, and burn it on the altar. It is a
burnt offering, an offering made by fire, of
a pleasant aroma to nin'.

1:14 If his offering to nin' is a burnt
offering of birds, then he shall offer his
offering of turtledoves, or of young
pigeons.

1:15 The kohen shall bring it to the altar,
and wring off its head, and burn it on the
altar; and its blood shall be drained out on
the side of the altar;

1:16 and he shall take away its crop with
its filth, and cast it beside the altar on the
east part, in the place of the ashes.

1:17 He shall tear it by its wings, but shall
not divide it apart. The kohen shall burn it
on the altar, on the wood that is on the fire.
It is a burnt offering, an offering made by
fire, of a pleasant aroma to nIn'.

2 Grain offerings

2:1 When anyone offers an offering of a
meal offering to nine, his offering shall be
of fine flour; and he shall pour oil on it, and
put frankincense on it.

2:2 He shall bring it to Aharon's sons, the
kohanim; and he shall take his handful of
its fine flour, and of its oil, with all its
frankincense; and the kohen shall burn
this memorial portion on the altar, an
offering made by fire, of a pleasant aroma
to nine.

2:3 That which is left of the meal offering
shall be Aharon's and his sons'. It is a most
kadosh thing of the offerings of nin* made
by fire.

2:4 When you offer an offering of a meal
offering baked in the oven, it shall be
unleavened cakes of fine flour mixed with
oil, or unleavened wafers anointed with oil.
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2:5 If your offering is a meal offering of the
griddle, it shall be of unleavened fine flour,
mixed with oil.

2:6 You shall cut it in pieces, and pour oil
on it. It is a meal offering.

2:7 If your offering is a meal offering of the
pan, it shall be made of fine flour with oil.
2:8 You shall bring the meal offering that
is made of these things to nin': and it shall
be presented to the kohen, and he shall
bring it to the altar.

2:9 The kohen shall take from the meal
offering its memorial, and shall burn it on
the altar, an offering made by fire, of a
pleasant aroma to nin'.

2:10 That which is left of the meal offering
shall be Aharon's and his sons. It is a thing
most kadosh of the offerings of nin' made
by fire.

2:11 No meal offering, which you shall
offer to nin', shall be made with leaven; for
you shall burn no leaven, nor any honey, as
an offering made by fire to nin'.

2:12 As an offering of first fruits you shall
offer them to nin': but they shall not
ascend for a pleasant aroma on the altar.
2:13 Every offering of your meal offering
you shall season with salt; neither shall you
allow the salt of the Covenant of your
ELOHIM to be lacking from your meal
offering. With all your offerings you shall
offer salt.

2:14 If you offer a meal offering of first
fruits to nInt, you shall offer for the meal
offering of your first fruits grain in the ear
parched with fire, bruised grain of the fresh
ear.

2:15 You shall put oil on it, and lay
frankincense on it: it is a meal offering.
2:16 The kohen shall burn as its memorial,
part of its bruised grain, and part of its oil,
along with all its frankincense: it is an
offering made by fire to nin'.

3 Peace offerings

3:1 If his offering is a sacrifice of peace
offerings; if he offers it from the herd,
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whether male or female, he shall offer it
without blemish before nin.

3:2 He shall lay his hand on the head of his
offering, and slay it at the door of the tent
of moed: and Aharon's sons, the kohanim
shall sprinkle the blood around on the
altar.

3:3 He shall offer of the sacrifice of peace
offerings an offering made by fire to ninr;
the fat that covers the innards, and all the
fat that is on the innards,

3:4 and the two kidneys, and the fat that is
on them, which is by the loins, and the
cover on the liver, with the kidneys, he shall
take away.

3:5 Aharon's sons shall burn it on the altar
on the burnt offering, which is on the wood
that is on the fire: it is an offering made by
fire, of a pleasant aroma to nint.

3:6 If his offering for a sacrifice of peace
offerings to nint is from the flock; male or
female, he shall offer it without blemish.
3:7 If he offers a lamb for his offering, then
he shall offer it before niny;

3:8 and he shall lay his hand on the head
of his offering, and slay it before the tent of
moed: and Aharon's sons shall sprinkle its
blood around on the altar.

3:9 He shall offer from the sacrifice of
peace offerings an offering made by fire to
NNy its fat, the entire tail fat, he shall take
away close to the backbone; and the fat
that covers the inwards, and all the fat that
is on the inwards,

3:10 and the two kidneys, and the fat that
is on them, which is by the loins, and the
cover on the liver, with the kidneys, he shall
take away.

3:11 The kohen shall burn it on the altar: it
is the food of the offering made by fire to
hih N

3:12 If his offering is a goat, then he shall
offer it before nint:

3:13 and he shall lay his hand on its head,
and slay it before the tent of moed; and the
sons of Aharon shall sprinkle its blood
around on the altar.
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3:14 He shall offer from it as his offering,
an offering made by fire to nin; the fat
that covers the innards, and all the fat that
is on the innards,

3:15 and the two kidneys, and the fat that
is on them, which is by the loins, and the
cover on the liver, with the kidneys, he shall
take away.

3:16 The kohen shall burn them on the
altar: it is the food of the offering made by
fire, for a pleasant aroma; all the fat is
nInr's.

3:17 It shall be a perpetual statute
throughout your generations in all your
dwellings, that you shall eat neither fat nor
blood.

4 Sin offerings

4:1 nint spoke to Mosheh, saying:

4:2 Speak to the children of YisraEL,
saying: If anyone sins unintentionally, in
any of the things which nn* has
commanded not to be done, and does any
one of them:

4:3 if the mashiach kohen sins so as to
bring guilt on the people, then let him offer
for his sin, which he has sinned, a young
bull without blemish to nmnr for a sin
offering.

4:4 He shall bring the bull to the door of the
tent of moed before nint; and he shall lay
his hand on the head of the bull, and slay
the bull before nin'.

4:5 The mashiach kohen shall take some
of the blood of the bull, and bring it to the
tent of moed.

4:6 The kohen shall dip his finger in the
blood, and sprinkle some of the blood
seven times before nint, before the veil of
the sanctuary.

4:7 The kohen shall put some of the blood
on the horns of the altar of sweet incense
before nin', which is in the tent of moed,
and he shall pour out all of rest of the blood
of the bull at the base of the altar of burnt
offering, which is at the door of the tent of
moed.
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4:8 He shall take all the fat of the bull of
the sin offering off it; the fat that covers the
innards, and all the fat that is on the
innards,

4:9 and the two kidneys, and the fat that is
on them, which is by the loins, and the
cover on the liver, with the kidneys, he shall
take away,

4:10 as it is taken off the bull of the
sacrifice of peace offerings. The kohen
shall burn them on the altar of burnt
offering.

4:11 The bull's skin, all its flesh, with its
head, and with its legs, its innards, and its
dung,

4:12 even the whole bull shall he carry
forth outside the camp to a clean place,
where the ashes are poured out, and burn
it on wood with fire. Where the ashes are
poured out it shall be burned.

4:13 If the whole community of YisraEL
sins, and the thing is hidden from the eyes
of the gahal, and they have done any of the
things which nin' has commanded not to
be done, and are guilty;

4:14 when the sin in which they have
sinned is known, then the gahal shall offer
a young bull for a sin offering, and bring it
before the tent of moed.

4:15 The elders of the community shall lay
their hands on the head of the bull before
N1 and the bull shall be slain before nin'.
4:16 The mashiach kohen shall bring of
the blood of the bull to the tent of moed:
4:17 and the kohen shall dip his finger in
the blood, and sprinkle it seven times
before nin, before the veil.

4:18 He shall put some of the blood on the
horns of the altar which is before nint, that
is in the tent of moed; and the rest of the
blood he shall pour out at the base of the
altar of burnt offering, which is at the door
of the tent of moed.

4:19 All its fat he shall take from it, and
burn it on the altar.

4:20 Thus shall he do with the bull; as he
did with the bull of the sin offering, so shall
he do with this; and the kohen shall make
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atonement for them, and they shall be
forgiven.

4:21 He shall carry forth the bull outside
the camp, and burn it as he burned the first
bull. It is the sin offering for the gahal.
4:22 When a ruler sins, and unwittingly
does any one of all the things which nint
his ELOHIM has commanded not to be
done, and is guilty;

4:23 if his sin, in which he has sinned, is
made known to him, he shall bring as his
offering a goat, a male without blemish.
4:24 He shall lay his hand on the head of
the goat, and slay it in the place where they
slay the burnt offering before nin. It is a
sin offering.

4:25 The kohen shall take some of the
blood of the sin offering with his finger, and
put it on the horns of the altar of burnt
offering. He shall pour out the rest of its
blood at the base of the altar of burnt
offering.

4:26 All its fat he shall burn on the altar,
like the fat of the sacrifice of peace
offerings; and the kohen shall make
atonement for him concerning his sin, and
he will be forgiven.

4:27 If anyone of the common people sins
unwittingly, in doing any of the things
which nIn* has commanded not to be
done, and is guilty;

4:28 if his sin, which he has sinned, is
made known to him, then he shall bring for
his offering a goat, a female without
blemish, for his sin which he has sinned.
4:29 He shall lay his hand on the head of
the sin offering, and slay the sin offering in
the place of burnt offering.

4:30 The kohen shall take some of its
blood with his finger, and put it on the
horns of the altar of burnt offering; and the
rest of its blood he shall pour out at the
base of the altar.

4:31 All its fat he shall take away, like the
fat is taken away from off the sacrifice of
peace offerings; and the kohen shall burn
it on the altar for a pleasant aroma to nin;
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and the kohen shall make atonement for
him, and he will be forgiven.

4:32 If he brings a lamb as his offering for
a sin offering, he shall bring a female
without blemish.

4:33 He shall lay his hand on the head of
the sin offering, and slay it for a sin offering
in the place where they slay the burnt
offering.

4:34 The kohen shall take some of the
blood of the sin offering with his finger, and
put it on the horns of the altar of burnt
offering; and all the rest of its blood he
shall pour out at the base of the altar.
4:35 All its fat he shall take away, like the
fat of the lamb is taken away from the
sacrifice of peace offerings; and the kohen
shall burn them on the altar, on the
offerings of niIn' made by fire; and the
kohen shall make atonement for him
concerning his sin that he has sinned, and
he will be forgiven.

5 Guilt offerings

5:1 If anyone sins, in that he hears the
voice of oath, he being a witness, whether
he has seen or known, if he does not
declare it, then he shall bear his iniquity.
5:2 Or if anyone touches any unclean thing,
whether it is the carcass of an unclean
animal, or the carcass of unclean livestock,
or the carcass of unclean creeping things,
and it is hidden from him, and he is
unclean, then he shall be guilty.

5:3 Or if he touches the uncleanness of
man, whatever his uncleanness is with
which he is unclean, and it is hidden from
him; when he knows of it, then he shall be
guilty.

5:4 Or if anyone swears rashly with his lips
to do evil, or to do good, whatever it is that
a man might utter rashly with an oath, and
it is hidden from him; when he knows of it,
then he shall be guilty of one of these.

5:5 It shall be, when he is guilty of one of
these, he shall confess that in which he has
sinned:



1-3 Vayikra : Leviticus [Lev]

5:6 and he shall bring his trespass offering
to nin for his sin which he has sinned, a
female from the flock, a lamb, or a goat,
for a sin offering; and the kohen shall
make atonement for him concerning his
sin.

5:7 If he cannot afford a lamb, then he
shall bring his trespass offering for that in
which he has sinned, two turtledoves, or
two young pigeons, to nin'; one for a sin
offering, and the other for a burnt offering.
5:8 He shall bring them to the kohen, who
shall first offer the one which is for the sin
offering, and wring off its head from its
neck, but shall not sever it completely.

5:9 He shall sprinkle some of the blood of
the sin offering on the side of the altar; and
the rest of the blood shall be drained out at
the base of the altar. It is a sin offering.
5:10 He shall offer the second for a burnt
offering, according to the ordinance; and
the kohen shall make atonement for him
concerning his sin which he has sinned,
and he shall be forgiven.

5:11 But if he cannot afford two
turtledoves, or two young pigeons, then he
shall bring his offering for that in which he
has sinned, the tenth part of an ephah of
fine flour for a sin offering. He shall put no
oil on it, neither shall he put any
frankincense on it, for it is a sin offering.
5:12 He shall bring it to the kohen, and the
kohen shall take his handful of it as the
memorial portion, and burn it on the altar,
on the offerings of nin* made by fire. It is a
sin offering.

5:13 The kohen shall make atonement for
him concerning his sin that he has sinned
in any of these things, and he will be
forgiven; and the rest shall be the kohen's,
as the meal offering.

5:14 nin' spoke to Mosheh, saying:

5:15 If anyone commits a trespass, and
sins unwittingly, in the kadosh things of
nin'; then he shall bring his trespass
offering to nIn', a ram without blemish
from the flock, according to your
estimation in silver by shekels, after the
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shekel of the sanctuary, for a trespass
offering.

5:16 He shall make restitution for that
which he has done wrong in the kadosh
thing, and shall add a fifth part to it, and
give it to the kohen; and the kohen shall
make atonement for him with the ram of
the trespass offering, and he will be
forgiven.

5:17 If anyone sins, and does any of the
things which nin* has commanded not to
be done; though he did not know it, yet he
is guilty, and shall bear his iniquity.

5:18 He shall bring a ram without blemish
from of the flock, according to your
estimation, for a trespass offering, to the
kohen; and the kohen shall make
atonement for him concerning the thing in
which he sinned and did not know it, and
he will be forgiven.

5:19 It is a trespass offering. He is certainly
guilty before nine.

6 Administration of Offerings (i)

6:1 n1n' spoke to Mosheh, saying:

6:2 If anyone sins, and commits a trespass
against nIn', and deals falsely with his
neighbor in a matter of deposit, or of
bargain, or of robbery, or has oppressed his
neighbor,

6:3 or has found that which was lost, and
dealt falsely therein, and swearing to a lie;
in any of all these things that a man does,
sinning therein;

6:4 then it shall be, if he has sinned, and is
guilty, he shall restore that which he took
by robbery, or the thing which he has
gotten by oppression, or the deposit which
was committed to him, or the lost thing
which he found,

6:5 or anything about which he has sworn
falsely; he shall restore it even in full, and
shall add a fifth part more to it. To him to
whom it belongs he shall give it, in the day
of his being found guilty.

6:6 He shall bring his trespass offering to
NN, a ram without blemish from the flock,
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according to your estimation, for a
trespass offering, to the kohen.

6:7 The kohen shall make atonement for
him before nin', and he will be forgiven
concerning whatever he does to become
guilty.

6:8 nIn' spoke to Mosheh, saying:

6:9 Command Aharon and his sons,
saying: This is the Torah of the burnt
offering: the burnt offering shall be on the
hearth on the altar all night until the
morning; and the fire of the altar shall be
kept burning on it.

6:10 The kohen shall put on his linen
garment, and he shall put on his linen
breeches upon his body; and he shall
remove the ashes from where the fire has
consumed the burnt offering on the altar,
and he shall put them beside the altar.
6:11 He shall take off his garments, and
put on other garments, and carry the ashes
outside the camp to a clean place.

6:12 The fire on the altar shall be kept
burning on it, it shall not go out; and the
kohen shall burn wood on it every morning:
and he shall lay the burnt offering in order
upon it, and shall burn on it the fat of the
peace offerings.

6:13 Fire shall be kept burning on the altar
continually; it shall not go out.

6:14 This is the Torah of the meal offering:
the sons of Aharon shall offer it before
NI, before the altar.

6:15 He shall take from there his handful
of the fine flour of the meal offering, and
of its oil, and all the frankincense which is
on the meal offering, and shall burn it on
the altar for a pleasant aroma, as its
memorial, to ninr.

6:16 That which is left of it, Aharon and his
sons shall eat. It shall be eaten without
leaven in a kadosh place. They shall eat it
in the court of the tent of moed.

6:17 It shall not be baked with leaven. |
have given it as their portion of my
offerings made by fire. It is most kadosh,
as the sin offering, and as the trespass
offering.
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6:18 Every male among the children of
Aharon shall eat of it, as their portion
forever throughout your generations, from
the offerings of nin* made by fire. Whoever
touches them shall be kadosh.

6:19 nin' spoke to Mosheh, saying:

6:20 This is the offering of Aharon and of
his sons, which they shall offer to nin® in
the day when he is anointed: the tenth part
of an ephah of fine flour for a meal offering
perpetually, half of it in the morning, and
half of it in the evening.

6:21 It shall be made with oil in a griddle.
When it is soaked, you shall bring it in. You
shall offer the meal offering in baked
pieces for a pleasant aroma to nin-.

6:22 The mashiach kohen that will be in
his place from among his sons shall offer
it. By a statute forever, it shall be wholly
burnt to nine.

6:23 Every meal offering of a kohen shall
be wholly burned. It shall not be eaten.
6:24 nin' spoke to Mosheh, saying:

6:25 Speak to Aharon and to his sons,
saying: This is the Torah of the sin offering:
in the place where the burnt offering is
slain, the sin offering shall be slain before
NN It is most kadosh.

6:26 The kohen who offers it for sin shall
eat it. It shall be eaten in a kadosh place,
in the court of the tent of moed.

6:27 Whatever shall touch its flesh shall be
kadosh. When there is any of its blood
sprinkled on a garment, you shall wash
that on which it was sprinkled in a kadosh
place.

6:28 But the earthen vessel in which it is
boiled shall be broken; and if it is boiled in
a bronze vessel, it shall be scoured, and
rinsed in water.

6:29 Every male among the kohanim shall
eat of it: it is most kadosh.

6:30 No sin offering, of which any of the
blood is brought into the tent of moed to
make atonement in the kadosh Place,
shall be eaten: it shall be burned with fire.

7 Administration of Offerings (i)
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7:1 This is the Torah of the trespass
offering. It is most kadosh.

7:2 In the place where they slay the burnt
offering, he shall slay the trespass offering;
and its blood he shall sprinkle around on
the altar.

7:3 He shall offer all its fat: the fat tail, and
the fat that covers the innards,

7:4 and the two kidneys, and the fat that is
on them, which is by the loins, and the
cover on the liver, with the kidneys, shall he
take away;

7:5 and the kohen shall burn them on the
altar for an offering made by fire to nInt: it
is a trespass offering.

7:6 Every male among the kohanim may
eat of it. It shall be eaten in a kadosh place.
It is most kadosh.

7:7 As is the sin offering, so is the trespass
offering; there is one Torah for them. The
kohen who makes atonement with them
shall have it.

7:8 The kohen who offers any man's burnt
offering, even the kohen shall have for
himself the skin of the burnt offering which
he has offered.

7:9 Every meal offering that is baked in the
oven, and all that is dressed in the pan, and
on the griddle, shall be the kohen's who
offers it.

7:10 Every meal offering, mixed with oil or
dry, belongs to all the sons of Aharon, one
as well as another.

7:11 This is the Torah of the sacrifice of
peace offerings, which one shall offer to
hiH N

7:12 If he offers it for a thanksgiving, then
he shall offer with the sacrifice of
thanksgiving unleavened cakes mixed with
oil, and unleavened wafers anointed with
oil, and cakes mixed with oil.

7:13 With cakes of leavened bread he
shall offer his offering with the sacrifice of
his peace offerings for thanksgiving.

7:14 Of it he shall offer one out of each
offering for a heave offering to nin. It shall
be the kohen's who sprinkles the blood of
the peace offerings.
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7:15 The flesh of the sacrifice of his peace
offerings for thanksgiving shall be eaten
on the day of his offering. He shall not
leave any of it until the morning.

7:16 But if the sacrifice of his offering is a
vow, or a freewill offering, it shall be eaten
on the day that he offers his sacrifice; and
on the next day what remains of it shall be
eaten:

7:17 but what remains of the flesh of the
sacrifice on the third day shall be burned
with fire.

7:18 If any of the flesh of the sacrifice of
his peace offerings is eaten on the third
day, it will not be accepted, and neither
shall it be imputed to him who offers it. It
will be an abomination, and the soul who
eats any of it will bear his iniquity.

7:19 The flesh that touches any unclean
thing shall not be eaten. It shall be burned
with fire. As for the flesh, everyone who is
clean may eat it;

7:20 but the soul who eats of the flesh of
the sacrifice of peace offerings, that
belongs to nInt, having his uncleanness on
him, that soul shall be cut off from his
people.

7:21 When anyone touches any unclean
thing, the uncleanness of man, or an
unclean animal, or any unclean
abomination, and eats some of the flesh of
the sacrifice of peace offerings, which
belong to nint, that soul shall be cut off
from his people.

7:22 a1 spoke to Mosheh, saying:

7:23 Speak to the children of YisraEL,
saying: You shall eat no fat, of bull, or
sheep, or goat.

7:24 The fat of that which dies of itself, and
the fat of that which is torn of animals,
may be used for any other service, but you
shall in no way eat of it.

7:25 For whoever eats the fat of the
animal, of which men offer an offering
made by fire to nIn, even the soul who
eats it shall be cut off from his people.



1-3 Vayikra : Leviticus [Lev]

7:26 You shall not eat any blood, whether
it is of bird or of animal, in any of your
dwellings.

7:27 Whoever it is who eats any blood, that
soul shall be cut off from his people.

7:28 nIn' spoke to Mosheh, saying:

7:29 Speak to the children of YisraEL,
saying: He who offers the sacrifice of his
peace offerings to nIn' shall bring his
offering to nIn' out of the sacrifice of his
peace offerings.

7:30 With his own hands he shall bring the
offerings of nIn' made by fire. He shall
bring the fat with the breast, that the
breast may be waved for a wave offering
before nine.

7:31 The kohen shall burn the fat on the
altar, but the breast shall be Aharon's and
his sons'.

7:32 The right thigh you shall give to the
kohen for a heave offering out of the
sacrifices of your peace offerings.

7:33 He among the sons of Aharon who
offers the blood of the peace offerings, and
the fat, shall have the right thigh for a
portion.

7:34 For the waved breast and the heaved
thigh | have taken from the children of
YisraEL out of the sacrifices of their peace
offerings, and have given them to Aharon
the kohen and to his sons as their portion
forever from the children of YisraEL.

7:35 This is the anointing portion of
Aharon, and the anointing portion of his
sons, out of the offerings of nin' made by
fire, in the day when he presented them to
serve DI in the kohen's office;

7:36 which nin' commanded to be given
them of the children of YisraEL, in the day
that he anointed them. It is their portion
forever throughout their generations.

7:37 This is the Torah of the burnt offering,
of the meal offering, and of the sin
offering, and of the trespass offering, and
of the consecration, and of the sacrifice of
peace offerings;

7:38 which nin' commanded Mosheh in
Mount Sinai, in the day that he
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commanded the children of YisraEL to offer
their offerings to nint, in the wilderness of
Sinai.

8 Consecration of Aharon and sons

8:1 nIn* spoke to Mosheh, saying:

8:2 Take Aharon and his sons with him,
and the garments, and the anointing oil,
and the bull of the sin offering, and the two
rams, and the basket of matstsah;

8:3 and assemble all the community at the
door of the tent of moed.

8:4 Mosheh did as nin' commanded him;
and the community was assembled at the
door of the tent of moed.

8:5 Mosheh said to the community: This is
the thing which n1n' has commanded to be
done.

8:6 Mosheh brought Aharon and his sons,
and washed them with water.

8:7 He put the coat on him, tied the sash
on him, clothed him with the robe, put the
ephod on him, and he tied the skillfully
woven band of the ephod on him, and
fastened it to him with it.

8:8 He placed the breastplate on him; and
in the breastplate he put the Urim and the
Thummim.

8:9 He set the turban on his head; and on
the turban, in front, he set the golden plate,
the kadosh crown; as nIn' commanded
Mosheh.

8:10 Mosheh took the anointing oil, and
anointed the tabernacle and all that was in
it, and sanctified them.

8:11 He sprinkled it on the altar seven
times, and anointed the altar and all its
vessels, and the basin and its base, to
sanctify them.

8:12 He poured some of the anointing oil
on Aharon's head, and anointed him, to
sanctify him.

8:13 Mosheh brought Aharon's sons, and
clothed them with coats, and tied sashes
on them, and put headbands on them; as
nIn' commanded Mosheh.
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8:14 He brought the bull of the sin offering,
and Aharon and his sons laid their hands
on the head of the bull of the sin offering.
8:15 He slew it; and Mosheh took the
blood, and put it around on the horns of the
altar with his finger, and purified the altar,
and poured out the blood at the base of the
altar, and sanctified it, to make atonement
for it.

8:16 He took all the fat that was on the
innards, and the cover of the liver, and the
two kidneys, and their fat; and Mosheh
burned it on the altar.

8:17 But the bull, and its skin, and its flesh,
and its dung, he burned with fire outside
the camp; as nin' commanded Mosheh.
8:18 He presented the ram of the burnt
offering: and Aharon and his sons laid their
hands on the head of the ram.

8:19 He slew it; and Mosheh sprinkled the
blood around on the altar.

8:20 He cut the ram into its pieces; and
Mosheh burned the head, and the pieces,
and the fat.

8:21 He washed the innards and the legs
with water; and Mosheh burned the whole
ram on the altar. It was a burnt offering for
a pleasant aroma. It was an offering made
by fire to nin; as nIn* commanded
Mosheh.

8:22 He presented the other ram, the ram
of consecration: and Aharon and his sons
laid their hands on the head of the ram.
8:23 He slew it; and Mosheh took some of
its blood, and put it on the tip of Aharon's
right ear, and on the thumb of his right
hand, and on the great toe of his right foot.
8:24 He brought Aharon's sons; and
Mosheh put some of the blood on the tip of
their right ear, and on the thumb of their
right hand, and on the great toe of their
right foot; and Mosheh sprinkled the blood
around on the altar.

8:25 He took the fat, and the fat tail, and
all the fat that was on the innards, and the
cover of the liver, and the two kidneys, and
their fat, and the right thigh;
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8:26 and out of the basket of matstsah,
that was before nin', he took one
unleavened cake, and one cake of oiled
bread, and one wafer, and placed them on
the fat, and on the right thigh.

8:27 He put all these in Aharon's hands
and in his sons' hands, and waved them for
a wave offering before nin'.

8:28 Mosheh took them from their hands,
and burned them on the altar on the burnt
offering. They were a consecration for a
pleasant aroma. It was an offering made
by fire to ni1ne.

8:29 Mosheh took the breast, and waved it
for a wave offering before nint. It was
Mosheh portion of the ram of consecration,
as nin' commanded Mosheh.

8:30 Mosheh took some of the anointing
oil, and some of the blood which was on
the altar, and sprinkled it on Aharon, on his
garments, and on his sons, and on his
sons' garments with him, and sanctified
Aharon, his garments, and his sons, and
his sons' garments with him.

8:31 Mosheh said to Aharon and to his
sons, Boil the flesh at the door of the tent
of moed, and there eat it and the bread
that is in the basket of consecration, as |
commanded, saying: Aharon and his sons
shall eat it.

8:32 What remains of the flesh and of the
bread you shall burn with fire.

8:33 You shall not go out from the door of
the tent of moed seven days, until the days
of your consecration are fulfilled: for he
shall consecrate you seven days.

8:34 What has been done this day, so nint
has commanded to do, to make
atonement for you.

8:35 You shall stay at the door of the tent
of moed day and night seven days, and
keep nin''s command, that you do not die:
for so | am commanded.

8:36 Aharon and his sons did all the things
which nin' commanded by Mosheh.

9 ADONAI accepts Aharon's offering
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9:1 It happened on the eighth day, that
Mosheh called Aharon and his sons, and
the elders of YisraEL;

9:2 and he said to Aharon: Take a calf from
the herd for a sin offering, and a ram for a
burnt offering, without blemish, and offer
them before nin'.

9:3 You shall speak to the children of
YisraEL, saying: Take a male goat for a sin
offering; and a calf and a lamb, both a year
old, without blemish, for a burnt offering;
9:4 and a bull and a ram for peace
offerings, to sacrifice before nin'; and a
meal offering mixed with oil: for today nin®
appears to you.

9:5 They brought what Mosheh
commanded before the tent of moed: and
all the community drew near and stood
before nine.

9:6 Mosheh said: This is the thing which
nIn' commanded that you should do: and
the glory of nInt shall appear to you.

9:7 Mosheh said to Aharon: Draw near to
the altar, and offer your sin offering, and
your burnt offering, and make atonement
for yourself, and for the people; and offer
the offering of the people, and make
atonement for them; as nin' commanded.
9:8 So, Aharon drew near to the altar, and
slew the calf of the sin offering, which was
for himself.

9:9 The sons of Aharon presented the
blood to him; and he dipped his finger in
the blood, and put it on the horns of the
altar, and poured out the blood at the base
of the altar:

9:10 but the fat, and the kidneys, and the
cover from the liver of the sin offering, he
burned upon the altar; as nine
commanded Mosheh.

9:11 The flesh and the skin he burned with
fire outside the camp.

9:12 He slew the burnt offering; and
Aharon's sons delivered the blood to him,
and he sprinkled it around on the altar.
9:13 They delivered the burnt offering to
him, piece by piece, and the head: and he
burned them upon the altar.
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9:14 He washed the innards and the legs,
and burned them on the burnt offering on
the altar.

9:15 He presented the people's offering,
and took the goat of the sin offering which
was for the people, and slew it, and offered
it for sin, like the first.

9:16 He presented the burnt offering, and
offered it according to the ordinance.

9:17 He presented the meal offering, and
filled his hand from there, and burned it
upon the altar, besides the burnt offering
of the morning.

9:18 He also slew the bull and the ram, the
sactrifice of peace offerings, which was for
the people: and Aharon's sons delivered to
him the blood, which he sprinkled around
on the altar,

9:19 and the fat of the bull and of the ram,
the fat tail, and that which covers the
innards, and the kidneys, and the cover of
the liver:

9:20 and they put the fat upon the breasts,
and he burned the fat on the altar:

9:21 and the breasts and the right thigh
Aharon waved for a wave offering before
NIy, as Mosheh commanded.

9:22 Aharon lifted up his hands toward the
people, and blessed them; and he came
down from offering the sin offering, and
the burnt offering, and the peace offerings.
9:23 Mosheh and Aharon went into the
tent of moed, and came out, and blessed
the people: and the glory of nin' appeared
to all the people.

9:24 There came forth fire from before
NIy, and consumed the burnt offering and
the fat upon the altar: and when all the
people saw it, they shouted, and fell on
their faces.

10 Death of Nadab and Abihu

10:1 Nadab and Abihu, the sons of Aharon,
each took his censer, and put fire in it, and
laid incense on it, and offered strange fire
before nin', which HE had not commanded
them.
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10:2 And fire came forth from before nine,
and devoured them, and they died before
hih N

10:3 Then Mosheh said to Aharon: This is
what nIn' spoke of, saying: | will show
MYSELF kadosh to those who come near
ME, and before all the people | will be
glorified. Aharon held his peace.

10:4 Mosheh called MishaEL and
ELzaphan, the sons of UzziEL the uncle of
Aharon, and said to them: Draw near, carry
your brothers from before the sanctuary
out of the camp.

10:5 So, they drew near, and carried them
in their coats out of the camp, as Mosheh
had said.

10:6 Mosheh said to Aharon, and to ELazar
and to Ithamar, his sons: Do not let the hair
of your heads go loose, neither tear your
clothes; that you do not die, and wrath
come upon all the community: but let your
kinsmen, the whole house of YisraEL,
bewail the burning which nin' has kindled.
10:7 You shall not go out from the door of
the tent of moed, lest you die; for the
anointing oil of nin' is on you. They did
according to the word of Mosheh.

10:8 nIn' spoke to Aharon, saying:

10:9 Drink no wine nor strong drink, you,
nor your sons with you, when you go into
the tent of moed, that you do not die: it
shall be a statute forever throughout your
generations:

10:10 and that you are to make a
distinction between the kadosh and the
common, and between the unclean and
the clean;

10:11 and that you are to teach the
children of YisraEL all the statutes which
nIn* has spoken to them by Mosheh.
10:12 Mosheh spoke to Aharon, and to
ELazar and to Ithamar, his sons who were
left, Take the meal offering that remains of
the offerings of nin* made by fire, and eat
it without leaven beside the altar; for it is
most kadosh;

10:13 and you shall eat it in a kadosh
place, because it is your portion, and your
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sons' portion, of the offerings of nin' made
by fire: for so | am commanded.

10:14 The waved breast and the heaved
thigh you shall eat in a clean place, you,
and your sons, and your daughters with
you: for they are given as your portion, and
your sons' portion, out of the sacrifices of
the peace offerings of the children of
YisraEL.

10:15 The heaved thigh and the waved
breast they shall bring with the offerings
made by fire of the fat, to wave it for a
wave offering before niIn': and it shall be
yours, and your sons with you, as a portion
forever; as nin' has commanded.

10:16 Mosheh diligently inquired about
the goat of the sin offering, and, behold, it
was burned: and he was angry with ELazar
and with Ithamar, the sons of Aharon who
were left, saying:

10:17 Why have not you eaten the sin
offering in the place of the sanctuary, since
it is most kadosh, and he has given it you
to bear the iniquity of the community, to
make atonement for them before nin'?
10:18 Behold, its blood was not brought
into the inner part of the sanctuary: you
certainly should have eaten it in the
sanctuary, as | commanded.

10:19 Aharon spoke to Mosheh, Behold,
this day they have offered their sin offering
and their burnt offering before nin'; and
such things as these have happened to
me: and if | had eaten the sin offering
today, would it have been pleasing in the
sight of nin'?

10:20 When Mosheh heard that, it was
pleasing in his sight.

11 Clean and unclean food

11:1 nin' spoke to Mosheh and to Aharon,
saying to them:

11:2 Speak to the children of YisraEL,
saying: These are the living things which
you may eat among all the animals that
are on the earth.
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11:3 Whatever parts the hoof, and is
cloven-footed, and chews the cud among
the animals, that you may eat.

11:4 Nevertheless these you shall not eat
of those that chew the cud, or of those who
part the hoof: the camel, because he
chews the cud but does not have a parted
hoof, he is unclean to you.

11:5 The coney, because he chews the cud
but does not have a parted hoof, he is
unclean to you.

11:6 The hare, because she chews the cud
but does not part the hoof, she is unclean
to you.

11:7 The swine, because he has a split
hoof, and is cloven-footed, but does not
chew the cud, he is unclean to you.

11:8 Of their flesh you shall not eat, and
their carcasses you shall not touch; they
are unclean to you.

11:9 These you may eat of all that are in
the waters: whatever has fins and scales in
the waters, in the seas, and in the rivers,
that you may eat.

11:10 All that do not have fins and scales
in the seas, and in the rivers, of all that
move in the waters, and of all the living
creatures that are in the waters, they are
an abomination to you,

11:11 and you detest them. You shall not
eat of their flesh, and you shall detest their
carcasses.

11:12 Whatever has no fins nor scales in
the waters, that is an abomination to you.
11:13 These you shall detest among the
birds; they shall not be eaten, they are an
abomination: the eagle, and the vulture,
and the black vulture,

11:14 and the red kite, any kind of black
kite,

11:15 any kind of raven,

11:16 the horned owl, the screech owl, and
the gull, any kind of hawk,

11:17 the little owl, the cormorant, the
great owl,

11:18 the white owl, the desert owl, the
osprey,
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11:19 the stork, any kind of heron, the
hoopoe, and the bat.

11:20 All flying insects that walk on all
fours are an abomination to you.

11:21 Yet you may eat these: of all winged
creeping things that go on all fours, which
have legs above their feet, with which to
hop on the earth.

11:22 Even of these you may eat: any kind
of locust, any kind of katydid, any kind of
cricket, and any kind of grasshopper.
11:23 But all winged creeping things which
have four feet, are an abomination to you.
11:24 By these you will become unclean:
whoever touches their carcass shall be
unclean until the evening.

11:25 Whoever carries any part of their
carcass shall wash his clothes, and be
unclean until the evening.

11:26 Every animal which parts the hoof,
and is not cloven-footed, nor chews the
cud, is unclean to you. Everyone who
touches them shall be unclean.

11:27 Whatever goes on its paws, among
all animals that go on all fours, they are
unclean to you. Whoever touches their
carcass shall be unclean until the evening.
11:28 He who carries their carcass shall
wash his clothes, and be unclean until the
evening. They are unclean to you.

11:29 These are they which are unclean to
you among the creeping things that creep
on the earth: the weasel, the rat, any kind
of great lizard,

11:30 the gecko, and the monitor lizard,
the wall lizard, the skink, and the
chameleon.

11:31 These are they which are unclean to
you among all that creep. Whoever
touches them when they are dead, shall be
unclean until the evening.

11:32 On whatever any of them falls when
they are dead, it shall be unclean; whether
itis any vessel of wood, or clothing, or skin,
or sack, whatever vessel it is, with which
any work is done, it must be put into water,
and it shall be unclean until the evening;
then it will be clean.



1-3 Vayikra : Leviticus [Lev]

11:33 Every earthen vessel, into which any
of them falls, all that is in it shall be
unclean, and you shall break it.

11:34 All food which may be eaten, that on
which water comes, shall be unclean; and
all drink that may be drunk in every such
vessel shall be unclean.

11:35 Everything whereupon part of their
carcass falls shall be unclean; whether
oven, or range for pots, it shall be broken
in pieces: they are unclean, and shall be
unclean to you.

11:36 Nevertheless a spring or a cistern in
which water is a gathered shall be clean:
but that which touches their carcass shall
be unclean.

11:37 If part of their carcass falls on any
sowing seed which is to be sown, it is clean.
11:38 But if water is put on the seed, and
part of their carcass falls on it, it is unclean
to you.

11:39 If any animal, of which you may eat,
dies; he who touches its carcass shall be
unclean until the evening.

11:40 He who eats of its carcass shall
wash his clothes, and be unclean until the
evening. He also who carries its carcass
shall wash his clothes, and be unclean until
the evening.

11:41 Every creeping thing that creeps on
the earth is an abomination. It shall not be
eaten.

11:42 Whatever goes on its belly, and
whatever goes on all fours, or whatever has
many feet, even all creeping things that
creep on the earth; them you shall not eat;
for they are an abomination.

11:43 You shall not make yourselves
abominable with any creeping thing that
creeps, neither shall you make yourselves
unclean with them, that you should be
defiled thereby.

11:44 For | AM nIn* your ELOHIM. Sanctify
yourselves therefore, and be kadosh; for |
am kadosh: neither shall you defile
yourselves with any kind of creeping thing
that moves on the earth.
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11:45 For | AM nIna* WHO brought you up
out of the land of Egypt, to be your ELOHIM.
You shall therefore be kadosh, for | AM
kadosh.

11:46 This is the Torah of the animal, and
of the bird, and of every living creature that
moves in the waters, and of every creature
that creeps on the earth,

11:47 to make a distinction between the
unclean and the clean, and between the
living thing that may be eaten and the
living thing that may not be eaten.

12 Purification after childbirth

12:1 nin' spoke to Mosheh, saying:

12:2 Speak to the children of YisraEL,
saying: If a woman conceives, and bears a
male child, then she shall be unclean
seven days; as in the days of her monthly
period she shall be unclean.

12:3 In the eighth day the flesh of his
foreskin shall be circumcised.

12:4 She shall continue in the blood of
purification thirty-three days. She shall not
touch any kadosh thing, nor come into the
sanctuary, until the days of her purifying
are completed.

12:5 But if she bears a female child, then
she shall be unclean two weeks, as in her
period; and she shall continue in the blood
of purification sixty-six days.

12:6 When the days of her purification are
completed, for a son, or for a daughter, she
shall bring to the kohen at the door of the
tent of moed, a year-old lamb for a burnt
offering, and a young pigeon, or a
turtledove, for a sin offering:

12:7 and he shall offer it before nIn', and
make atonement for her; and she shall be
cleansed from the fountain of her blood.
This is the Torah for her who bears,
whether a male or a female.

12:8 If she cannot afford a lamb, then she
shall take two turtledoves, or two young
pigeons; the one for a burnt offering, and
the other for a sin offering: and the kohen
shall make atonement for her, and she
shall be clean.
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13 Leprosy

13:1 ni1n* spoke to Mosheh and to Aharon,
saying:

13:2 When a man shall have a rising in his
body's skin, or a scab, or a bright spot, and
it becomes in the skin of his body the
plague of leprosy, then he shall be brought
to Aharon the kohen, or to one of his sons,
the kohanim:

13:3 and the kohen shall examine the
plague in the skin of the body: and if the
hair in the plague has turned white, and
the appearance of the plague is deeper
than the body's skin, it is the plague of
leprosy; and the kohen shall examine him,
and pronounce him unclean.

13:4 If the bright spot is white in the skin
of his body, and its appearance is not
deeper than the skin, and its hair has not
turned white, then the kohen shall isolate
the infected person for seven days.

13:5 The kohen shall examine him on the
seventh day, and, behold, if in his eyes the
plague is arrested, and the plague has not
spread in the skin, then the kohen shall
isolate him for seven more days.

13:6 The kohen shall examine him again
on the seventh day; and behold, if the
plague has faded, and the plague has not
spread in the skin, then the kohen shall
pronounce him clean. It is a scab. He shall
wash his clothes, and be clean.

13:7 But if the scab spreads on the skin,
after he has shown himself to the kohen
for his cleansing, he shall show himself to
the kohen again.

13:8 The kohen shall examine him; and
behold, if the scab has spread on the skin,
then the kohen shall pronounce him
unclean. It is leprosy.

13:9 When the plague of leprosy is in a
man, then he shall be brought to the
kohen;

13:10 and the kohen shall examine him.
Behold, if there is a white rising in the skin,
and it has turned the hair white, and there
is raw flesh in the rising,
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13:11 it is a chronic leprosy in the skin of
his body, and the kohen shall pronounce
him unclean. He shall not isolate him, for
he is unclean.

13:12 If the leprosy breaks out all over the
skin, and the leprosy covers all the skin of
the infected person from his head even to
his feet, as far as it appears to the kohen;
13:13 then the kohen shall examine him;
and, behold, if the leprosy has covered all
his flesh, he shall pronounce him clean of
the plague. It has all turned white: he is
clean.

13:14 But whenever raw flesh appears in
him, he shall be unclean.

13:15 The kohen shall examine the raw
flesh, and pronounce him unclean: the raw
flesh is unclean. It is leprosy.

13:16 Or if the raw flesh turns again, and
is changed to white, then he shall come to
the kohen;

13:17 and the kohen shall examine him;
and, behold, if the plague has turned white,
then the kohen shall pronounce him clean
of the plague. He is clean.

13:18 When the body has a boil on its skin,
and it has healed,

13:19 and in the place of the boil there is
a white rising, or a bright spot, reddish-
white, then it shall be shown to the kohen;
13:20 and the kohen shall examine it; and
behold, if its appearance is lower than the
skin, and its hair has turned white, then the
kohen shall pronounce him unclean. It is
the plague of leprosy. It has broken out in
the boil.

13:21 But if the kohen examines it, and
behold, there are no white hairs in it, and it
is not deeper than the skin, but is dim, then
the kohen shall isolate him seven days.
13:22 If it spreads in the skin, then the
kohen shall pronounce him unclean. It is a
plague.

13:23 But if the bright spot stays in its
place, and has not spread, it is the scar
from the boil; and the kohen shall
pronounce him clean.
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13:24 Or when the body has a burn from
fire on its skin, and the raw flesh of the
burn becomes a bright spot, reddish-white,
or white,

13:25 then the kohen shall examine it; and
behold, if the hair in the bright spot has
turned white, and its appearance is deeper
than the skKin; it is leprosy. It has broken
out in the burning, and the kohen shall
pronounce him unclean. It is the plague of
leprosy.

13:26 But if the kohen examines it, and
behold, there is no white hair in the bright
spot, and it is not lower than the skin, but
is faded; then the kohen shall isolate him
seven days.

13:27 The kohen shall examine him on the
seventh day. If it has spread in the skin,
then the kohen shall pronounce him
unclean. It is the plague of leprosy.

13:28 If the bright spot stays in its place,
and has not spread in the skin, but is
faded, it is the swelling from the burn, and
the kohen shall pronounce him clean; for it
is the scar from the burn.

13:29 When a man or woman has a plague
on the head or on the beard,

13:30 then the kohen shall examine the
plague; and behold, if its appearance is
deeper than the skin, and the hair in it is
yellow and thin, then the kohen shall
pronounce him unclean: it is an itch, it is
leprosy of the head or of the beard.

13:31 If the kohen examines the plague of
itching, and behold, its appearance is not
deeper than the skin, and there is no black
hair in it, then the kohen shall isolate him
the person infected with itching seven
days.

13:32 On the seventh day the kohen shall
examine the plague; and behold, if the itch
has not spread, and there is no yellow hair
in it, and the appearance of the itch is not
deeper than the skin,

13:33 then he shall be shaved, but he shall
not shave the itch; and the kohen shall
shut him up who has the itch seven more
days.
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13:34 On the seventh day, the kohen shall
examine the itch; and behold, if the itch
has not spread in the skin, and its
appearance is not deeper than the skin,
then the kohen shall pronounce him clean.
He shall wash his clothes, and be clean.
13:35 But if the itch spreads in the skin
after his cleansing,

13:36 then the kohen shall examine him;
and behold, if the itch has spread in the
skin, the kohen shall not look for the yellow
hair; he is unclean.

13:37 But if in his eyes the itch is arrested,
and black hair has grown in it; the itch is
healed, he is clean. The kohen shall
pronounce him clean.

13:38 When a man or a woman has bright
spots in the skin of the body, even white
bright spots;

13:39 then the kohen shall examine them;
and behold, if the bright spots on the skin
of their body are a dull white, it is a
harmless rash, it has broken out in the
skin; he is clean.

13:40 If a man's hair has fallen from his
head, he is bald. He is clean.

13:441 If his hair has fallen off from the
front part of his head, he is forehead bald.
He is clean.

13:42 But if there is in the bald head, or
the bald forehead, a reddish-white plague;
it is leprosy breaking out in his bald head,
or his bald forehead.

13:43 Then the kohen shall examine him;
and, behold, if the rising of the plague is
reddish-white in his bald head, or in his
bald forehead, like the appearance of
leprosy in the skin of the flesh,

13:44 he is a leprous man. He is unclean.
The kohen shall surely pronounce him
unclean. His plague is on his head.

13:45 The leper in whom the plague is
shall wear torn clothes, and the hair of his
head shall hang loose. He shall cover his
upper lip, and shall cry, Unclean. Unclean.
13:46 All the days in which the plague is in
him he shall be unclean. He is unclean. He
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shall dwell alone. Outside of the camp
shall be his dwelling.

13:47 The garment also that the plague of
leprosy is in, whether it is a woolen
garment, or a linen garment;

13:48 whether it is in warp, or woof; of
linen, or of wool; whether in a skin, or in
anything made of skin;

13:49 if the plague is greenish or reddish
in the garment, or in the skin, or in the
warp, or in the woof, or in anything made
of skin; it is the plague of leprosy, and shall
be shown to the kohen.

13:50 The kohen shall examine the
plague, and isolate the plague seven days.
13:51 He shall examine the plague on the
seventh day. If the plague has spread in
the garment, either in the warp, or in the
woof, or in the skin, whatever use the skin
is used for, the plague is a destructive
mildew. It is unclean.

13:52 He shall burn the garment, whether
the warp or the woof, in wool or in linen, or
anything of skin, in which the plague is: for
itis a destructive mildew. It shall be burned
in the fire.

13:53 If the kohen examines it, and
behold, the plague has not spread in the
garment, either in the warp, or in the woof,
or in anything of skin;

13:54 then the kohen shall command that
they wash the thing in which the plague is,
and he shall isolate it seven more days.
13:55 Then the kohen shall examine it,
after the plague is washed; and behold, if
the plague has not changed its color, and
the plague has not spread, it is unclean;
you shall burn it in the fire. It is a mildewed
spot, whether the bareness is inside or
outside.

13:56 If the kohen looks, and behold, the
plague has faded after it is washed, then
he shall tear it out of the garment, or out of
the skin, or out of the warp, or out of the
woof:

13:57 and if it appears again in the
garment, either in the warp, or in the woof,
or in anything of skin, it is spreading. You
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shall burn with fire that in which the plague
is.

13:58 The garment, either the warp, or the
woof, or whatever thing of skin it is, which
you shall wash, if the plague has departed
from them, then it shall be washed the
second time, and it will be clean.

13:59 This is the Torah of the plague of
mildew in a garment of wool or linen,
either in the warp, or the woof, or in
anything of skin, to pronounce it clean, or
to pronounce it unclean.

14 Cleansing lepers and houses

14:1 n1n' spoke to Mosheh, saying:

14:2 This shall be the Torah of the leper in
the day of his cleansing. He shall be
brought to the kohen,

14:3 and the kohen shall go forth out of the
camp. The kohen shall examine him, and
behold, if the plague of leprosy is healed in
the leper,

14:4 then the kohen shall command them
to take for him who is to be cleansed two
living clean birds, and cedar wood, and
scarlet, and hyssop.

14:5 The kohen shall command them to
slay one of the birds in an earthen vessel
over running water.

14:6 As for the living bird, he shall take it,
and the cedar wood, and the scarlet, and
the hyssop, and shall dip them and the
living bird in the blood of the bird that was
slain over the running water.

14:7 He shall sprinkle on him who is to be
cleansed from the leprosy seven times,
and shall pronounce him clean, and shall
let the living bird go into the open field.
14:8 He who is to be cleansed shall wash
his clothes, and shave off all his hair, and
bathe himself in water; and he shall be
clean. After that he shall come into the
camp, but shall dwell outside his tent
seven days.

14:9 It shall be on the seventh day, that he
shall shave all his hair off his head and his
beard and his eyebrows, even all his hair
he shall shave off. He shall wash his
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clothes, and he shall bathe his body in
water, then he shall be clean.

14:10 On the eighth day he shall take two
male lambs without blemish, and one ewe
lamb a year old without blemish, and three
tenths of an ephah of fine flour for a meal
offering, mingled with oil, and one log of
oil.

14:11 The kohen who cleanses him shall
set the man who is to be cleansed, and
those things, before nins, at the door of the
tent of moed.

14:12 The kohen shall take one of the
male lambs, and offer him for a trespass
offering, with the log of oil, and wave them
for a wave offering before nin'.

14:13 He shall slay the male lamb in the
place where they slay the sin offering and
the burnt offering, in the place of the
sanctuary; for as the sin offering is the
kohen's, so is the trespass offering. It is
most kadosh.

14:14 The kohen shall take some of the
blood of the trespass offering, and the
kohen shall put it on the tip of the right ear
of him who is to be cleansed, and on the
thumb of his right hand, and on the big toe
of his right foot.

14:15 The kohen shall take some of the
log of oil, and pour it into the palm of his
own left hand.

14:16 The kohen shall dip his right finger
in the oil that is in his left hand, and shall
sprinkle some of the oil with his finger
seven times before nine.

14:17 The kohen shall put some of the rest
of the oil that is in his hand on the tip of the
right ear of him who is to be cleansed, and
on the thumb of his right hand, and on the
big toe of his right foot, upon the blood of
the trespass offering.

14:18 The rest of the oil that is in the
kohen's hand he shall put on the head of
him who is to be cleansed, and the kohen
shall make atonement for him before nin:.
14:19 The kohen shall offer the sin
offering, and make atonement for him who
is to be cleansed because of his
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uncleanness: and afterward he shall slay
the burnt offering;

14:20 and the kohen shall offer the burnt
offering and the meal offering on the altar.
The kohen shall make atonement for him,
and he shall be clean.

14:21 If he is poor, and cannot afford so
much, then he shall take one male lamb
for a trespass offering to be waved, to
make atonement for him, and one tenth of
an ephah of fine flour mingled with oil for
a meal offering, and a log of oil;

14:22 and two turtledoves, or two young
pigeons, such as he can afford; and the
one shall be a sin offering, and the other a
burnt offering.

14:23 On the eighth day he shall bring
them for his cleansing to the kohen, to the
door of the tent of moed, before nint.
14:24 The kohen shall take the lamb of the
trespass offering, and the log of oil, and the
kohen shall wave them for a wave offering
before nine.

14:25 He shall slay the lamb of the
trespass offering. The kohen shall take
some of the blood of the trespass offering
and put it on the tip of the right ear of him
who is to be cleansed, and on the thumb of
his right hand, and on the big toe of his
right foot.

14:26 The kohen shall pour some of the oil
into the palm of his own left hand;

14:27 and the kohen shall sprinkle with his
right finger some of the oil that is in his left
hand seven times before nin.

14:28 Then the kohen shall put some of
the oil that is in his hand on the tip of the
right ear of him who is to be cleansed, and
on the thumb of his right hand, and on the
big toe of his right foot, on the place of the
blood of the trespass offering.

14:29 The rest of the oil that is in the
kohen's hand he shall put on the head of
him who is to be cleansed, to make
atonement for him before ninr.

14:30 He shall offer one of the turtledoves,
or of the young pigeons, such as he is able
to afford,
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14:31 even such as he is able to afford, the
one for a sin offering, and the other for a
burnt offering, with the meal offering. The
kohen shall make atonement for him who
is to be cleansed before nine.

14:32 This is the Torah for him in whom is
the plague of leprosy, who is not able to
afford the sacrifice for his cleansing.
14:33 nIn' spoke to Mosheh and to
Aharon, saying:

14:34 When you have come into the Land
of Canaan, which | give to you for a
possession, and | put a spreading mildew
in a house in the Land of your possession,
14:35 then he who owns the house shall
come and tell the kohen, saying: There
seems to me to be some sort of plague in
the house.

14:36 The kohen shall command that they
empty the house, before the kohen goes in
to examine the plague, that all that is in
the house not be made unclean: and
afterward the kohen shall go in to inspect
the house.

14:37 He shall examine the plague; and
behold, if the plague is in the walls of the
house with hollow streaks, greenish or
reddish, and it appears to be deeper than
the wall;

14:38 then the kohen shall go out of the
house to the door of the house, and shut
up the house seven days.

14:39 The kohen shall come again on the
seventh day, and look. If the plague has
spread in the walls of the house,

14:40 then the kohen shall command that
they take out the stones in which is the
plague, and cast them into an unclean
place outside of the city:

14:41 and he shall cause the inside of the
house to be scraped all over, and they shall
pour out the mortar, that they scraped off,
outside of the city into an unclean place.
14:42 They shall take other stones, and
put them in the place of those stones; and
he shall take other mortar, and shall
plaster the house.
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14:43 If the plague comes again, and
breaks out in the house, after he has taken
out the stones, and after he has scraped
the house, and after it was plastered;
14:44 then the kohen shall come in and
look; and behold, if the plague has spread
in the house, it is a destructive mildew in
the house. It is unclean.

14:45 He shall break down the house, its
stones, and its timber, and all the house's
mortar. He shall carry them out of the city
into an unclean place.

14:46 Moreover he who goes into the
house while it is shut up shall be unclean
until the evening.

14:47 He who lies down in the house shall
wash his clothes; and he who eats in the
house shall wash his clothes.

14:48 If the kohen shall come in, and
examine it, and behold, the plague has not
spread in the house, after the house was
plastered, then the kohen shall pronounce
the house clean, because the plague is
healed.

14:49 To cleanse the house he shall take
two birds, and cedar wood, and scarlet,
and hyssop.

14:50 He shall slay one of the birds in an
earthen vessel over running water.

14:51 He shall take the cedar wood, and
the hyssop, and the scarlet, and the living
bird, and dip them in the blood of the slain
bird, and in the running water, and sprinkle
the house seven times.

14:52 He shall cleanse the house with the
blood of the bird, and with the running
water, with the living bird, with the cedar
wood, with the hyssop, and with the
scarlet;

14:53 but he shall let the living bird go out
of the city into the open field. So, shall he
make atonement for the house; and it shall
be clean.

14:54 This is the Torah for any plague of
leprosy, and for an itch,

14:55 and for the destructive mildew of a
garment, and for a house,
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14:56 and for a rising, and for a scab, and
for a bright spot;

14:57 to teach when it is unclean, and
when it is clean. This is the Torah of
leprosy.

15 Bodily discharges

15:1 nin' spoke to Mosheh and to Aharon,
saying:

15:2 Speak to the children of YisraEL, and
tell them: When any man has a discharge
from his body, because of his discharge he
is unclean.

15:3 This shall be his uncleanness in his
discharge: whether his body runs with his
discharge, or his body has stopped from
his discharge, it is his uncleanness.

15:4 Every bed whereon he who has the
discharge lies shall be unclean; and
everything he sits on shall be unclean.
15:5 Whoever touches his bed shall wash
his clothes, and bathe himself in water,
and be unclean until the evening.

15:6 He who sits on anything whereon the
man who has the discharge sat shall wash
his clothes, and bathe himself in water,
and be unclean until the evening.

15:7 He who touches the body of him who
has the discharge shall wash his clothes,
and bathe himself in water, and be
unclean until the evening.

15:8 If he who has the discharge spits on
him who is clean, then he shall wash his
clothes, and bathe himself in water, and be
unclean until the evening.

15:9 Whatever saddle he who has the
discharge rides on shall be unclean.
15:10 Whoever touches anything that was
under him shall be unclean until the
evening. He who carries those things shall
wash his clothes, and bathe himself in
water, and be unclean until the evening.
15:11 Whoever he who has the discharge
touches, without having rinsed his hands in
water, he shall wash his clothes, and bathe
himself in water, and be unclean until the
evening.
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15:12 The earthen vessel, which he who
has the discharge touches, shall be
broken; and every vessel of wood shall be
rinsed in water.

15:13 When he who has a discharge is
cleansed of his discharge, then he shall
count to himself seven days for his
cleansing, and wash his clothes; and he
shall bathe his flesh in running water, and
shall be clean.

15:14 On the eighth day he shall take two
turtledoves, or two young pigeons, and
come before nint to the door of the tent of
moed, and give them to the kohen:

15:15 and the kohen shall offer them, the
one for a sin offering, and the other for a
burnt offering. The kohen shall make
atonement for him before nIn' for his
discharge.

15:16 If any man has an emission of
semen, then he shall bathe all his flesh in
water, and be unclean until the evening.
15:17 Every garment, and every skin,
whereon the semen is, shall be washed
with water, and be unclean until the
evening.

15:18 If a man lies with a woman and
there is an emission of semen, they shall
both bathe themselves in water, and be
unclean until the evening.

15:19 If a woman has a discharge, and her
discharge in her flesh is blood, she shall be
in her impurity seven days: and whoever
touches her shall be unclean until the
evening.

15:20 Everything that she lies on in her
impurity shall be unclean. Everything also
that she sits on shall be unclean.

15:21 Whoever touches her bed shall
wash his clothes, and bathe himself in
water, and be unclean until the evening.
15:22 Whoever touches anything that she
sits on shall wash his clothes, and bathe
himself in water, and be unclean until the
evening.

15:23 If it is on the bed, or on anything
whereon she sits, when he touches it, he
shall be unclean until the evening.
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15:24 If any man lies with her, and her
monthly flow is on him, he shall be unclean
seven days; and every bed whereon he lies
shall be unclean.

15:25 If a woman has a discharge of her
blood many days not in the time of her
period, or if she has a discharge beyond
the time of her period; all the days of the
discharge of her uncleanness shall be as in
the days of her period: she is unclean.
15:26 Every bed whereon she lies all the
days of her discharge shall be to her as the
bed of her period: and everything whereon
she sits shall be unclean, as the
uncleanness of her period.

15:27 Whoever touches these things shall
be unclean, and shall wash his clothes, and
bathe himself in water, and be unclean
until the evening.

15:28 But if she is cleansed of her
discharge, then she shall count to herself
seven days, and after that she shall be
clean.

15:29 On the eighth day she shall take two
turtledoves, or two young pigeons, and
bring them to the kohen, to the door of the
tent of moed.

15:30 The kohen shall offer the one for a
sin offering, and the other for a burnt
offering; and the kohen shall make
atonement for her before nint for the
uncleanness of her discharge.

15:31 Thus you shall separate the children
of YisraEL from their uncleanness, so they
will not die in their uncleanness, when they
defile MY tabernacle that is in their midst.
15:32 This is the Torah of him who has a
discharge, and of him who has an emission
of semen, so that he is unclean thereby;
15:33 and of her who has her period, and
of a man or woman who has a discharge,
and of him who lies with her who is
unclean.

16 Day of atonement

16:1 a1 spoke to Mosheh, after the death
of the two sons of Aharon, when they drew
near before nine, and died;
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16:2 and n1nr said to Mosheh: Tell Aharon
your brother, not to come just any time into
the Most kadosh Place within the veil,
before the kapporeth which is on the ark;
lest he die: for | will appear in the cloud on
the kapporeth.

16:3 Herewith shall Aharon come into the
sanctuary: with a young bull for a sin
offering, and a ram for a burnt offering.
16:4 He shall put on the kadosh linen coat,
and he shall have the linen breeches on his
body, and shall put on the linen sash, and
he shall be clothed with the linen turban.
They are the kadosh garments. He shall
bathe his body in water, and put them on.
16:5 He shall take from the community of
the children of YisraEL two male goats for
a sin offering, and one ram for a burnt
offering.

16:6 Aharon shall offer the bull of the sin
offering, which is for himself, and make
atonement for himself and for his house.
16:7 He shall take the two goats, and set
them before nin' at the door of the tent of
moed.

16:8 Aharon shall cast lots for the two
goats; one lot for nint, and the other lot for
the scapegoat.

16:9 Aharon shall present the goat on
which the lot fell for nint, and offer him for
a sin offering.

16:10 But the goat, on which the lot fell for
the scapegoat, shall be presented alive
before nin', to make atonement for it, to
send it away as the scapegoat into the
wilderness.

16:11 Aharon shall present the bull of the
sin offering, which is for himself, and shall
make atonement for himself and for his
house, and shall slay the bull of the sin
offering which is for himself.

16:12 He shall take a censer full of coals
of fire from off the altar before nin', and
two handfuls of sweet incense beaten
small, and bring it within the veil:

16:13 and he shall put the incense on the
fire before nin'y, that the cloud of the
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incense may cover the kapporeth that is on
the Testimony, so that he will not die.
16:14 He shall take some of the blood of
the bull, and sprinkle it with his finger on
the kapporeth on the east; and before the
kapporeth he shall sprinkle some of the
blood with his finger seven times.

16:15 Then he shall slay the goat of the sin
offering, that is for the people, and bring
his blood within the veil, and do with his
blood as he did with the blood of the bull,
and sprinkle it on the kapporeth, and
before the kapporeth:

16:16 and he shall make atonement for
the kadosh place, because of the
uncleanness of the children of YisraEL, and
because of their transgressions, even all
their sins; and so, he shall do for the tent
of moed, that dwells with them in the
midst of their uncleanness.

16:17 No one shall be in the tent of moed
when he enters to make atonement in the
kadosh place, until he comes out, and has
made atonement for himself and for his
household, and for all the qahal of YisraEL.
16:18 He shall go out to the altar that is
before nin' and make atonement for it,
and shall take some of the bull's blood,
and some of the goat's blood, and put it
around on the horns of the altar.

16:19 He shall sprinkle some of the blood
on it with his finger seven times, and
cleanse it, and make it kadosh from the
uncleanness of the children of YisraEL.
16:20 When he has made an end of
atoning for the kadosh place, the tent of
moed, and the altar, he shall present the
live goat.

16:21 Aharon shall lay both his hands on
the head of the live goat, and confess over
him all the iniquities of the children of
YisraEL, and all their transgressions, even
all their sins; and he shall put them on the
head of the goat, and shall send him away
into the wilderness by the hand of a man
who is in readiness.
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16:22 The goat shall carry all their
iniquities on himself to a solitary land, and
he shall let the goat go in the wilderness.
16:23 Aharon shall come into the tent of
moed, and shall take off the linen
garments, which he put on when he went
into the kadosh place, and shall leave
them there.

16:24 Then he shall bathe himself in water
in a kadosh place, and put on his
garments, and come out and offer his
burnt offering and the burnt offering of the
people, and make atonement for himself
and for the people.

16:25 The fat of the sin offering he shall
burn on the altar.

16:26 He who lets the goat go for the
scapegoat shall wash his clothes, and
bathe his flesh in water, and afterward he
shall come into the camp.

16:27 The bull for the sin offering, and the
goat for the sin offering, whose blood was
brought in to make atonement in the
kadosh place, shall be carried forth outside
the camp; and they shall burn their skins,
their flesh, and their dung with fire.

16:28 He who burns them shall wash his
clothes, and bathe his flesh in water, and
afterward he shall come into the camp.
16:29 It shall be a statute to you forever: in
the seventh month, on the tenth day of the
month, you shall afflict your souls, and
shall do no kind of work, the native-born, or
the proselyte who dwells among you;
16:30 for on this day shall atonement be
made for you, to cleanse you; from all your
sins you shall be clean before nine.

16:31 It is a shabat of solemn rest to you,
and you shall afflict your souls; it is a
statute forever.

16:32 The kohen, who is anointed and who
is consecrated to be kohen in his father's
place, shall make the atonement, and
shall put on the linen garments, even the
kadosh garments.

16:33 Then he shall make atonement for
the kadosh Sanctuary; and he shall make
atonement for the tent of moed and for the
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altar; and he shall make atonement for the
kohanim and for all the people of the
gahal.

16:34 This shall be an everlasting statute
for you, to make atonement for the
children of YisraEL once in the year
because of all their sins. It was done as
nin' commanded Mosheh.

17 Syncretism | Eating blood forbidden

17:1 nin' spoke to Mosheh, saying:

17:2 Speak to Aharon, and to his sons, and
to all the children of YisraEL, and say to
them: This is the thing which nIn' has
commanded,

17:3 Whatever man there is of the house
of YisraEL, who slays a bull, or lamb, or
goat, in the camp, or who slays it outside
the camp,

17:4 and has not brought it to the door of
the tent of moed, to offer it as an offering
to niInr before the tabernacle of nin': blood
shall be imputed to that man. He has shed
blood; and that man shall be cut off from
among his people.

17:5 This is to the end that the children of
YisraEL may bring their sacrifices, which
they sacrifice in the open field, that they
may bring them to nint, to the door of the
tent of moed, to the kohen, and sacrifice
them for sacrifices of peace offerings to
hib1R

17:6 The kohen shall sprinkle the blood on
the altar of nin at the door of the tent of
moed, and burn the fat for a pleasant
aroma to nine.

17:7 They shall no longer sacrifice their
sacrifices to the goat idols, after which
they play the whore. This shall be a statute
forever to them throughout their
generations.

17:8 You shall say to them: Any man there
is of the house of YisraeL, or of the
proselyte who dwell among them, who
offers a burnt offering or sacrifice,

17:9 and does not bring it to the door of
the tent of moed, to sacrifice it to nin'; that
man shall be cut off from his people.
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17:10 Any man of the house of YisraEL, or
of the proselytes who dwell among them,
who eats any kind of blood, I will set my
face against that soul who eats blood, and
will cut him off from among his people.
17:11 For the life of the flesh is in the
blood; and | have given it to you on the altar
to make atonement for your souls: for it is
the blood that makes atonement by
reason of the life.

17:12 Therefore | have said to the children
of YisraEL: No person among you shall eat
blood, neither shall any proselyte who
dwell among you eat blood.

17:13 Whatever man there is of the
children of YisraEL, or of the proselytes who
dwell among them, who takes in hunting,
any animal or bird that may be eaten; he
shall pour out its blood, and cover it with
dust.

17:14 For as to the life of all flesh, its blood
is with its life: therefore, | said to the
children of YisraEL: You shall not eat the
blood of any kind of flesh; for the life of all
flesh is its blood. Whoever eats it shall be
cut off.

17:15 Every person that eats what dies of
itself, or that which is torn by animals,
whether he is native-born or a proselyte, he
shall wash his clothes, and bathe himself
in water, and be unclean until the evening:
then he shall be clean.

17:16 But if he does not wash them, or
bathe his flesh, then he shall bear his
iniquity.

18 Forbidden sexual relations

18:1 nin* said to Mosheh:

18:2 Speak to the children of YisraEL, and
say to them: | AM nIn® your ELOHIM.

18:3 You shall not do as they do in the land
of Egypt, where you lived: and you shall not
do as they do in the Land of Canaan, where
| AM bringing you; neither shall you walk in
their statutes.

18:4 You shall do my ordinances, and you
shall keep my statutes, and walk in them:
| AM DI your ELOHIM.
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18:5 You shall therefore keep MY statutes
and MY ordinances; which if a man does,
he shall live. | AM nin'.

18:6 None of you shall approach anyone
who are his close relatives, to uncover their
nakedness: | AM nIne.

18:7 You shall not uncover the nakedness
of your father, nor the nakedness of your
mother: she is your mother. You shall not
uncover her nakedness.

18:8 You shall not uncover the nakedness
of your father's wife: it is your father's
nakedness.

18:9 You shall not uncover the nakedness
of your sister, the daughter of your father,
or the daughter of your mother, whether
born at home, or born abroad.

18:10 You shall not uncover the
nakedness of your son's daughter, or of

your daughter's daughter, even their
nakedness: for theirs is your own
nakedness.

18:11 You shall not uncover the

nakedness of your father's wife's daughter,
conceived by your father, since she is your
sister.

18:12 You shall not uncover the
nakedness of your father's sister: she is
your father's near kinswoman.

18:13 You shall not uncover the
nakedness of your mother's sister: for she
is your mother's near kinswoman.

18:14 You shall not uncover the
nakedness of your father's brother; you
shall not approach his wife: she is your
aunt.

18:15 You shall not uncover the
nakedness of your daughter-in-law: she is
your son's wife. You shall not uncover her
nakedness.

18:16 You shall not uncover the
nakedness of your brother's wife: it is your
brother's nakedness.

18:17 You shall not uncover the
nakedness of a woman and her daughter.
You shall not take her son's daughter, or
her daughter's daughter, to uncover her
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nakedness; they are near kinswomen: it is
wickedness.

18:18 You shall not take a wife to her
sister, to be a rival, to uncover her
nakedness, while her sister is yet alive.
18:19 You shall not approach a woman to
uncover her nakedness, as long as she is
impure by her uncleanness.

18:20 You shall not lie carnally with your
neighbor's wife, and defile yourself with
her.

18:21 You shall not give any of your
children to sacrifice to Molech; neither
shall you profane the name of your ELOHIM:
| AM e,

18:22 You shall not lie with a man, as with
a woman. That is detestable.

18:23 You shall not lie with any animal to
defile yourself with it; neither shall any
woman give herself to an animal, to lie
down with it: it is a perversion.

18:24 Do not defile yourselves in any of
these things: for in all these the nations
which | cast out before you were defiled.
18:25 The Land was defiled: therefore, |
punished its iniquity, and the Land vomited
out her inhabitants.

18:26 You therefore shall keep MY statutes
and MY ordinances, and shall not do any of
these abominations; neither the native-
born, nor the proselyte who dwells among
you;

18:27 for all these abominations have the
men of the Land done, that were before
you, and the Land became defiled;

18:28 that the land not vomit you out also,
when you defile it, as it vomited out the
nation that was before you.

18:29 For whoever shall do any of these
abominations, even the souls that do them
shall be cut off from among their people.
18:30 Therefore you shall keep MY
requirements, that you do not practice any
of these abominable customs, which were
practiced before you, and that you do not
defile yourselves with them: | AM nInr your
ELOHIM.
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19 Statutes and instructions (1)

19:1 nin* spoke to Mosheh, saying:

19:2 Speak to all the community of the
children of YisraEL, and tell them: You shall
be kadosh; for | nin* your ELOHIM am
kadosh.

19:3 Each one of you shall revere his
mother and his father. You shall keep MY
shabats. | AM nin' your ELOHIM.

19:4 Do not turn to idols, nor make molten
ELOHIM for yourselves. | AM nin* your
ELOHIM.

19:5 When you offer a sacrifice of peace
offerings to nine, you shall offer it so that
you may be accepted.

19:6 It shall be eaten the same day you
offer it, and on the next day: and if anything
remains until the third day, it shall be
burned with fire.

19:7 If it is eaten at all on the third day, it
is an abomination. It will not be accepted;
19:8 but everyone who eats it shall bear
his iniquity, because he has profaned the
kadosh thing of nin', and that soul shall be
cut off from his people.

19:9 When you reap the harvest of your
land, you shall not wholly reap the corners
of your field, neither shall you gather the
gleanings of your harvest.

19:10 You shall not glean your vineyard,
neither shall you gather the fallen grapes
of your vineyard; you shall leave them for
the poor and for the proselyte. | AM nint
your ELOHIM.

19:11 You shall not steal. You shall not lie.
You shall not deceive one another.

19:12 You shall not swear by MY name
falsely, and profane the name of your
ELOHIM. | AM I,

19:13 You shall not oppress your neighbor,
nor rob him. The wages of a hired servant
shall not remain with you all night until the
morning.

19:14 You shall not treat the deaf with
contempt, nor put a stumbling block
before the blind; but you shall revere your
ELOHIM. | AM I,
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19:15 You shall do no injustice in
judgment: you shall not be partial to the
poor, nor show favoritism to the great; but
you shall judge your neighbor in
righteousness.

19:16 You shall not go up and down as a
slanderer among your people. You shall
not endanger the life of your neighbor. | AM
hibLR

19:17 You shall not hate your brother in
your heart. You may surely rebuke your
neighbor, but shall not incur sin because of
him.

19:18 You shall not take vengeance, nor
bear any grudge against the children of
your people; but you shall love your
neighbor as yourself. | AM nIn'.

19:19 You shall keep MY statutes. You
shall not crossbreed different kinds of
animals. you shall not sow your field with
two kinds of seed; neither shall there come
upon you a garment made of two kinds of
material.

19:20 If a man lies carnally with a woman
who is a bond-servant girl, pledged to be
married to another man, and not
ransomed, or given her freedom; they shall
be punished. They shall not be put to
death, because she was not free.

19:21 He shall bring his trespass offering
to nIn', to the door of the tent of moed,
even a ram for a trespass offering.

19:22 The kohen shall make atonement
for him with the ram of the trespass
offering before nin' for his sin which he
has committed: and the sin which he has
committed shall be forgiven him.

19:23 When you come into the Land, and
have planted all kinds of trees for food,
then you shall count their fruit as
uncircumcised. Three years shall they be
forbidden to you. It shall not be eaten.
19:24 But in the fourth year all its fruit
shall be kadosh, for giving praise to nin:.
19:25 In the fifth year you shall eat its fruit,
that it may yield its increase to you. | AM
DN your ELOHIM.
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19:26 You shall not eat any meat with the
blood still in it; neither shall you use
enchantments, nor practice sorcery.
19:27 You shall not cut the hair on the
sides of your heads, neither shall you clip
off the edge of your beard.

19:28 You shall not make any cuttings in
your flesh for the dead, nor tattoo any
marks on you. | AM nine.

19:29 Do not profane your daughter, to
make her a whore; lest the Land fall to
harlotry, and the Land become full of
wickedness.

19:30 You shall keep MY shabats, and
reverence MY sanctuary; | AM nine.

19:31 Do not turn to those who are
mediums, nor to the wizards. Do not seek
them out, to be defiled by them. | AM a1t
your ELOHIM.

19:32 You shall rise up before the gray
head, and honor the face of an old man,
and you shall revere your ELOHIM. | AM i,
19:33 When a proselyte dwells with you in
your Land, you shall not do him wrong.
19:34 The proselyte who dwells with you
shall be to you as the native-born among
you, and you shall love him as yourself; for
you lived as proselytes in the land of Egypt.
| AM dIn® your ELOHIM.

19:35 You shall do no unrighteousness in
judgment, in measures of length, of
weight, or of quantity.

19:36 You shall have just balances, just
weights, a just ephah, and a just hin. | AM
nIN' your ELOHIM, WHO brought you out of
the land of Egypt.

19:37 You shall observe all MY statutes,
and all MY ordinances, and do them. | AM
h1hLH

20 Statutes and instructions (2)

20:1 nin* spoke to Mosheh, saying:

20:2 Moreover, you shall tell the children
of YisraeL: Anyone of the children of
YisraEL, or of the proselytes who live in
YisratL, who gives any of his seed to
Molech; he shall surely be put to death. The
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people of the Land shall stone him with
stones.

20:3 | also will set MY face against that
person, and will cut him off from among
his people because he has given of his
seed to Molech, to defile MY sanctuary, and
to profane MY kadosh name.

20:4 If the people of the Land all hide their
eyes from that person, when he gives of his
seed to Molech, and do not put him to
death;

20:5 then | will set MY face against that
man, and against his family, and will cut
him off, and all who play the whore after
him, to play the whore with Molech, from
among their people.

20:6 The person that turns to those who
are mediums, and to the wizards, to play
the whore after them, | will even set MY
face against that person, and will cut him
off from among his people.

20:7 sanctify yourselves therefore, and be
kadosh; for | AM D1t your ELOHIM.

20:8 You shall keep MY statutes, and do
them. | AM nIn' WHO sanctifies you.

20:9 For everyone who treats his father or
his mother with contempt shall surely be
put to death: he has despised his father or
his mother; his blood shall be upon him.
20:10 The man who commits adultery with
another man's wife, even he who commits
adultery with his neighbor's wife, the
adulterer and the adulteress shall surely
be put to death.

20:11 The man who lies with his father's
wife has uncovered his father's nakedness:
both of them shall surely be put to death;
their blood shall be upon them.

20:12 If a man lies with his daughter-in-
law, both of them shall surely be put to
death: they have committed a perversion;
their blood shall be upon them.

20:13 If a man lies with a male, as with a
woman, both of them have committed an
abomination: they shall surely be put to
death; their blood shall be upon them.
20:14 If a man takes a wife and her
mother, it is wickedness: they shall be
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burned with fire, both he and they; that
there may be no wickedness among you.
20:15 If a man lies with an animal, he shall
surely be put to death; and you shall kill the
animal.

20:16 If a woman approaches any animal,
and lies down with it, you shall kill the
woman, and the animal: they shall surely
be put to death; their blood shall be upon
them.

20:17 If a man takes his sister, his father's
daughter, or his mother's daughter, and
sees her nakedness, and she sees his
nakedness; it is covenant-faithfulness that
they be cut off in the sight of the children
of their people: he has uncovered his
sister's nakedness; he shall bear his
iniquity.

20:18 If a man lies with a woman having
her monthly period, and uncovers her
nakedness; he has made naked her
fountain, and she has uncovered the
fountain of her blood: and both of them
shall be cut off from among their people.
20:19 You shall not uncover the
nakedness of your mother's sister, nor of
your father's sister; for he has made naked
his close relative: they shall bear their
iniquity.

20:20 If a man lies with his uncle's wife, he
has uncovered his uncle's nhakedness: they
shall bear their sin; they shall die childless.
20:21 If a man takes his brother's wife, it
is an impurity: he has uncovered his
brother's nakedness; they shall be
childless.

20:22 You shall therefore keep all MY
statutes, and all MY ordinances, and do
them; that the Land, where | AM bringing
you to dwell, may not vomit you out.
20:23 You shall not walk in the customs of
the nation, which | will cast out before you:
for they did all these things, and therefore
| abhorred them.

20:24 But | have said to you: You shall
inherit their Land, and | will give it to you to
possess it, a Land flowing with milk and
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honey. | AM nIn' your ELOHIM, WHO has
separated you from the peoples.

20:25 You shall therefore make a
distinction between the clean animal and
the unclean, and between the unclean fowl
and the clean: and you shall not make
yourselves abominable by animal, or by
bird, or by anything that creeps on the
ground, which | have separated from you
as unclean for you.

20:26 You shall be kadosh to ME: for I,
NN, AM kadosh, and have set you apart
from the peoples, that you should be MINE.
20:27 A man or a woman that is a
medium, or is a wizard, shall surely be put
to death: they shall stone them with
stones; their blood shall be upon them.

21 Sanctity and the Kohanim

21:1 nin said to Mosheh: Speak to the
kohanim, the sons of Aharon, and say to
them: A kohen shall not defile himself for
the dead among his people;

21:2 except for his relatives that are near
to him: for his mother, for his father, for his
son, for his daughter, for his brother,

21:3 and for his virgin sister who is near to
him, who has had no husband; for her he
may defile himself.

21:4 He shall not defile himself, being a
chief man among his people, to profane
himself.

21:5 They shall not shave their heads,
neither shall they shave off the corners of
their beards, nor make any cuttings in their
flesh.

21:6 They shall be kadosh to their ELOHIM,
and not profane the name of their ELOHIM;
for they offer the offerings of nin* made by
fire, the bread of their ELOHIM; therefore,
they shall be kadosh.

21:7 They shall not marry a woman who is
a whore, or profane; neither shall they
marry a woman divorced from her
husband: for he is kadosh to his ELOHIM.
21:8 You shall sanctify him therefore; for
he offers the bread of your ELOHIM: he shall
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be kadosh to you: for | nin', WHO sanctify
you, AM kadosh.

21:9 The daughter of any kohen, if she
profanes herself by playing the whore, she
profanes her father: she shall be burned
with fire.

21:10 He who is the high kohen among his
brothers, upon whose head the anointing
oil is poured, and that is consecrated to put
on the garments, shall not let the hair of
his head hang loose, nor tear his clothes;
21:11 neither shall he attend to any dead
body, nor defile himself for his father, or for
his mother;

21:12 neither shall he go out of the
sanctuary, nor profane the sanctuary of his
ELOHIM; for the crown of the anointing oil of
his ELOHIM is upon him. | AM aIn.

21:13 He shall take a wife in her virginity.
21:14 A widow, or one divorced, or a
woman who has been defiled, or a whore,
these he shall not marry: but a virgin of his
own people shall he take as a wife.

21:15 He shall not profane his seed among
his people: for | AM nIa* WHO sanctifies
him.

21:16 niIn' spoke to Mosheh, saying:
21:17 Say to Aharon: None of your seed
throughout their generations who has a
blemish, may approach to offer the bread
of his ELOHIM.

21:18 For whatever man he is that has a
blemish, he shall not draw near: a blind
man, or a lame, or he who has a flat nose,
or any deformity,

21:19 or a man who has an injured foot, or
an injured hand,

21:20 or hunchbacked, or a dwarf, or one
who has a defect in his eye, or an itching
disease, or scabs, or who has damaged
testicles;

21:21 no man of the seed of Aharon the
kohen who has a blemish, shall come near
to offer the offerings of nin' made by fire.
Since he has a blemish, he shall not come
near to offer the bread of his ELOHIM.
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21:22 He shall eat the bread of his ELOHIM,
both of the most kadosh, and of the
kadosh.

21:23 He shall not come near to the veil,
nor come near to the altar, because he has
a blemish; that he may not profane MY
sanctuaries, for | AM nIn* WHO sanctifies
them.

21:24 So, Mosheh spoke to Aharon, and to
his sons, and to all the children of YisraEL.

22 Kadosh things and offerings

22:1 aIn' spoke to Mosheh, saying:

22:2 Tell Aharon and his sons to separate
themselves from the kadosh things of the
children of YisraeL, which they make
kadosh to ME, and that they not profane
my kadosh name. | AM nin'.

22:3 Tell them: If anyone of all your seed
throughout your generations approaches
the kadosh things, which the children of
YisraEL make kadosh to nin', having his
uncleanness on him, that soul shall be cut
off from before me. | AM nine.

22:4 Whoever of the seed of Aharon is a
leper or has an issue; he shall not eat of
the kadosh things, until he is clean.
Whoever touches anything that is unclean
by the dead, or a man whose seed goes
from him;

22:5 or whoever touches any creeping
thing, whereby he may be made unclean,
or a man of whom he may take
uncleanness, whatever uncleanness he
has;

22:6 the person that touches any such
shall be unclean until the evening, and
shall not eat of the kadosh things, unless
he bathe his body in water.

22:7 When the sun is down, he shall be
clean; and afterward he shall eat of the
kadosh things, because it is his bread.
22:8 That which dies of itself, or is torn by
animals, he shall not eat, defiling himself
by it. | AM ninr.

22:9 They shall therefore follow my
requirements, lest they bear sin for it, and
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die therein, if they profane it. | AM nin* WHO
sanctifies them.

22:10 No stranger shall eat of the kadosh
thing: a foreigner living with the kohanim,
or a hired servant, shall not eat of the
kadosh thing.

22:11 But if a kohen buys a soul,
purchased by his money, he shall eat of it;
and such as are born in his house, they
shall eat of his bread.

22:12 If a kohen's daughter is married to
an outsider, she shall not eat of the heave
offering of the kadosh things.

22:13 But if a kohen's daughter is a widow,
or divorced, and has no child, and has
returned to her father's house, as in her
youth, she may eat of her father's bread:
but no stranger shall eat any of it.

22:14 If a man eats something kadosh
unwittingly, then he shall add the fifth part
of its value to it, and shall give the kadosh
thing to the kohen.

22:15 The kohanim shall not profane the
kadosh things of the children of YisraEL,
which they offer to niny,

22:16 and so cause them to bear the
iniquity that brings guilt, when they eat
their kadosh things: for | AM aIn* WHO
sanctifies them.

22:17 nin' spoke to Mosheh, saying:
22:18 Speak to Aharon, and to his sons,
and to all the children of YisraEL, and say
to them: Whoever is of the house of
YisraEL, or of the proselytes in YisraEL, who
offers his offering, whether it be any of
their vows, or any of their freewill offerings,
which they offer to ninr for a burnt offering;
22:19 that you may be accepted, you shall
offer a male without blemish, of the bulls,
of the sheep, or of the goats.

22:20 But whatever has a blemish, that
you shall not offer: for it shall not be
acceptable for you.

22:21 Whoever offers a sacrifice of peace
offerings to nin* to accomplish a vow, or
for a freewill offering, of the herd or of the
flock, it shall be perfect to be accepted; no
blemish shall be therein.
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22:22 Blind, injured, maimed, having a
wart, festering, or having a running sore,
you shall not offer these to nint, nor make
an offering by fire of them on the altar to
hibLK

22:23 Either a bull or a lamb that has any
deformity or lacking in his parts, that you
may offer for a freewill offering; but for a
vow it shall not be accepted.

22:24 That which has its testicles bruised,
crushed, broken, or cut, you shall not offer
to niny; neither shall you do thus in your
Land.

22:25 Neither shall you offer the bread of
your ELOHIM from the hand of a foreigner
of any of these; because their corruption is
in them. There is a blemish in them. They
shall not be accepted for you.

22:26 nIn' spoke to Mosheh, saying:
22:27 When a bull, or a sheep, or a goat, is
born, then it shall remain seven days with
its mother; and from the eighth day and
thenceforth it shall be accepted for the
offering of an offering made by fire to ninr.
22:28 Whether it is a cow or ewe, you shall
not kill it and its young both in one day.
22:29 When you sacrifice a sacrifice of
thanksgiving to nIn', you shall sacrifice it
so that you may be accepted.

22:30 It shall be eaten on the same day;
you shall leave none of it until the morning.
I AM niar.

22:31 Therefore you shall keep MY
commandments, and do them. | AM nIne.
22:32 You shall not profane MY kadosh
name, but | will be made kadosh among
the children of YisraeL. | AM nIn* WHO
makes you kadosh,

22:33 WHO brought you out of the land of
Egypt, to be your ELOHIM. | AM it

23 Seven festivalsll! of ELOHIM

23:1 nint spoke to Mosheh, saying:

23:2 Speak to the children of YisraEL, and
tell them: The moadim of nin', which you
shall proclaim to be kadosh sephar
readings, even these are MY moadim:
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23:3 Six days shall work be done: but on
the seventh day is a shabat of solemn rest,
a kadosh sephar reading; you shall do no
kind of work. It is a shabat to nint in all
your dwellings.

23:4 These are the moadim of nIn; even
kadosh sephar readings, which you shall
proclaim in their moadim.

23:5 In the first month, on the fourteenth
day of the month in the evening, is nin''s
Pesach.

23:6 On the fifteenth day of the same
month is the festival of matstsah to nin'.
Seven days you shall eat matstsah.

23:7 In the first day you shall have a
kadosh sephar reading. You shall do no
regular work.

23:8 But you shall offer an offering made
by fire to niIn* seven days. In the seventh
day is a kadosh sephar reading; you shall
do no regular work.

23:9 nIn' spoke to Mosheh, saying:

23:10 Speak to the children of YisraEL, and
tell them: When you have come into the
land which | give to you, and shall reap its
harvest, then you shall bring the sheaf of
the first fruits of your harvest to the kohen:
23:11 and he shall wave the sheaf before
nIne, to be accepted for you. On the next
day after the shabat the kohen shall wave
it.

23:12 On the day when you wave the
sheaf, you shall offer a male lamb without
blemish a year old for a burnt offering to
h1hLH

23:13 The meal offering with it shall be
two tenth parts of an ephah of fine flour
mingled with oil, an offering made by fire
to nInt for a pleasant aroma; and the drink
offering with it shall be of wine, the fourth
part of a hin.

23:14 You shall eat neither bread, nor
roasted grain, nor fresh grain, until this
same day, until you have brought the
offering of your ELOHIM. This is a statute
forever throughout your generations in all
your dwellings.
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23:15 You shall count from the next day
after the shabat, from the day that you
brought the sheaf of the wave offering;
seven shabats shall be completed:

23:16 even to the next day after the
seventh shabat you shall number fifty
days; and you shall offer a fresh meal
offering to nint.

23:17 You shall bring out of your
habitations two loaves of bread for a wave
offering made of two tenth parts of an
ephah of fine flour. They shall be baked
with leaven, for first fruits to nin'.

23:18 You shall present with the bread
seven lambs without blemish a year old,
one young bull, and two rams. They shall
be a burnt offering to nin', with their meal
offering, and their drink offerings, even an
offering made by fire, of a sweet aroma to
.

23:19 You shall offer one male goat for a
sin offering, and two male lambs a year old
for a sacrifice of peace offerings.

23:20 The kohen shall wave them with the
bread of the first fruits for a wave offering
before ninr, with the two lambs. They shall
be kadosh to nin* for the kohen.

23:21 You shall make proclamation on the
same day; there shall be a kadosh sephar
reading to you; you shall do no regular
work. This is a statute forever in all your
dwellings throughout your generations.
23:22 When you reap the harvest of your
Land, you shall not wholly reap into the
corners of your field, neither shall you
gather the gleanings of your harvest; you
shall leave them for the poor, and for the
proselyte. | AM niIn' your ELOHIM.

23:23 ni1n spoke to Mosheh, saying:
23:24 Speak to the children of YisraEL,
saying: In the seventh month, on the first
day of the month, shall be a solemn rest to
you, a memorial of blowing of shofar, a
kadosh sephar reading.

23:25 You shall do no regular work; and
you shall offer an offering made by fire to
.

23:26 nIn' spoke to Mosheh, saying:
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23:27 However on the tenth day of this
seventh month is Yom Kippuri2\. It shall be
a kadosh sephar reading to you, and you
shall afflict yourselves; and you shall offer
an offering made by fire to ninr.

23:28 You shall do no kind of work in that
same day; for it is a day of atonement, to
make atonement for you before nin* your
ELOHIM.

23:29 For whoever it is who shall not deny
himself in that same day; shall be cut off
from his people.

23:30 Whoever it is who does any kind of
work in that same day, that person | will
destroy from among his people.

23:31 You shall do no kind of work: it is a
statute forever throughout your
generations in all your dwellings.

23:32 It shall be a shabat of solemn rest
for you, and you shall deny yourselves. In
the ninth day of the month at evening,
from evening to evening, you shall keep
your shabat.

23:33 nin' spoke to Mosheh, saying:
23:34 Speak to the children of YisraEL, and
say: On the fifteenth day of this seventh
month is the festival of Sukkot for seven
days to nine.

23:35 On the first day shall be a kadosh
sephar reading; you shall do no regular
work.

23:36 Seven days you shall offer an
offering made by fire to ninr. On the eighth
day shall be a kadosh sephar reading to
you; and you shall offer an offering made
by fire to nin. It is a solemn assembly; you
shall do no regular work.

23:37 These are the moadim of nny,
which you shall proclaim to be kadosh
sephar readings, to offer an offering made
by fire to n1ns, a burnt offering, and a meal
offering, a sacrifice, and drink offerings,
each on its own day;

23:38 besides the shabats of nin', and
besides your gifts, and besides all your
vows, and besides all your freewill
offerings, which you give to nin:.
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23:39 so on the fifteenth day of the
seventh month, when you have gathered in
the fruits of the Land, you shall keep the
festival of nin' seven days: on the first day
shall be a solemn rest, and on the eighth
day shall be a solemn rest.

23:40 You shall take on the first day the
fruit of goodly trees, branches of palm
trees, and boughs of thick trees, and
willows of the brook; and you shall rejoice
before nIn' your ELOHIM seven days.
23:41 You shall keep it a festival to nin*
seven days in the year: it is a statute
forever throughout your generations; you
shall keep it in the seventh month.

23:42 You shall dwell in tents seven days.
All who are native-born in YisraEL shall
dwell in tents,

23:43 that your generations may know
that | made the children of YisraEL to dwell
in tents, when | brought them out of the
land of Egypt. | AM nIn* your ELOHIM.
23:44 Mosheh declared to the children of
YisraEL the moadim of nin'.

24 Menorah | Lechem panim | Blasphemy

24:1 ninr spoke to Mosheh, saying:

24:2 Command the children of YisraEL,
that they bring to you pure olive oil beaten
for the light, to cause a lamp to burn
continually.

24:3 Outside of the veil of the Testimony,
in the tent of moed, shall Aharon keep it in
order from evening to morning before nint
continually: it shall be a statute forever
throughout your generations.

24:4 He shall keep in order the lamps on
the pure gold menorah before nint
continually.

24:5 You shall take fine flour, and bake
twelve cakes of it: two tenth parts of an
ephah shall be in one cake.

24:6 You shall set them in two rows, six on
a row, on the pure gold table before nine.
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24:7 You shall put pure frankincense on
each row, that it may be to the bread for a
memorial, even an offering made by fire to
hihLH

24:8 Every shabat day he shall set it in
order before nin' continually. It is on the
behalf of the children of YisraEL an
everlasting Covenant.

24:9 It shall be for Aharon and his sons;
and they shall eat it in a kadosh place: for
it is most kadosh to him of the offerings of
nin' made by fire by a perpetual statute.
24:10 The son of an YisraELite woman,
whose father was an Egyptian, went out
among the children of YisraEL; and the son
of the YisraELite woman and a man of
YisraEL strove together in the camp.
24:11 The son of the YisraELite woman
blasphemed the name, and cursed; and
they brought him to Mosheh. His mother's
name was Shelomith, the daughter of
Dibri, of the tribe of Dan.

24:12 They put him in custody, until the
will of n1nr should be declared to them.
24:13 nin' spoke to Mosheh, saying:
24:14 Bring out of the camp him who
cursed; and let all who heard him lay their
hands on his head, and let all the
community stone him.

24:15 You shall speak to the children of
YisraEL, saying: Whoever curses his ELOHIM
shall bear his sin.

24:16 He who blasphemes the name of
nins, he shall surely be put to death; all the
community shall certainly stone him: the
proselyte as well as the native-born, when
he blasphemes the name, shall be put to
death.

24:17 He who strikes any man mortally
shall surely be put to death.

24:18 He who strikes an animal mortally
shall make it good, life for life.

24:19 If anyone injures his neighbor; as he
has done, so shall it be done to him:
24:20 fracture for fracture, eye for eye,
tooth for tooth; as he has injured someone,
so shall it be done to him.
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24:21 He who kills an animal shall make it
good; and he who Kills a man shall be put
to death.

24:22 You shall have one standard of
Torah, for the proselyte as well as the
native-born: for | AM nint your ELOHIM.
24:23 Mosheh spoke to the children of
YisraEL; and they brought out him who had
cursed out of the camp, and stoned him
with stones. The children of YisraEL did as
nIn' commanded Mosheh.

25 Land shabat | Yovel year | Brotherly
support

25:1 nin' said to Mosheh in Mount Sinai,
25:2 Speak to the children of YisraEL, and
tell them: When you come into the Land
which | give you, then the Land shall keep
a shabat to nin.

25:3 Six years you shall sow your field, and
six years you shall prune your vineyard, and
gather in its fruits;

25:4 but in the seventh year there shall be
a shabat of solemn rest for the Land, a
shabat to nin'. You shall not sow your field
or prune your vineyard.

25:5 What grows of itself from the seeds
of your previous harvest you shall not reap,
and the grapes of your undressed vine you
shall not gather. It shall be a year of
solemn rest for the Land.

25:6 What the Land produces of itself
during the year of shabat shall be food for
you; for yourself, for your servant, for your
maid, for your hired servant, and for your
stranger, who lives as a foreigner with
youl3al,

25:7 For your livestock also, and for the
animals that are in your land, shall all its
increase be for food.

25:8 You shall count off seven shabats of
years, seven times seven years; and there
shall be to you the days of seven shabats
of years, even forty-nine years.

25:9 Then you shall sound the loud shofar
on the tenth day of the seventh month. On
Yom Kippur you shall sound the shofar
throughout all your Land.
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25:10 You shall make the fiftieth year
kadosh, and proclaim liberty throughout
the Land to all its inhabitants. It shall be a
Yovel3! to you; and each of you shall return
to his own property, and each of you shall
return to his family.

25:11 That fiftieth year shall be a Yovel to
you. In it you shall not sow, neither reap
that which grows of itself, nor gather from
the undressed vines.

25:12 For it is a Yovel, it shall be kadosh to
you. You shall eat of its increase out of the
field.

25:13 In this Year of Yovel each of you
shall return to his property.

25:14 If you sell anything to your neighbor,
or buy from your neighbor, you shall not
wrong one another.

25:15 According to the number of years
after the Yovel you shall buy from your
neighbor. According to the number of years
of the crops he shall sell to you.

25:16 According to the length of the years
you shall increase its price, and according
to the shortness of the years you shall
diminish its price; for he is selling the
number of the crops to you.

25:17 You shall not wrong one another;
but you shall revere your ELOHIM: for | AM
NN your ELOHIM.

25:18 Therefore you shall do MY statutes,
and keep my ordinances and do them; and
you shall dwell in the Land in safety.
25:19 The Land shall yield its fruit, and you
shall eat your fill, and dwell therein in
safety.

25:20 If you said: What shall we eat the
seventh year? Behold, we shall not sow,
nor gather in our increase;

25:21 then | will command my blessing on
you in the sixth year, and it shall bring forth
fruit for the three years.

25:22 You shall sow the eighth year, and
eat of the fruits, the old store; until the
ninth year, until its fruits come in, you shall
eat the old store.
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25:23 The Land shall not be sold in
perpetuity, for the Land is MINE; for you are
proselytes and sojourners with ME.

25:24 In all the Land of your possession
you shall grant a redemption for the Land.
25:25 If your brother becomes poor, and
sells some of his possessions, then his
kinsman who is next to him shall come,
and redeem that which his brother has
sold.

25:26 If a man has no kinsman to redeem
it, and he becomes prosperous and finds
sufficient means to redeem it;

25:27 then let him reckon the years since
its sale, and restore the surplus to the man
to whom he sold it; and he shall return to
his property.

25:28 But if he is not able to get it back for
himself, then what he has sold shall
remain in the hand of him who has bought
it until the Year of Yovel; and in the Yovel it
shall be released, and he shall return to his
property.

25:29 If a man sells a dwelling house in a
walled city, then he may redeem it within a
whole year after it has been sold. For a full
year he shall have the right of redemption.
25:30 If it is not redeemed within the
space of a full year, then the house that is
in the walled city shall be made sure in
perpetuity to him who bought it,
throughout his generations. It shall not be
released in the Yovel.

25:31 But the houses of the villages which
have no wall around them shall be
reckoned with the fields of the country:
they may be redeemed, and they shall be
released in the Yovel.

25:32 Nevertheless the cities of the
Levites, the houses in the cities of their
possession, the Levites may redeem at any
time.

25:33 The Levites may redeem the house
that was sold, and the city of his
possession, and it shall be released in the
Yovel; for the houses of the cities of the
Levites are their possession among the
children of YisraEL.
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25:34 But the field of the suburbs of their
cities may not be sold; for it is their
perpetual possession.

25:35 If your brother has become poor,
and his hand cannot support him among
you; then you shall uphold him. He shall
live with you like a proselyte or a sojourner.
25:36 Take no interest from him or profit,
but revere your ELOHIM; that your brother
may live among you.

25:37 You shall not lend him your money
at interest, nor give him your food for
profit.

25:38 | AM nIn' your ELOHIM, WHO brought
you forth out of the land of Egypt, to give
you the Land of Canaan, and to be your
ELOHIM.

25:39 If your brother has grown poor
among you, and sells himself to you; you
shall not make him to serve as a bond-
servant.

25:40 As a hired servant, and as a
temporary resident, he shall be with you;
he shall serve with you until the Year of
Yovel:

25:41 then he shall go out from you, he
and his children with him, and shall return
to his own family, and to the possession of
his fathers.

25:42 For they are MY servants, whom |
brought out of the land of Egypt. They shall
not be sold as bond-servants.

25:43 You shall not rule over him with
harshness, but shall revere your ELOHIM.
25:44 As for your male and your female
bond-servants, whom you may have; of the
nations that are around you, from them
you may buy male and female bond-
servants.

25:45 Moreover of the children of the
sojourner who live among you, of them you
may buy, and of their families who are with
you, which they have conceived in your
Land; and they will be your property.
25:46 You may make them an inheritance
for your children after you, to hold for a
possession; of them may you take your
bond-servants forever: but over your
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kinsmen the children of YisraEL you shall
not rule, one over another, with harshness.
25:47 If a proselyte or sojourner becomes
rich, and your brother close to you has
grown poor, and sells himself to the
proselyte or sojourner dwelling among you,
or to a descendant of the proselyte's
family;

25:48 after he is sold, he may be
redeemed. One of his brothers may
redeem him;

25:49 or his uncle, or his uncle's son, may
redeem him, or any who is a close relative
to him of his family may redeem him; or if
he has grown rich, he may redeem himself.
25:50 He shall reckon with him who
bought him from the year that he sold
himself to him to the Year of Yovel: and the
price of his sale shall be according to the
number of years; according to the time of
a hired servant shall he be with him.
25:51 If there are yet many years,
according to them he shall give back the
price of his redemption out of the money
that he was bought for.

25:52 If there remain but a few years to
the year of Yovel, then he shall reckon with
him; according to his years of service he
shall give back the price of his redemption.
25:53 As a servant hired year by year shall
he be with him: he shall not rule with
harshness over him in your sight.

25:54 If he is not redeemed by these
means, then he shall be released in the
Year of Yovel, he, and his children with him.
25:55 For to ME the children of YisraEL are
servants; they are MY servants whom |
brought out of the land of Egypt. | AM nine
your ELOHIM.

[3] Vs 25:10 - Jubilee

[3a] Vs 25:6 - produces of itself. There shall be no
sowing, pruning, harvesting, and trading (which is
the normal work in the six years). Only gathering for
self/ family sustenance is implied.

26 Blessings and chastisement

26:1 You shall make for yourselves no
idols, neither shall you raise up an
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engraved image or a pillar, neither shall
you place any figured stone in your Land,
to shachah it: for | AM ni1nt your ELOHIM.
26:2 You shall keep MY shabats, and have
reverence for MY sanctuary. | AM niar.
26:3 If you walk in MY statutes, and keep
MY commandments, and do them;

26:4 then | will give you your rains in their
moed, and the Land shall yield its increase,
and the trees of the field shall yield their
fruit.

26:5 Your threshing shall reach to the
vintage, and the vintage shall reach to the
sowing time; and you shall eat your bread
to the full, and dwell in your Land safely.
26:6 | will give shalom in the Land, and you
shall lie down, and no one will make you
afraid; and | will remove evil animals out of
the Land, neither shall the sword go
through your Land.

26:7 You shall chase your enemies, and
they shall fall before you by the sword.
26:8 Five of you shall chase a hundred, and
a hundred of you shall chase ten thousand;
and your enemies shall fall before you by
the sword.

26:9 | will have respect for you, and make
you fruitful, and multiply you, and will
establish MY Covenant with you.

26:10 You shall have to clear out old
stocks in order to make room for the fresh.
26:11 | will set MY tabernacle among you;
and MY soul would not abhor you.

26:12 | will walk among you, and will be
your ELOHIM, and you will be MY people.
26:13 | AM nIn* your ELOHIM, WHO brought
you forth out of the land of Egypt, that you
should not be their bond-servants; and |
have broken the bars of your yoke, and
made you go upright.

26:14 But if you will not shema to ME, and
will not do all these commandments;
26:15 and if you shall reject MY statutes,
and if your soul abhors MY ordinances, so
that you will not do all MY commandments,
but break MY Covenant;

26:16 | also will do this to you: | will
appoint terror over you, even consumption
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and fever, that shall consume the eyes,
and make the soul to pine away; and you
will sow your seed in vain, for your enemies
will eat it.

26:17 | will set MY face against you, and
you will be struck before your enemies.
Those who hate you will rule over you; and
you will flee when no one pursues you.
26:18 If you in spite of these things will not
shema to ME, then | will chastise you seven
times more for your sins.

26:19 | will break the pride of your power,
and | will make your shamayim like iron,
and your soil like brass;

26:20 and your strength will be spent in
vain; for your Land would not yield its
increase, neither will the trees of the Land
yield their fruit.

26:21 If you walk contrary to ME, and
would not listen to ME, then | will bring
seven times more plagues on you
according to your sins.

26:22 | will send the wild animals among
you, which will rob you of your children,
destroy your livestock, and make you few
in number; and your roads will become
desolate.

26:23 If by these things you would not be
corrected by ME, but will walk contrary to
ME;

26:24 then | will also walk contrary to you;
and | will strike you, even |, seven times for
your sins.

26:25 | will bring a sword upon you, that
will execute the vengeance of the
Covenant; and you will be gathered within
your cities: and | will send the pestilence
among you; and you will be delivered into
the hand of the enemy.

26:26 When | break your staff of bread, ten
women shall bake your bread in one oven,
and they shall deliver your bread again by
weight; and you shall eat, and not be
satisfied.

26:27 If you in spite of this would not
shema to ME, but walk contrary to ME;
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26:28 then | will walk contrary to you in
wrath; and | also will chastise you seven
times for your sins.

26:29 You will eat the flesh of your sons,
and you will eat the flesh of your
daughters.

26:30 | will destroy your high places, and
cut down your incense altars, and cast your
dead bodies upon the bodies of your idols;
and MY soul will abhor you.

26:31 | will lay your cities waste, and will
bring your sanctuaries to desolation, and |
will not take delight in the sweet fragrance
of your offerings.

26:32 | will bring the Land into desolation;
and your enemies that dwell therein will be
astonished at it.

26:33 | will scatter you among the nations,
and | will draw out the sword after you; and
your Land will be a desolation, and your
cities shall be a waste.

26:34 Then the Land will enjoy its shabats
as long as it lies desolate and you are in
your enemies' land. Even then the Land will
rest and enjoy its shabats.

26:35 As long as it lies desolate it shall
have rest, even the rest which it did not
have in your shabats, when you lived on it.
26:36 As for those of you who are left, | will
send a faintness into their hearts in the
lands of their enemies; and the sound of a
driven leaf will put them to flight; and they
shall flee, as one flees from the sword; and
they will fall when no one pursues.

26:37 They will stumble over one another,
as it were before the sword, when no one
pursues; and you will have no power to
stand before your enemies.

26:38 You will perish among the nations,
and the land of your enemies will eat you
up.

26:39 Those of you who are left will pine
away in their iniquity in your enemies'
lands; and in the iniquities of their fathers
shall they pine away with them.

26:40 If they confess their iniquity, and the
iniquity of their fathers, in their trespass
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which they trespassed against ME, and
that, because they walked contrary to ME,
26:41 | also walked contrary to them, and
brought them into the land of their
enemies. Nevertheless, if then their
uncircumcised heart is humbled, and they
then accept the punishment of their
iniquity;

26:42 then | will remember MY Covenant
with Yaaqob; and, MY Covenant with
Yitzchak, and MY Covenant with Abraham;
and | will remember the Land.

26:43 The Land also will be left by them,
and will enjoy its shabats while it lies
desolate without them; and they will
accept the punishment of their iniquity;
because, even because they rejected MY
ordinances, and their soul abhorred MY
statutes.

26:44 Yet for all that, when they are in the
land of their enemies, | will not reject them,
neither will | abhor them, to destroy them
utterly, and to break MY Covenant with
them; for | AM nin' their ELOHIM;

26:45 but | will for their sake remember
the Covenant of their ancestors, whom |
brought out of the land of Egypt in the sight
of the nations, that | might be their ELOHIM.
| AM DI,

26:46 These are the statutes, ordinances,
and Torah, which nin' made between HIM
and the children of YisraEL in Mount Sinai
by the hand of Mosheh.

27 Vows

27:1 ni1n* spoke to Mosheh, saying:

27:2 Speak to the children of YisraEL, and
say to them: When a man makes a vow to
consecrate a person to nin,

27:3 the redemption value you are to
assign to a male from twenty years old
even to sixty years old, shall be fifty
shekels of silver, after the shekel of the
sanctuary.

27:4 If it is a female, then your valuation
shall be thirty shekels.

27:5 If the person is from five years old
even to twenty years old, then your
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valuation shall be for a male twenty
shekels, and for a female ten shekels.
27:6 If the person is from a month old even
to five years old, then your valuation shall
be for a male five shekels of silver, and for
a female your valuation shall be three
shekels of silver.

27:7 If the person is from sixty years old
and upward; if it is a male, then your
valuation shall be fifteen shekels, and for
a female ten shekels.

27:8 But if he is poorer than your valuation,
then he shall be set before the kohen, and
the kohen shall value him; according to the
ability of him who vowed shall the kohen
value him.

27:9 If it is an animal, of which men offer
an offering to niny, all that any man gives
of such to nin* becomes kadosh.

27:10 He shall not alter it, nor change it, a
good for a bad, or a bad for a good: and if
he shall at all change animal for animal,
then both it and that for which it is changed
shall be kadosh.

27:11 If it is any unclean animal, of which
they do not offer as an offering to nins,
then he shall set the animal before the
kohen;

27:12 and the kohen shall value it,
whether it is good or bad. As you the kohen
values it, so shall it be.

27:13 But if he will indeed redeem it, then
he shall add the fifth part of it to its
valuation.

27:14 When a man dedicates his house to
be kadosh to nin', then the kohen shall
evaluate it, whether it is good or bad: as
the kohen shall evaluate it, so shall it
stand.

27:15 If he who dedicates it will redeem
his house, then he shall add the fifth part
of the money of your valuation to it, and it
shall be his.

27:16 If a man dedicates to nin' part of
the field of his possession, then your
valuation shall be according to the seed for
it: the sowing of an omer of barley shall be
valued at fifty shekels of silver.
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27:17 If he dedicates his field from the
Year of Yovel, according to your valuation
it shall stand.

27:18 But if he dedicates his field after the
Yovel, then the kohen shall reckon to him
the money according to the years that
remain to the Year of Yovel; and an
abatement shall be made from vyour
valuation.

27:19 If he who dedicated the field will
indeed redeem it, then he shall add the
fifth part of the money of your valuation to
it, and it shall remain his.

27:20 If he will not redeem the field, or if
he has sold the field to another man, it
shall not be redeemed anymore;

27:21 but the field, when it goes out in the
Yovel, shall be kadosh to nIn', as a field
devoted; it shall be owned by the kohanim.
27:22 If he dedicates to nin a field which
he has bought, which is not of the field of
his possession,

27:23 then the kohen shall reckon to him
the worth of your valuation up to the Year
of Yovel; and he shall give your valuation
on that day, as a kadosh thing to ninr.
27:24 In the Year of Yovel the field shall
return to him from whom it was bought,
even to him to whom the possession of the
land belongs.

27:25 All your valuations shall be
according to the shekel of the sanctuary:
twenty gerahs to the shekel.

27:26 Only the firstborn among animals,
which is made a firstborn to nIn', no man
may dedicate it; whether an ox or sheep, it
is nIn''s.

27:27 If it is an unclean animal, then he
shall buy it back according to your
valuation, and shall add to it the fifth part
of it: or if it is not redeemed, then it shall
be sold according to your valuation.

27:28 However, no devoted thing, that a
man shall devote to nin' of all that he has,
whether of man or animal, or of the field of
his possession, shall be sold or redeemed:
every devoted thing is most kadosh to nine.



27:29 No devoted person, who has been
devoted from among men may be
redeemed; he shall surely be put to death.
27:30 All the tithe of the Land, whether of
the seed of the Land or of the fruit of the
trees, is nIn''s. It is kadosh to nine.

27:31 If a man redeems anything of his
tithe, he shall add a fifth part to it.

27:32 All the tithe of the herds or the
flocks, whatever passes under the staff,
the tenth one shall be kadosh to nine.

1 Census of YisraEL’s warriors

NNt spoke to Mosheh in the wilderness of
Sinai, in the tent of moed, on the first day
of the second month, in the second year
after they had come out of the land of
Egypt, saying:

1:2 Take a census of all the community of
the children of YisraEL, by their families, by
their fathers' houses, according to the
number of the names, every male, one by
one;

1:3 from twenty years old and upward, all
who are able to go out to war in YisraEL.
You and Aharon shall number them by
their divisions.

1:4 With you there shall be a man of every
tribe; everyone head of his fathers' house.
1:5 These are the names of the men who
shall stand with you: Of Reuben: Elitzur the
son of Shedeur.

1:6 Of Shimon: ShelumiEL the son of Tzuri-
Shaddai.
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1:7 Of YAHudah: Nachshon the son of
Amminadab.

1:8 Of Issachar: NethanEL the son of Tsuar.
1:9 Of Zebulun: ELIAB the son of Chelon.
1:10 Of the children of YAHseph: Of
Ephraim: ELishama the son of Ammihud.
Of Menasheh: GamaliEL the son of
Pedahtzur.

1:11 Of Binyamin: Abidan the son of
Gidoni.

1:12 Of Dan: Achiezur the son of Ammi-
Shaddai.

1:13 Of Asher: PagiEL the son of Okran.
1:14 Of Gaad: ELyasaph the son of DeuEL.
1:15 Of Naphtali: Achira the son of Enan.
1:16 These are those who were called of
the community, the princes of the tribes of
their fathers; they were the heads of the
thousands of YisraEL.

1:17 Mosheh and Aharon took these men
who are mentioned by name.

1:18 They assembled all the community
together on the first day of the second
month; and they declared their ancestry by
their families, by their fathers' houses,
according to the number of the names,
from twenty years old and upward, one by
one.

1:19 As ain' commanded Mosheh, so he
numbered them in the wilderness of Sinai.
1:20 The children of Reuben, YisraEL's
firstborn, their generations, by their
families, by their fathers' houses,
according to the number of the names, one
by one, every male from twenty years old
and upward, all who were able to go out to
war;

1:21 those who were numbered of them,
of the tribe of Reuben, were forty-six
thousand five hundred.

1:22 Of the children of Shimon, their
generations, by their families, by their
fathers' houses, those who were numbered
of it, according to the number of the
names, one by one, every male from
twenty years old and upward, all who were
able to go out to war;
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1:23 those who were numbered of them,
of the tribe of Shimon, were fifty-nine
thousand three hundred.

1:24 Of the children of Gaad, their
generations, by their families, by their
fathers' houses, according to the number
of the names, from twenty years old and
upward, all who were able to go out to war;
1:25 those who were numbered of them,
of the tribe of Gaad, were forty-five
thousand six hundred fifty.

1:26 Of the children of YAHudah, their
generations, by their families, by their
fathers' houses, according to the number
of the names, from twenty years old and
upward, all who were able to go out to war;
1:27 those who were numbered of them,
of the tribe of YAHudah, were sixty-four
thousand six hundred.

1:28 Of the children of Issachar, their
generations, by their families, by their
fathers' houses, according to the number
of the names, from twenty years old and
upward, all who were able to go out to war;
1:29 those who were numbered of them,
of the tribe of Issachar, were fifty-four
thousand four hundred.

1:30 Of the children of Zebulun, their
generations, by their families, by their
fathers' houses, according to the number
of the names, from twenty years old and
upward, all who were able to go out to war;
1:31 those who were numbered of them,
of the tribe of Zebulun, were fifty-seven
thousand four hundred.

1:32 Of the children of YAHseph, of the
children of Ephraim, their generations, by
their families, by their fathers' houses,
according to the number of the names,
from twenty years old and upward, all who
were able to go out to war;

1:33 those who were numbered of them,
of the tribe of Ephraim, were forty
thousand five hundred.

1:34 Of the children of Menasheh, their
generations, by their families, by their
fathers' houses, according to the number
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of the names, from twenty years old and
upward, all who were able to go out to war;
1:35 those who were numbered of them,
of the tribe of Menasheh, were thirty-two
thousand two hundred.

1:36 Of the children of Binyamin, their
generations, by their families, by their
fathers' houses, according to the number
of the names, from twenty years old and
upward, all who were able to go out to war;
1:37 those who were numbered of them,
of the tribe of Binyamin, were thirty-five
thousand four hundred.

1:38 Of the children of Dan, their
generations, by their families, by their
fathers' houses, according to the number
of the names, from twenty years old and
upward, all who were able to go forth to
war;

1:39 those who were numbered of them,
of the tribe of Dan, were sixty-two thousand
seven hundred.

1:40 Of the children of Asher, their
generations, by their families, by their
fathers' houses, according to the number
of the names, from twenty years old and
upward, all who were able to go forth to
war;

1:41 those who were numbered of them,
of the tribe of Asher, were forty-one
thousand five hundred.

1:42 Of the children of Naphtali, their
generations, by their families, by their
fathers' houses, according to the number
of the names, from twenty years old and
upward, all who were able to go forth to
war;

1:43 those who were numbered of them,
of the tribe of Naphtali, were fifty-three
thousand four hundred.

1:44 These are those who were numbered,
whom Mosheh and Aharon numbered, and
the princes of YisraEL, being twelve men:
they were each one for his fathers' house.
1:45 So, all those who were nhumbered of
the children of YisratL by their fathers'
houses, from twenty years old and upward,
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all who were able to go out to war in
YisraEL;

1:46 even all those who were numbered
were six hundred three thousand five
hundred fifty.

1:47 But the Levites after the tribe of their
fathers were not numbered among them.
1:48 For nIn' spoke to Mosheh, saying:
1:49 Only the tribe of Levi you shall not
number, neither shall you take a census of
them among the children of YisraEL;

1:50 but appoint the Levites over the tent
of the Testimony, and over all its
furnishings, and over all that belongs to it.
They shall carry the tabernacle, and all its
furnishings; and they shall take care of it,
and shall encamp around it.

1:51 When the tabernacle is to move, the
Levites shall take it down; and when the
tabernacle is to be set up, the Levites shall
set it up. The stranger who comes near
shall be put to death.

1:52 The children of YisraEL shall pitch
their tents, every man by his own camp,
and every man by his own standard,
according to their divisions.

1:53 But the Levites shall encamp around
the tent of the Testimony, that there may
be no wrath on the community of the
children of YisraEL: and the Levites shall be
responsible for the tent of the Testimony.
1:54 Thus the children of YisrateL did.
According to all that nin* commanded
Mosheh, so they did.

2 Camp arrangement

2:1 nin spoke to Mosheh and to Aharon,
saying:

2:2 The children of YisraEL shall encamp
every man by his own standard, with the
banners of their fathers' houses: at a
distance from the tent of moed shall they
encamp around it.

2:3 Those who encamp on the east side
toward the sunrise shall be of the standard
of the camp of YAHudah, according to their
divisions: and the prince of the children of
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YAHudah shall be Nachshon the son of
Amminadab.

2:4 His division, and those who were
numbered of them, were seventy-four
thousand six hundred.

2:5 Those who encamp next to him shall
be the tribe of Issachar: and the prince of
the children of Issachar shall be NethanEL
the son of Tsuar.

2:6 His division, and those who were
numbered of it, were fifty-four thousand
four hundred.

2:7 The tribe of Zebulun: and the prince of
the children of Zebulun shall be ELiAB the
son of Chelon.

2:8 His division, and those who were
numbered of it, were fifty-seven thousand
four hundred.

2:9 All who were numbered of the camp of
YAHudah were one hundred eighty-six
thousand four hundred, according to their
divisions. They shall set out first.

2:10 On the south side shall be the
standard of the camp of Reuben according
to their divisions. The prince of the children
of Reuben shall be Elitzur the son of
Shedeur.

2:11 His division, and those who were
numbered of it, were forty-six thousand
five hundred.

2:12 Those who encamp next to him shall
be the tribe of Shimon. The prince of the
children of Shimon shall be ShelumiEL the
son of Tzuri-Shaddai.

2:13 His division, and those who were
numbered of them, were fifty-nine
thousand three hundred.

2:14 The tribe of Gaad: and the prince of
the children of Gaad shall be ELyasaph the
son of ReuEL.

2:15 His division, and those who were
numbered of them, were forty-five
thousand six hundred fifty.

2:16 All who were numbered of the camp
of Reuben were one hundred fifty-one
thousand four hundred fifty, according to
their hosts. They shall set out second.
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2:17 Then the tent of moed shall set out,
with the camp of the Levites in the midst
of the camps. As they encamp, so shall
they set out, every man in his place, by
their standards.

2:18 On the west side shall be the
standard of the camp of Ephraim
according to their divisions: and the prince
of the children of Ephraim shall be
ELishama the son of Ammihud.

2:19 His division, and those who were
numbered of them, were forty thousand
five hundred.

2:20 Next to him shall be the tribe of
Menasheh: and the prince of the children
of Menasheh shall be GamaliEL the son of
Pedahtzur.

2:21 His division, and those who were
numbered of them, were thirty-two
thousand two hundred.

2:22 The tribe of Binyamin: and the prince
of the children of Binyamin shall be Abidan
the son of Gidoni.

2:23 His army, and those who were
numbered of them, were thirty-five
thousand four hundred.

2:24 All who were numbered of the camp
of Ephraim were one hundred eight
thousand one hundred, according to their
divisions. They shall set out third.

2:25 On the north side shall be the
standard of the camp of Dan according to
their divisions: and the prince of the
children of Dan shall be Achiezur the son
of Ammi-Shaddai.

2:26 His division, and those who were
numbered of them, were sixty-two
thousand seven hundred.

2:27 Those who encamp next to him shall
be the tribe of Asher: and the prince of the
children of Asher shall be PagiEL the son of
Okran.

2:28 His division, and those who were
numbered of them, were forty-one
thousand and five hundred.

2:29 The tribe of Naphtali: and the prince
of the children of Naphtali shall be Achira
the son of Enan.
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2:30 His division, and those who were
numbered of them, were fifty-three
thousand four hundred.

2:31 All who were numbered of the camp
of Dan were one hundred fifty-seven
thousand six hundred. They shall set out
last by their standards.

2:32 These are those who were numbered
of the children of YisraEL by their fathers'
houses. All who were numbered of the
camps according to their armies were six
hundred three thousand five hundred fifty.
2:33 But the Levites were not numbered
among the children of YisraEL; as nInt
commanded Mosheh.

2:34 Thus the children of YisrateL did
according to all that nin* commanded
Mosheh, so they encamped by their
standards, and so they set out, everyone by
their families, according to their fathers'
houses.

3 Kohanim | Levites | Firstborn redemption

3:1 Now this is the history of the
generations of Aharon and Mosheh in the
day that ninr spoke with Mosheh in Mount
Sinai.

3:2 These are the names of the sons of
Aharon: Nadab the firstborn, and Abihu,
ELazar, and Ithamar.

3:3 These are the names of the sons of
Aharon, the kohanim who were anointed,
whom he consecrated to serve in the
kohen's office.

3:4 Nadab and Abihu died before nin,
when they offered strange fire before nins,
in the wilderness of Sinai, and they had no
children. ELazar and Ithamar served in the
kohen's office in the presence of Aharon
their father.

3:5 nIn' spoke to Mosheh, saying:

3:6 Bring the tribe of Levi near, and set
them before Aharon the kohen, that they
may serve him.

3:7 They shall keep his requirements, and
the requirements of the whole community
before the tent of moed, to do the service
of the tabernacle.
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3:8 They shall keep all the furnishings of
the tent of moed, and the obligations of the
children of YisraEL, to do the service of the
tabernacle.

3:9 You shall give the Levites to Aharon
and to his sons. They are wholly given to
him on the behalf of the children of YisraEL.
3:10 You shall appoint Aharon and his
sons, and they shall keep their priesthood.
The stranger who comes near shall be put
to death.

3:11 ninr spoke to Mosheh, saying:

3:12 Behold, | have taken the Levites from
among the children of YisraEL instead of all
the firstborn who open the womb among
the children of YisratL; and the Levites
shall be MINE:

3:13 for all the firstborn are MINE. On the
day that | struck down all the firstborn in
the land of Egypt | made kadosh to ME all
the firstborn in YisratEL, both man and
animal. They shall be mine. | AM nIn'.
3:14 nin' spoke to Mosheh in the
wilderness of Sinai, saying:

3:15 Count the children of Levi by their
fathers' houses, by their families. You shall
count every male from a month old and
upward.

3:16 Mosheh numbered them according to
the davar of nIn', as he was commanded.
3:17 These were the sons of Levi by their
names: Gereshon, and Kohath, and Merari.
3:18 These are the names of the sons of
Gereshon by their families: Libni and
Shimei.

3:19 The sons of Kohath by their families:
Amram, and Yitzhar, Hebron, and UzziEL.
3:20 The sons of Merari by their families:
Mahli and Mushi. These are the families of
the Levites according to their fathers'
houses.

3:21 Of Gereshon was the family of the
Libnites, and the family of the Shimeites:
these are the families of the Gershonites.
3:22 Those who were numbered of them,
according to the number of all the males,
from a month old and upward, even those
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who were numbered of them were seven
thousand five hundred.

3:23 The families of the Gershonites shall
encamp behind the tabernacle westward.
3:24 The prince of the fathers' house of the
Gershonites shall be ELyasaph the son of
LaEL.

3:25 The duty of the sons of Gereshon in
the tent of moed shall be the tabernacle,
and the tent, its covering, and the screen
for the door of the tent of moed,

3:26 and the hangings of the court, and the
screen for the door of the court, which is by
the tabernacle, and around the altar, and
its cords for all of its service.

3:27 Of Kohath was the family of the
Amramites, and the family of the Izharites,
and the family of the Hebronites, and the
family of the UzziELites: these are the
families of the Kohathites.

3:28 According to the number of all the
males, from a month old and upward,
there were eight thousand six hundred,
keeping the requirements of the
sanctuary.

3:29 The families of the sons of Kohath
shall encamp on the south side of the
tabernacle.

3:30 The prince of the fathers' house of the
families of the Kohathites shall be
ELzaphan the son of UzziEL.

3:31 Their duty shall be the ark, the table,
the lamp stand, the altars, the vessels of
the sanctuary with which they serve, and
the screen, and all its service.

3:32 ELazar the son of Aharon the kohen
shall be prince of the princes of the Levites,
with the oversight of those who keep the
requirements of the sanctuary.

3:33 Of Merari was the family of the
Mahlites, and the family of the Mushites.
These are the families of Merari.

3:34 Those who were nhumbered of them,
according to the number of all the males,
from a month old and upward, were six
thousand two hundred.

3:35 The prince of the father's house of the
families of Merari was TsuriEL the son of
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Abichayil. They shall encamp on the north
side of the tabernacle.

3:36 The appointed duty of the sons of
Merari shall be the tabernacle's boards, its
bars, its pillars, its sockets, all its
instruments, all its service,

3:37 the pillars of the court around it, their
sockets, their pins, and their cords.

3:38 Those who encamp before the
tabernacle eastward, in front of the tent of
moed toward the sunrise, shall be Mosheh,
and Aharon and his sons, keeping the
requirements of the sanctuary for the duty
of the children of YisraEL. The stranger who
comes near shall be put to death.

3:39 All who were numbered of the
Levites, whom Mosheh and Aharon
numbered at the commandment of aine,
by their families, all the males from a
month old and upward, were twenty-two
thousand.

3:40 nIn' said to Mosheh: Number all the
firstborn males of the children of YisraEL
from a month old and upward, and take
the number of their names.

3:41 You shall take the Levites for ME, | AM
NNy, instead of all the firstborn among the
children of YisraEL; and the livestock of the
Levites instead of all the firstborn among
the livestock of the children of YisraEL.
3:42 Mosheh numbered, as I
commanded him, all the firstborn among
the children of YisraEL.

3:43 All the firstborn males according to
the number of names, from a month old
and upward, of those who were numbered
of them, were twenty-two thousand two
hundred seventy-three.

3:44 ninr spoke to Mosheh, saying:

3:45 Take the Levites instead of all the
firstborn among the children of YisraEL,
and the livestock of the Levites instead of
their livestock; and the Levites shall be
mine. | AM niIne.

3:46 For the redemption of the two
hundred seventy-three of the firstborn of
the children of YisrateL, who exceed the
number of the Levites,
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3:47 you shall take five shekels apiece for
each one; after the shekel of the sanctuary
you shall take them, the shekel is twenty
gerahs:

3:48 and you shall give the money, with
which their remainder is redeemed, to
Aharon and to his sons.

3:49 Mosheh took the redemption money
from those who exceeded the number of
those who were redeemed by the Levites;
3:50 from the firstborn of the children of
YisraEL he took the money, one thousand
three hundred sixty-five shekels, after the
shekel of the sanctuary:

3:51 and Mosheh gave the redemption
money to Aharon and to his sons,
according to the davar of nin', as nInt
commanded Mosheh.

4 Duties of Kohathites

4:1 nin spoke to Mosheh and to Aharon,
saying:

4:2 Take a census of the sons of Kohath
from among the sons of Levi, by their
families, by their fathers' houses,

4:3 from thirty years old and upward even
until fifty years old, all who enter into the
service, to do the work in the tent of moed.
4:4 This is the service of the sons of Kohath
in the tent of moed, the most kadosh
things.

4:5 When the camp moves forward,
Aharon shall go in, and his sons, and they
shall take down the veil of the screen, and
cover the ark of the Testimony with it,

4:6 and shall put a covering of sealskin on
it, and shall spread over it a cloth all of
blue, and shall put in its poles.

4:7 On the table of lechem hapanim they
shall spread a blue cloth, and put on it the
dishes, the spoons, the bowls, and the cups
with which to pour out; and the continual
bread shall be on it.

4:8 They shall spread on them a scarlet
cloth, and cover the same with a covering
of sealskin, and shall put in its poles.

4:9 They shall take a blue cloth, and cover
the menorah of the light, and its lamps,
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and its snuffers, and its snuff dishes, and
all its oil vessels, with which they serve it.
4:10 They shall put it and all its vessels
within a covering of sealskin, and shall put
it on the frame.

4:11 On the golden altar they shall spread
a blue cloth, and cover it with a covering of
sealskin, and shall put in its poles.

4:12 They shall take all the vessels of
service, with which they serve in the
sanctuary, and put them in a blue cloth,
and cover them with a covering of sealskin,
and shall put them on the frame.

4:13 They shall take away the ashes from
the altar, and spread a purple cloth on it.
4:14 They shall put on it all its vessels, with
which they serve about it, the censers, the
flesh hooks, the shovels, and the sprinkling
bowils; all the vessels of the altar; and they
shall spread on it a covering of sealskin,
and put in its poles.

4:15 When Aharon and his sons have
finished covering the sanctuary, and all the
furniture of the sanctuary, as the camp
moves forward; after that, the sons of
Kohath shall come to carry it: but they shall
not touch the sanctuary, lest they die.
These things are the burden of the sons of
Kohath in the tent of moed.

4:16 The duty of ELazar the son of Aharon
the kohen shall be the oil for the light, the
sweet incense, the continual meal offering,
and the anointing oil, the requirements of
all the tabernacle, and of all that is in it, the
sanctuary, and its furnishings.

4:17 ninr spoke to Mosheh and to Aharon,
saying:

4:18 Do not cut off the tribe of the families
of the Kohathites from among the Levites;
4:19 but thus do to them, that they may
live, and not die, when they approach to
the most kadosh things: Aharon and his
sons shall go in, and appoint them
everyone to his service and to his burden;
4:20 but they shall not go in to see the
sanctuary even for a moment, lest they die.
4:21 ninr spoke to Mosheh, saying:
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4:22 Take a census of the sons of
Gereshon also, by their fathers' houses, by
their families;

4:23 you shall count them from thirty years
old and upward until fifty years old; all who
enter in to wait on the service, to do the
work in the tent of moed.

4:24 This is the service of the families of
the Gershonites, in serving and in bearing
burdens:

4:25 they shall carry the curtains of the
tabernacle, and the tent of moed, its
covering, and the covering of sealskin that
is above on it, and the screen for the door
of the tent of moed,

4:26 and the hangings of the court, and the
screen for the door of the gate of the court,
which is by the tabernacle and around the
altar, and their cords, and all the
instruments of their service, and whatever
shall be done with them. Therein shall they
serve.

4:27 At the commandment of Aharon and
his sons shall be all the service of the sons
of the Gershonites, in all their burden, and
in all their service; and you shall appoint
their duty to them in all their
responsibilities.

4:28 This is the service of the families of
the sons of the Gershonites in the tent of
moed: and their duty shall be under the
hand of Ithamar the son of Aharon the
Kkohen.

4:29 As for the sons of Merari, you shall
number them by their families, by their
fathers' houses;

4:30 you shall count them from thirty years
old and upward even to fifty years old,
everyone who enters on the service, to do
the work of the tent of moed.

4:31 This is the duty of their burden,
according to all their service in the tent of
moed: the tabernacle's boards, its bars, its
pillars, its sockets,

4:32 and the pillars of the court around it,
and their sockets, and their pins, and their
cords, with all their instruments, and with
all their service: and by name you shall
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appoint the instruments of the duty of their
burden.

4:33 This is the service of the families of
the sons of Merari, according to all their
service, in the tent of moed, under the
hand of Ithamar the son of Aharon the
kohen.

4:34 Mosheh and Aharon and the princes
of the community numbered the sons of
the Kohathites by their families, and by
their fathers' houses,

4:35 from thirty years old and upward even
to fifty years old, everyone who entered
into the service, for work in the tent of
moed.

4:36 Those who were numbered of them
by their families were two thousand seven
hundred fifty.

4:37 These are those who were numbered
of the families of the Kohathites, all who
served in the tent of moed, whom Mosheh
and Aharon numbered according to the
commandment of nin* by Mosheh.

4:38 Those who were numbered of the
sons of Gereshon, their families, and by
their fathers' houses,

4:39 from thirty years old and upward even
to fifty years old, everyone who entered
into the service, for work in the tent of
moed,

4:40 even those who were numbered of
them, by their families, by their fathers'
houses, were two thousand six hundred
thirty.

4:41 These are those who were nhumbered
of the families of the sons of Gereshon, all
who served in the tent of moed, whom
Mosheh and Aharon numbered according
to the commandment of nine.

4:42 Those who were numbered of the
families of the sons of Merari, by their
families, by their fathers' houses,

4:43 from thirty years old and upward even
to fifty years old, everyone who entered
into the service, for work in the tent of
moed,
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4:44 even those who were numbered of
them by their families, were three
thousand two hundred.

4:45 These are those who were numbered
of the families of the sons of Merari, whom
Mosheh and Aharon numbered according
to the commandment of nin* by Mosheh.
4:46 All those who were numbered of the
Levites, whom Mosheh and Aharon and the
princes of YisraEL numbered, by their
families, and by their fathers' houses,
4:47 from thirty years old and upward even
to fifty years old, everyone who entered in
to do the work of service, and the work of
bearing burdens in the tent of moed,

4:48 even those who were numbered of
them, were eight thousand five hundred
eighty.

4:49 According to the commandment of
NNt they were numbered by Mosheh,
everyone according to his service, and
according to his burden. Thus, were they
numbered by him, as nin* commanded
Mosheh.

5 Uncleaness | Trespass | Adultery

5:1 nint spoke to Mosheh, saying:

5:2 Command the children of YisraEL that
they put out of the camp every leper, and
everyone who has an issue, and whoever is
unclean by the dead.

5:3 Both you shall put male and female
outside of the camp; that they not defile
their camp, in the midst of which | dwell.
5:4 The children of YisraEL did so, and put
them out outside of the camp; as ninr
spoke to Mosheh, so did the children of
YisraEL.

5:5 nin' spoke to Mosheh, saying:

5:6 Speak to the children of YisratL: When
a man or woman commits any sin that
men commit, so as to trespass against
nIne, and that soul is guilty;

5:7 then he shall confess his sin which he
has done, and he shall make restitution for
his guilt in full, and add to it the fifth part
of it, and give it to him in respect of whom
he has been guilty.
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5:8 But if the man has no kinsman to
whom restitution may be made for the
guilt, the restitution for guilt which is made
to nIn' shall be the kohen's; besides the
ram of the atonement, by which
atonement shall be made for him.

5:9 Every heave offering of all the kadosh
things of the children of YisraEL, which they
present to the kohen, shall be his.

5:10 Every man's kadosh things shall be
his: whatever any man gives the kohen, it
shall be his.

5:11 aIn' spoke to Mosheh, saying:

5:12 Speak to the children of YisraEL, and
tell them: If any man's wife goes astray,
and is unfaithful to him,

5:13 and a man lies with her carnally, and
it is hidden from the eyes of her husband,
and is kept close, and she is defiled, and
there is no witness against her, and she is
not taken in the act;

5:14 and the spirit of jealousy comes on
him, and he is jealous of his wife, and she
is defiled: or if the spirit of jealousy comes
on him, and he is jealous of his wife, and
she is not defiled:

5:15 then the man shall bring his wife to
the kohen, and shall bring her offering for
her: the tenth part of an ephah of barley
meal. He shall pour no oil on it, nor put
frankincense on it, for it is a meal offering
of jealousy, a meal offering of memorial,
bringing iniquity to memory.

5:16 The kohen shall bring her near, and
set her before niny;

5:17 and the kohen shall take kadosh
water in an earthen vessel; and of the dust
that is on the floor of the tabernacle the
kohen shall take, and put it into the water.
5:18 The kohen shall set the woman
before nIn', and let the hair of the
woman's head go loose, and put the meal
offering of memorial in her hands, which is
the meal offering of jealousy. The kohen
shall have in his hand the water of
bitterness that brings a curse.

5:19 The kohen shall cause her to swear,
and shall tell the woman: If no man has
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lain with you, and if you have not gone
aside to uncleanness, being under your
husband, be free from this water of
bitterness that brings a curse.

5:20 But if you have gone astray, being
under your husband, and if you are defiled,
and some man has lain with you besides
your husband:

5:21 then the kohen shall cause the
woman to swear with the oath of cursing,
and the kohen shall tell the woman, nint
make you a curse and an oath among your
people, when ninr allows your thigh to fall
away, and your body to swell;

5:22 and this water that brings a curse will
go into your bowels, and make your body
swell, and your thigh fall away. The woman
shall say: Amen, Amen.

5:23 The kohen shall write these curses in
a scroll, and he shall blot them out into the
water of bitterness.

5:24 He shall make the woman drink the
water of bitterness that causes the curse;
and the water that causes the curse shall
enter into her and become bitter.

5:25 The kohen shall take the meal
offering of jealousy out of the woman's
hand, and shall wave the meal offering
before nin, and bring it to the altar.

5:26 The kohen shall take a handful of the
meal offering, as its memorial, and burn it
on the altar, and afterward shall make the
woman drink the water.

5:27 When he has made her drink the
water, then it shall happen, if she is defiled,
and has committed a trespass against her
husband, that the water that causes the
curse will enter into her and become bitter,
and her body will swell, and her thigh will
fall away: and the woman will be a curse
among her people.

5:28 If the woman is not defiled, but is
clean; then she shall be free, and shall
conceive seed.

5:29 This is the Torah of jealousy, when a
wife, being under her husband, goes
astray, and is defiled;
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5:30 or when the spirit of jealousy comes
on a man, and he is jealous of his wife;
then he shall set the woman before nin,
and the kohen shall execute on her all this
Torah.

5:31 The man shall be free from iniquity,
and that woman shall bear her iniquity.

6 Nazirite vow | Aharon's blessing

6:1 nIn* spoke to Mosheh, saying:

6:2 Speak to the children of YisraEL, and
tell them: When either man or woman
shall make a special vow, the vow of a
Nazirite, to separate himself to niny,

6:3 he shall separate himself from wine
and strong drink. He shall drink no vinegar
of wine, or vinegar of fermented drink,
neither shall he drink any juice of grapes,
nor eat fresh grapes or dried.

6:4 All the days of his separation he shall
eat nothing that is made of the grapevine,
from the seeds even to the skins.

6:5 All the days of his vow of separation no
razor shall come on his head, until the days
are fulfilled, in which he separates himself
to nint. He shall be kadosh. He shall let the
locks of the hair of his head grow long.
6:6 All the days that he separates himself
to nIn® he shall not go near a dead body.
6:7 He shall not make himself unclean for
his father, or for his mother, for his brother,
or for his sister, when they die; because his
separation to ELOHIM is on his head.

6:8 All the days of his separation he is
kadosh to nint.

6:9 If any man dies very suddenly beside
him, and he defiles the head of his
separation; then he shall shave his head in
the day of his cleansing. On the seventh
day he shall shave it.

6:10 On the eighth day he shall bring two
turtledoves or two young pigeons to the
Kkohen, to the door of the tent of moed.
6:11 The kohen shall offer one for a sin
offering, and the other for a burnt offering,
and make atonement for him, because he
sinned by reason of the dead, and shall
make his head kadosh that same day.
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6:12 He shall separate to nin' the days of
his separation, and shall bring a male lamb
a year old for a trespass offering; but the
former days shall be void, because his
separation was defiled.

6:13 This is the Torah of the Nazirite: when
the days of his separation are fulfilled, he
shall be brought to the door of the tent of
moed,

6:14 and he shall offer his offering to nin,
one male lamb a year old without blemish
for a burnt offering, and one ewe lamb a
year old without blemish for a sin offering,
and one ram without blemish for peace
offerings,

6:15 and a basket of matstsah, cakes of
fine flour mixed with oil, and unleavened
wafers anointed with oil, and their meal
offering, and their drink offerings.

6:16 The kohen shall present them before
nIne, and shall offer his sin offering, and his
burnt offering.

6:17 He shall offer the ram for a sacrifice
of peace offerings to nin*, with the basket
of matstsah. The kohen shall offer also its
meal offering, and its drink offering.

6:18 The Nazirite shall shave the head of
his separation at the door of the tent of
moed, and shall take the hair of the head
of his separation, and put it on the fire
which is under the sacrifice of peace
offerings.

6:19 The kohen shall take the boiled
shoulder of the ram, and one unleavened
cake out of the basket, and one
unleavened wafer, and shall put them on
the hands of the Nazirite, after he has
shaved the head of his separation;

6:20 and the kohen shall wave them for a
wave offering before nin'. This is kadosh
for the kohen, together with the breast that
is waved and the thigh that is offered. After
that the Nazirite may drink wine.

6:21 This is the Torah of the Nazirite who
vows, and of his offering to nin' for his
separation, besides that which he is able
to get. According to his vow which he vows,
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so he must do after the Torah of his
separation.

6:22 nIn' spoke to Mosheh, saying:

6:23 Speak to Aharon and to his sons,
saying: This is how you shall bless the
children of YisraEL. You shall tell them:
6:24 nIn' bless you, and keep you.

6:25 nIn' make HIS face to shine on you,
and be gracious to you.

6:26 nIn' lift up HIS face toward you, and
give you shalom.

6:27 So, they shall put MY name on the
children of YisraEL; and | will bless them.

7 Consecration of the tabernacle

7:1 It happened on the day that Mosheh
had finished setting up the tabernacle, and
had anointed it and sanctified it, with all its
furniture, and the altar with all its vessels,
and had anointed and sanctified them;
7:2 that the princes of YisraEL, the heads
of their fathers' houses, offered. These
were the princes of the tribes. These are
they who were over those who were
numbered:

7:3 and they brought their offering before
NIy, six covered wagons, and twelve oxen;
a wagon for every two of the princes, and
for each one an ox: and they presented
them before the tabernacle.

7:4 nint spoke to Mosheh, saying:

7:5 Accept these from them, that they may
be used in doing the service of the tent of
moed; and you shall give them to the
Levites, to every man according to his
service.

7:6 Mosheh took the wagons and the oxen,
and gave them to the Levites.

7:7 He gave two wagons and four oxen to
the sons of Gereshon, according to their
service:

7:8 and he gave four wagons and eight
oxen to the sons of Merari, according to
their service, under the direction of
Ithamar the son of Aharon the kohen.

7:9 But to the sons of Kohath he gave
none, because the service of the sanctuary
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belonged to them; they carried it on their
shoulders.

7:10 The princes gave offerings for the
dedication of the altar in the day that it was
anointed, even the princes gave their
offerings before the altar.

7:11 ninr said to Mosheh: They shall offer
their offering, each prince on his day, for
the dedication of the altar.

7:12 He who offered his offering the first
day was Nachshon the son of Amminadab,
of the tribe of YAHudah,

7:13 and his offering was: one silver
platter, the weight of which was one
hundred thirty shekels, one silver bowl of
seventy shekels, after the shekel of the
sanctuary; both of them full of fine flour
mixed with oil for a meal offering;

7:14 one golden ladle of ten shekels, full
of incense;

7:15 one young bull, one ram, one male
lamb a year old, for a burnt offering;

7:16 one male goat for a sin offering;
7:17 and for the sacrifice of peace
offerings, two head of cattle, five rams, five
male goats, and five male lambs a year
old. This was the offering of Nachshon the
son of Amminadab.

7:18 On the second day NethanEL the son
of Tsuar, prince of Issachar, gave his
offering.

7:19 He offered for his offering: one silver
platter, the weight of which was one
hundred thirty shekels, one silver bowl of
seventy shekels, after the shekel of the
sanctuary; both of them full of fine flour
mixed with oil for a meal offering;

7:20 one golden ladle of ten shekels, full
of incense;

7:21 one young bull, one ram, one male
lamb a year old, for a burnt offering;

7:22 one male goat for a sin offering;
7:23 and for the sacrifice of peace
offerings, two head of cattle, five rams, five
male goats, five male lambs a year old.
This was the offering of NethanEL the son
of Tsuar.
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7:24 On the third day ELiAB the son of
Chelon, prince of the children of Zebulun
7:25 gave his offering: one silver platter,
the weight of which was a hundred and
thirty shekels, one silver bowl of seventy
shekels, after the shekel of the sanctuary;
both of them full of fine flour mixed with oil
for a meal offering;

7:26 one golden ladle of ten shekels, full
of incense;

7:27 one young bull, one ram, one male
lamb a year old, for a burnt offering;

7:28 one male goat for a sin offering;
7:29 and for the sacrifice of peace
offerings, two head of cattle, five rams, five
male goats, and five male lambs a year
old. This was the offering of ELIAB the son
of Chelon.

7:30 On the fourth day Elitzur the son of
Shedeur, prince of the children of Reuben
7:31 gave his offering: one silver platter,
the weight of which was one hundred thirty
shekels, one silver bowl of seventy shekels,
after the shekel of the sanctuary; both of
them full of fine flour mixed with oil for a
meal offering;

7:32 one golden ladle of ten shekels, full
of incense;

7:33 one young bull, one ram, one male
lamb a year old, for a burnt offering;

7:34 one male goat for a sin offering;
7:35 and for the sacrifice of peace
offerings, two head of cattle, five rams, five
male goats, and five male lambs a year
old. This was the offering of Elitzur the son
of Shedeur.

7:36 On the fifth day ShelumiEL the son of
Tzuri-Shaddai, prince of the children of
Shimon

7:37 gave his offering: one silver platter,
the weight of which was one hundred thirty
shekels, one silver bowl of seventy shekels,
after the shekel of the sanctuary; both of
them full of fine flour mixed with oil for a
meal offering;

7:38 one golden ladle of ten shekels, full
of incense;
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7:39 one young bull, one ram, one male
lamb a year old, for a burnt offering;

7:40 one male goat for a sin offering;
7:41 and for the sacrifice of peace
offerings, two head of cattle, five rams, five
male goats, and five male lambs a year
old: this was the offering of ShelumiEL the
son of Tzuri-Shaddai.

7:42 On the sixth day, ELyasaph the son of
DeuEL, prince of the children of Gaad

7:43 gave his offering: one silver platter,
the weight of which was one hundred thirty
shekels, one silver bowl of seventy shekels,
after the shekel of the sanctuary; both of
them full of fine flour mixed with oil for a
meal offering;

7:44 one golden ladle of ten shekels, full
of incense;

7:45 one young bull, one ram, one male
lamb a year old, for a burnt offering;

7:46 one male goat for a sin offering;
7:47 and for the sacrifice of peace
offerings, two head of cattle, five rams, five
male goats, and five male lambs a year
old. This was the offering of ELyasaph the
son of DeuEL.

7:48 On the seventh day ELishama the son
of Ammihud, prince of the children of
Ephraim

7:49 gave his offering: one silver platter,
the weight of which was one hundred thirty
shekels, one silver bowl of seventy shekels,
after the shekel of the sanctuary; both of
them full of fine flour mixed with oil for a
meal offering;

7:50 one golden ladle of ten shekels, full
of incense;

7:51 one young bull, one ram, one male
lamb a year old, for a burnt offering;

7:52 one male goat for a sin offering;
7:53 and for the sacrifice of peace
offerings, two head of cattle, five rams, five
male goats, and five male lambs a year
old. This was the offering of ELishama the
son of Ammihud.

7:54 On the eighth day GamaliEL the son
of Pedahtzur, prince of the children of
Menasheh
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7:55 gave his offering: one silver platter,
the weight of which was one hundred thirty
shekels, one silver bowl of seventy shekels,
after the shekel of the sanctuary; both of
them full of fine flour mixed with oil for a
meal offering;

7:56 one golden ladle of ten shekels, full
of incense;

7:57 one young bull, one ram, one male
lamb a year old, for a burnt offering;

7:58 one male goat for a sin offering;
7:59 and for the sacrifice of peace
offerings, two head of cattle, five rams, five
male goats, and five male lambs a year
old. This was the offering of GamaliEL the
son of Pedahtzur.

7:60 On the ninth day Abidan the son of
Gidoni, prince of the children of Binyamin
7:61 gave his offering: one silver platter,
the weight of which was one hundred thirty
shekels, one silver bowl of seventy shekels,
after the shekel of the sanctuary; both of
them full of fine flour mixed with oil for a
meal offering;

7:62 one golden ladle of ten shekels, full
of incense;

7:63 one young bull, one ram, one male
lamb a year old, for a burnt offering;

7:64 one male goat for a sin offering;
7:65 and for the sacrifice of peace
offerings, two head of cattle, five rams, five
male goats, and five male lambs a year
old. This was the offering of Abidan the son
of Gidoni.

7:66 On the tenth day Achiezur the son of
Ammi-Shaddai, prince of the children of
Dan

7:67 gave his offering: one silver platter,
the weight of which was one hundred thirty
shekels, one silver bowl of seventy shekels,
after the shekel of the sanctuary; both of
them full of fine flour mixed with oil for a
meal offering;

7:68 one golden ladle of ten shekels, full
of incense;

7:69 one young bull, one ram, one male
lamb a year old, for a burnt offering;

7:70 one male goat for a sin offering;
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7:71 and for the sacrifice of peace
offerings, two head of cattle, five rams, five
male goats, and five male lambs a year
old. This was the offering of Achiezur the
son of Ammi-Shaddai.

7:72 On the eleventh day PagiEL the son of
Okran, prince of the children of Asher
7:73 gave his offering: one silver platter,
the weight of which was one hundred thirty
shekels, one silver bowl of seventy shekels,
after the shekel of the sanctuary; both of
them full of fine flour mixed with oil for a
meal offering;

7:74 one golden ladle of ten shekels, full
of incense;

7:75 one young bull, one ram, one male
lamb a year old, for a burnt offering;

7:76 one male goat for a sin offering;
7:77 and for the sacrifice of peace
offerings, two head of cattle, five rams, five
male goats, and five male lambs a year
old. This was the offering of PagiEL the son
of Okran.

7:78 On the twelfth day Achira the son of
Enan, prince of the children of Naphtali
7:79 gave his offering: one silver platter,
the weight of which was one hundred thirty
shekels, one silver bowl of seventy shekels,
after the shekel of the sanctuary; both of
them full of fine flour mixed with oil for a
meal offering;

7:80 one golden spoon of ten shekels, full
of incense;

7:81 one young bull, one ram, one male
lamb a year old, for a burnt offering;

7:82 one male goat for a sin offering;

7:83 and for the sacrifice of peace
offerings, two head of cattle, five rams, five
male goats, and five male lambs a year
old. This was the offering of Achira the son
of Enan.

7:84 This was the dedication of the altar,
on the day when it was anointed, by the
princes of YisraEL: twelve silver platters,
twelve silver bowls, twelve golden ladles;
7:85 each silver platter weighing one
hundred thirty shekels, and each bowl
seventy; all the silver of the vessels two
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thousand four hundred shekels, after the
shekel of the sanctuary;

7:86 the twelve golden ladles, full of
incense, weighing ten shekels apiece, after
the shekel of the sanctuary; all the gold of
the ladles weighed one hundred twenty
shekels;

7:87 all the cattle for the burnt offering
twelve bulls, the rams twelve, the male
lambs a year old twelve, and their meal
offering; and the male goats for a sin
offering twelve;

7:88 and all the cattle for the sacrifice of
peace offerings twenty-four bulls, the rams
sixty, the male goats sixty, the male lambs
a year old sixty. This was the dedication of
the altar, after it was anointed.

7:89 When Mosheh went into the tent of
moed to speak with nIn', he heard HIS
voice speaking to him from above the
kapporeth that was on the ark of the
Testimony, from between the two
cherubim: and HE spoke to him.

8 Seven lamps | Consecration of Levites

8:1 niIn' spoke to Mosheh, saying:

8:2 Speak to Aharon, and tell him: When
you light the lamps, the seven lamps shall
give light in front of the menorah.

8:3 Aharon did so. He lit its lamps to light
the area in front of the menorah, as nint
commanded Mosheh.

8:4 This was the workmanship of the
menorah, beaten work of gold. From its
base to its flowers, it was beaten work:
according to the pattern which nin' had
shown Mosheh, so he made the menorah.
8:5 nIn' spoke to Mosheh, saying:

8:6 Take the Levites from among the
children of YisraEL, and cleanse them.

8:7 You shall do this to them, to cleanse
them: sprinkle the water of cleansing on
them, let them shave their whole bodies
with a razor, and let them wash their
clothes, and cleanse themselves.

8:8 Then let them take a young bull, and
its meal offering, fine flour mixed with oil;
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and another young bull you shall take for a
sin offering.

8:9 You shall present the Levites before
the tent of moed. You shall assemble the
whole community of the children of
YisraEL.

8:10 You shall present the Levites before
N, The children of YisraEL shall lay their
hands on the Levites,

8:11 and Aharon shall offer the Levites
before nin' for a wave offering, on the
behalf of the children of YisraEL, that it
may be theirs to do the service of nint.
8:12 The Levites shall lay their hands on
the heads of the bulls, and you shall offer
the one for a sin offering, and the other for
a burnt offering to I, to make
atonement for the Levites.

8:13 You shall set the Levites before
Aharon, and before his sons, and offer
them as a wave offering to nint.

8:14 Thus you shall separate the Levites
from among the children of YisraEL, and
the Levites shall be MINE.

8:15 After that, the Levites shall go in to do
the service of the tent of moed: and you
shall cleanse them, and offer them as a
wave offering.

8:16 For they are wholly given to me from
among the children of YisraEL; instead of
all who open the womb, even the firstborn
of all the children of YisraEL, | have taken
them to ME.

8:17 For all the firstborn among the
children of YisraEL are MINE, both man and
animal. On the day that | struck all the
firstborn in the land of Egypt, | sanctified
them for MYSELF.

8:18 | have taken the Levites instead of all
the firstborn among the children of YisraEL.
8:19 | have given the Levites as a gift to
Aharon and to his sons from among the
children of YisraEL, to do the service of the
children of YisraEL in the tent of moed, and
to make atonement for the children of
YisraEL; that there be no plague among the
children of YisratL, when the children of
YisraEL come near to the sanctuary.
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8:20 Mosheh, and Aharon, and all the
community of the children of YisraEL did so
to the Levites. According to all that nint
commanded Mosheh concerning the
Levites, so the children of YisratL did to
them.

8:21 The Levites purified themselves from
sin, and they washed their clothes; and
Aharon offered them for a wave offering
before nin'; and Aharon made atonement
for them to cleanse them.

8:22 After that, the Levites went in to do
their service in the tent of moed before
Aharon, and before his sons: as nin' had
commanded Mosheh concerning the
Levites, so they did to them.

8:23 nInr spoke to Mosheh, saying:

8:24 This is that which belongs to the
Levites: from twenty-five years old and
upward they shall go in to wait on the
service in the work of the tent of moed;
8:25 and from the age of fifty years they
shall cease waiting on the work, and shall
serve no more,

8:26 but shall serve with their brothers in
the tent of moed, to perform the duty, and
shall do no service. You shall do thus to the
Levites concerning their duties.

9 Pesach | Cloud and fire over tabernacle

9:1 nin' spoke to Mosheh in the wilderness
of Sinai, in the first month of the second
year after they had come out of the land of
Egypt, saying:

9:2 Moreover let the children of YisraEL
keep the Pesach in its moed.

9:3 On the fourteenth day of this month, at
evening, you shall keep it in its moed,
according to all its statutes, and according
to all its ordinances, you shall keep it.

9:4 Mosheh spoke to the children of
YisraEL, that they should keep the Pesach.
9:5 They kept the Pesach in the first
month, on the fourteenth day of the month,
at evening, in the wilderness of Sinai.
According to all that nin' commanded
Mosheh, so the children of YisraEL did.
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9:6 There were certain men, who were
unclean because of the dead body of a
man, so that they could not keep the
Pesach on that day, and they came before
Mosheh and before Aharon on that day.
9:7 Those men said to him: We are unclean
because of the dead body of a man. Why
are we kept back, that we may not offer
the offering of nint in its moed among the
children of YisraEL?

9:8 Mosheh answered them: Wait, that |
may hear what nin* will command
concerning you.

9:9 nIn* spoke to Mosheh, saying:

9:10 Say to the children of YisraEL: If any
man of you or of your generations is
unclean by reason of a dead body, or is on
a journey far away, he shall still keep the
Pesach to nine.

9:11 In the second month, on the
fourteenth day at evening they shall keep
it; they shall eat it with matstsah and bitter
herbs.

9:12 They shall leave none of it until the
morning, nor break a bone of it. According
to all the statute of the Pesach they shall
keep it.

9:13 But the man who is clean, and is not
on a journey, and fails to keep the Pesach,
that soul shall be cut off from his people.
Because he did not offer the offering of
NI in its moed, that man shall bear his
sin.

9:14 If a proselyte lives among you, and
desires to keep the Pesach to niny
according to the statute of the Pesach, and
according to its ordinance, so shall he do.
You shall have one statute, both for the
proselyte, and for him who is born in the
Land.

9:15 On the day that the tabernacle was
raised up, the cloud covered the
tabernacle, even the tent of the Testimony:
and at evening it was over the tabernacle
as it were the appearance of fire, until
morning.
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9:16 So, it was continually. The cloud
covered it, and the appearance of fire by
night.

9:17 Whenever the cloud was taken up
from over the tabernacle, then after that
the children of YisraEL traveled; and in the
place where the cloud remained, there the
children of YisraEL encamped.

9:18 At the commandment of nInt, the
children of YisratL traveled, and at the
commandment of nin® they encamped. As
long as the cloud remained on the
tabernacle, they remained encamped.
9:19 When the cloud stayed on the
tabernacle many days, then the children of
YisraEL kept nin''s command, and did not
travel.

9:20 Sometimes the cloud was a few days
on the tabernacle; then according to the
commandment of nIn' they remained
encamped, and according to the
commandment of nin* they traveled.

9:21 Sometimes the cloud was from
evening until morning; and when the cloud
was taken up in the morning, they traveled:
or by day and by night, when the cloud was
taken up, they traveled.

9:22 Whether it was two days, or a month,
or a year that the cloud stayed on the
tabernacle, remaining on it, the children of
YisrakEL remained encamped, and did not
travel; but when it was taken up, they
traveled.

9:23 At the commandment of nIn' they
encamped, and at the commandment of
NNt they traveled. They kept nin''s
command, at the commandment of nint
by Mosheh.

10 Silver trumpets | YisraEL leaves Sinai

10:1 nin' spoke to Mosheh, saying:

10:2 Make two trumpets of silver. You
shall make them of beaten work. You shall
use them for the calling of the community,
and for the journeying of the camps.

10:3 When they blow them, all the
community shall gather themselves to you
at the door of the tent of moed.
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10:4 If they blow just one, then the princes,
the heads of the thousands of YisraEL,
shall gather themselves to you.

10:5 When you blow an alarm, the camps
that lie on the east side shall go forward.
10:6 When you blow an alarm the second
time, the camps that lie on the south side
shall go forward. They shall blow an alarm
for their journeys.

10:7 But when the gahal is to be gathered
together, you shall blow, but you shall not
sound an alarm.

10:8 The sons of Aharon, the kohanim,
shall blow the trumpets. This shall be to
you for a statute forever throughout your
generations.

10:9 When you go to war in your Land
against the adversary who oppresses you,
then you shall sound an alarm with the
trumpets. Then you will be remembered
before nin' your ELOHIM, and you will be
saved from your enemies.

10:10 Also in the day of your gladness, and
in your moadim, and in the beginnings of
your months, you shall blow the trumpets
over your burnt offerings, and over the
sacrifices of your peace offerings; and they
shall be to you for a memorial before your
ELOHIM. | AM nI* your ELOHIM.

10:11 It happened in the second year, in
the second month, on the twentieth day of
the month, that the cloud was taken up
from over the tent of the Testimony.

10:12 The children of YisraEL went forward
according to their journeys out of the
wilderness of Sinai; and the cloud stayed in
the wilderness of Paran.

10:13 They first went forward according to
the commandment of nin* by Mosheh.
10:14 First, the standard of the camp of
the children of YAHudah went forward
according to their hosts. Nachshon the son
of Amminadab was over his host.

10:15 NethanEL the son of Tsuar was over
the host of the tribe of the children of
Issachar.

10:16 ELIAB the son of Chelon was over the
host of the tribe of the children of Zebulun.
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10:17 The tabernacle was taken down;
and the sons of Gereshon and the sons of
Merari, who bore the tabernacle, went
forward.

10:18 The banner of the camp of Reuben
went forward according to their armies.
Elitzur the son of Shedeur was over his
host.

10:19 ShelumiEL the son of Tzuri-Shaddai
was over the host of the tribe of the
children of Shimon.

10:20 ELyasaph the son of DeuEL was over
the host of the tribe of the children of
Gaad.

10:21 The Kohathites set forward, bearing
the sanctuary. The others set up the
tabernacle before they arrived.

10:22 The banner of the camp of the
children of Ephraim set forward according
to their armies. ELishama the son of
Ammihud was over his host.

10:23 GamaliEL the son of Pedahtzur was
over the host of the tribe of the children of
Menasheh.

10:24 Abidan the son of Gidoni was over
the host of the tribe of the children of
Binyamin.

10:25 The banner of the camp of the
children of Dan, which was the rear guard
of all the camps, set forward according to
their armies. Achiezur the son of Ammi-
Shaddai was over his host.

10:26 PagitEL the son of Okran was over
the host of the tribe of the children of
Asher.

10:27 Achira the son of Enan was over the
host of the tribe of the children of Naphtali.
10:28 Thus were the travels of the children
of YisraEL according to their armies; and
they went forward.

10:29 Mosheh said to Hobab, the son of
ReuEL the Midianite, Mosheh father-in-law:
We are journeying to the place of which
nine said: | will give it to you. Come with us,
and we will treat you well; for nin' has
spoken good concerning YisraEL.

10:30 He said to him: | will not go; but I will
depart to my own land, and to my relatives.
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10:31 He said: Do not leave us, please;
because you know how we are to encamp
in the wilderness, and you can be our eyes.
10:32 It shall be, if you go with us, yes, it
shall be, that whatever good nin' does to
us, we will do the same to you.

10:33 They set forward from the Mount of
nin' three days journey. The ark of the
Covenant of nin* went before them three
days journey, to seek out a resting place
for them.

10:34 The cloud of nin' was over them by
day, when they set forward from the camp.
10:35 It happened, when the ark went
forward, that Mosheh said: Rise up, nine,
and let your enemies be scattered. Let
those who hate you flee before you.

10:36 When it rested, he said: Return,
NIy, to the ten thousand of the thousands
of YisraEL.

11 Craving for meat | Seventy elders |
Plague

11:1 The people were complaining in the
ears of nin. When nin' heard it, his anger
was kindled; and nin's fire burnt among
them, and consumed some of the outskirts
of the camp.

11:2 The people cried to Mosheh; and
Mosheh prayed to nIn', and the fire
abated.

11:3 The name of that place was called
Taberah, because nint's fire burnt among
them.

11:4 The mixed multitude that was among
them lusted exceedingly; and the children
of YisraEL also wept again, and said: Who
will give us meat to eat?

11:5 We remember the fish, which we ate
in Egypt for nothing; the cucumbers, and
the melons, and the leeks, and the onions,
and the garlic;

11:6 but now we have lost our appetite.
There is nothing at all except this manna to
look at.

11:7 The manna was like coriander seed,
and its appearance like the appearance of
bdellium.
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11:8 The people went around, gathered it,
and ground it in mills, or beat it in mortars,
and boiled it in pots, and made cakes of it.
Its taste was like the taste of fresh oil.
11:9 When the dew fell on the camp in the
night, the manna fell on it.

11:10 Mosheh heard the people weeping
throughout their families, every man at the
door of his tent; and the anger of nin' was
kindled greatly; and Mosheh was
displeased.

11:11 Mosheh said to nin': Why have you
treated with your servant so badly? Why
have not | found grace in YOUR sight, that
YOU lay the burden of all this people on
me?

11:12 Have | conceived all this people?
Have | brought them forth, that YOU should
tell me: Carry them in your bosom, as a
nurse carries a nursing infant, to the Land
which YOU swore to their fathers?

11:13 Where could | get meat to give to all
this people? For they weep to me, saying:
Give us meat, that we may eat.

11:14 | am not able to bear all this people
alone, because it is too heavy for me.
11:15 If YOU treat me this way, please kill
me right now, if | have found grace in YOUR
sight; and do not let me see my
wretchedness.

11:16 nin said to Mosheh: Gather to me
seventy men of the elders of YisraEL, whom
you know to be the elders of the people,
and officers over them; and bring them to
the tent of moed, that they may stand
there with you.

11:17 | will come down and talk with you
there. | will take of the RUACH which is on
you, and will put it on them; and they shall
bear the burden of the people with you,
that you not bear it yourself alone.

11:18 Say to the people: Sanctify
yourselves against tomorrow, and you will
eat meat; for you have wept in the ears of
NIy, saying: Who will give us meat to eat?
For it was well with us in Egypt. Therefore,
NIt will give you meat, and you will eat.
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11:19 You will not eat one day, nor two
days, nor five days, neither ten days, nor
twenty days,

11:20 but a whole month, until it come out
at your nostrils, and it is loathsome to you;
because that you have rejected nin* WHO
is among you, and have wept before HIM,
saying: Why did we come out of Egypt?
11:21 Mosheh said: The people, among
whom | am, are six hundred thousand men
on foot; and YOU have said: | will give them
meat, that they may eat a whole month.
11:22 Shall flocks and herds be
slaughtered for them, to be sufficient for
them? Shall all the fish of the sea be
gathered for them, to be sufficient for
them?

11:23 aIn said to Mosheh: Has nia''s
hand grown short? Now you will see
whether MY davar will happen to you or not.
11:24 Mosheh went out, and told the
people the devarim of nin; and he
gathered seventy men of the elders of the
people, and set them around the
tabernacle.

11:25 ain' came down in the cloud, and
spoke to him, and took of the RUACH that
was on him, and put it on the seventy
elders: and it happened that when the
RUACH rested on them, they prophesied,
and they did not cease.

11:26 There were two men who remained
in the camp. The name of one was Eldad,
and the name of the other Medad: and the
RUACH rested on them; and they were of
those who were written, but had not gone
out to the tabernacle; and they prophesied
in the camp.

11:27 A young man ran, and told Mosheh,
and said: Eldad and Medad are
prophesying in the camp.

11:28 YAHshua the son of Nun, the servant
of Mosheh, one of his chosen men,
answered: My adon Mosheh, forbid them.
11:29 Mosheh said to him: Are you jealous
for my sake? | wish that all nin''s people
were prophets, that nin' would put his
RUACH on them.
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11:30 Mosheh went into the camp, he and
the elders of YisraEL.

11:31 A wind from nIn' went out and
brought quails from the sea, and let them
fall by the camp, about a day's journey on
this side, and a day's journey on the other
side, around the camp, and about two
cubits above the surface of the earth.
11:32 The people rose up all that day, and
all the night, and all the next day, and
gathered the quails. He who gathered least
gathered ten homers; and they spread
them all abroad for themselves around the
camp.

11:33 While the meat was yet between
their teeth, before it was chewed, the
anger of nIn* was kindled against the
people, and nin' struck the people with a
very great plague.

11:34 The name of that place was called
Kibroth Hattaavah!ll, because there they
buried the people who lusted.

11:35 From Kibroth Hattaavah the people
traveled to Hazeroth; and they stayed at
Hazeroth.

[1] Vs 11:34 - Graves of desire

12 Aharon and Miriam speak against
Mosheh

12:1 Miriam and Aharon spoke against
Mosheh because of the Cushite woman
whom he had married; for he had married
a Cushite woman.

12:2 They said: Has nin' indeed spoken
only with Mosheh? Has not HE spoken also
with us? And nint heard it.

12:3 Now the man Mosheh was very
humble, above all the men who were on
the surface of the earth.

12:4 nin' spoke suddenly to Mosheh, to
Aharon, and to Miriam, You three come out
to the tent of moed. The three of them
came out.

12:5 nin' came down in a pillar of cloud,
and stood at the door of the tabernacle,
and called Aharon and Miriam; and they
both came forward.
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12:6 HE said: Shema now MY words. If
there is a prophet among you, | nint will
make MYSELF known to him in a vision. |
will speak with him in a dream.

12:7 My servant Mosheh is not so. He is
faithful in all MY house.

12:8 With him | will speak mouth to
mouth, even plainly, and not in riddles; and
he shall see nIn''s manifestation. Why
then were you not afraid to speak against
MY servant, against Mosheh?

12:9 The anger of nin* was kindled against
them; and HE departed.

12:10 The cloud departed from over the
tabernacle; and behold, Miriam was
leprous, as white as snow. Aharon looked
at Miriam, and behold, she was leprous.
12:11 Aharon said to Mosheh: O, my adon,
please do not count this sin against us, in
which we have done foolishly, and in which
we have sinned.

12:12 Let her not, | pray, be as one dead,
of whom the flesh is half consumed when
he comes out of his mother's womb.
12:13 Mosheh cried to nin, saying: Heal
her, O EL, | beg YOU.

12:14 nine said to Mosheh: If her father
had but spit in her face, should not she be
ashamed seven days? Let her be shut up
outside of the camp seven days, and after
that she shall be brought in again.

12:15 Miriam was shut up outside of the
camp seven days, and the people did not
travel until Miriam was brought in again.
12:16 Afterward the people traveled from
Hazeroth, and encamped in the wilderness
of Paran.

13 Explorers of the Land and their reports

13:1 n1n* spoke to Mosheh, saying:

13:2 Shalach men, that they may explore
the Land of Canaan, which | give to the
children of YisratL. Of every tribe of their
fathers, you shall shalach a man, everyone
a prince among them.

13:3 Mosheh sent them from the
wilderness of Paran according to the
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commandment of nin: all of them men
who were heads of the children of YisraEL.
13:4 These were their names: Of the tribe
of Reuben, Shammua the son of Zakkur.
13:5 Of the tribe of Shimon, Shaphat the
son of Chori.

13:6 Of the tribe of YAHudah, Kaleb the son
of Yephunneh.

13:7 Of the tribe of Issachar, Yigal the son
of YAHseph.

13:8 Of the tribe of Ephraim, Hoshea the
son of Nun.

13:9 Of the tribe of Binyamin, Palti the son
of Raphu.

13:10 Of the tribe of Zebulun, GawddiEL
the son of Sodi.

13:11 Of the tribe of YAHseph, of the tribe
of Menasheh, Gaddi the son of Susi.

13:12 Of the tribe of Dan, AmmiEL the son
of Gemalli.

13:13 Of the tribe of Asher, Sethur the son
of MikaEL.

13:14 Of the tribe of Naphtali, Nachbi the
son of Vophsi.

13:15 Of the tribe of Gaad, GeuEL the son
of Maki.

13:16 These are the names of the men
who Mosheh shalach to explore the Land.
Mosheh called Hoshea the son of Nun
YAHshua.

13:17 Mosheh shalach them to explore out
the Land of Canaan, and said to them: Go
up this way by the South, and go up into
the hill country:

13:18 and see the Land, what it is; and the
people who dwell therein, whether they are
strong or weak, whether they are few or
many;

13:19 and what the Land is that they dwell
in, whether it is good or bad; and what
cities they are that they dwell in, whether
in camps, or in strongholds;

13:20 and what the Land is, whether it is
fat or lean, whether there is wood therein,
or not. Be courageous, and bring of the
fruit of the Land. Now the time was the
time of the first-ripe grapes.
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13:21 So, they went up, and spied out the
land from the wilderness of Zin to Rehob,
to the entrance of Hamath.

13:22 They went up by the South, and
came to Hebron; and Ahiman, Sheshai,
and Talmai, the children of Anak, were
there. (Now Hebron was built seven years
before Zoan in Egypt.)

13:23 They came to the valley of Eshcol,
and cut down from there a branch with one
cluster of grapes, and they bore it on a staff
between two. They also brought some of
the pomegranates and figs.

13:24 That place was called the valley of
Eshcol, because of the cluster which the
children of YisraEL cut down from there.
13:25 They returned from exploring the
Land at the end of forty days.

13:26 They went and came to Mosheh, and
to Aharon, and to all the community of the
children of YisraEL, to the wilderness of
Paran, to Kadesh; and brought back word
to them, and to all the community, and
showed them the fruit of the Land.

13:27 They told him, and said: We came to
the Land where you shalach us; and surely
it flows with milk and honey; and this is its
fruit.

13:28 However the people who dwell in the
Land are strong, and the cities are fortified
and very large. Moreover, we saw the
children of Anak there.

13:29 Amalek dwells in the Land of the
South: and the Hittite, and the Yebusite,
and the Amorite, dwell in the hill country;
and the Canaanite dwells by the sea, and
along by the side of the Yarden.

13:30 Kaleb stilled the people before
Mosheh, and said: Let us go up at once,
and possess it; for we are well able to
overcome it.

13:31 But the men who went up with him
said: We are not able to go up against the
people; for they are stronger than we.
13:32 They brought up an evil report of the
land which they had explored to the
children of YisraEL, saying: The Land,
through which we have gone to explore, is
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a Land that eats up its inhabitants; and all
the people who we saw in it are men of
great stature.

13:33 There we saw the nephilim(2], the
sons of Anak, who come of the nephilim:
and we were in our own sight as
grasshoppers, and so we were in their
sight.

[2] Vs 13:33 - Nephilim. Meaning 'fallen ones'.
Based on this verse it is apparent that these 'sons
of Anak' were men of giant stature. Xref Gen 6:4.

14 Rebellion | Intercession | Judgment

14:1 All the community lifted their voice,
and cried; and the people wept that night.
14:2 All the children of YisraEL murmured
against Mosheh and against Aharon: and
the whole community said to them: Would
that we had died in the land of Egypt. or
would that we had died in this wilderness.
14:3 Why does nint bring us to this Land,
to fall by the sword? Our wives and our little
ones will be a prey: would not it be better
for us to return into Egypt?

14:4 They said one to another: Let us make
a captain, and let us return into Egypt.
14:5 Then Mosheh and Aharon fell on their
faces before all the community of the
gahal of the children of YisraEL.

14:6 YAHshua the son of Nun and Kaleb the
son of Yephunneh, who were of those who
spied out the Land, tore their clothes:

14:7 and they spoke to all the community
of the children of YisraEL, saying: The Land,
which we passed through to explore, is an
exceeding good Land.

14:8 If nint delights in us, then HE will bring
us into this Land, and give it to us; a Land
which flows with milk and honey.

14:9 Only do not rebel against nint, neither
fear the people of the Land; for they are
bread for us: their defense is removed from
over them, and nin' is with us. Do not fear
them.

14:10 But all the community threatened to
stone them with stones. The glory of nin*
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appeared in the tent of moed to all the
children of YisraEL.

14:11 nine said to Mosheh: How long will
this people despise ME? and how long will
they not trust in ME, for all the signs which
| have worked among them?

14:12 | will strike them with the pestilence,
and disinherit them, and will make of you
a nation greater and mightier than they.
14:13 Mosheh said to nin', Then the
Egyptians will hear it; for YOU brought up
this people in YOUR might from among
them;

14:14 and they will tell it to the inhabitants
of this Land. They have heard that YOU nint
are in the midst of this people; for YOU nin*
are seen face to face, and YOUR cloud
stands over them, and YOU go before them,
in a pillar of cloud by day, and in a pillar of
fire by night.

14:15 Now if YOU killed this people as one
man, then the nations which have heard
the fame of YOU will speak, saying:

14:16 Because nin' was not able to bring
this people into the Land which HE swore
to them, therefore HE has slain them in the
wilderness.

14:17 Now please let the power of ADONAI
be great, according as YOU have spoken,
saying:

14:18 nine is slow to anger, and abundant
in covenant-faithfulness, forgiving iniquity
and disobedience; and that will by no
means clear the guilty, visiting the iniquity
of the fathers on the children, on the third
and on the fourth generation.

14:19 Please forgive the iniquity of this
people according to the greatness of YOUR
covenant-faithfulness, and according as
YOU have forgiven this people, from Egypt
even until now.

14:20 a1 said: | have forgiven according
to your word:

14:21 but in very deed, as | live, and as all
the earth shall be filled with the glory of
hib1H

14:22 because all those men who have
seen MY glory, and MY signs, which I
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worked in Egypt and in the wilderness, yet
have tempted ME these ten times, and
have not shema to MY voice;

14:23 surely, they shall not see the Land
which | swore to their fathers, neither shall
any of those who despised ME see it:
14:24 but MY servant Kaleb, because he
had another spirit with him, and has
followed ME fully, him will | bring into the
Land into which he went; and his seed shall
possess it.

14:25 Now the Amalekite and the
Canaanite dwell in the valley, tomorrow
turn around and go into the wilderness by
the way to the Sea of Suf

14:26 nIn' spoke to Mosheh and to
Aharon, saying:

14:27 How long shall | bear with this evil
community, that murmur against ME? |
have heard the murmurings of the children
of YisraEL, which they murmur against ME.
14:28 Tell them: As | live, says nins, surely
as you have spoken in MY ears, so will | do
to you;

14:29 your dead bodies shall fall in this
wilderness; and all who were numbered of
you, according to your whole number, from
twenty years old and upward, who have
murmured against ME,

14:30 surely you shall not come into the
Land, concerning which | swore that |
would make you dwell therein, except
Kaleb the son of Yephunneh, and YAHshua
the son of Nun.

14:31 But your little ones, that you said
should be a prey, them will | bring in, and
they shall know the Land which you have
rejected.

14:32 But as for you, your dead bodies
shall fall in this wilderness.

14:33 Your children shall be wanderers in
the wilderness forty years, and shall bear
your harlotry, until your dead bodies be
consumed in the wilderness.

14:34 After the number of the days in
which you spied out the Land, even forty
days, for every day a year, you will bear
your iniquities, even forty years, and you
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will know the consequence of going
against ME.

14:35 |, nint, have spoken, surely this will
| do to all this evil community, who are
gathered against ME. In this wilderness
they shall be consumed, and there they
shall die.

14:36 The men, whom Mosheh shalach to
explore the Land, who returned, and made
all the community to murmur against him,
by bringing up an evil report against the
Land,

14:37 even those men who brought up an
evil report of the Land, died by the plague
before ninr.

14:38 But YAHshua the son of Nun, and
Kaleb the son of Yephunneh, remained
alive of those men who went to explore the
Land.

14:39 Mosheh told these words to all the
children of YisraEL; and the people
mourned greatly.

14:40 They rose early in the morning, and
went up to the top of the mountain, saying:
Behold, we are here, and will go up to the
place which nia* has promised; for we
have sinned.

14:41 Mosheh said: Why now do you
disobey the commandment of aInt, since
it shall not prosper?

14:42 Do not go up, for nint is not among
you; that you not be struck down before
your enemies.

14:43 For there the Amalekite and the
Canaanite are before you, and you shall fall
by the sword; because you are turned back
from following nine, therefore nint will not
be with you.

14:44 But they presumed to go up to the
top of the mountain; nevertheless, the ark
of the Covenant of nIn', and Mosheh, did
not depart out of the camp.

14:45 Then the Amalekite came down,
and the Canaanite who lived in that
mountain, and struck them and beat them
down, even to Hormah.

15 Offerings | Unintentional sins | Tzitzit
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15:1 nin' spoke to Mosheh, saying:

15:2 Speak to the children of YisraEL, and
tell them: When you have come into the
Land of your habitations, which | give to
you,

15:3 and will make an offering by fire to
nIne, a burnt offering, or a sacrifice, to
accomplish a vow, or as a freewill offering,
or in your moadim, to make a pleasant
aroma to nine, of the herd, or of the flock;
15:4 then he who offers his offering shall
offer to nin' a meal offering of a tenth part
of an ephah of fine flour mixed with the
fourth part of a hin of oil;

15:5 and wine for the drink offering, the
fourth part of a hin, you shall prepare with
the burnt offering, or for the sacrifice, for
each lamb.

15:6 Or for a ram, you shall prepare for a
meal offering two tenth parts of an ephah
of fine flour mixed with the third part of a
hin of oil;

15:7 and for the drink offering you shall
offer the third part of a hin of wine, of a
pleasant aroma to nin'.

15:8 When you prepare a bull for a burnt
offering, or for a sacrifice, to accomplish a
vow, or for peace offerings to niny;

15:9 then shall he offer with the bull a
meal offering of three tenth parts of an
ephah of fine flour mixed with half a hin of
oil;

15:10 and you shall offer for the drink
offering half a hin of wine, for an offering
made by fire, of a pleasant aroma to ninr.
15:11 Thus shall it be done for each bull,
or for each ram, or for each of the male
lambs, or of the young goats.

15:12 According to the number that you
shall prepare, so you shall do to everyone
according to their number.

15:13 All who are native-born shall do
these things in this way, in offering an
offering made by fire, of a pleasant aroma
to nIne.

15:14 When a proselyte dwells with you, or
whoever may be among you throughout
your generations, and will offer an offering
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made by fire, of a pleasant aroma to nIny;
as you do, so he shall do.

15:15 For the gahal, there shall be one
statute for you and for the proselyte who
dwells with you, a statute forever
throughout your generations; as you are,
so shall the proselyte be before ninr.
15:16 One Torah and one ordinance shall
be for you, and for the proselyte who dwells
with you.

15:17 nin spoke to Mosheh, saying:
15:18 Speak to the children of YisraEL, and
tell them: When you come into the Land
where | bring you,

15:19 then it shall be that when you eat of
the bread of the Land, you shall offer up a
gift offering to nIn'.

15:20 Of the first of your dough you shall
offer up a cake for a gift offering; as the gift
offering of the threshing floor, so you shall
offer it.

15:21 Of the first of your dough you shall
give to nInr a gift offering throughout your
generations.

15:22 When vyou shall go astray
unwittingly, and not observe all these
commandments, which nIn' has spoken to
Mosheh,

15:23 even all that nin* has commanded
you by Mosheh, from the day that nint
gave commandment, and onward
throughout your generations;

15:24 then it shall be, if it be done
unwittingly, without the knowledge of the
community, that all the community shall
offer one young bull for a burnt offering, for
a pleasant aroma to nin', with the meal
offering of it, and the drink offering of it,
according to the ordinance, and one male
goat for a sin offering.

15:25 The kohen shall make atonement
for all the community of the children of
YisraEL, and they shall be forgiven; for it
was unintentional, and they have brought
their offering, an offering made by fire to
NIy, and their sin offering before nine, for
their unintentional sin:
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15:26 and all the community of the
children of YisraEL shall be forgiven, and
the proselyte who dwells among them; for
in respect of all the people it was done
unwittingly.

15:27 If one person sins unwittingly, then
he shall offer a female goat a year old for
a sin offering.

15:28 The kohen shall make atonement
for the soul who goes astray, when he sins

unwittingly, before nIn', to make
atonement for him; and he shall be
forgiven.

15:29 You shall have one Torah for him
who does anything unwittingly, both for
him that is born among the children of
YisraEL, and for the proselyte who dwells
among them.

15:30 But the soul who does anything with
a high hand, whether he is a native or a
proselyte, the same blasphemes nin'; and
that soul shall be cut off from among his

people.
15:31 Because he has despised the davar
of nI, and has broken HIS

commandment, that soul shall utterly be
cut off; his iniquity shall be on him.

15:32 While the children of YisraEL were in
the wilderness, they found a man
gathering sticks on the shabat day.

15:33 Those who found him gathering
sticks brought him to Mosheh and Aharon,
and to all the community.

15:34 They put him in custody, because it
had not been declared what should be
done to him.

15:35 nin' said to Mosheh: The man shall
surely be put to death: all the community
shall stone him with stones outside of the
camp.

15:36 All the community brought him
outside of the camp, and stoned him to
death with stones; as nin'* commanded
Mosheh.

15:37 nin* spoke to Mosheh, saying:
15:38 Speak to the children of YisraEL, and
tell them that they should make
themselves tzitzit'3! in the borders of their
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garments throughout their generations,
and that they put on the tzitzit of each
border a cord of blue;

15:39 and it shall be to you for a tzitzit, that
you may look on it, and remember all the
commandments of nin', and do them; and
that you not follow after your own heart
and your own eyes, after which you use to
play the whore;

15:40 that you may remember and do all
MY commandments, and be kadosh to
your ELOHIM.

15:41 | AM a1t your ELOHIM, WHO brought
you out of the land of Egypt, to be your
ELOHIM; | AM nIN* your ELOHIM.

[3] Vs 15:38 - Tassles or fringes.

16 Korah's rebellion

16:1 Now Korach, the son of Yitzhar, the
son of Kohath, the son of Levi, with Dathan
and Abiram, the sons of ELIiAB, and On, the
son of Peleth, sons of Reuben, took men;
16:2 and they rose before Mosheh, with
certain of the children of YisraEL, two
hundred fifty princes of the community,
called to the appointed time, men of
renown;

16:3 and they assembled themselves
together against Mosheh and against
Aharon, and said to them: You take too
much on yourself, since all the community
are kadosh, every one of them, and nin' is
among them; why then lift yourselves up
above the gahal of nin'?

16:4 When Mosheh heard it, he fell on his
face;

16:5 and he spoke to Korach and to all his
company, saying: In the morning nin* will
show who are HIS, and who is kadosh, and
will cause him to come near to HIM; even
him whom HE shall choose HE will cause to
come nhear to HIM.

16:6 Do this: Take censers, Korach, and all
his company;

16:7 and put fire in them, and put incense
on them before nin' tomorrow: and it shall
be that the man whom aiIn' chooses, he
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shall be kadosh. You have gone too far, you
sons of Levi.

16:8 Mosheh said to Korach: Shema now,
you sons of Levi.

16:9 Is it a small thing to you, that the
ELOHIM of YisraEL has separated you from
the community of YisraEL, to bring you near
to HIMSELF, to do the service of the
tabernacle of nin, and to stand before the
community to serve to them;

16:10 and that HE has brought you near,
and all your brothers the sons of Levi with
you, and are you seeking the priesthood
also?

16:11 Therefore you and all your company
are gathered together against nin' and
Aharon; what is he that you murmur
against him?

16:12 Mosheh shalach to call Dathan and
Abiram, the sons of ELiAB; and they said:
We would not come up.

16:13 Is it a small thing that you have
brought us up out of a land flowing with
milk and honey, to kill us in the wilderness,
but you must also make yourself a prince
over us?

16:14 Moreover you have not brought us
into a land flowing with milk and honey,
nor given us inheritance of fields and
vineyards. Will you now put out the eyes of
these men? We would not come up.

16:15 Mosheh was very angry, and said to
it Do not respect their offering; | have
not taken one donkey from them, neither
have | hurt one of them.

16:16 Mosheh said to Korach: You and all
your company go before nIn', you, and
they, and Aharon, tomorrow;

16:17 and each man take his censer, and
put incense on them, and each man bring
before nin* his censer, two hundred fifty
censers; you also, and Aharon, each his
censer.

16:18 They each took his censer, and put
fire in them, and laid incense thereon, and
stood at the door of the tent of moed with
Mosheh and Aharon.
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16:19 Korach assembled all the
community against them to the door of the
tent of moed; and the glory of nInt
appeared to all the community.

16:20 nIn' spoke to Mosheh and to
Aharon, saying:

16:21 Separate yourselves from among
this community, that | may consume them
in a moment.

16:22 They fell on their faces, and said: O
EL, the ELOHIM of the spirit of all flesh, shall
one man sin, and will YOU be angry with all
the community?

16:23 nin* spoke to Mosheh, saying:
16:24 Speak to the community, saying:
Get away from around the tent of Korach,
Dathan, and Abiram.

16:25 Mosheh rose and went to Dathan
and Abiram; and the elders of YisraEL
followed him.

16:26 He spoke to the community, saying:
Depart, please, from the tents of these
wicked men, and touch nothing of theirs,
lest you be consumed in all their sins.
16:27 So, they went away from the tent of
Korach, Dathan, and Abiram, on every side;
and Dathan and Abiram came out, and
stood at the door of their tents, and their
wives, and their sons, and their little ones.
16:28 Mosheh said: Hereby you shall know
that nin' has shalach me to do all these
works; for they are not from my own mind.
16:29 If these men die the common death
of all men, only sharing the manner of
death common to all men; then nIn' has
not sent me.

16:30 But if nin* make a new thing, and
the ground open its mouth, and swallow
them up, with all that pertain to them, and
they go down alive into sheol; then you
shall understand that these men have
despised nine.

16:31 It happened, as he made an end of
speaking all these words, that the ground
split apart that was under them;

16:32 and the earth opened its mouth, and
swallowed them up, and their households,
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and all the men who pertained to Korach,
and all their goods.

16:33 So, they, and all that pertained to
them, went down alive into sheol; and the
earth closed on them, and they perished
from among the qahal.

16:34 All YisraEL that were around them
fled at their cry; for they said: Lest the earth
swallow us up.

16:35 Fire came forth from aIn', and
devoured the two hundred fifty men who
offered the incense.

16:36 nIn' spoke to Mosheh, saying:
16:37 Speak to ELazar the son of Aharon
the kohen, that he take up the censers out
of the burning mass, and scatter their
coals yonder; for they are kadosh;

16:38 and the censers of these, who
sinned against their own lives; let them be
made beaten plates for a covering of the
altar: for they offered them before ninr;
therefore, they are kadosh; and they shall
be a sign to the children of YisraEL.

16:39 ELazar the kohen took the bronze
censers, which those who were burnt had
offered; and they beat them out for a
covering of the altar,

16:40 to be a memorial to the children of
YisraEL, to the end that no ordinary person,
who is not of the seed of Aharon, comes
near to burn incense before nIn'; that he
not be as Korach, and as his company; as
nIn' spoke to him by Mosheh.

16:41 But on the next day all the
community of the children of YisraEL
murmured against Mosheh and against
Aharon, saying: You have Kkilled nin''s
people.

16:42 It happened, when the community
was assembling against Mosheh and
against Aharon, that they looked toward
the tent of moed; and behold, the cloud
covered it, and the glory of nin® appeared.
16:43 Mosheh and Aharon came to the
front of the tent of moed.

16:44 nin* spoke to Mosheh, saying:
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16:45 Get away from among this
community, that | may consume them in a
moment. They fell on their faces.

16:46 Mosheh said to Aharon: Take your
censer, and put fire from the altar in it, and
lay incense on it, and carry it quickly to the
community, and make atonement for
them; for wrath has gone out from nin:
The plague has begun.

16:47 Aharon did as Mosheh said; and ran
into the midst of the gahal; and behold, the
plague has begun among the people; and
he put on the incense, and made
atonement for the people.

16:48 He stood between the dead and the
living; and the plague was stayed.

16:49 Now those who died by the plague
were fourteen thousand and seven
hundred, besides those who died
previously from the rebellion of Korach.
16:50 Aharon returned to Mosheh to the
door of the tent of moed; and the plague
was stayed.

47 Aharon's rod buds

17:1 nin' spoke to Mosheh, saying:

17:2 Speak to the children of YisraEL, and
take of them rods, one for each fathers'
house, of all their princes according to their
fathers' houses, twelve rods; write every
man's name on his rod.

17:3 You shall write Aharon's name on the
rod of Levi; for there shall be one rod for
each head of their fathers' houses.

17:4 You shall lay them up in the tent of
moed before the Testimony, where | meet
with you.

17:5 It shall happen, that the rod of the
man whom | shall choose shall bud; and |
will make to cease from ME the
murmurings of the children of YisraEL,
which they murmur against you.

17:6 Mosheh spoke to the children of
YisraEL; and all their princes gave him rods,
for each prince one, according to their
fathers' houses, even twelve rods; and the
rod of Aharon was among their rods.
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17:7 Mosheh laid up the rods before nint
in the tent of the Testimony.

17:8 It happened on the next day, that
Mosheh went into the tent of the
Testimony; and behold, the rod of Aharon
for the house of Levi was budded, and put
forth buds, and produced blossoms, and
bore ripe almonds.

17:9 Mosheh brought out all the rods from
before nin' to all the children of YisraEL;
and they looked, and took every man his
rod.

17:10 nin said to Mosheh: Put back the
rod of Aharon before the Testimony, to be
kept for a token against the children of
rebellion; that you may make an end of
their murmurings against ME, that they not
die.

17:11 Mosheh did so. As nin* commanded
him, so he did.

17:12 The children of YisraEL spoke to
Mosheh, saying: Behold, we perish. We are
undone. We are all undone.

17:13 Everyone who comes near, who
comes near to the tabernacle of nin, dies.
Will we all perish?

18 Duties of kohanim and Levites

18:1 ninr said to Aharon: You and your
sons and your father's house with you shall
be responsible for any iniquity in the
sanctuary; and you and your sons with you
shall be responsible for any iniquity of the
priesthood.

18:2 Your brothers also, the tribe of Levi,
the tribe of your father, bring near with you,
that they may be joined to you, and serve
you; but you and your sons with you shall
be before the tent of the Testimony.

18:3 They shall keep your commands, and
the duty of all the tabernacle; but they shall
not come near to the vessels of the
sanctuary and to the altar, that they not
die, neither they, nor you.

18:4 They shall be joined to you, and keep
the responsibility of the tent of moed, for
all the service of the tabernacle; and a
stranger shall not come near to you.
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18:5 You shall perform the duty of the
sanctuary, and the duty of the altar; that
there be no more wrath on the children of
YisraEL.

18:6 I, behold, | have taken your brothers
the Levites from among the children of
YisraEL; to you they are a gift, given to nin,
to do the service of the tent of moed.

18:7 You and your sons with you shall keep
your kohen service for everything of the
altar, and for that within the veil; and you
shall serve. | entrust the service required of
kohanim to you; and the stranger who
comes near shall be put to death.

18:8 nIn' spoke to Aharon: |, behold, | have
given you the command of my gift
offerings, even all the kadosh things of the
children of YisraEL; to you have | given
them by reason of the anointing, and to
your sons, as a portion forever.

18:9 This shall be yours of the most
kadosh things from the fire; every offering
of theirs, even every meal offering of
theirs, and every sin offering of theirs, and
every trespass offering of theirs, which
they shall render to ME, shall be most
kadosh for you and for your sons.

18:10 You shall eat of it like the most
kadosh things. Every male shall eat of it. It
shall be kadosh to you.

18:11 This is yours, too; the gift offering
amongst their offerings, even all the gift
offerings of the children of YisraEL. | have
given them to you, and to your sons and to
your daughters with you, as a portion
forever. Everyone who is clean in your
house shall eat of it.

18:12 All the best of the oil, and all the
best of the vintage, and of the grain, the
first fruits of them which they give to niny,
to you have | given them.

18:13 The first-ripe fruits of all that is in
their Land, which they bring to nine, shall
be yours; everyone who is clean in your
house shall eat of it.

18:14 Everything consecrated by YisraEL
shall be yours.
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18:15 Everything that opens the womb, of
all flesh which they offer to nine, both of
man and animal shall be vyours;
nevertheless, you shall surely redeem the
firstborn of man, and you shall redeem the
firstborn of unclean animals.

18:16 You shall redeem those who are to
be redeemed of them from a month old,
according to your estimation, for five
shekels of money, after the shekel of the
sanctuary (the same is twenty gerahs).
18:17 But you shall not redeem the
firstborn of a cow, or the firstborn of a
sheep, or the firstborn of a goat. They are
kadosh. You shall sprinkle their blood on
the altar, and shall burn their fat for an
offering made by fire, for a pleasant aroma
to nIne.

18:18 Their flesh shall be yours, as the gift
offering of the breast or as the right thigh,
they shall be yours.

18:19 All the gift offerings of the kadosh
things, which the children of YisraEL offer
to n1nr, have | given you, and your sons and
your daughters with you, as a portion
forever; it is a covenant of saltl4! forever
before nIn' to you and to your seed with
you.

18:20 a1 said to Aharon: You shall have
no inheritance in their Land, neither shall
you have any portion among them. | AM
your portion and your inheritance among
the children of YisraEL.

18:21 To the children of Levi, behold, |
have given all the tithe in YisraEL for an
inheritance, in return for their service
which they serve, even the service of the
tent of moed.

18:22 Henceforth the children of YisraEL
shall not come near the tent of moed, lest
they bear sin, and die.

18:23 But the Levites shall do the service
of the tent of moed, and they shall be
responsible for any iniquity thereof; it shall
be a statute forever throughout your
generations; and among the children of
YisraEL they shall have no inheritance.
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18:24 For the tithe of the children of
YisraEL, which they offer as a gift offering
to niny, | have given to the Levites for an
inheritance: therefore, | have said to them:
Among the children of YisraEL they shall
have no inheritance.

18:25 nin' spoke to Mosheh, saying:
18:26 Moreover you shall speak to the
Levites, and tell them: When you take of
the children of YisraEL the tithe which |
have given you from them for your
inheritance, then you shall offer up a gift
offering of it for niIn, a tithe of the tithe.
18:27 Your gift offering shall be reckoned
to you, as though it were the grain of the
threshing floor, and as the fullness of the
winepress.

18:28 Thus you also shall offer a gift
offering to nin' of all your tithes, which you
receive of the children of YisraEL; and of it
you shall give nin''s gift offering to Aharon
the kohen.

18:29 Out of all your gifts you shall offer
every gift offering of niny, of all its best,
even the kadosh part of it.

18:30 Therefore you shall tell them: When
you lift its best from it, then it shall be
reckoned to the Levites as the increase of
the threshing floor, and as the increase of
the winepress.

18:31 You may eat it in any place, you and
your households; for it is your reward in
return for your service in the tent of moed.
18:32 You shall bear no sin by reason of it,
when you have lifted from it, its best; but
you shall not profane the kadosh things of
the children of YisraEL, that you not die.
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[4] Vs 18:19 - Covenant of salt - that is, an
incorruptible, everlasting covenant. Refer also 2
Chr 13:5.

19 Instructions on purification

19:1 nin' spoke to Mosheh and to Aharon,
saying:

19:2 This is the statute of the Torah which

Nl has commanded. Speak to the
children of YisraEL, that they bring you a
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red heifer without spot, in which is no
blemish, and which was never yoked.

19:3 You shall give her to ELazar the
kohen, and he shall bring her forth outside
of the camp, and one shall kill her before
his presence:

19:4 and ELazar the kohen shall take of its
blood with his finger, and sprinkle its blood
toward the front of the tent of moed seven
times.

19:5 One shall burn the heifer in his sight;
her skin, and her flesh, and her blood, with
her dung, shall he burn;

19:6 and the kohen shall take cedar wood,
and hyssop, and scarlet, and cast it into the
midst of the burning of the heifer.

19:7 Then the kohen shall wash his
clothes, and he shall bathe his flesh in
water, and afterward he shall come into
the camp, and the kohen shall be unclean
until the evening.

19:8 He who burns her shall wash his
clothes in water, and bathe his flesh in
water, and shall be unclean until the
evening.

19:9 A man who is clean shall gather up
the ashes of the heifer, and lay them up
outside of the camp in a clean place; and
it shall be kept for the community of the
children of YisraEL, for use in the water of
cleansing!}; it is a sin offering.

19:10 He who gathers the ashes of the
heifer shall wash his clothes, and be
unclean until the evening; and it shall be to
the children of YisraEL, and to the proselyte
who dwells among them, for a statute
forever.

19:11 He who touches the dead body of
any man shall be unclean seven days;
19:12 the same shall purify himself with
water on the third day, and on the seventh
day he shall be clean; but if he does not
purify himself the third day, then the
seventh day he shall not be clean.

19:13 Whoever touches a dead person, the
body of a man who has died, and does not
purify himself, defiles the tabernacle of
ANy and that soul shall be cut off from



1-4 Bamidbar

YisraEL; because the water for impurity
was hot sprinkled on him, he shall be
unclean; his uncleanness is yet on him.
19:14 This is the Torah when a man dies in
a tent: Everyone who comes into the tent,
and everyone who is in the tent, shall be
unclean seven days.

19:15 Every open vessel, which has no
covering bound on it, is unclean.

19:16 Whoever in the open field touches
one who is slain with a sword, or a dead
body, or a bone of a man, or a grave, shall
be unclean seven days.

19:17 For the unclean they shall take of
the ashes of the burning of the sin offering;
and running water shall be put thereto in a
vessel;

19:18 and a clean person shall take
hyssop, and dip it in the water of cleansing,
and sprinkle it on the tent, and on all the
vessels, and on the persons who were
there, and on him who touched the bone,
or the slain, or the dead, or the grave;
19:19 and the clean person shall sprinkle
on the unclean on the third day, and on the
seventh day; and on the seventh day he
shall purify him; and he shall wash his
clothes, and bathe himself in water, and
shall be clean at evening.

19:20 But the man who shall be unclean,
and shall not purify himself, that soul shall
be cut off from the midst of the qahal,
because he has defiled the sanctuary of
NIy the water for cleansing has not been
sprinkled on him; he is unclean.

19:21 It shall be a perpetual statute to
them; and he who sprinkles the water for
cleansing shall wash his clothes, and he
who touches the water for impurity shall be
unclean until evening.

19:22 Whatever the unclean person
touches shall be unclean; and the soul that
touches it shall be unclean until evening.
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20:1 The children of YisraEL, even the
whole community, came into the
wilderness of Zin in the first month; and
the people stayed in Kadesh; and Miriam
died there, and was buried there.

20:2 There was no water for the
community; and they assembled
themselves together against Mosheh and
against Aharon.

20:3 The people strove with Mosheh, and
spoke, saying: We wish that we had died
when our brothers died before nin:.

20:4 Why have you brought the gahal of
NI into this wilderness, that we should
die there, we and our animals?

20:5 Why have you made us to come up
out of Egypt, to bring us into this evil place?
It is no place of seed, or of figs, or of vines,
or of pomegranates; neither is there any
water to drink.

20:6 Mosheh and Aharon went from the
presence of the qahal to the door of the
tent of moed, and fell on their faces; and
the glory of nin' appeared to them.

20:7 nint spoke to Mosheh, saying:

20:8 Take the staff, and assemble the
community, you, and Aharon your brother,
and speak to the rock cliff before their
eyes, that it give forth its water; and you
shall bring forth to them water out of the
rock cliff; so you shall give the community
and their livestock drink.

20:9 Mosheh took the staff from before
NIy, as HE commanded him.

20:10 Mosheh and Aharon gathered the
gahal together before the cliff, and he said
to them: Shema now, you rebels; are we
supposed to bring water out of this rock for
you?

20:11 Mosheh lifted his hand, and struck
the rock with his staff twice; and water
came forth abundantly, and the
community drank, and their livestock.
20:12 nin* said to Mosheh and Aharon:
Because you did not trust(é! ME, to sanctify
ME in the eyes of the children of YisraEL,
therefore you shall not bring this gahal into
the Land which | have given them.
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20:13 These are the waters of Meribah!7];
because the children of YisraEL strove with
NI, and HE was sanctified in them.
20:14 Mosheh shalach messengers from
Kadesh to the king of Edom, saying: Thus
says your brother YisraEL: You know all the
travail that has happened to us;

20:15 how our fathers went down into
Egypt, and we lived in Egypt a long time;
and the Egyptians dealt ill with us, and our
fathers;

20:16 and when we cried to nIn', HE
shema our voice, and shalach a malach,
and brought us forth out of Egypt; and
behold, we are in Kadesh, a city in the
uttermost of your border.

20:17 Please let us pass through your
land; we will not pass through field or
through vineyard, neither will we drink of
the water of the wells; we will go along the
king's highway; we will not turn aside to the
right hand nor to the left, until we have
passed your border.

20:18 Edom said to him: You shall not pass
through me, lest | come out with the sword
against you.

20:19 The children of YisraEL said to him:
We will go up by the highway; and if we
drink of your water, | and my livestock,
then will | give its price; let me only, without
doing anything else, pass through on my
feet.

20:20 He said: You shall not pass through.
Edom came out against him with many
people, and with a strong hand.

20:21 Thus Edom refused to give YisraEL
passage through his border, so YisraEL
turned away from him.

20:22 They traveled from Kadesh; and the
children of YisraEL, even the whole
community, came to Mount Hor.

20:23 nin spoke to Mosheh and Aharon in
Mount Hor, by the border of the land of
Edom, saying:

20:24 Aharon shall be gathered to his
people; for he shall not enter the Land
which | have given to the children of
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YisraEL, which rebelled against MY word at
the waters of Meribah.

20:25 Take Aharon and ELazar his son, and
bring them up to Mount Hor;

20:26 and remove Aharon of his garments,
and put them on ELazar his son; and
Aharon shall be gathered, and shall die
there.

20:27 Mosheh did as nin* commanded;
and they went up into Mount Hor in the
sight of all the community.

20:28 Mosheh removed Aharon of his
garments, and put them on ELazar his son;
and Aharon died there on the top of the
mountain; and Mosheh and ELazar came
down from the mountain.

20:29 When all the community saw that
Aharon was dead, they wept for Aharon
thirty days, even all the house of YisraEL.

[6] Vs 20:12 - Instead of speaking to the rock as
instructed by YHWH (vs8), Moshe struck the rock
twice (vs11) with his rod, in apparent unhappiness
and doubt. For this, he lost the privilege of leading
the people into the Promised Land himself (vs 12).
[7] Vs 20:13 - Meribah 'place of strife'.

21 Arad | Hormah | Bronze serpent | Sihon
| Og

21:1 The Canaanite, the king of Arad, who
lived in the South, heard that YisraEL came
by the way of Atharim; and he fought
against YisraEL, and took some of them
captive.

21:2 YisraEL vowed a vow to nIn', and said:
If YOU will indeed deliver this people into
my hand, then | will utterly destroy their
cities.

21:3 nIn' shema to the voice of YisraEL,
and delivered up the Canaanites; and they
utterly destroyed them and their cities: and
the name of the place was called
Hormahisl,

21:4 They traveled from Mount Hor by the
way to the Sea of Suf, to circumvent the
land of Edom: and the soul of the people
was much discouraged because of the
detour.
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21:5 The people spoke against ELOHIM,
and against Mosheh: Why have you
brought us up out of Egypt to die in the
wilderness? For there is no bread, and
there is no water; and our soul loathes this
worthless bread.

21:6 nin* sent fiery serpents among the
people, and they bit the people; and many
people of YisraEL died.

21:7 The people came to Mosheh, and
said: We have sinned, because we have
spoken against nIn', and against you. Pray
to nIny, that HE take away the serpents
from us. Mosheh prayed for the people.
21:8 nIn' said to Mosheh: Make a fiery
serpent, and set it on a standard: and it
shall happen, that everyone who is bitten,
when he behold it, shall live.

21:9 Mosheh made a serpent of brass, and
set it on the pole; and it happened, that if
a serpent had bitten any man, when he
looked to the serpent of brass, he lived.
21:10 The children of YisraEL traveled, and
encamped in Oboth.

21:11 They traveled from Oboth, and
encamped at lyeabarim, in the wilderness
which is before Moab, toward the sunrise.
21:12 From there they traveled, and
encamped in the valley of Zered.

21:13 From there they traveled, and
encamped on the other side of the Arnon,
which is in the wilderness, that comes out
of the border of the Amorites; for the Arnon
is the border of Moab, between Moab and
the Amorites.

21:14 Therefore it is said in the sephar of
the Wars of nin', what HE did in the Sea of
Suf, the valleys of the Arnon,

21:15 the slope of the valleys that incline
toward the dwelling of Ar, and lies on the
border of Moab.

21:16 From there they traveled to Beer;
that is the well of which nIn' said to
Mosheh: Gather the people together, and |
will give them water.

21:17 Then sang YisraEL this song: Spring
up, well; sing to it;
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21:18 the well, which the princes dug,
which the nobles of the people dug, with
the scepter, and with their poles. From the
wilderness they traveled to Mattanah;
21:19 and from Mattanah to NahaliEL; and
from NahaliEL to Bamoth;

21:20 and from Bamoth to the valley that
is in the field of Moab, to the top of Pisgah,
which looks down on the desert.

21:21 YisraEL sent messengers to Sihon
king of the Amorites, saying:

21:22 Let me pass through your land; we
will not turn aside into field, or into
vineyard; we will not drink of the water of
the wells; we will go by the king's highway,
until we have passed your border.

21:23 Sihon would not allow YisraEL to
pass through his border; but Sihon
gathered all his people together, and went
out against YisratEL into the wilderness,
and came to Yahats; and he fought against
YisraEL.

21:24 YisraEL struck him with the edge of
the sword, and possessed his land from
the Arnon to the Yabboq, even to the
children of Ammon; for the border of the
children of Ammon was strong.

21:25 YisratEL took all these cities; and
YisraeL lived in all the cities of the
Amorites, in Heshbon, and in all its towns.
21:26 For Heshbon was the city of Sihon
the king of the Amorites, who had fought
against the former king of Moab, and
taken all his land out of his hand, even to
the Arnon.

21:27 Therefore those who speak in
proverbs say: Come to Heshbon. Let the
city of Sihon be built and established;
21:28 for a fire has gone out of Heshbon,
a flame from the city of Sihon. It has
devoured Ar of Moab, the adonim of the
high places of the Arnon.

21:29 Woe to you, Moab. You are undone,
people of Chemosh. He has given his sons
as fugitives, and his daughters into
captivity, to Sihon king of the Amorites.
21:30 We have shot at them. Heshbon has
perished even to Dibon. We have laid
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waste even to Nophah, which reaches to
Medeba.

21:31 Thus YisraEL lived in the land of the
Amorites.

21:32 Mosheh sent to spy out Yazer; and
they took its towns, and drove out the
Amorites who were there.

21:33 They turned and went up by the way
of Bashan; and Og the king of Bashan went
out against them, he and all his people, to
battle at Edrei.

21:34 i said to Mosheh: Do not fear
him; for | have delivered him into your
hand, and all his people, and his land; and
you shall do to him as you did to Sihon king
of the Amorites, who lived at Heshbon.
21:35 So, they struck him, and his sons
and all his people, until there was none left
him remaining; and they possessed his
land.
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[8] Vs 21.:3 - Hormah 'asylum, destruction'.

22 Balak | Bilam | Malach of ADONAI

22:1 The children of YisraEL traveled, and
encamped in the plains of Moab beyond
the Yarden at Yericho.

22:2 Balak the son of Zippor saw all that
YisraEL had done to the Amorites.

22:3 Moab was very afraid of the people,
because they were many; and Moab was
distressed because of the children of
YisraEL.

22:4 Moab said to the elders of Midian:
Now this horde will lick up all that is around
us, as the ox licks up the grass of the field.
Balak the son of Zippor was king of Moab
at that time.

22:5 He sent messengers to Bilam the son
of Beor, to Pethor, which is by the river, to
the land of the children of his people, to
call him, saying: Behold, there is a people
who came out from Egypt. Behold, they
cover the surface of the land, and they are
staying opposite me.

22:6 Please come now therefore curse for
me this people; for they are too mighty for
me; perhaps | shall prevail, that we may
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strike them, and that | may drive them out
of the land; for | know that he whom you
bless is blessed, and he whom you curse is
cursed.

22:7 The elders of Moab and the elders of
Midian departed with the rewards of
divination in their hand; and they came to
Bilam, and spoke to him the words of
Balak.

22:8 He said to them: Lodge here this
night, and | will bring you word again, as
It shall speak to me. The princes of
Moab stayed with Bilam.

22:9 ELOHIM came to Bilam, and said: Who
are these men with you?

22:10 Bilam said to ELOHIM: Balak the son
of Zippor, king of Moab, has sent to me
saying:

22:11 Behold, the people that has come
out of Egypt, it covers the surface of the
earth: now, come curse them for me;
perhaps | shall be able to fight against
them, and shall drive them out.

22:12 ELOHIM said to Bilam: You shall not
go with them. You shall not curse these
people; for they are blessed.

22:13 Bilam rose in the morning, and said
to the princes of Balak: Go to your land; for
nine refuses to permit me to go with you.
22:14 The princes of Moab rose, and they
went to Balak, and said: Bilam refuses to
come with us.

22:15 Balak sent yet again princes, more,
and more honorable than they.

22:16 They came to Bilam, and said to
him: Thus says Balak the son of Zippor:
Please let nothing hinder you from coming
to me;

22:17 for | will promote you to very great
honor, and whatever you say to me | will
do. Please come therefore, and curse this
people for me.

22:18 Bilam answered the servants of
Balak: If Balak would give me his house full
of silver and gold, | cannot go beyond the
davar of nin* my ELOHIM, to do less or
more.
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22:19 Now therefore, please wait also here
this night, that | may know what nin* will
speak to me more.

22:20 ELOHIM came to Bilam at night, and
said to him: If the men have come to call
you, rise up, go with them; but only the
davar which | speak to you, that you shall
do.

22:21 Bilam rose in the morning, and
saddled his donkey, and went with the
princes of Moab.

22:22 ELOHIM's anger was kindled because
he went; and the malach of nin placed
himself in the way for an adversary against
him. Now he was riding on his donkey, and
his two servants were with him.

22:23 The donkey saw the malach of nint
standing in the way, with his sword drawn
in his hand; and the donkey turned aside
out of the way, and went into the field; and
Bilam struck the donkey, to turn her into
the way.

22:24 Then the malach of nin' stood in a
narrow path between the vineyards, a wall
being on this side, and a wall on that side.
22:25 The donkey saw the malach of nin,
and she thrust herself to the wall, and
crushed Bilam's foot against the wall; and
he struck her again.

22:26 The malach of nin'* went further,
and stood in a narrow place, where there
was no way to turn either to the right hand
or to the left.

22:27 The donkey saw the malach of nia,
and she lay down under Bilam; and Bilam's
anger was kindled, and he struck the
donkey with his staff.

22:28 nIn' opened the mouth of the
donkey, and she said to Bilam: What have
| done to you, that you have struck me
these three times?

22:29 Bilam said to the donkey: Because
you have mocked me, | wish there were a
sword in my hand, for now | would have
killed you.

22:30 The donkey said to Bilam: Am | not
your donkey, on which you have ridden all

: Numbers [Nu]

195

your life long to this day? Was | ever in the
habit of doing so to you? He said: No.
22:31 Then nint opened the eyes of Bilam,
and he saw the malach of nin* standing in
the way, with his sword drawn in his hand;
and he bowed his head, and shachah to
the ground.

22:32 The malach of nIn* said to him: Why
have you struck your donkey these three
times? Behold, | have come forth as an
adversary, because your way is perverse
before me:

22:33 and the donkey saw me, and turned
aside before me these three times. Unless
she had turned aside from me, surely now
| would have killed you, and saved her
alive.

22:34 Bilam said to the malach of nins, |
have sinned; for | did not know that you
stood in the way against me. Now
therefore, if it displeases you, | will go back
again.

22:35 The malach of nint said to Bilam: Go
with the men; but only the word that | shall
speak to you, that you shall speak. So,
Bilam went with the princes of Balak.
22:36 When Balak heard that Bilam had
come, he went out to meet him to the city
of Moab, which is on the border of the
Arnon, which is in the utmost part of the
border.

22:37 Balak said to Bilam: Did not |
earnestly sent you to call you? Why did not
you come to me? Am | not able indeed to
promote you to honor?

22:38 Bilam said to Balak: Behold, | have
come to you; do | now have any power at
all to speak anything? The davar that
ELOHIM puts in my mouth, that shall |
speak.

22:39 Bilam went with Balak, and they
came to Qiryath Huzoth.

22:40 Balak sacrificed cattle and sheep,
and sent to Bilam, and to the princes who
were with him.

22:41 It happened in the morning, that
Balak took Bilam, and brought him up into
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the high places of Baal°l; and he saw from
there the utmost part of the people.
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[9] Vs 22:41 - Pagan/ Phoenician deity meaning
Lord/ Master/ Protector. Bilam has seriously failed
to discern between this Baal (Lord) false deity and
ADONAI (Lord) YHWH, the only true ELOHIM.

23 Bilam's first and second parables

23:1 Bilam said to Balak: Build me here
seven altars, and prepare me here seven
bulls and seven rams.

23:2 Balak did as Bilam had spoken; and
Balak and Bilam offered on every altar a
bull and a ram.

23:3 Bilam said to Balak: Stand by your
burnt offering, and | will go; perhaps ninr
will come to meet me; and whatever HE
shows me | will tell you. He went to a bare
height.

23:4 ELOHIM met Bilam: and he said to HIM:
| have prepared the seven altars, and |
have offered up a bull and a ram on every
altar.[10]

23:5 nIn' put a davar in Bilam's mouth,
and said: Return to Balak, and thus you
shall speak.

23:6 He returned to him, and behold, he
was standing by his burnt offering, he, and
all the princes of Moab.

23:7 He took up his parable, and said:
From Aram has Balak brought me, the king
of Moab from the mountains of the East.
Come, curse Yaaqob for me. Come, defy
YisraEL.

23:8 How shall | curse whom EL has not
cursed? How shall | defy whom nia' has
not defied?

23:9 For from the top of the rocks | see
him. From the hills | see him. Behold, it is
a people that dwells alone, and shall not
be reckoned among the nations.

23:10 Who can count the dust of Yaaqob,
or number the fourth part of YisraEL? Let
me die the death of the righteous. Let my
last end be like his.

23:11 Balak said to Bilam: What have you
done to me? | took you to curse my
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enemies, and behold, you have blessed
them altogether.

23:12 He answered and said: Must | not
take heed to speak that which nin® puts in
my mouth?

23:13 Balak said to him: Please come with
me to another place, where you may see
them; you shall see only the utmost part of
them, and shall not see them all; and curse
them from there.

23:14 He took him into the field of Zophim,
to the top of Pisgah, and built seven altars,
and offered up a bull and a ram on every
altar.

23:15 He said to Balak: Stand here by your
burnt offering, while | meet over there.
23:16 nin* met Bilam, and put a davar in
his mouth, and said: Return to Balak, and
say this.

23:17 He came to him, and behold, he was
standing by his burnt offering, and the
princes of Moab with him. Balak said to
him: What has nin* spoken?

23:18 He took up his parable, and said:
Rise up, Balak, and hear. Listen to me, you
son of Zippor.

23:19 EL is not a man, that HE should lie,
nor the son of man, that HE should repent.
Has HE said: and will HE not do it? Or has
HE spoken, and will HE not make it good?
23:20 Behold, | have received a command
to bless. HE has blessed, and | cannot
reverse it.

23:21 HE has not seen iniquity in Yaaqob.
Neither has HE seen perverseness in
YisraEL. n1n' his ELOHIM is with him. The
shout of a KING is among them.

23:22 EL brings them out of Egypt. He has
as it were the strength of the wild ox.
23:23 Surely there is no enchantment with
Yaaqob; Neither is there any divination
with YisraEL. Now it shall be said of Yaaqob
and of YisraEL: What is this that EL has
done.

23:24 Behold, the people rise up as a
lioness; as a lion he lifts himself up. He
shall not lie down until he eat of the prey,
and drinks the blood of the slain.
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23:25 Balak said to Bilam: You have
obviously not cursed them at all, but at
least do not bless them.

23:26 But Bilam answered Balak: Did not |
tell you, saying: All that nin' speaks, that |
must do?

23:27 Balak said to Bilam: Come now, |
will take you to another place; perhaps it
will please ELOHIM that you may curse me
them from there.

23:28 Balak took Bilam to the top of Peor,
that looks down on the desert.

23:29 Bilam said to Balak: Build me here
seven altars, and prepare me here seven
bulls and seven rams.

23:30 Balak did as Bilam had said: and
offered up a bull and a ram on every altar.
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[10] Vs 23:4 - Bilam has compromised the worship
of YHWH with the worship of Baal (Lord) by
preparing the 7 altars within the high places of Baal
(vs1,4)

24 Bilam's third and final parable

24:1 When Bilam saw that it pleased nint
to bless YisraEL, he did not go, as at the
other times, to engage in enchantments,
but he set his face toward the wilderness.
24:2 Bilam lifted up his eyes, and he saw
YisratL dwelling according to their tribes;
and the RUACH of ELOHIM came on him.
24:3 He took up his oracle, and said: Bilam
the son of Beor says, the man whose eye
was closed;

24:4 the oracle of him who hears the
words of EL, who sees the vision of the
SHADDAI, having fallen, and yet having his
eyes open:

24:5 How goodly are your tents, Yaaqob,
and your tents, YisraEL.

24:6 As valleys they are spread forth, as
gardens by the riverside, as aloes which
NIt has planted, as cedar trees beside the
waters.

24:7 Water shall flow from his buckets. His
seed shall be in many waters. His king
shall be higher than Agag. His kingdom
shall be exalted.
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24:8 EL brings him out of Egypt. He has as
it were the strength of the wild ox. He shall
eat up the nations his adversaries, shall
break their bones in pieces, and pierce
them with his arrows.

24:9 He couched, he lay down as a lion, as
a lioness; who shall rouse him up?
Everyone who blesses you is blessed.
Everyone who curses you is cursed.

24:10 Balak's anger was kindled against
Bilam, and he struck his hands together;
and Balak said to Bilam: | called you to
curse my enemies, and, behold, you have
altogether blessed them these three
times.

24:11 Therefore now flee you to your
place. | thought to promote you to great
honor; but, behold, nin* has kept you back
from my rewards.

24:12 Bilam said to Balak: Did not | also
tell your messengers whom you shalach to
me, saying:

24:13 If Balak would give me his house full
of silver and gold, | cannot go beyond the
davar of nIn', to do either good or bad of
my own mind. | will say what nin® says?
24:14 Now, behold, | go to my people.
Come, | will inform you what this people
shall do to your people in the latter days.
24:15 He took up his oracle and said:
Bilam the son of Beor says, the man whose
eye was closed says;

24:16 the oracle of him who hears the
words of EL, who knows the knowledge of
ELYON, and who sees the vision of SHADDAI,
who has fallen, and yet having his eyes
open:

24:17 | see him, but not now. | see him, but
not near. A star will come out of Yaaqob. A
scepter will rise out of YisraEL, and shall
strike through the corners of Moab, and
break down all the sons of Sheth.

24:18 Edom shall be a possession. Seir, his
enemies, also shall be a possession, while
YisraEL does valiantly.

24:19 Out of Yaaqob shall one have
dominion, and shall destroy the remnant of
the city.
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24:20 He looked at Amalek, and took up
his parable, and said: Amalek was the
beginning of the goyim, but his latter end
shall come to destruction.

24:21 He looked at the Kenite, and took up
his parable, and said: Your dwelling place
is strong. Your nest is set in the rock.
24:22 Nevertheless Qayin shall be wasted,
until Asshur carries you away captive.
24:23 He took up his parable, and said:
Alas, who shall live when EL does this?
24:24 But ships shall come from the coast
of Kittim. They shall afflict Asshur, and
shall afflict Eber. He also shall come to
destruction.

24:25 Bilam rose up, and went and
returned to his place; and Balak also went
his way.

25 Baal worship | Zeal of Phinehas

25:1 YisraEL stayed in Shittim; and the
people began to play the whore with the
daughters of Moab;

25:2 for these called the people to the
sacrifices of their elohim; and the people
ate, and shachah down to their elohim.
25:3 YisrabEL joined himself to Baal-
Peor;!11] and the anger of nin' was kindled
against YisraEL.

25:4 i said to Mosheh: Take all the
chiefs of the people, and hang them to
nIn' before the sun, that the fierce anger
of nIn' may turn away from YisraEL.

25:5 Mosheh said to the judges of YisraEL:
Everyone kill his men who have joined
themselves to Baal-Peor.

25:6 Behold, one of the children of YisraEL
came and brought to his brothers a
Midianite woman in the sight of Mosheh,
and in the sight of all the community of the
children of YisraEL, while they were
weeping at the door of the tent of moed.
25:7 When Phinehas, the son of ELazar,
the son of Aharon the kohen, saw it, he
rose up from the midst of the community,
and took a spear in his hand;

25:8 and he went after the man of YisraEL
into the tabernacle, and thrust both of
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them through, the man of YisraEL, and the
woman through her body. So, the plague
was stayed from the children of YisraEL.
25:9 Those who died by the plague were
twenty-four thousand.

25:10 ni1n' spoke to Mosheh, saying:
25:11 Phinehas, the son of ELazar, the son
of Aharon the kohen, has turned MY wrath
away from the children of YisraEL, in that
he was jealous with MY jealousy among
them, so that | did not consume the
children of YisraEL in MY jealousy.

25:12 Therefore say: Behold, | give to him
MY Covenant of shalom;

25:13 and it shall be to him, and to his
seed after him, the Covenant of an
everlasting priesthood; because he was
jealous for his ELOHIM, and made
atonement for the children of YisraEL.
25:14 Now the name of the man of YisraEL
that was slain, who was slain with the
Midianite woman, was Zimri, the son of
Salu, a prince of a father's house among
the Shimonites.

25:15 The name of the Midianite woman
who was slain was Cozbi, the daughter of
Zur; he was head of the people of a father's
house in Midian.

25:16 ni1n' spoke to Mosheh, saying:
25:17 Distress the Midianites, and strike
them;

25:18 for they harassed you with their
wiles, with which they have deceived you in
the matter of Peor, and in the matter of
Cozbi, the daughter of the prince of Midian,
their sister, who was slain on the day of the
plague in the matter of Peor.

[11] Vs 25:3 - A Moabite false deity meaning Lord
of Peor.

26 Census of next generation

26:1 It happened after the plague, that
nin' spoke to Mosheh and to ELazar the
son of Aharon the kohen, saying:

26:2 Take a census of all the community
of the children of YisraEL, from twenty
years old and upward, by their fathers'
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houses, all who are able to go forth to war
in YisraEL.

26:3 Mosheh and ELazar the kohen spoke
with them in the plains of Moab by the
Yarden at Yericho, saying:

26:4 Take a census, from twenty years old
and upward; as nin' commanded Mosheh
and the children of YisratL. These are
those that came out of the land of Egypt.
26:5 Reuben, the firstborn of YisraEL; the
sons of Reuben were: Chanok, the family
of the Chanokites; Pallu, the family of the
Palluites;

26:6 Chetsron, the family of the
Chetsronites; Karmi, the family of the
Karmites.

26:7 These are the families of the
Reubenites, and those who were
numbered of them were forty-three
thousand seven hundred thirty.

26:8 The sons of Pallu: ELIAB;

26:9 and the sons of ELIAB were NemuEL,
Dathan and Abiram. These are that Dathan
and Abiram, who were called of the
community, who strove against Mosheh
and against Aharon in the company of
Korach, when they strove against nins,
26:10 and the earth opened its mouth, and
swallowed them up together with Korach,
when that company died; and the fire
devoured two hundred fifty men, and they
became a sign.

26:11 Notwithstanding, the sons of Korach
did not die.

26:12 The sons of Shimon after their
families, were: NemuEL, the family of the
NemukELites; Yamin, the family of the
Yaminites; Yakin, the family of the
Yakinites;

26:13 Zerach, the family of the Zerachites;
Shaul, the family of the Shaulites.

26:14 These are the families of the
Shimonites, twenty-two thousand two
hundred.

26:15 The sons of Gaad after their
families, were: Tsephon, the family of the
Tsephonites; Chaggi, the family of the
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Chaggites;
Shunites;
26:16 Ozni, the family of the Oznites; Eri,
the family of the Erites;

26:17 Arod, the family of the Arodites;
Areli, the family of the Arelites.

26:18 These are the families of the sons of
Gaad according to those who were
numbered of them, forty thousand and five
hundred.

26:19 The sons of YAHudah: Er and Onan;
but Er and Onan died in the Land of
Canaan.

26:20 The sons of YAHudah after their
families, were: Shelah, the family of the
Shelanites; Perez, the family of the
Perezites; Zerach, the family of the
Zerachites.

26:21 The sons of Perez were: Chetsron,
the family of the Chetsronites; Chamul, the
family of the Chamulites.

26:22 These are the families of YAHudah
according to those who were numbered of
them, seventy-six thousand five hundred.
26:23 The sons of Issachar after their
families, were: Tola, the family of the
Tolaites; Puvah, the family of the Punites;
26:24 Yashub, the family of the
Yashubites; Shimron, the family of the
Shimronites.

26:25 These are the families of Issachar
according to those who were numbered of
them, sixty-four thousand three hundred.
26:26 The sons of Zebulun after their
families, were: Sered, the family of the
Seredites; Elon, the family of the Elonites;
Yachle'EL, the family of the Yachle'ELites.
26:27 These are the families of the
Zebulunites according to those who were
numbered of them, sixty thousand five
hundred.

26:28 The sons of YAHseph after their
families, were: Menasheh and Ephraim.
26:29 The sons of Menasheh, were: Makir,
the family of the Makirites; and Makir
beget Gilad; of Gilad, the family of the
Giladites.

Shuni, the family of the
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26:30 These are the sons of Gilad: Lezer,
the family of the Lezerites; Cheleq, the
family of the Chelegites;

26:31 and AsriEL, the family of the
AsriELites; and Shekem, the family of the
Shekemites;

26:32 and Shemida, the family of the
Shemidaites; and Chepher, the family of
the Chepherites.

26:33 Tselopchad the son of Chepher had
no sons, but daughters; and the names of
the daughters of Tselopchad were
Machlah, and Noach, Choglah, Milkah, and
Tirzah.

26:34 These are the families of Menasheh;
and those who were numbered of them
were fifty-two thousand seven hundred.
26:35 These are the sons of Ephraim after
their families: Shuthelach, the family of the
Shuthelachites; Beker, the family of the
Bekerites; Tachan, the family of the
Tachanites.

26:36 These are the sons of Shuthelach:
Eran, the family of the Eranites.

26:37 These are the families of the sons of
Ephraim according to those who were
numbered of them, thirty-two thousand
five hundred. These are the sons of
YAHseph after their families.

26:38 The sons of Binyamin after their
families: Bela, the family of the Belaites;
Ashbel, the family of the Ashbelites;
Achiram, the family of the Achiramites;
26:39 Shephupham, the family of the
Shephuphamites; Chupham, the family of
the Chuphamites.

26:40 The sons of Bela were Ard and
Naaman: Ard, the family of the Ardites;
Naaman, the family of the Naamites.
26:41 These are the sons of Binyamin after
their families; and those who were
numbered of them were forty-five
thousand six hundred.

26:42 These are the sons of Dan after their
families: Shucham, the family of the
Shuchamites. These are the families of
Dan after their families.
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26:43 All the families of the Shuchamites,
according to those who were numbered of
them, were sixty-four thousand four
hundred.

26:44 The sons of Asher after their
families: Yimnah, the family of the
Yimnites; Yishvi, the family of the Yishvites;
Beriah, the family of the Berites.

26:45 Of the sons of Beriah: Cheber, the
family of the Cheberites; MalkiEL, the
family of the MalkiELites.

26:46 The name of the daughter of Asher
was Serach.

26:47 These are the families of the sons of
Asher according to those who were
numbered of them, fifty-three thousand
and four hundred.

26:48 The sons of Naphtali after their
families: YachtzeEL, the family of the
YachtzeELites; Guni, the family of the
Gunites;

26:49 Yetser, the family of the Yetserites;
Shillem, the family of the Shillemites.
26:50 These are the families of Naphtali
according to their families; and those who
were numbered of them were forty-five
thousand four hundred.

26:51 These are those who were
numbered of the children of YisraEL, six
hundred one thousand seven hundred
thirty.

26:52 ni1n' spoke to Mosheh, saying:
26:53 To these the Land shall be divided
for an inheritance according to the number
of names.

26:54 To the more, you shall give the more
inheritance, and to the fewer you shall give
the less inheritance; to everyone according
to those who were numbered of him shall
his inheritance be given.

26:55 Notwithstanding, the Land shall be
divided by lot; according to the names of
the tribes of their fathers they shall inherit.
26:56 According to the lot shall their
inheritance be divided between the more
and the fewer.

26:57 These are those who were
numbered of the Levites after their
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families: Gereshon, the family of the
Gershonites; Kohath, the family of the
Kohathites; Merari, the family of the
Merarites.

26:58 These are the families of Levi: the
family of the Libnites, the family of the
Hebronites, the family of the Mabhlites, the
family of the Mushites, the family of the
Korahites. Kohath beget Amram.

26:59 The name of Amram's wife was
YAHkebed, the daughter of Levi, who was
born to Levi in Egypt: and she bore to
Amram Aharon and Mosheh, and Miriam
their sister.

26:60 To Aharon were born Nadab and
Abihu, ELazar and Ithamar.

26:61 Nadab and Abihu died, when they
offered strange fire before nin:.

26:62 Those who were numbered of them
were twenty-three thousand, every male
from a month old and upward: for they
were not numbered among the children of
YisraEL, because there was no inheritance
given them among the children of YisraEL.
26:63 These are those who were
numbered by Mosheh and ELazar the
kohen, who numbered the children of
YisraEL in the plains of Moab by the Yarden
at Yericho.

26:64 But among these there was not a
man of them who were numbered by
Mosheh and Aharon the kohen, who
numbered the children of YisraEL in the
wilderness of Sinai.

26:65 For nin* had said of them, They shall
surely die in the wilderness. There was not
left a man of them, except Kaleb the son
of Yephunneh, and YAHshua the son of
Nun.

27 Daughter inheritance | YAHshua's
commission

27:1 Then drew near the daughters of
Tselopchad, the son of Chepher, the son of
Gilad, the son of Makir, the son of
Menasheh, of the families of Menasheh
the son of YAHseph; and these are the
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names of his daughters: Machlah, Noach,
and Choglah, and Milkah, and Tirzah.

27:2 They stood before Mosheh, and
before ELazar the kohen, and before the
princes and all the community, at the door
of the tent of moed, saying:

27:3 Our father died in the wilderness, and
he was not among the company of those
who gathered themselves together against
nInt in the company of Korach: but he died
in his own sin; and he had no sons.

27:4 Why should the name of our father be
taken away from among his family,
because he had no son? Give to us a
possession among the brothers of our
father.

27:5 Mosheh brought their cause before
hibLe

27:6 nInt spoke to Mosheh, saying:

27:7 The daughters of Tselopchad speak
right: you shall surely give them a
possession of an inheritance among their
father's brothers; and you shall cause the
inheritance of their father to pass to them.
27:8 You shall speak to the children of
YisraEL, saying: If a man dies, and has no
son, then you shall cause his inheritance to
pass to his daughter.

27:9 If he has no daughter, then you shall
give his inheritance to his brothers.

27:10 If he has no brothers, then you shall
give his inheritance to his father's brothers.
27:11 If his father has no brothers, then
you shall give his inheritance to his
kinsman who is next to him of his family,
and he shall possess it: and it shall be to
the children of YisraEL a statute and
ordinance, as nin' commanded Mosheh.
27:12 nin said to Mosheh: Go up into this
mountain of Abarim, and see the Land
which | have given to the children of
YisraEL.

27:13 When you have seen it, you also
shall be gathered to your people, as
Aharon your brother was gathered;

27:14 because you rebelled against MY
word in the wilderness of Zin, in the strife
of the community, to sanctify ME at the
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waters before their eyes. (These are the
waters of Meribah of Kadesh in the
wilderness of Zin.)

27:15 Mosheh spoke to nint, saying:
27:16 Let n1ne, the ELOHIM of the spirit of
all flesh, appoint a man over the
community,

27:17 who may go out before them, and
who may come in before them, and who
may lead them out, and who may bring
them in; that the community of ni1n not be
as sheep which have no shepherd.

27:18 nInr said to Mosheh: Take YAHshua
the son of Nun, a man in whom is the
RUACH, and lay your hand on him;

27:19 and set him before ELazar the
kohen, and before all the community; and
commission him in their sight.

27:20 You shall put of your honor on him,
that all the community of the children of
YisraEL may shema.

27:21 He shall stand before ELazar the
kohen, who shall inquire for him by the
judgment of the Urim before nin'. At his
word shall they go out, and at his word they
shall come in, both he, and all the children
of YisraeL with him, even all the
community.

27:22 Mosheh did as nin* commanded
him; and he took YAHshua, and set him
before ELazar the kohen, and before all the
community:

27:23 and he laid his hands on him, and
commissioned him, as nIn* spoke by
Mosheh.

28 Offerings: Day-Week-Month; Pesach;
Shavuot

28:1 nin' spoke to Mosheh, saying:

28:2 Command the children of YisraEL,
and tell them; MY offering, MY food for MY
offerings made by fire, of a pleasant aroma
to ME, you shall observe to offer to ME in
their due moed.

28:3 You shall tell them: This is the offering
made by fire which you shall offer to nin;
male lambs a year old without blemish,
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two day by day, for a continual burnt
offering.

28:4 You shall offer the one lamb in the
morning, and you shall offer the other
lamb at evening;

28:5 with the tenth part of an ephah of fine
flour for a meal offering, mixed with the
fourth part of a hin of beaten oil.

28:6 It is a continual burnt offering, which
was ordained in Mount Sinai for a pleasant
aroma, an offering made by fire to nine.
28:7 Its drink offering shall be the fourth
part of a hin for the one lamb. You shall
pour out a drink offering of strong drink to
NIt in the kadosh place.

28:8 The other lamb you shall offer at
evening; as the meal offering of the
morning, and as the drink offering of it, you
shall offer it, an offering made by fire, of a
pleasant aroma to nin'.

28:9 On the shabat day two male lambs a
year old without blemish, and two tenth
parts of an ephah of fine flour for a meal
offering, mixed with oil, and the drink
offering of it;

28:10 this is the burnt offering of every
shabat, besides the continual burnt
offering, and the drink offering of it.

28:11 In the beginnings of your months
you shall offer a burnt offering to ninr; two
young bulls, and one ram, seven male
lambs a year old without blemish;

28:12 and three tenth parts of an ephah of
fine flour for a meal offering, mixed with
oil, for each bull; and two tenth parts of fine
flour for a meal offering, mixed with oil, for
the one ram;

28:13 and a tenth part of fine flour mixed
with oil for a meal offering to every lamb;
for a burnt offering of a pleasant aroma, an
offering made by fire to nine.

28:14 Their drink offerings shall be half a
hin of wine for a bull, and the third part of
a hin for the ram, and the fourth part of a
hin for a lamb. This is the burnt offering of
every month throughout the months of the
year.
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28:15 Also a male goat for a sin offering to
niny; it shall be offered besides the
continual burnt offering, and the drink
offering of it.

28:16 In the first month, on the fourteenth
day of the month, is nin''s Pesach.

28:17 On the fifteenth day of this month
shall be a festival; seven days shall
matstsah be eaten.

28:18 In the first day shall be a kadosh
sephar reading; you shall do no servile
work;

28:19 but you shall offer an offering made
by fire, a burnt offering to nin'; two young
bulls, and one ram, and seven male lambs
a year old; they shall be to you without
blemish;

28:20 and their meal offering, fine flour
mixed with oil; you shall offer three tenth
parts for a bull, and two tenth parts for the
ram.

28:21 You shall offer a tenth part for every
lamb of the seven lambs;

28:22 and one male goat for a sin offering,
to make atonement for you.

28:23 You shall offer these besides the
burnt offering of the morning, which is for
a continual burnt offering.

28:24 In this way you shall offer daily, for
seven days, the food of the offering made
by fire, of a pleasant aroma to nins; it shall
be offered besides the continual burnt
offering, and the drink offering of it.

28:25 On the seventh day you shall have a
kadosh sephar reading; you shall do no
servile work.

28:26 Also in the day of the first fruits,
when you offer a fresh meal offering to
NI in your festival of Shavuot, you shall
have a kadosh sephar reading; you shall do
no servile work;

28:27 but you shall offer a burnt offering
for a pleasant aroma to nin'; two young
bulls, one ram, seven male lambs a year
old;

28:28 and their meal offering, fine flour
mixed with oil, three tenth parts for each
bull, two tenth parts for the one ram,
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28:29 a tenth part for every lamb of the
seven lambs;

28:30 one male goat, to make atonement
for you.

28:31 Besides the continual burnt offering,
and the meal offering of it, you shall offer
them (they shall be to you without
blemish), and their drink offerings.

29 Offerings: Teruah; Kippur; Sukkot

29:1 In the seventh month, on the first day
of the month, you shall have a kadosh
sephar reading; you shall do no servile
work; it is a day of joyful celebration to you.
29:2 You shall offer a burnt offering for a
pleasant aroma to niIn'; one young bull,
one ram, seven male lambs a year old
without blemish;

29:3 and their meal offering, fine flour
mixed with oil, three tenth parts for the
bull, two tenth parts for the ram,

29:4 and one tenth part for every lamb of
the seven lambs;

29:5 and one male goat for a sin offering,
to make atonement for you;

29:6 besides the burnt offering of the new
moon, and the meal offering of it, and the
continual burnt offering and the meal
offering of it, and their drink offerings,
according to their ordinance, for a pleasant
aroma, an offering made by fire to nin'.
29:7 On the tenth day of this seventh
month you shall have a kadosh sephar
reading; and you shall afflict your souls;
you shall do no kind of work;

29:8 but you shall offer a burnt offering to
nine for a pleasant aroma: one young bull,
one ram, seven male lambs a year old;
they shall be to you without blemish;

29:9 and their meal offering, fine flour
mixed with oil, three tenth parts for the
bull, two tenth parts for the one ram,
29:10 a tenth part for every lamb of the
seven lambs;

29:11 one male goat for a sin offering;
besides the sin offering of atonement, and
the continual burnt offering, and the meal
offering of it, and their drink offerings.
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29:12 On the fifteenth day of the seventh
month you shall have a kadosh sephar
reading; you shall do no servile work, and
you shall keep a festival to nin' seven
days;

29:13 and you shall offer a burnt offering,
an offering made by fire, of a pleasant
aroma to ninr; thirteen young bulls, two
rams, fourteen male lambs a year old; they
shall be without blemish;

29:14 and their meal offering, fine flour
mixed with oil, three tenth parts for every
bull of the thirteen bulls, two tenth parts for
each ram of the two rams,

29:15 and a tenth part for every lamb of
the fourteen lambs;

29:16 and one male goat for a sin offering,
besides the continual burnt offering, the
meal offering of it, and the drink offering
of it.

29:17 On the second day you shall offer
twelve young bulls, two rams, fourteen
male lambs a year old without blemish;
29:18 and their meal offering and their
drink offerings for the bulls, for the rams,
and for the lambs, according to their
number, after the ordinance;

29:19 and one male goat for a sin offering;
besides the continual burnt offering, and
the meal offering of it, and their drink
offerings.

29:20 On the third day eleven bulls, two
rams, fourteen male lambs a year old
without blemish;

29:21 and their meal offering and their
drink offerings for the bulls, for the rams,
and for the lambs, according to their
number, after the ordinance;

29:22 and one male goat for a sin offering;
besides the continual burnt offering, and
the meal offering of it, and the drink
offering of it.

29:23 On the fourth day ten bulls, two
rams, fourteen male lambs a year old
without blemish;

29:24 their meal offering and their drink
offerings for the bulls, for the rams, and for
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the lambs, according to their number, after
the ordinance;

29:25 and one male goat for a sin offering;
besides the continual burnt offering, the
meal offering of it, and the drink offering
of it.

29:26 On the fifth day nine bulls, two rams,
fourteen male lambs a year old without
blemish;

29:27 and their meal offering and their
drink offerings for the bulls, for the rams,
and for the lambs, according to their
number, after the ordinance;

29:28 and one male goat for a sin offering,
besides the continual burnt offering, and
the meal offering of it, and the drink
offering of it.

29:29 On the sixth day eight bulls, two
rams, fourteen male lambs a year old
without blemish;

29:30 and their meal offering and their
drink offerings for the bulls, for the rams,
and for the lambs, according to their
number, after the ordinance;

29:31 and one male goat for a sin offering;
besides the continual burnt offering, the
meal offering of it, and the drink offerings
of it.

29:32 On the seventh day seven bulls, two
rams, fourteen male lambs a year old
without blemish;

29:33 and their meal offering and their
drink offerings for the bulls, for the rams,
and for the lambs, according to their
number, after the ordinance;

29:34 and one male goat for a sin offering;
besides the continual burnt offering, the
meal offering of it, and the drink offering
of it.

29:35 On the eighth day you shall have a
solemn assembly; you shall do no servile
work;

29:36 but you shall offer a burnt offering,
an offering made by fire, of a pleasant
aroma to nIn'; one bull, one ram, seven
male lambs a year old without blemish;
29:37 their meal offering and their drink
offerings for the bull, for the ram, and for
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the lambs, shall be according to their
number, after the ordinance;

29:38 and one male goat for a sin offering,
besides the continual burnt offering, and
the meal offering of it, and the drink
offering of it.

29:39 You shall offer these to nin* in your
moadim, besides your vows, and your
freewill offerings, for your burnt offerings,
and for your meal offerings, and for your
drink offerings, and for your peace
offerings.

29:40 Mosheh told the children of YisraEL
according to all that nin* commanded
Mosheh.

30 Men and women's vows

30:1 Mosheh spoke to the heads of the
tribes of the children of YisraEL, saying:
This is the thing which It has
commanded.

30:2 When a man vows a vow to nine, or
swears an oath to bind his soul with a
bond, he shall not break his word; he shall
do according to all that proceeds out of his
mouth.

30:3 Also when a woman vows a vow to
nIny, and binds herself by a bond, being in
her father's house, in her youth,

30:4 and her father hears her vow, and her
bond with which she has bound her soul,
and her father holds his peace at her; then
all her vows shall stand, and every bond
with which she has bound her soul shall
stand.

30:5 But if her father disallow her in the
day that he hears, none of her vows, or of
her bonds with which she has bound her
soul, shall stand: and nin* will forgive her,
because her father disallowed her.

30:6 If she has a husband, while her vows
are on her, or the rash utterance of her lips,
with which she has bound her soul,

30:7 and her husband hears it, and hold
his peace at her in the day that he hears it;
then her vows shall stand, and her bonds
with which she has bound her soul shall
stand.
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30:8 But if her husband forbids her in the
day that he hears it, then he shall make
void her vow which is on her, and the rash
utterance of her lips, with which she has
bound her soul; and nin* will forgive her.
30:9 But the vow of a widow, or of her who
is divorced, everything with which she has
bound her soul, shall stand against her.
30:10 If she vowed in her husband's
house, or bound her soul by a bond with an
oath,

30:11 and her husband heard it, and held
his peace at her, and did not disallow her;
then all her vows shall stand, and every
bond with which she bound her soul shall
stand.

30:12 But if her husband made them null
and void in the day that he heard them,
then whatever proceeded out of her lips
concerning her vows, or concerning the
bond of her soul, shall not stand; her
husband has made them void; and nint
will forgive her.

30:13 Every vow, and every binding oath to
afflict the soul, her husband may establish
it, or her husband may make it void.
30:14 But if her husband altogether hold
his peace at her from day to day, then he
establishes all her vows, or all her bonds,
which are on her; he has established them,
because he held his peace at her in the day
that he heard them.

30:15 But if he shall make them null and
void after that he has heard them, then he
shall bear her iniquity.

30:16 These are the statutes, which aint
commanded Mosheh, between a man and
his wife, between a father and his
daughter, being in her youth, in her father's
house.

31 ADONAI's vengeance on Midian

31:1 ninr spoke to Mosheh, saying:

31:2 Avenge the children of YisraEL for the
Midianites. Afterward you shall be
gathered to your people.

31:3 Mosheh spoke to the people, saying:
Arm men from among you for the war, that
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they may go against Midian, to execute
nIn''s vengeance on Midian.

31:4 Of every tribe one thousand,
throughout all the tribes of YisraEL, you
shall send to the war.

31:5 So, there were delivered, out of the
thousands of YisraEL, a thousand of every
tribe, twelve thousand armed for war.
31:6 Mosheh sent them, one thousand of
every tribe, to the war, them and Phinehas
the son of ELazar the kohen, to the war,
with the vessels of the sanctuary and the
trumpets for the alarm in his hand.

31:7 They warred against Midian, as nin®
commanded Mosheh; and they killed every
male.

31:8 They Kkilled the kings of Midian with
the rest of their slain; Evi, and Rekem, and
Zur, and Hur, and Reba, the five kings of
Midian; Bilam also the son of Beor they
killed with the sword.

31:9 The children of YisraEL took captive
the women of Midian and their little ones;
and all their livestock, and all their flocks,
and all their goods, they took for a prey.
31:10 All their cities in the places in which
they lived, and all their encampments, they
burnt with fire.

31:11 They took all the spoil, and all the
prey, both of man and of animal.

31:12 They brought the captives, and the
prey, and the spoil, to Mosheh, and to
ELazar the kohen, and to the community of
the children of YisraEL, to the camp at the
plains of Moab, which are by the Yarden at
Yericho.

31:13 Mosheh, and ELazar the kohen, and
all the princes of the community, went
forth to meet them outside of the camp.
31:14 Mosheh was angry with the officers
of the host, the captains of thousands and
the captains of hundreds, who came from
the service of the war.

31:15 Mosheh said to them: Have you
saved all the women alive?

31:16 Behold, these caused the children of
YisraEL, through the counsel of Bilam, to
commit trespass against nin' in the
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matter of Peor, and so the plague was
among the community of nIn.

31:17 Now therefore Kkill every male
among the little ones, and Kill every
woman who has known man by lying with
him.

31:18 But all the girls, who have not known
man by lying with him, keep alive for
yourselves.

31:19 Encamp outside of the camp seven
days; whoever has killed any person, and
whoever has touched any slain, purify
yourselves on the third day and on the
seventh day, you, and your captives.
31:20 As to every garment, and all that is
made of skin, and all work of goat’s hair,
and all things made of wood, you shall
purify yourselves.

31:21 ELazar the kohen said to the men of
war who went to the battle: This is the
statute of the Torah which nIn* has
commanded Mosheh:

31:22 As the gold, silver, brass, iron, tin,
and lead,

31:23 everything that may withstand the
fire, you shall make to go through the fire,
and it shall be clean; nevertheless, they
shall also be cleansed with water for
purification; and all that does not
withstand the fire you shall make to go
through the water.

31:24 You shall wash your clothes on the
seventh day, and you shall be clean; and
afterward you shall come into the camp.
31:25 nin' spoke to Mosheh, saying:
31:26 Take the sum of the prey that was
taken, both of man and of animal, you, and
ELazar the kohen, and the heads of the
fathers' households of the community;
31:27 and divide the prey into two parts;
between the men skilled in war, who went
out to battle, and all the community.
31:28 Levy a tribute to nin' of the men of
war who went out to battle: one-five-
hundredth of the persons, cattle, donkeys,
and of the flocks;

31:29 take it of their half, and give it to
ELazar the kohen, for nin''s gift offering.
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31:30 Of the children of YisraEL's half, you
shall take one drawn out of every fifty, of
the persons, cattle, donkeys, and of the
flocks, of all the livestock; and give them to
the Levites, who perform the duty of the
tabernacle of nine.

31:31 Mosheh and ELazar the kohen did as
nin' commanded Mosheh.

31:32 Now the prey, over and above the
booty which the men of war took, was six
hundred seventy-five thousand sheep,
31:33 and seventy-two thousand head of
cattle,

31:34 and sixty-one thousand donkeys,
31:35 and thirty-two thousand persons in
all, of the women who had not known man
by lying with him.

31:36 The half, which was the portion of
those who went out to war, was in number
three hundred thirty-seven thousand five
hundred sheep:

31:37 and ninr's tribute of the sheep was
six hundred seventy-five.

31:38 The cattle were thirty-six thousand;
of which niar's tribute was seventy-two.
31:39 The donkeys were thirty thousand
five hundred; of which nIn''s tribute was
sixty-one.

31:40 The persons were sixteen thousand;
of whom nIn''s tribute was thirty-two
persons.

31:41 Mosheh gave the tribute, which was
nin's gift offering, to ELazar the kohen, as
nin' commanded Mosheh.

31:42 Of the children of YisraEL's half,
which Mosheh divided off from the men
who warred

31:43 (now the community's half was
three hundred thirty-seven thousand five
hundred sheep,

31:44 and thirty-six thousand head of
cattle,

31:45 and thirty thousand five hundred
donkeys,

31:46 and sixteen thousand persons),
31:47 even of the children of YisraEL's half,
Mosheh took one drawn out of every fifty,
both of man and of animal, and gave them
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to the Levites, who performed the duty of
the tabernacle of nm; as e
commanded Mosheh.

31:48 The officers who were over the
thousands of the host, the captains of
thousands, and the captains of hundreds,
came near to Mosheh:;

31:49 and they said to Mosheh: Your
servants have taken the sum of the men of
war who are under our command, and
there lacks not one man of us.

31:50 We have brought nin''s offering,
what every man has gotten, of jewels of
gold, armlets, and bracelets, signet rings,
earrings, and necklaces, to make
atonement for our souls before nin'.
31:51 Mosheh and ELazar the kohen took
their gold, even all worked jewels.

31:52 All the gold of the gift offering that
they offered up to nine, of the captains of
thousands, and of the captains of
hundreds, was sixteen thousand seven
hundred fifty shekels.

31:53 (The men of war had taken booty,
every man for himself.)

31:54 Mosheh and ELazar the kohen took
the gold of the captains of thousands and
of hundreds, and brought it into the tent of
moed, for a memorial for the children of
YisrakEL before nin.

32 Reuben and Gaad settle in Gilad

32:1 Now the children of Reuben and the
children of Gaad had a very great
multitude of livestock: and when they saw
the land of Yazer, and the land of Gilad,
that behold, the place was a place for
livestock;

32:2 the children of Gaad and the children
of Reuben came and spoke to Mosheh,
and to ELazar the kohen, and to the leaders
of the community, saying:

32:3 Ataroth, and Dibon, and Yazer, and
Nimrah, and Heshbon, and Elealeh, and
Sebam, and Nebo, and Beon,

32:4 the land which nin struck before the
community of YisratL, is a land for
livestock; and your servants have livestock.
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32:5 They said: If we have found grace in
your sight, let this land be given to your
servants for a possession; do not bring us
over the Yarden.

32:6 Mosheh said to the children of Gaad,
and to the children of Reuben: Shall your
brothers go to the war, and shall you sit
here?

32:7 Why do you discourage the heart of
the children of YisraEL from going over into
the Land which nin* has given them?

32:8 Your fathers did so when | sent them
from Kadesh Barnea to see the Land.
32:9 For when they went up to the valley of
Eshcol, and saw the Land, they
discouraged the heart of the children of
YisraEL, that they should not go into the
Land which nin' had given them.

32:10 nin's anger was kindled in that day,
and HE swore, saying:

32:11 surely none of the men who came
up out of Egypt, from twenty years old and
upward, shall see the Land which | swore
to Abraham, to Yitzchak, and to Yaaqob;
because they have not wholly followed ME;
32:12 except Kaleb the son of Yephunneh
the Kenizzite, and YAHshua the son of Nun;
because they have followed ninr
completely.

32:13 nin''s anger was kindled against
YisraEL, and HE made them wander back
and forth in the wilderness forty years, until
all the generation, who had done evil in the
sight of nIn', was consumed.

32:14 Behold, you have risen up in your
fathers’ place, an increase of sinful men, to
augment yet the fierce anger of nInt
toward YisraEL.

32:15 For if you turn away from after HIM,
HE will yet again leave them in the
wilderness; and you will destroy all this
people.

32:16 They came near to him, and said:
We will build sheepfolds here for our
livestock, and cities for our little ones;
32:17 but we ourselves will be ready
armed to go before the children of YisraEL,
until we have brought them to their place;
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and our little ones shall dwell in the
fortified cities because of the inhabitants
of the land.

32:18 We will not return to our houses,
until the children of YisraEL have inherited
every man his inheritance.

32:19 For we will not inherit with them on
the other side of the Yarden, and forward;
because our inheritance is fallen to us on
this side of the Yarden eastward.

32:20 Mosheh said to them: If you will do
this thing, if you will arm yourselves to go
before ninr to the war,

32:21 and every armed man of you will
pass over the Yarden before nine, until he
has driven out his enemies from before
him,

32:22 and the Land is subdued before
nIn; then afterward you shall return, and
be guiltless towards nIn', and towards
YisraEL; and this land shall be to you for a
possession before ninr.

32:23 But if you will not do so, behold, you
have sinned against nin*; and be sure your
sin will find you out.

32:24 Build cities for your little ones, and
folds for your sheep; and do that which has
proceeded out of your mouth.

32:25 The children of Gaad and the
children of Reuben spoke to Mosheh,
saying: Your servants will do as my adon
commands.

32:26 Our little ones, our wives, our flocks,
and all our livestock, shall be there in the
cities of Gilad;

32:27 but your servants will pass over,
every man who is armed for war, before
nine to battle, as my adon says.

32:28 So, Mosheh commanded
concerning them to ELazar the kohen, and
to YAHshua the son of Nun, and to the
heads of the fathers' households of the
tribes of the children of YisraEL.

32:29 Mosheh said to them: If the children
of Gaad and the children of Reuben will
pass with you over the Yarden, every man
who is armed to battle, before nin', and
the Land shall be subdued before you; then
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you shall give them the land of Gilad for a
possession:

32:30 but if they will not pass over with you
armed, they shall have possessions among
you in the Land of Canaan.

32:31 The children of Gaad and the
children of Reuben answered, saying: As
nIn' has said to your servants, so will we
do.

32:32 We will pass over armed before nin*
into the Land of Canaan, and the
possession of our inheritance shall remain
with us beyond the Yarden.

32:33 Mosheh gave to them, even to the
children of Gaad, and to the children of
Reuben, and to the half-tribe of Menasheh
the son of YAHseph, the kingdom of Sihon
king of the Amorites, and the kingdom of
0Og king of Bashan, the Land, according to
its cities and borders, even the cities of the
surrounding land.

32:34 The children of Gaad built Dibon,
and Ataroth, and Aroer,

32:35 and Atrothshophan, and Yazer, and
Yogbehah,

32:36 and Beth Nimrah, and Beth Haran;
fortified cities, and folds for sheep.

32:37 The children of Reuben built
Heshbon, and Elealeh, and Kiriathaim,
32:38 and Nebo, and Baal-meon, (their
names being changed), and Sibmah; and
they gave other names to the cities which
they built.

32:39 The children of Makir the son of
Menasheh went to Gilad, and took it, and
dispossessed the Amorites who were
therein.

32:40 Mosheh gave Gilad to Makir the son
of Menasheh; and he lived therein.

32:41 Yair the son of Menasheh went and
took its towns, and called them Havvoth
Yair.

32:42 Nobah went and took Kenath, and
its villages, and called it Nobah, after his
own name.

33 Recounting journey | Drive out
inhabitants
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33:1 These are the journeys of the children
of YisraEL, when they went forth out of the
land of Egypt by their armies under the
hand of Mosheh and Aharon.

33:2 Mosheh wrote their goings out
according to their journeys by the
commandment of nIn'; and these are their
journeys according to their goings out.
33:3 They traveled from Rameses in the
first month, on the fifteenth day of the first
month; on the next day after the Pesach
the children of YisraEL went out with a high
hand in the sight of all the Egyptians,

33:4 while the Egyptians were burying all
their firstborn, whom nIn' had struck
among them; on their elohim also niInt
executed judgments.

33:5 The children of YisraEL traveled from
Rameses, and encamped in Succoth.

33:6 They traveled from Succoth, and
encamped in Etham, which is in the edge
of the wilderness.

33:7 They traveled from Etham, and turned
back to Pihahiroth, which is before Baal
Tsephon; and they encamped before
Migdol.

33:8 They traveled from before Hahiroth,
and passed through the midst of the sea
into the wilderness; and they went three
days journey in the wilderness of Etham,
and encamped in Marah.

33:9 They traveled from Marah, and came
to Elim; and in Elim were twelve springs of
water, and seventy palm trees; and they
encamped there.

33:10 They traveled from Elim,
encamped by the Sea of Suf.

33:11 They traveled from the Sea of Suf,
and encamped in the wilderness of Seen.
33:12 They traveled from the wilderness of
Seen, and encamped in Dophkah.

33:13 They traveled from Dophkah, and
encamped in Alush.

33:14 They traveled from Alush, and
encamped in Rephidim, where there was
no water for the people to drink.

33:15 They traveled from Rephidim, and
encamped in the wilderness of Sinai.

and
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33:16 They traveled from the wilderness of
Sinai, and encamped in Kibroth Hattaavah.
33:17 They traveled from Kibroth
Hattaavah, and encamped in Hazeroth.
33:18 They traveled from Hazeroth, and
encamped in Rithmah.

33:19 They traveled from Rithmah, and
encamped in Rimmon Perez.

33:20 They traveled from Rimmon Perez,
and encamped in Libnah.

33:21 They traveled from Libnah, and
encamped in Rissah.

33:22 They traveled from Rissah, and
encamped in Kehelathah.

33:23 They traveled from Kehelathah, and
encamped in Mount Shepher.

33:24 They traveled from Mount Shepher,
and encamped in Haradah.

33:25 They traveled from Haradah, and
encamped in Makheloth.

33:26 They traveled from Makheloth, and
encamped in Tahath.

33:27 They traveled from Tahath, and
encamped in Terach.

33:28 They traveled from Terach, and
encamped in Mithkah.

33:29 They traveled from Mithkah, and
encamped in Hashmonah.

33:30 They traveled from Hashmonah, and
encamped in Moseroth.

33:31 They traveled from Moseroth, and
encamped in Bene Yaakan.

33:32 They traveled from Bene Yaakan,
and encamped in Hor Haggidgad.

33:33 They traveled from Hor Haggidgad,
and encamped in Yotbathah.

33:34 They traveled from Yotbathah, and
encamped in Abronah.

33:35 They traveled from Abronah, and
encamped in Ezion Geber.

33:36 They traveled from Ezion Geber, and
encamped in the wilderness of Zin (the
same is Kadesh).

33:37 They traveled from Kadesh, and
encamped in Mount Hor, in the edge of the
land of Edom.

33:38 Aharon the kohen went up to Mount
Hor at the commandment of ninr, and died
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there, in the fortieth year after the children
of YisraEL had come out of the land of
Egypt, in the fifth month, on the first day of
the month.

33:39 Aharon was one hundred twenty-
three years old when he died in Mount Hor.
33:40 The Canaanite, the king of Arad,
who lived in the South in the Land of
Canaan, had heard of the coming of the
children of YisraEL.

33:41 So they departed from Mount Hor,
and encamped in Zalmonah.

33:42 They traveled from Zalmonah, and
encamped in Punon.

33:43 They traveled from Punon, and
encamped in Oboth.

33:44 They traveled from Oboth, and
encamped in lye Abarim, in the border of
Moab.

33:45 They traveled from
encamped in Dibon Gaad.
33:46 They traveled from Dibon Gaad, and
encamped in Aimon Diblathaim.

33:47 They traveled from Almon
Diblathaim, and encamped in the
mountains of Abarim, before Nebo.

33:48 They traveled from the mountains of
Abarim, and encamped in the plains of
Moab by the Yarden at Yericho.

33:49 They encamped by the Yarden, from
Beth Yeshimoth even to Hevel Shittim in
the plains of Moab.

33:50 nin' spoke to Mosheh in the plains
of Moab by the Yarden at Yericho, saying:
33:51 Speak to the children of YisraEL, and
tell them: When you pass over the Yarden
into the Land of Canaan,

33:52 then you shall drive out all the
inhabitants of the Land from before you,
destroy all their stone idols, destroy all
their molten images, and demolish all their
high places.

33:53 You shall take possession of the
Land, and dwell therein; for | have given
the Land to you to possess it.

33:54 You shall inherit the Land by lot
according to your families; to the more you
shall give the more inheritance, and to the

lyim, and
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fewer you shall give the less inheritance:
wherever the lot falls to any man, that shall
be his. You shall inherit according to the
tribes of your fathers.

33:55 But if you do not drive out the
inhabitants of the Land from before you,
then those you let remain of them will be
as pricks in your eyes and as thorns in your
sides, and they will harass you in the Land
in which you dwell.

33:56 It shall happen that as | thought to
do to them, so will | do to you.

34 Land boundaries | Tribal leaders

34:1 ninr spoke to Mosheh, saying:

34:2 Command the children of YisraEL,
and tell them: When you come into the
Land of Canaan (this is the Land that shall
fall to you for an inheritance, even the Land
of Canaan according to its borders),

34:3 then your south quarter shall be from
the wilderness of Zin along by the side of
Edom, and your south border shall be from
the end of the Salt Sea eastward;

34:4 and your border shall turnabout
southward of the ascent of Akrabbim, and
pass along to Zin; and the goings out of it
shall be southward of Kadesh Barnea; and
it shall go forth to Hazar Addar, and pass
along to Azmon;

34:5 and the border shall turnabout from
Azmon to the brook of Egypt, and the
goings out of it shall be at the sea.

34:6 For the western border, you shall have
the great sea and its border; this shall be
your west border.

34:7 This shall be your north border; from
the great sea you shall mark out for you
Mount Hor;

34:8 from Mount Hor you shall mark out to
the entrance of Hamath; and the goings
out of the border shall be at Zedad,;

34:9 and the border shall go forth to
Ziphron, and the goings out of it shall be at
Hazar Enan; this shall be your north border.
34:10 You shall mark out your east border
from Hazar Enan to Shepham;
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34:11 and the border shall go down from
Shepham to Riblah, on the east side of Ain;
and the border shall go down, and shall
reach to the side of the sea of Chinnereth
eastward;

34:12 and the border shall go down to the
Yarden, and the goings out of it shall be at
the Salt Sea. This shall be your Land
according to its borders around it.

34:13 Mosheh commanded the children of
YisraEL, saying: This is the Land which you
shall inherit by lot, which I has
commanded to give to the nine tribes, and
to the half-tribe;

34:14 for the tribe of the children of
Reuben according to their fathers' houses,
and the tribe of the children of Gaad
according to their fathers' houses, have
received, and the half-tribe of Menasheh
have received, their inheritance;

34:15 the two tribes and the half-tribe
have received their inheritance beyond the
Yarden at Yericho eastward, toward the
sunrise.

34:16 nin' spoke to Mosheh, saying:
34:17 These are the names of the men
who shall divide the Land to you for
inheritance; ELazar the kohen, and
YAHshua the son of Nun.

34:18 You shall take one leader of every
tribe, to divide the Land for inheritance.
34:19 These are the names of the men: Of
the tribe of YAHudah, Kaleb the son of
Yephunneh.

34:20 Of the tribe of the children of
Shimon, ShemuEL the son of Ammihud.
34:21 Of the tribe of Binyamin, Elidad the
son of Chislon.

34:22 Of the tribe of the children of Dan a
leader, BuqqiyYAH the son of Yogli.

34:23 Of the children of YAHseph: Of the
tribe of the children of Menasheh a leader,
ChanniEL the son of Ephod.

34:24 Of the tribe of the children of
Ephraim a leader, QemuEL the son of
Shiphtan.
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34:25 Of the tribe of the children of
Zebulun a leader, ELzaphan the son of
Parnach.

34:26 Of the tribe of the children of
Issachar a leader, PaltiEL the son of Azzan.
34:27 Of the tribe of the children of Asher
a leader, Ahihud the son of Shelomi.
34:28 Of the tribe of the children of
Naphtali a leader, Pedahel the son of
Ammihud.

34:29 These are they whom It
commanded to divide the inheritance to
the children of YisratL in the Land of
Canaan.

35 Cities for Levites | Cities for refuge

35:1 nInt spoke to Mosheh in the plains of
Moab by the Yarden at Yericho, saying:
35:2 Command the children of YisraEL that
they give to the Levites of the inheritance
of their possession cities to dwell in; and
you shall give suburbs for the cities around
them to the Levites.

35:3 The cities shall they have to dwell in;
and their suburbs shall be for their
livestock, and for their substance, and for
all their animals.

35:4 The suburbs of the cities, which you
shall give to the Levites, shall be from the
wall of the city and outward one thousand
cubits around it.

35:5 You shall measure outside of the city
for the east side two thousand cubits, and
for the south side two thousand cubits, and
for the west side two thousand cubits, and
for the north side two thousand cubits, the
city being in the midst. This shall be to
them the suburbs of the cities.

35:6 The cities which you shall give to the
Levites, they shall be the six cities of
refuge, which you shall give for the
manslayer to flee to; and besides them you
shall give forty-two cities.

35:7 All the cities which you shall give to
the Levites shall be forty-eight cities
together with their suburbs.

35:8 Concerning the cities which you shall
give of the possession of the children of
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YisrakL, from the many you shall take
many; and from the few you shall take few;
everyone according to his inheritance
which he inherits shall give of his cities to
the Levites.

35:9 nin spoke to Mosheh, saying:

35:10 Speak to the children of YisraEL, and
tell them: When you pass over the Yarden
into the Land of Canaan,

35:11 then you shall appoint cities to be
cities of refuge for you, that the manslayer
who Kills any person unwittingly may flee
there.

35:12 The cities shall be to you for refuge
from the avenger, that the manslayer not
die, until he stands before the community
for judgment.

35:13 The cities which you shall give shall
be for you six cities of refuge.

35:14 You shall give three cities beyond
the Yarden, and you shall give three cities
in the Land of Canaan; they shall be cities
of refuge.

35:15 For the children of YisraEL, and for
the proselyte and for the sojourner living
among them, shall these six cities be for
refuge; that everyone who Kills any person
unwittingly may flee there.

35:16 But if he struck him with an
instrument of iron, so that he died, he is a
murderer; the murderer shall surely be put
to death.

35:17 If he struck him with a stone in the
hand, by which a man may die, and he
died, he is a murderer; the murderer shall
surely be put to death.

35:18 Or if he struck him with a weapon of
wood in the hand, by which a man may die,
and he died, he is a murderer; the
murderer shall surely be put to death.
35:19 The blood kinsman shall himself put
the murderer to death; when he meets
him, he shall put him to death.

35:20 If he thrust him out of hatred, or
hurled at him, lying in wait, so that he died,
35:21 or in enmity struck him with his
hand, so that he died; he who struck him
shall surely be put to death; he is a
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murderer; the blood kinsman shall put the
murderer to death, when he meets him.
35:22 But if he thrust him suddenly
without enmity, or hurled on him anything
without lying in wait,

35:23 or with any stone, by which a man
may die, not seeing him, and cast it on
him, so that he died, and he was not his
enemy, neither sought his harm;

35:24 then the community shall judge
between the striker and the blood kinsman
according to these ordinances;

35:25 and the community shall deliver the
manslayer out of the hand of the blood
kinsman, and the community shall restore
him to his city of refuge, where he was fled;
and he shall dwell therein until the death
of the high kohen, who was anointed with
the kadosh oil.

35:26 But if the manslayer shall at any
time go beyond the border of his city of
refuge, where he flees,

35:27 and blood kinsman find him outside
of the border of his city of refuge, and the
blood kinsman Kill the manslayer; he shall
not be guilty of blood,

35:28 because he should have remained
in his city of refuge until the death of the
high kohen; but after the death of the high
kohen the manslayer shall return into the
land of his possession.

35:29 These things shall be for a statute
and ordinance to you throughout your
generations in all your dwellings.

35:30 Whoever Kkills any person, the
murderer shall be slain at the mouth of
witnesses; but one witness shall not testify
against any person that he die.

35:31 Moreover you shall take no ransom
for the life of a murderer who is guilty of
death; but he shall surely be put to death.
35:32 You shall take no ransom for him
who is fled to his city of refuge, that he may
come again to dwell in the land, until the
death of the kohen.

35:33 so you shall not pollute the Land in
which you are; for blood, it pollutes the
Land; and no atonement can be made for
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the Land for the blood that is shed therein,
but by the blood of him who shed it.
35:34 You shall not defile the Land which
you inhabit, in the midst of which | dwell;
for |, nint, dwell in the midst of the children
of YisraEL.

36 Female heirs to marry within the tribe

36:1 The heads of the fathers' households
of the family of the children of Gilad, the
son of Makir, the son of Menasheh, of the
families of the sons of YAHseph, came
near, and spoke before Mosheh, and
before the leaders, the heads of the
fathers' households of the children of
YisraEL;

36:2 and they said: nin* commanded my
adon to give the Land for inheritance by lot
to the children of YisraEL; and my adon was
commanded by I to give the
inheritance of Tselopchad our brother to
his daughters.

36:3 If they are married to any of the sons
of the other tribes of the children of
YisraEL, then will their inheritance be taken
away from the inheritance of our fathers,
and will be added to the inheritance of the
tribe whereunto they shall belong; so will it
be taken away from the lot of our
inheritance.

36:4 When the Yovel of the children of
YisraEL shall be, then will their inheritance
be added to the inheritance of the tribe
whereunto they shall belong; so will their
inheritance be taken away from the
inheritance of the tribe of our fathers.
36:5 Mosheh commanded the children of
YisraEL according to the davar of niny,
saying: The tribe of the sons of YAHseph
speaks right.

36:6 This is the thing which nin* does
command concerning the daughters of
Tselopchad, saying: Let them be married to
whom they think best; only into the family
of the tribe of their father shall they be
married.

36:7 So, shall no inheritance of the
children of YisratL remove from tribe to
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keep the inheritance of the tribe of his
fathers.

36:8 Every daughter who possesses an
inheritance in any tribe of the children of
YisraEL shall be wife to one of the family of
the tribe of her father, that the children of
YisraEL may possess every man the
inheritance of his fathers.

36:9 So, shall no inheritance remove from
one tribe to another tribe; for the tribes of
the children of YisraEL shall each keep his
own inheritance.

36:12 They were married into the families
of the sons of Menasheh the son of
YAHseph; and their inheritance remained in
the tribe of the family of their father.
36:13 These are the commandments and
the ordinances which nin* commanded by
Mosheh to the children of YisraEL in the
plains of Moab by the Yarden at Yericho.

1 Beyond Choreb | Leaders | Rebellion |
Penalty

These are the words which Mosheh spoke
to all YisraEL beyond the Yarden in the
wilderness, in the Arabah over against
Suph, between Paran, and Tophel, and
Laban, and Hazeroth, and Dizahab.

1:2 It is eleven days journey from Choreb
by the way of Mount Seir to Kadesh
Barnea.

1:3 It happened in the fortieth year, in the
eleventh month, on the first day of the
month, that Mosheh spoke to the children
of YisraEL, according to all that nin* had
given him in commandment to them;
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1:4 after he had struck Sihon the king of
the Amorites, who lived in Heshbon, and
0Og the king of Bashan, who lived in
Ashtaroth, at Edrei.

1:5 Beyond the Yarden, in the land of
Moab, began Mosheh to declare this Torah,
saying:

1:6 nIn' our ELOHIM spoke to us in Choreb,
saying: You have lived long enough in this
mountain.

1:7 Turn, and take your journey, and go to
the hill country of the Amorites, and to all
the places near there, in the Arabah, in the
hill country, and in the lowland, and in the
South, and by the seashore, the land of the
Canaanites, and Lebanon; as far as the
great river, the river Euphrates.

1:8 Behold, | have set the Land before you:
go in and possess the Land which nint
swore to your fathers, to Abraham, to
Yitzchak, and to Yaaqob, to give to them
and to their seed after them.

1:9 | spoke to you at that time, saying: | am
not able to bear you myself alone:

1:10 nIn' your ELOHIM has multiplied you,
and behold, you are this day as the stars of
the shamayim for multitude.

1:11 niny, the ELOHIM of your fathers,
make you a thousand times as many as
you are, and bless you, as HE has promised
you.

1:12 How can | myself alone bear your
encumbrance, and your burden, and your
strife?

1:13 Take wise men of understanding and
well known according to your tribes, and |
will make them heads over you.

1:14 You answered me, and said: The thing
which you have spoken is good to do.

1:15 So, | took the heads of your tribes,
wise men, and known, and made them
heads over you, captains of thousands,
and captains of hundreds, and captains of
fifties, and captains of tens, and officers,
according to your tribes.

1:16 | commanded your judges at that
time, saying: Hear cases between your
brothers, and judge righteously between a
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man and his brother, and the proselyte
who is living with him.

1:17 You shall not show partiality in
judgment; you shall hear the small and the
great alike; you shall not be afraid of the
face of man; for the judgment is ELOHIM's.
The case that is too hard for you, you shall
bring to me, and | will hear it.

1:18 | commanded you at that time all the
things which you should do.

1:19 We traveled from Choreb, and went
through all that great and terrible
wilderness which you saw, by the way to
the hill country of the Amorites, as nIn' our
ELOHIM commanded us; and we came to
Kadesh Barnea.

1:20 | said to you: You have come to the
hill country of the Amorites, which nin our
ELOHIM gives to us.

1:21 Behold, nin* your ELOHIM has set the
Land before you. Go up, take possession,
as nIny, the ELOHIM of your fathers, has
spoken to you; do not be afraid, neither be
dismayed.

1:22 You came near to me every one of
you, and said: Let us shalach men before
us, that they may search the Land for us,
and bring us word again of the way by
which we must go up, and the cities to
which we shall come.

1:23 The thing pleased me well; and | took
twelve men of you, one man for every tribe;
1:24 and they turned and went up into the
hill country, and came to the valley of
Eshcol, and spied it out.

1:25 They took of the fruit of the Land in
their hands, and brought it down to us, and
brought us word again, and said: It is a
good Land which nin' our ELOHIM gives to
us.

1:26 Yet you would not go up, but rebelled
against the commandment of nInat your
ELOHIM;

1:27 and you murmured in your tents, and
said: Because nIn' hated us, HE has
brought us forth out of the land of Egypt, to
deliver us into the hand of the Amorites, to
destroy us.
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1:28 Where are we going up? Our brothers
have made our heart to melt, saying: The
people are greater and taller than we; the
cities are great and fortified up to the
shamayim; and moreover, we have seen
the sons of the Anakim there.

1:29 Then | said to you: Do not dread,
neither be afraid of them.

1:30 nIn' your ELOHIM WHO goes before
you, HE will fight for you, according to all
that HE did for you in Egypt before your
eyes;

1:31 and in the wilderness, where you have
seen how that nin' your ELOHIM bore you,
as a man does bear his son, in all the way
that you went, until you came to this place.
1:32 Yet in this thing you did not trust ninr
your ELOHIM,

1:33 WHO went before you in the way, to
seek you out a place to pitch your tents in,
in fire by night, to show you by what way
you should go, and in the cloud by day.
1:34 nin' heard the voice of your words,
and was angry, and swore, saying:

1:35 Surely not one of these men of this
evil generation shall see the good Land,
which | swore to give to your fathers,

1:36 except Kaleb the son of Yephunneh;
he shall see it, and to him will | give the
Land that he has trodden on, and to his
children, because he has wholly followed
h1hLH

1:37 Also nin' was angry with me for your
sakes, saying: You also shall not go in
there:

1:38 YAHshua the son of Nun, who stands
before you, he shall go in there. Encourage
you him, for he shall cause YisraEL to
inherit it.

1:39 Moreover your little ones, whom you
said should be a prey, and your children,
who this day have no knowledge of good or
evil, they shall go in there, and to them will
| give it, and they shall possess it.

1:40 But as for you, turn, and take your
journey into the wilderness by the way to
the Sea of Suf.
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1:41 Then you answered and said to me:
We have sinned against nin*, we will go up
and fight, according to all that nin' our
ELOHIM commanded us. Every man of you
put on his weapons of war, and were ready
to go up into the hill country.

1:42 nin' said to me: Tell them: Do not go
up, neither fight; for | AM not among you;
lest you be struck before your enemies.
1:43 So, | spoke to you, and you did not
listen; but you rebelled against the
commandment of nIn, and were
presumptuous, and went up into the hill
country.

1:44 The Amorites, who lived in that hill
country, came out against you, and chased
you, as bees do, and beat you down in Seir,
even to Hormah.

1:45 You returned and wept before niny;
but nin' did not listen to your voice, nor
gave ear to you.

1:46 So, you stayed in Kadesh many days,
according to the days that you remained.

2 Wilderness years | Defeat of Sihon

2:1 Then we turned, and took our journey
into the wilderness by the way to the Sea
of Suf, as nIn' spoke to me; and we
encircled Mount Seir many days.

2:2 nIn spoke to me, saying:

2:3 You have encircled this mountain long
enough; turn northward.

2:4 Command the people, saying: You are
to pass through the border of your brothers
the children of Esav, who dwell in Seir, and
they will be afraid of you; take good heed
to yourselves therefore.

2:5 Do not contend with them; for | will not
give you of their land, no, not so much as
for the sole of the foot to tread on; because
| have given Mount Seir to Esav for a
possession.

2:6 You shall purchase food of them for
money, that you may eat; and you shall
also buy water of them for money, that you
may drink.

2:7 For nIn' your ELOHIM has blessed you
in all the work of your hand; HE has known
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your walking through this great wilderness.
These forty years nin* your ELOHIM has
been with you; you have lacked nothing.
2:8 So, we passed by from our brothers the
children of Esav, who dwell in Seir, from
the way of the Arabah from Elath and from
Ezion Geber. We turned and passed by the
way of the wilderness of Moab.

2:9 nIn* said to me: Do not bother Moab,
neither contend with them in battle; for |
will not give you of his land for a
possession; because | have given Ar to the
children of Lot for a possession.

2:10 The Emim lived therein before, a
people great, and many, and tall, as the
Anakim.

2:11 They are also considered Rephaim,
as the Anakim; but the Moabites call them
Emim.

2:12 The Horites also lived in Seir before,
but the children of Esav succeeded them;
and they destroyed them from before
them, and lived in their place; as YisraEL
did to the Land of his possession, which
nin' gave to them.

2:13 Now rise, and cross over the brook
Zered. We went over the brook Zered.
2:14 The days in which we came from
Kadesh Barnea, until we had come over
the brook Zered, were thirty-eight years;
until all the generation of the men of war
were consumed from the midst of the
camp, as nIn' swore to them.

2:15 Moreover the hand of nInt was
against them, to destroy them from the
midst of the camp, until they were
cohnsumed.

2:16 So, it happened, when all the men of
war were consumed and dead from among
the people,

2:17 that n1n' spoke to me, saying:

2:18 You are this day to pass over Ar, the
border of Moab;

2:19 and when you come near over against
the children of Ammon, do not bother
them, nor contend with them; for | will not
give you of the land of the children of
Ammon for a possession; because | have
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given it to the children of Lot for a
possession.

2:20 (This also is considered a land of
Rephaim: Rephaim lived therein before;
but the Ammonites call them
Zamzummim,

2:21 a people great, and many, and tall, as
the Anakim; but nIn' destroyed them
before them; and they succeeded them,
and lived in their place;

2:22 as HE did for the children of Esav, who
dwell in Seir, when HE destroyed the
Horites from before them; and they
succeeded them, and lived in their place
even to this day;

2:23 and the Avvim, who lived in villages
as far as Gaza, the Caphtorim, who came
forth out of Caphtor, destroyed them, and
lived in their place.)

2:24 Rise up, take your journey, and pass
over the valley of the Arnon. Behold, | have
given into your hand Sihon the Amorite,
king of Heshbon, and his land; begin to
possess it, and contend with him in battle.
2:25 This day will | begin to put the dread
of you and the fear of you on the peoples
who are under the whole shamayim, who
shall hear the report of you, and shall
tremble, and be in anguish because of you.
2:26 | shalach messengers out of the
wilderness of Kedemoth to Sihon king of
Heshbon with words of shalom, saying:
2:27 Let me pass through your land: | will
go along by the highway; | will turn neither
to the right hand nor to the left.

2:28 You shall sell me food for money, that
| may eat; and give me water for money,
that | may drink: only let me pass through
on my feet,

2:29 as the children of Esav who dwell in
Seir, and the Moabites who dwell in Ar, did
to me; until | shall pass over the Yarden
into the Land which nIn' our ELOHIM gives
us.

2:30 But Sihon king of Heshbon would not
let us pass by him; for nin* your ELOHIM
hardened his spirit, and made his heart
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obstinate, that HE might deliver him into
your hand, as at this day.

2:31 nint said to me: Behold, | have begun
to deliver up Sihon and his land before you:
begin to possess, that you may inherit his
land.

2:32 Then Sihon came out against us, he
and all his people, to battle at Yahats.
2:33 nIn' our ELOHIM delivered him up
before us; and we struck him, and his sons,
and all his people.

2:34 We took all his cities at that time, and
utterly destroyed every inhabited city, with
the women and the little ones; we left none
remaining;

2:35 only the livestock we took for a prey
to ourselves, with the spoil of the cities
which we had taken.

2:36 From Aroer, which is on the edge of
the valley of the Arnon, and the city that is
in the valley, even to Gilad, there was not a
city too high for us; nin' our ELOHIM
delivered up all before us;

2:37 only to the land of the children of
Ammon you did not come neatr; all the side
of the river Yabboq, and the cities of the hill
country, and wherever nIn* our ELOHIM
forbade us.

3 Defeat of Og | Mosheh will not cross
Yarden

3:1 Then we turned, and went up the way
to Bashan; and Og the king of Bashan
came out against us, he and all his people,
to battle at Edrei.

3:2 nIn' said to me: Do not fear him; for |
have delivered him, and all his people, and
his land, into your hand; and you shall do
to him as you did to Sihon king of the
Amorites, who lived at Heshbon.

3:3 So, nIn' our ELOHIM delivered into our
hand Og also, the king of Bashan, and all
his people; and we struck him until none
was left to him remaining.

3:4 We took all his cities at that time; there
was not a city which we did not take from
them; sixty cities, all the region of Argob,
the kingdom of Og in Bashan.
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3:5 All these were cities fortified with high
walls, gates, and bars; besides the
unwalled towns a great many.

3:6 We utterly destroyed them, as we did
to Sihon Kking of Heshbon, utterly
destroying every inhabited city, with the
women and the little ones.

3:7 But all the livestock, and the spoil of
the cities, we took for a prey to ourselves.
3:8 We took the land at that time out of the
hand of the two kings of the Amorites who
were beyond the Yarden, from the valley of
the Arnon to Mount Hermon.

3:9 The Sidonians call Hermon Sirion, and
the Amorites call it Senir.

3:10 We took all the cities of the plain, and
all Gilad, and all Bashan, to Salecah and
Edrei, cities of the kingdom of Og in
Bashan.

3:141 For only Og king of Bashan remained
of the remnant of the Rephaim; behold, his
bedstead was a bedstead of iron; is not it
in Rabbah of the children of Ammon? Nine
cubits was its length, and four cubits its
breadth, after the cubit of a man.

3:12 This land we took in possession at
that time; from Aroer, which is by the valley
of the Arnon, and half the hill country of
Gilad, and its cities, gave | to the
Reubenites and to the Gadites;

3:13 and the rest of Gilad, and all Bashan,
the kingdom of Og, gave | to the half-tribe
of Menasheh; all the region of Argob, even
all Bashan. The same is called the land of
Rephaim.

3:14 Yair the son of Menasheh took all the
region of Argob, to the border of the
Geshurites and the Maacathites, and
called them, even Bashan, after his own
name, Havvoth Yair, to this day.

3:15 | gave Gilad to Makir.

3:16 To the Reubenites and to the Gadites
| gave from Gilad even to the valley of the
Arnon, the middle of the valley, and its
border, even to the river Yabboq, which is
the border of the children of Ammon;

3:17 the Arabah also, and the Yarden and
its border, from Chinnereth even to the sea
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of the Arabah, the Salt Sea, under the
slopes of Pisgah eastward.

3:18 | commanded you at that time,
saying: nin' your ELOHIM has given you this
Land to possess it; you shall pass over
armed before your brothers the children of
YisraEL, all the men of valor.

3:19 But your wives, and your little ones,
and your livestock, | know that you have
much livestock, shall live in your cities
which | have given you,

3:20 until nin* gives rest to your brothers,
as to you, and they also possess the Land
which nint your ELOHIM gives them beyond
the Yarden; then you shall return every
man to his possession, which | have given
you.

3:21 | commanded YAHshua at that time,
saying: Your eyes have seen all that nin®
your ELOHIM has done to these two kings;
so shall nin* do to all the kingdoms where
you go over.

3:22 You shall not fear them; for nin* your
ELOHIM, HE it is WHO fights for you.

3:23 | begged nine at that time, saying:
3:24 ADONAI a1, YOU have begun to show
YOUR servant YOUR greatness, and YOUR
strong hand; for what EL is there in the
shamayim or in the earth, that can do
according to YOUR works, and YOUR
gevurah?

3:25 Please let me go over and see the
good Land that is beyond the Yarden, that
goodly mountain, and Lebanon.

3:26 But nIn' was angry with me for your
sakes, and did not listen to me; and nint
said to me: Let it suffice you; speak no
more to ME of this matter.

3:27 Go up to the top of Pisgah, and lift up
your eyes westward, and northward, and
southward, and eastward, and see with
your eyes; for you shall not go over this
Yarden.

3:28 But commission YAHshua, and
encourage him, and strengthen him; for he
shall go over before this people, and he
shall cause them to inherit the Land which
you shall see.
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3:29 So, we stayed in the valley over
against Beth Peor.

4 Obedience | Idolatry | ADONAI alone

4:1 Now, YisraEL, shema to the statutes
and to the ordinances, which | teach you,
to do them; that you may live, and go in
and possess the Land which niny, the
ELOHIM of your fathers, gives you.

4:2 You shall not add to the word which |
command you, neither shall you diminish
from it, that you may keep the
commandments of nIn' your ELOHIM which
| command you.

4:3 Your eyes have seen what nint did
because of Baal-Peor; for all the men who
followed Baal-Peor, nin' your ELOHIM has
destroyed them from the midst of you.

4:4 But you who were faithful to nin* your
ELOHIM are all alive this day.

4:5 Behold, | have taught you statutes and
ordinances, even as nIn* my ELOHIM
commanded me, that you should do so in
the midst of the Land where you go in to
possess it.

4:6 Keep therefore and do them; for this is
your wisdom and your understanding in
the sight of the peoples, who shall hear all
these statutes, and say: Surely this great
nation is a wise and understanding people.
4:7 For what great nation is there, that has
an eloah so near to them, as nIna' our
ELOHIM is, whenever we call on HIM?

4:8 What great nation is there, that has
statutes and ordinances so righteous as all
this Torah, which | set before you this day?
4:9 Only take heed to yourself, and keep
your soul diligently, lest you forget the
things which your eyes saw, and lest they
depart from your heart all the days of your
life; but make them known to your children
and your children's children;

4:10 the day that you stood before nint
your ELOHIM in Choreb, when nIn said to
me: Assemble ME the people, and | will
make them shema MY words, that they
may learn to revere ME all the days that

they live on the earth, and that they may
teach their children.

4:11 You came near and stood under the
mountain; and the mountain burned with
fire to the heart of the shamayim, with
darkness, cloud, and thick darkness.

4:12 nine spoke to you out of the midst of
the fire; you heard the voice of words, but
you saw no form; you only heard a voice.
4:13 HE declared to you HIS Covenant,
which HE commanded you to perform,
even the ten commandments; and HE
wrote them on two tables of stone.

4:14 nin' commanded me at that time to
teach you statutes and ordinances, that
you might do them in the Land where you
g0 over to possess it.

4:15 Take therefore good heed to
yourselves; for you saw no kind of form on
the day that nin' spoke to you in Choreb
out of the midst of the fire.

4:16 Lest you corrupt yourselves, and
make yourself an engraved image in the
form of any figure, the likeness of male or
female,

4:17 the likeness of any animal that is on
the earth, the likeness of any winged bird
that flies in the shamayim,

4:18 the likeness of anything that creeps
on the ground, the likeness of any fish that
is in the water under the earth;

4:19 and lest you lift up your eyes to the
shamayim, and when you see the sun and
the moon and the stars, even all the host
of the shamayim, you are drawn away and
shachah them, and serve them, which ninr
your ELOHIM has allotted to all the peoples
under the whole shamayim.

4:20 But nin' has taken you, and brought
you forth out of the iron furnace, out of
Egypt, to be to HIM a people of inheritance,
as at this day.

4:21 Furthermore nIn' was angry with me
for your sakes, and swore that | should not
go over the Yarden, and that | should not
go in to that good Land, which nin' your
ELOHIM gives you for an inheritance;
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4:22 but | must die in this land, | must not
go over the Yarden; but you shall go over,
and possess that good Land.

4:23 Take heed to yourselves, lest you
forget the Covenant of nin' your ELOHIM,
which HE made with you, not to make you
any engraved image in the form of
anything which nIn* your ELOHIM has
forbidden you.

4:24 For nIn' your ELOHIM is a devouring
fire, a jealous EL.

4:25 When you shall father children, and
children's children, and you shall have
been long in the Land, and shall corrupt
yourselves, and make an engraved image
in the form of anything, and shall do that
which is evil in the sight of ain your
ELOHIM, to provoke HIM to anger;

4:26 | call the shamayim and the earth to
witness against you this day, that you
would then surely perish from off the Land
whereunto you go over the Yarden to
possess it; you would not prolong your days
on it, but shall utterly be destroyed.

4:27 nn will scatter you among the
peoples, and you shall be left few in
number among the nations, where ninr
shall lead you away.

4:28 There you shall serve those elohim,
the work of men's hands, wood and stone,
which neither see, nor hear, nor eat, nor
smell.

4:29 But from there you shall seek nin*
your ELOHIM, and you shall find HIM, when
you search after HIM with all your heart and
with all your soul.

4:30 When you are in oppression, and all
these things have come on you in the latter
days, you shall then return to nIn' your
ELOHIM, and shema to HIS voice;

4:31 for nIn' your ELOHIM is a merciful EL;
HE will not fail you, neither destroy you, nor
forget the Covenant of your fathers which
HE swore to them.

4:32 For inquire now of the days that are
past, which were before your time, since
the day that ELOHIM created man on the
earth, and from the one end of the
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shamayim to the other, whether there has
been anything as great as this, or has been
heard like it?

4:33 Did any other people ever hear the
voice of ELOHIM speaking out of the midst
of the fire, as you have heard, and lived?
4:34 Or has ELOHIM tried to go and take
any another nation for HIMSELF from the
midst of other nations, by trials, by signs,
and by wonders, and by war, and by a
mighty hand, and by an outstretched arm,
and by great terrors, according to all that
NN your ELOHIM did for you in Egypt before
your eyes?

4:35 It was shown to you so that you might
know that nin' is ELOHIM. There is no one
else besides HIM.[1]

4:36 Out of the shamayim HE made you to
hear HIS voice, that HE might instruct you:
and on earth HE made you to see HIS great
fire; and you heard HIS words out of the
midst of the fire.

4:37 Because HE loved your fathers,
therefore HE chose their seed after them,
and brought you out with HIS presence,
with HIS great power, out of Egypt;

4:38 to drive out nations from before you
greater and mightier than you, to bring you
in, to give you their land for an inheritance,
as at this day.

4:39 Know therefore this day, and lay it to
your heart, that nin', HE is ELOHIM in the
shamayim above and on the earth
beneath; there is none else.[2]

4:40 You shall keep HIS statutes, and HIS
commandments, which | command you
this day, that it may go well with you, and
with your children after you, and that you
may prolong your days in the Land, which
nIn' your ELOHIM gives you, forever.

4:41 Then Mosheh set apart three cities
beyond the Yarden toward the sunrise;
4:42 that the manslayer might flee there,
who kills his neighbor unawares, and did
not hate him in time past; and that fleeing
to one of these cities he might live:

4:43 Bezer in the wilderness, in the plain
country, for the Reubenites; and Ramoth in
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Gilad, for the Gadites; and Golan in
Bashan, for the Manassites.

4:44 This is the Torah which Mosheh set
before the children of YisraEL.

4:45 These are the testimonies, and the
statutes, and the ordinances, which
Mosheh spoke to the children of YisraEL,
when they came forth out of Egypt,

4:46 beyond the Yarden, in the valley over
against Beth Peor, in the land of Sihon king
of the Amorites, who lived at Heshbon,
whom Mosheh and the children of YisraEL
struck, when they came forth out of Egypt.
4:47 They took his land in possession, and
the land of Og king of Bashan, the two
kings of the Amorites, who were beyond
the Yarden toward the sunrise;

4:48 from Aroer, which is on the edge of
the valley of the Arnon, even to Mount Sion,
the same is Hermon,

4:49 and all the Arabah beyond the Yarden
eastward, even to the sea of the Arabah,
under the slopes of Pisgah.

5 Ten commandments

5:1 Mosheh called to all YisraEL, and said
to them: Shema, YisraEL, the statutes and
the ordinances which | speak in your ears
this day, that you may learn them, and
observe to do them.

5:2 nin' our ELOHIM made a Covenant with
us in Choreb.

5:3 ninr did not make this Covenant with
our fathers, but with us, even us, who are
all of us here alive this day.

5:4 ni1nr spoke with you face to face on the
mountain out of the midst of the fire,

5:5 | stood between nin* and you at that
time, to show you the davar of nins; for you
were afraid because of the fire, and did not
go up onto the mountain. HE said:
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5:6 | AM nIn' your ELOHIM, WHO brought
you out of the land of Egypt, out of the
house of bondage.!32]

5:7 You shall have no other ELOHIM before
ME.[3]

5:8 You shall not make an engraved image
for yourself, any likeness of what is in the
shamayim above, or what is in the earth
beneath, or that is in the water under the
earth;

5:9 you shall not shachah them, nor serve
them:; for |, nine, your ELOHIM, AM a jealous
EL, visiting the iniquity of the fathers on the
children, and on the third and on the fourth
generation of those who hate ME;

5:10 and showing covenant-faithfulness to
thousands of those who love ME and keep
MY commandments.

5:11 You shall not regard the name of nint
your ELOHIM as worthless; for nin* will not
hold him guiltless who treats HIS hame as
worthless.

5:12 Observe the shabat day, to keep it
kadosh, as nIn* your ELOHIM commanded
you.

5:13 You shall labor six days, and do all
your work;

5:14 but the seventh day is a shabat to
nIn* your ELOHIM, in which you shall not do
any work, you, nor your son, nor your
daughter, nor your male servant, nor your
female servant, nor your ox, nor your
donkey, nor any of your livestock, nor your
proselyte who is within your gates; that
your male servant and your female servant
may rest as well as you.

5:15 You shall remember that you were a
servant in the land of Egypt, and nin' your
ELOHIM brought you out of there by a
mighty hand and by an outstretched arm;
therefore, nin' your ELOHIM commanded
you to keep the shabat day.

5:16 Honor your father and your mother,
as nin' your ELOHIM commanded you; that
your days may be long, and that it may go
well with you, in the Land which nin' your
ELOHIM gives you.

5:17 You shall not murder.
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5:18 Neither shall you commit adultery.
5:19 Neither shall you steal.

5:20 Neither shall you give false testimony
against your neighbor.

5:21 Neither shall you covet vyour
neighbor's wife; neither shall you desire
your neighbor's house, his field, or his male
servant, or his female servant, his ox, or his
donkey, or anything that is your neighbor's.
5:22 These words niIn' spoke to all your
gahal on the mountain out of the midst of
the fire, of the cloud, and of the thick
darkness, with a great voice; and HE added
no more. HE wrote them on two tables of
stone, and gave them to me.

5:23 It happened, when you heard the
voice out of the midst of the darkness,
while the mountain was burning with fire,
that you came near to me, even all the
heads of your tribes, and your elders;

5:24 and you said: Behold, nin' our ELOHIM
has shown us HIS glory and HIS greatness,
and we have heard HIS voice out of the
midst of the fire; we have seen this day
that ELOHIM does speak with man, and HE
lives.

5:25 Now therefore why should we keep
risking death? For this great fire will
consume us; if we hear the voice of nint
our ELOHIM any more, then we shall die.
5:26 For who is there of all flesh, that has
heard the voice of the living ELOHIM
speaking out of the midst of the fire, as we
have, and lived?

5:27 Go near, and hear all that nin' our
ELOHIM shall say; and tell us all that nint
our ELOHIM shall tell you; and we will
shema, and do it.

5:28 nIn' heard the voice of your words,
when you spoke to me; and nin' said to
me: | have heard the voice of the words of
this people, which they have spoken to you;
they have well said all that they have
spoken.

5:29 O that there were such a heart in
them, that they would revere ME, and keep
all MY commandments always, that it
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might be well with them, and with their
children forever.

5:30 Go tell them: Return to your tents.
5:31 But as for you, stand here by ME, and
I will tell you all the commandment, and
the statutes, and the ordinances, which
you shall teach them, that they may do
them in the Land which | give them to
possess it.

5:32 You shall observe to do therefore as
NN your ELOHIM has commanded you; you
shall not turn aside to the right hand or to
the left.

5:33 You shall walk in all the way which
nIN' your ELOHIM has commanded you,
that you may live, and that it may be well
with you, and that you may prolong your
days in the Land which you shall possess.

6 The greatest commandment

6:1 Now this is the commandment, the
statutes, and the ordinances, which nint
your ELOHIM commanded to teach you,
that you might do them in the Land where
you go over to possess it;

6:2 that you might revere nin' your ELOHIM,
to keep all HIS statutes and HIS
commandments, which | command you,
you, and your son, and your son's son, all
the days of your life; and that your days
may be prolonged.

6:3 Shema therefore, YisraEL, and observe
to do it; that it may be well with you, and
that you may increase mightily, as nins,
the ELOHIM of your fathers, has promised
to you, in a Land flowing with milk and
honey.

6:4 Shema YisraEL; nIn' our ELOHIM; aIn'
the only ONE;
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6:5 and you shall love nIn' your ELOHIM
with all your heart, and with all your soul,
and with all your might.

6:6 These words, which | command you
this day, shall be in your heart;

6:7 and you shall teach them diligently to
your children, and shall talk of them when
you sit in your house, and when you walk
by the way, and when you lie down, and
when you rise up.

6:8 You shall bind them for a sign on your
hand, and they shall be for symbols
between your eyesl4l.

6:9 You shall write them on the door posts
of your house, and on your gates.

6:10 It shall be, when nIn' your ELOHIM
shall bring you into the Land which HE
swore to your fathers, to Abraham, to
Yitzchak, and to Yaaqob, to give you, great
and goodly cities, which you did not build,

6:11 and houses full of all good things,
which you did not fill, and cisterns dug out,
which you did not dig, vineyards and olive
trees, which you did not plant, and you
shall eat and be full;

6:12 then beware lest you forget nin', WHO
brought you forth out of the land of Egypt,
out of the house of bondage.

6:13 You shall revere nIn' your ELOHIM;
and you shall serve HIM, and shall swear by
HIS name.

6:14 You shall not go after other elohim, of
the elohim of the peoples who are around
you;

6:15 for nIn* your ELOHIM in the midst of
you is a jealous EL; lest the anger of nint
your ELOHIM be kindled against you, and HE
destroy you from off the face of the earth.

6:16 You shall not tempt nIn' your ELOHIM,
as you tempted HIM in Massah.

6:17 You shall diligently keep the
commandments of nIn' your ELOHIM, and
HIS testimonies, and HIS statutes, which HE
has commanded you.

6:18 You shall do that which is right and
good in the sight of ninr; that it may be well
with you, and that you may go in and
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possess the good Land which nin* swore to
your fathers,

6:19 to thrust out all your enemies from
before you, as nin*' has spoken.

6:20 When your son asks you in time to
come, saying: What do the testimonies,
the statutes, and the ordinances, which
nIn' our ELOHIM has commanded you
mean?

6:21 then you shall tell your son: We were
Pharaoh's bond-servants in Egypt; and nin®
brought us out of Egypt with a mighty hand;
6:22 and nIn' showed great and awesome
sighs and wonders on Egypt, on Pharaoh,
and on all his house, before our eyes;

6:23 and HE brought us out from there,
that HE might bring us in, to give us the
Land which HE swore to our fathers.

6:24 n1n' commanded us to do all these
statutes, to revere nIn' our ELOHIM, for our
good always, that HE might preserve us
alive, as at this day.

6:25 It shall be righteousness to us, if we
observe to do all this commandment
before nI' our ELOHIM, as HE has
commanded us.

[4] Vs 6:8 - on your hand/ between your eyes.
Compare Rev 13:16 on the sign/ mark of the beast
to be placed on the hand or forehead.

7 A chosen kadosh people

7:1 When nin your ELOHIM shall bring you
into the Land where you go to possess it,
and shall cast out many nations before
you, the Hittite, and the Girgashite, and the
Amorite, and the Canaanite, and the
Perizzite, and the Hivite, and the Yebusite,
seven nations greater and mightier than
you;

7:2 and when nIn' your ELOHIM shall
deliver them up before you, and you shall
strike them; then you shall utterly destroy
them; you shall make no covenant with
them, nor show grace to them.

7:3 Neither shall you make marriages with
them; your daughter you shall not give to
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his son, nor shall you take his daughter for
your son.

7:4 For he will turn away your son from
following ME, that they may serve other
elohim; so the anger of nin* would be
kindled against you, and HE would destroy
you quickly.

7:5 But you shall deal with them like this:
you shall break down their altars, and dash
their pillars in pieces, and cut down their
asherim, and burn their engraved images
with fire.

7:6 For you are a kadosh people to nint
your ELOHIM; nint* your ELOHIM has chosen
you to be a people for HIS own possession,
above all peoples who are on the face of
the earth.

7:7 nin did not set HIS love on you, nor
choose you, because you were more in
number than any people; for you were the
fewest of all peoples;

7:8 but because nIn' loves you, and
because HE would keep the oath which HE
swore to your fathers, has nin' brought you
out with a mighty hand, and redeemed you
out of the house of bondage, from the
hand of Pharaoh king of Egypt.

7:9 Know therefore that nin' your ELOHIM,
HE is ELOHIM, the faithful EL, WHO keeps
Covenant and covenant-faithfulness with
them who love HIM and keep HIS
commandments to a thousand
generations,

7:10 and repays those who hate HIM to
their face, to destroy them. HE will not be
slack to him who hates HIM, HE will repay
him to his face.

7:11 You shall therefore keep the
commandment, and the statutes, and the
ordinances, which | command you this day,
to do them.

7:12 It shall happen, because you listen to
these ordinances, and keep and do them,
that nin' your ELOHIM will keep with you
the Covenant and the covenant-
faithfulness which HE swore to your
fathers;
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7:13 and HE will love you, and bless you,
and multiply you; HE will also bless the fruit
of your body and the fruit of your ground,
your grain and your new wine and your oil,
the increase of your livestock and the
young of your flock, in the Land which HE
swore to your fathers to give you.

7:14 You shall be blessed above all
peoples. There shall not be male or female
barren among you, or among your
livestock.

7:15 nin' will take away from you all
sickness; and none of the evil diseases of
Egypt, which you know, will HE put on you,
but will lay them on all those who hate you.
7:16 You shall consume all the peoples
whom niIn' your ELOHIM shall deliver to
you; your eye shall not pity them; neither
shall you serve their ELOHIM; for that will be
a snare to you.

7:17 If you shall say in your heart: These
nations are more than I; how can |
dispossess them?

7:18 You shall not be afraid of them: you
shall well remember what nIn' your
ELOHIM did to Pharaoh, and to all Egypt;
7:19 the great trials which your eyes saw,
and the signs, and the wonders, and the
mighty hand, and the outstretched arm, by
which niInt your ELOHIM brought you out; so
shall niq® your ELOHIM do to all the peoples
of whom you are afraid.

7:20 Moreover nIn* your ELOHIM will send
the hornet among them, until those who
are left, and hide themselves, perish from
before you.

7:21 You shall not be scared of them; for
NN your ELOHIM is in the midst of you, a
great and awesome EL.

7:22 nin your ELOHIM will cast out those
nations before you little by little; you may
not consume them at once, lest the
animals of the field increase on you.

7:23 But ni1n* your ELOHIM will deliver them
up before you, and will confuse them with
a great confusion, until they be destroyed.
7:24 He will deliver their kings into your
hand, and you shall make their name to

225

perish from under the shamayim; no man
shall be able to stand before you, until you
have destroyed them.

7:25 You shall burn the engraved images
of their elohim with fire. You shall not covet
the silver or the gold that is on them, nor
take it for yourself, lest you be snared in it;
for it is an abomination to nIn' your
ELOHIM.

7:26 You shall not bring an abomination
into your house, and become a cursed
thing like it. You shall utterly detest it, and
you shall utterly abhor it; for it is a cursed
thing.

8 Remember the chastisement of ADONAI

8:1 You shall observe to do all the
commandment which | command you this
day, that you may live, and multiply, and go
in and possess the Land which nin' swore
to your fathers.

8:2 You shall remember all the way which
NI your ELOHIM has led you these forty
years in the wilderness, that HE might
humble you, to prove you, to know what
was in your heart, whether you would keep
HIS commandments, or not.

8:3 HE humbled you, and allowed you to be
hungry, and fed you with manna, which you
did not know, neither did your fathers
know; that HE might make you know that
man does not live by bread only, but by all
that proceed out of the mouth of niny, does
man live.

8:4 Your clothing did not grow old on you,
neither did your foot swell, these forty
years.

8:5 You shall consider in your heart that as
a man chastens his son, so nIn* your
ELOHIM chastens you.

8:6 You shall keep the commandments of
NIt your ELOHIM, to walk in HIS ways, and
to revere HIM.

8:7 For nIn* your ELOHIM brings you into a
good Land, a Land of brooks of water, of
springs, and underground water flowing
into valleys and hills;
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8:8 a Land of wheat and barley, and vines
and fig trees and pomegranates; a Land of
olive trees and honey;

8:9 a Land in which you shall eat bread
without scarceness, you shall not lack
anything in it; a Land whose stones are
iron, and out of whose hills you may dig
copper.

8:10 You shall eat and be full, and you
shall bless nIn' your ELOHIM for the good
Land which HE has given you.

8:11 Beware lest you forget nin' your
ELOHIM, in not keeping HIS
commandments, and HIS ordinances, and
HIS statutes, which | command you this
day;

8:12 lest, when you have eaten and are
full, and have built goodly houses, and
lived therein;

8:13 and when your herds and your flocks
multiply, and your silver and your gold is
multiplied, and all that you have is
multiplied;

8:14 then your heart be lifted up, and you
forget nin' your ELOHIM, WHO brought you
forth out of the land of Egypt, out of the
house of bondage;

8:15 WHO led you through the great and
terrible wilderness, with fiery serpents and
scorpions, and thirsty ground where there
was no water; WHO brought you forth water
out of the rock of flint;

8:16 WHO fed you in the wilderness with
manna, which your fathers did not know;
that HE might humble you, and that HE
might prove you, to do you good at your
latter end;

8:17 and lest you say in your heart: My
power and the might of my hand has
gotten me this wealth.

8:18 But you shall remember ain' your
ELOHIM, for it is HE WHO gives you power to
get wealth; that HE may establish HIS
Covenant which HE swore to your fathers,
as at this day.

8:19 It shall be, if you shall forget nin' your
ELOHIM, and walk after other elohim, and
serve them, and shachah them, | testify
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against you this day that you shall surely
perish.

8:20 As the nations that nin' makes to
perish before you, so you shall perish;
because you would not listen to the voice
of nIn' your ELOHIM.

9 Not for your righteousness | Molten calf

9:1 Shema, YisraEL; you are to pass over
the Yarden this day, to go in to dispossess
nations greater and mightier than yourself,
cities great and fortified up to the
shamayim,

9:2 a people great and tall, the sons of the
Anakim, whom you know, and of whom
you have heard say: Who can stand before
the sons of Anak?

9:3 Know therefore this day, that nin® your
ELOHIM is HE WHO goes over before you as
a devouring fire; HE will destroy them, and
HE will bring them down before you; so you
shall drive them out, and make them to
perish quickly, as nin' has spoken to you.
9:4 Do not say in your heart, after nin' your
ELOHIM has thrust them out from before
you, saying: For my righteousness nin' has
brought me in to possess this Land;
because nIn' drives them out before you
because of the wickedness of these
nations.

9:5 Not for your righteousness, or for the
uprightness of your heart, do you go in to
possess their Land; but for the wickedness
of these nations nIn' your ELOHIM does
drive them out from before you, and that
HE may establish the davar which nine
swore to your fathers, to Abraham, to
Yitzchak, and to Yaaqob.

9:6 Know therefore, that nin' your ELOHIM
does not give you this good Land to
possess it for your righteousness; for you
are a stiff-necked people.

9:7 Remember, do not forget, how you
provoked nInt your ELOHIM to wrath in the
wilderness; from the day that you went
forth out of the land of Egypt, until you
came to this place, you have been
rebellious against nin'.
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9:8 Also in Choreb you provoked nin' to
wrath, and nIn* was angry with you to
destroy you.

9:9 When | was gone up onto the mountain
to receive the tables of stone, even the
tables of the Covenant which nin' made
with you, then | stayed on the mountain
forty days and forty nights; | neither ate
bread nor drank water.

9:10 nin* delivered to me the two tables of
stone written with the finger of ELOHIM; and
on them were all the words which nint
spoke with you on the mountain out of the
midst of the fire in the day of the gahal.
9:11 It came to pass at the end of forty
days and forty nights, that nin' gave me
the two tables of stone, even the tables of
the Covenant.

9:12 nIn said to me: Arise, get down
quickly from here; for your people whom
you have brought out of Egypt have
corrupted themselves; they have quickly
turned aside out of the way which |
commanded them; they have made them
a molten image.

9:13 Furthermore nIn' spoke to me,
saying: | have seen this people, and
behold, it is a stiff-necked people;

9:14 let ME alone, that | may destroy them,
and blot out their name from under the
shamayim; and | will make of you a nation
mightier and greater than they.

9:15 So, | turned and came down from the
mountain, and the mountain was burning
with fire; and the two tables of the
Covenant were in my two hands.

9:16 | looked, and behold, you had sinned
against nIn' your ELOHIM; you had made
yourselves a molten calf; you had turned
aside quickly out of the way which nint had
commanded you.

9:17 | took hold of the two tables, and cast
them out of my two hands, and broke them
before your eyes.

9:18 | fell down before nin, as at the first,
forty days and forty nights; | neither ate
bread nor drank water; because of all your
s
